Not Among The Heroes

When there is a dictstorahip, as
there is in Soviet Russis, its op-
pression develops several varieties
of intellectual heroes.

If
there was & ¢hange in the Russian
leadership, =8  there (almoat was
in one orisis Khrushehev faced,
Bhrenburg could have paid with
his life for his novel.

But - perhaps the best proof of
the fact that Ehrenburg is still not
sure of his own position but is still
daring to gamble with it caniée as
he was appearing before & group
of Moscow students the other day,
and révealed that he had com-
pleted the second volume of his
controversial novel, but that some-
thing apparently was holding, up
it publication. The Implication in
that Ehrenburg, having gotten’
away with one step over the rou-
tine party ling, had then gone on
