Court Upsets Fine
To Erase Bias‘For Negr? Dancer

Washington, March 21 (#)%
—The Supreme Court today
unanimously - struck down a
210 fine for loitering and a
210 fine for disorderly conduct
imposed on a Negro in Louis-
ville, Kv., police court.

Justice Black delivered the deci-
sion which said the record was “en-
tirely lacking In evidence” Lo sup-
port any charges against the
Negro, Sam Thompson.

Thompson contended he was only
shuffiing his feet {o the music of
a juke box in a cafe whan he was
arrested. He complained that Lou-
isville Police were out to get him
because he had hired & lawyer to
contest  an  earlier disorderly
charge, Counsel for the city denied
this and said Thompson had a rec-
ord of eight convictiona for drunk-
ennass in & year's time.

,Counsel for Thompson sald he
was arrested Jan, 24, 1058, while
walting for a bua to take him
home. He waited in & small tavern,
the Liberty End Cafe. whera he
zaid he had bought a dish of
macaroni and a glass of beer.

Police sald they entered the
tavern for & routing inspection and

found Thompson ‘dancing” in a
place where dancing is prohibited
by Iaw. They charged he became
unruly when (nformed of his ar-
rest, resulting in the disorderly
conduct charge.

What the police called dancing
was what Thompson called shuf-
fling his feet to the music box
Attorneya for Thompson contended
his conviction wasd unconstitutional
for lack.of evidence, and ralsed a
question whether the stale was
required to providée some process
for testing contentions Lhe arrested
man was denied the process of
law aa guarantesd by the US,
Constitution’s 14th Amendment,

Under Kentuoky law, the convic-
tions are not reviewable on appeal
to any state court.-

Black, In an B-page opinion re-
viewed the Incldents leading to
Thompson's arrest, and said that
just ms conviction upon & oharge
not made would be shear denial
of due process of law, "So la it &

For one thing, you can choose
your opera and know in advance
how ‘serious the evening's enter-
tainment will be. Thers are operas
for all tastes ~nd degrees of musi-
cal discernment. -

Not- that this isn't t-oe of in-
strumental music as well, but
there aren't any instrumentsl
works that last all evening, so the
program usually (and correctly)
comprises several works, by sev-
eral composers, representing msev-
eral moods. Of course, Lhers are
Programs devoted entirely to the
works of one composer, but these
arg rare,

In opers, moreover, Lhere are
varied appeals to the members of
the audience. You listen to the
muasic; you see the miming, the
.costumes, the scenery; you watch
the ballet (if there is one) and you
become emotionally involved in the
drama which unfolds on the stage.

Although I mentioned the drama
last, It is actually of first Im-
portance. No opera has ever
succheded without a good libretto

The latest Russian proposal in
the nuclear test ban negotiations
at Geneva is an important and
powerful play,

* It is important because it of-
gers the world a reasonable com-
promise between the {wo previous
extreme positions at Geneva. It is
fmportant because, if this compro-
mise should be taken, there could
{indeed be a nuclear test ban treaty
negotiated immediately, And this
would represent, to the whole
world, a welcome wsign that the
great powers of the world do in-
.deed take seriously their own re-
sponsibility not to let their mutual
arms race do either of two things
—cgontinué to poison the world's
stmosphere with its fall-out—con-
tinue to build Atself toward the
uitimate final drama of all arms
races, which in the test in combat’

What the Russians propose at
Geneva, then, is something the
world will want to take, and will
want us to take.

Therein lles the power of the
Russian play. What they have of-
fered at Geneva lg, in fact, & prop-
osition the Britigh, the third chief
negotiators at Geneva, have them-
selves wanted to propose, and have
proposed to us behind the scenes,
refraining from open proposal only
out. of deference to our apparent
opposition. Y

Bo the Russian proposal starts
out with the prospect that the
British will be anxious to accept it,
if we will let them, and with the
further prospect that public opin-
fon everywhere will tend to want
to have It accepted, too.

The proposal is, simply, that we
negotiste the full test ban treaty
that has been drawn at Geneva,
to apply to all nuclear tests every-
body ‘agrees can be detected, As
for the amall underground tests
which we Americans have been
arguing cannot be detected, let
there be an agreed moratorium on
them too, for & stated number of
years, while sclentists try to de-
visé' means of guaranteeing that
these too could be detected 5o that
they too could bes included in the
area of the main test ban treaty.

What this simple proposal, firat
framed by the British, and now for-
mally presented by the Russians
does is to put the cholce up to us.
And what the choice demands of
us is that we resolve the con-
tinuing policy conflict we have
among ourselves, dividing: the ad-

This policy conflict is between
thoss who want us to continue
testing, at -all costs, and those who
believe we cannot afford to stand

in the way of a test baun for hu-|

manitarian and civillzed reasons.

We have been living, and acting,
s divided life on this issue.

In Search Of Indignation

Those diplomats who have been
wondering what kind of things
Communist Ching might have up
its sleeve, In line with its hitherto
consistent strategy of opposing
Hast-West summit diplomacy in:

It was the quickly trumped up
sentence of Bishop James E.
Walsh, American Catholic mis-
sionary, to mserve 20 years on
charges of spying and plotting the
overthirow of the Chinese Commu-
niat government. To make the
headlines more sensalional,. the
Chinese Reds included the charge
that Bishop Walsh had been acting
on orders of the United States gov-
ermment, and with the guidance of
Cardinal Spellman;

It takes only an examination' of
the pre-existing circumstances to
show what the Chinese Commu-
nists are up to in this matter, They
already had Bishop Walsh In cus-
tody, and he himself had already
mnade it plain to them, and to the
world, that, s6 far as his own con-
duct was concerned, they had him
under arrest for the rest of his nat-
ural life. He had made “this plain
by his own refusal, on the last oc-
casion when he was released by
the Chinese Communists and pro-
vided with a visa for a return to
this country, to use the visa in or-
der to leave China, His declsion
was to rémain, in the belief that
he could still do some good by
his presence there, with those Chi-
nese who were of the Ioman Cath-
olic faith. It was also part-of his
decision, according to his friends,
that he welcomed whatever mar-
tyrdom might come his way.

Under such circumstances, and
in view of such choices and deci-
sions on the part of Bishop Walsh
himself, what the Chinese Com-
munists have now done to him, in
levying & formal 20 year sentence
on him, producés no significant
change in the status of Bishop
walsh, They do not hurt him any
more than they were hurting him
before.

What they do siccamplish: s to
offer to the American public the
kind of affront, the kind of issue,
most likely to inflame sentiment
against having anything to do with
any Communists, Chinese 6r Rus-
sian. From their point of view, the
