—Secretary of State Chris­
tian A. Herter today con­
ceded the forthcoming summit 
meeting is a gamble and said 
he is not optimistic that much 
will come of it.

But he aaid there should be no 
duhge In President Eisenhower’e 
plans for a meeting with Soviet 
ftem ier NlklU 8 . Khnizhchev and 
the Britlah and French chlefa on 
May 16.

In thia day of push-button weap­
ons, Herter eald, "there are too 
many chances for mlscalculaUon 
or mlsunderetanding, to risk tak­
ing the position that he will not 
Bit down and talk with anybody."

Herter gave hla reaponae under 
critical queationlng by Sen. Albert 
Gore (D-Tenn) aa teatlmony began 
before the Senate Foreign Rela­
tions Committee on ElaenhoweY’e 
request for |1,175,0(»,000 In for­
eign aid.

He agreed with Gore's statement 
that the United SUtea was going to 
the summit parley “without pur­
pose, without plan, without hope 
of aucceaa."

"It’s a gamble,” Hdrter said.

"You're gambling with high 
stakaa and it aeama to be in a reck­
less manner," Gore declared.

"I’m very frank to admit that 
Pm not too optimlztlc that the 
aummit will produce very greet 
reaults," Herter replied.

But he hacked Elsenhower’s dec­
laration of willingness to go any 
where and meet with anyone If It 
will help peace.

Herter said the Important thing 
Is to go to the summit without 
having too great expectation of 
success. "Wa'd rather be pleasant­
ly surprised than Unpleasantly sur­
prised," he laid.

Herter aald there are "surface 
indications” Rusela wants a mean­
ingful disarmament agreement. 
But he said the real test of Soviet 
sincerity wUl come on the question 
of whether they will agree to a 
workable Inspection system.

"We will know then If they are 
genuine,” he said.

Herter made the comments aa he 
appeared as the leadoff adminis­
tration witness to back up Presi­
dent Elsenhower's foreign aid pro- 
gram.

Moch Hits Promise 
To Ban N-Weapons

Geneva, March 22 (P) — Julssp 
Moch of France told the 10-nation 
zlisarmament conference, today a 
simple promise to give up the pos- 
seseion of nuclear weapons would 
be vrtthout meaning because It 
oould not be controlled.

Moch spoke In an attempt to 
head off an emotionsiUy chsuT;ad 
ban-tiie-bomb campaign Uking 
ahape among the Commiinlst dele­
gations.

Tliere are alx aspecU to the 
problem of nuclear dlaannament, 
tha French expert aaid, and only 
four o f thaso oould be wiforced by 
aft international control " systom. 
Vho other two, taken In Isolation, 
represent only pious wishes, he 
Mid.

Moch Hated these as the four 
aontrollaWe elementa;

1. The suspension o f nuclear 
weapons tests.

2. A ban on the further produc­
tion of fissionable materials for 
mlHtary purposes.

3. A ban on the manufacture of 
weapons Ipoorporatlng fissionable 
materials.

4. The reconversion of existing 
stocks of fissionable materials to 
peaceful uses.
- The uncontrollable element!, 

Moch said, are:
1. A  prohibition on the use j f  

nuclear weapons.
2. A  ban on the possession of 

nuclear weapons.
The western powers suspect 

that the Soviet Union's offer to 
place nuclear disarmament’ first on 
Its timetable for world disarma­
ment bolls down to the old Soviet 
proposal for a nuclear ban with­
out adequate safeguards.

Soviet representative Valerian 
Zorin told the conference yester­
day Russia Is quite wllUng to re­
verse the order of its disarma­
ment p'.an in - deference to the 
West.

"If ths West wants to start with 
full nuclsar disarmament and take 
conventiwial disarmament Ister, 
we have no objections,” he said.

Skeptical western delegations 
said they were ,jaot Impressed by 
this kind of flsidblUty.

They cited & vifuenem te ths 
Russian plan regarding inspection 
and cpntrol' sn*l S 'Smlllar ^orirt 
rsludtianM to accept a genuine 
system of sifsiuAM i agslnst vio­
lations.

Zorin again criticized the lack 
of a time limit ftr total disarm­
ament In the western .plan, claim­
ing It provided “ control without 
disarmament.” But he did not 
Insist on the Soviet 4-year 
schedule for disarmament—viewed 
by the West as unrealistic—as an 
absolute condition for a treaty.

Zorin’s right-hand man Alexei A. 
Roschin, told a news conference 
last night Russia was "merely 
hoping to' persuswle the weetem 
powers to accept a thhe limit be­
cause disarmament requires quick 
acUon and quick solutions.”

Weetem sources emphisizea, 
however, that a cautious West is 
unwilling to be m*hed Into any 
agreement.

Stomach Cancer Dips Sharply, 
Lung Malignancy on Increase

Washlngtonj. March 22 (P) —  A 
sharp and unexplained drop in 
stomach .cancer In the,. United 
States In recent yeaYs was report­
ed today by the head of the gov­
ernment’s Natlctnal Canier In­
stitute. However, he aaid lung 
cancer has shown an offsetting In­
crease.

Dr. Jolm R. Heller said stomach 
cancer is rapidly decreasing both 
in the number of cases and deaths 
for both men and women. He 
added: (-
" "It-.lthe drop) fs more spectacu­

lar in men because it was the 
greatest killer in men .so - far as 
cancer Is concerned. —
t'.' I’Tt has diminished in some areas 

the point that It has ‘been diffi­
cult, for surgeons in some of our 
studies to find enough stomach 
caiicer cases to run a complete 
series.”

Heller's testimony was given re­
cently to a House Appropriations 
subcommittee and released today?

“Offsalting' tl)is decrease in 
stomach cancer, and parenthetlcs-' 
ly We do not know why this, de-4 
crease has occurred, has been an 
increase in lung cancer ;— a disease 
which has been Increasing. about 
as fast as atomach cancer has been 
decreasing,'’ he said.

-department Of Surfery at Tulane 
22 of the melanoma cases treated 
over the past two and a half years 
are' considered quiescent, showing 
no sign of growth or continued 
activity.

But he emphasized that such 
patients cannot be considered to 
be cured. A' cancer which appears 
to be quiescent may still have life 
and at some future time start 
growing again, he explained. H* 
also pointed out it will be several 
years yet before the long-term ef­
fect of the perfusion treatment 
can be adequately Judged.

Aa explained by Tulane doctors, 
the perfusion method consists of 
pumping cancer fighting drugs 
through only that , area of the 
body which contains the cancer. 
These,highly poisonous drugs are 
prevented from damaging nor­
mal; healthy tissue In the rest of 
the body by the use of tUrniquets 
which serve to contain the drugs 
in the diseased organ or limb.

We have known very well, .for 
a  long time, that the white man In 
thle country, or anywhere else, 
could not taka tom vec adjusting 
hlmaelf to the principles of cairis- 
tlanlty and of democracy. We have 
known that. If the white man took 
too long, the Negro would begin 
to reach and move.

T e t when we see the Negro be- 
j;ln to move, In a  mass, even 
though, so far. It haa been care­
fully kept a  paciflat, non-resistance 
mass, we almoat beg for mercy, for 
ua all, for another chance for the 
white man, to see If he can’t  engi­
neer himself Into progress which 
is a  lltUe swifter, a  little more 
Tlalble.

For when there la mass move­
ment, In crowds, In demonstra­
tions, there Is instant, constant, 
unrelenting danger of violence. 
Perhaps this Is the dsuiger the 
American people have to face, so 
closely It almost seems nothing can 
prevent It, before they find a. .way 
from it, together. But the risks 
are. It eeems to us, tob great for 
such peril out i^loeophy. m  com­
munity after community, we are a  

. step, a  geeture, away from blood. 
Once K had begun to flow, who 
would stop It, and where?

The Negroes, In their campaign 
against discrimination a t lunch 
counters, ate out .to eliminate one 
more specific symbol which says to 
them the wrong and the Intolerable 
thing, that they are somehow dif­
ferent from other human beings. 
The symbols are wrong; all some 
day must go. The N ^roes have 
been waiting a  very long time for 
them to begin to go. Each symbol 
Sllmlnated Is a  victory, along the 
path to the appearance and the 
routines of equality.

Tet th e  end o f  the quest, the 
enly real victory that would mat­
ter In the end, lies beyond all the 
tangible symbols. What the Negro 
really wants and deserves is not 

' 's i r '  wHere^hetheT'legal "right to 
pleases; that In Itself would still 
leave liinch counter fare tasting 
like sawdust The real goal is to 
have the white man want him to 
alt where he pleases. Not admis 
alon, but acceptance; not permis 
■ion, but welcome; not mere room 
but appetite—these are the pre 
clous and rightful quests of human 
belngii.

If we were a Negro we would 
by this time, be most impatient 
with the develi^nnent of the white 
n an 's  heart, and we would tend to 
be thrilled and cheered when some 
Of our own race at last began to 
move. In What aeemed nqn-vlplent 
dignity, to claim symbolic rights 
not yet being yielded.

We hope we would also pray for 
the miraculous wisdom and tern, 
per that would be needed to carry 
Oi«t Bueh exploits without running 
too cloee to the danger of an explo 
■ton which would end any and all 
eaiperlments a t living together, w  
axploelmi so terrible there would be 
little ^ i n t  in wondering who 
■truck the first blow, or the last 
one either. '

We know the white man haa had 
time enough, altbckigh it has not 
bME enough, and we know the Ner

A Wwrld Of Gentlemen?
Britain’s Foreign Secretary Sel- 

wyn Uoyd hae suggeated that per­
haps the May eimunlt meeting 
might, as on«r of Its lighter chores, 
draw up and sign a  “Code of Con­
duct for Peaceful Coeoclstence.” He 
hasn’t  advanced precise samples of 
the kind of rule# he would have 
Included In such a  code, but the 
inference is that they would be 
mainly concerned with modes and 
surface moods of conduct in the 
world. Khrushchev might be privi­
leged to Issue a good natured chal­
lenge to economic competition, but 
would be enjoined from using any 
Russian language which could be 
Interpreted into English as “we 
will bury you.” American jmllitary 
officials might, we suppose, be 
pem ltted to lecture about how we 
would retaliate against an act of 
aggression, but would be forbidden 
to have a  map of Russia under 
their pointer. In short, we would 
all try  to act more like gentlemen, 
less like international boors.

This isn’t a bad idea. Neither is 
it as far from the root of world 
troubles as skeptics may claim It 
to be. The conflict between Rus­
sia aiid America has been both a 
conflict of situation, of almost his­
torical fatedness, and a conflict of 
mood and attitude.

Inevitably, we emerged from 
World War II in positions of rival­
ry for world preeminence.

Nothing could have altered or 
hidden this basic relationship of 
challenge between us.

We have. In any ca^ . either to 
live through It or die because of It.

Our actual decision has long 
been, of course, to try  to live 
through It. That Is Why we have 
been waging what we call a “cold 
war,” an Instinctive selection of 
a kind of conflict in which wq do 
everything except actually loW  
the blows from which there would' 
be ho turning, but in which wS 
also, as if in a  mutual teat ot 
nerves and resolutions, keep re­
hearsing both the anticipation and 
the delivery of these blows.

The language, gestures, and the 
public mood are an Indispensable 
part of this game. In fact, they 
have dons more than any single 
act, on the part of anybody, and 
perhaps more than an addition of 
all the acta by everybody, to keep 
the game going.

This part of the g ^ e  is not, 
however, something that can be 
artificially turned off, as Foreign 
Sefcretary Uoyd might seem to 
suggest. The truth la that his very 
suggestion Is a sign that the game 
haa begun to play Itself out, and 
tlia,t we have already begun an ex­
perimental dabbling in the exact 
kind of code he auggeata we might 
adopt formally.

We and Russia have already be­
gun pulling our oratorical punches, 
already begun slipping out of the 
psychology of habitual. Insult, al­
ready begun experimenting' with 
politer ways of expressing our op 
posing positions, all In apparent 
preparation for the day when we 
can stop calling our system of 
world life a cold War and call It 
a cold peace or a cold coaxlstence 
or even perhaps, some day, some­
thing warmer.

Whether progress in such dirsc- 
tions will be a cause' o f. changlhg 
actual conditions, or merely the 
sign which reflects them, who can 
say? The safe guess is that there 
has always been an interlocking 
relationship between fact . and 
mood. Perhaps we have not been 
able to begin to act In more civi­
lized fashion until just now, when 
Uoyd comes forwmi'd with his sug­
gestion for a gentleman’s code. But 
one thing can iJe gremted: the 
name-calling and name-twisting 
end , threat-making of the ■ past 
never helped the cause of sutvlvali 
if we and Russia do have any cofit 
trol over our tongues, and oue sym- 
hollc "mood actions, we stjoulfTkeep 
on trying to use it, with or without 
a formal code.

The requeet, if granted, would 
permit the Bodrd of Blducation to 
preecnt its chee to the Directors 
directly, to addition to the indi­
rect presentation to the Directors 
gfiven by General Manager Rich­
ard Martin.

.The Board of Sklucation made 
this request last year, but was 
turned down.

The* reaeon rar the request is 
the Board of Ekiucation feels the 
cuts made in its budg^ by the 
general manager are improper be­
fore the budget is seen by the 
Directors.

The education budget amounts 
to more than half of the totel town 
budget.

CSiristie McCormick, member of 
the Bogrd of Education, said the 
reason .gjven last yesr by the Di­
rectors to refusing a  workahop 
eeeaion was that no other town 
agency was permitted to circum­
vent the general manager.to this 
way.

However, said McCormick, Mjar- 
tin does not have control over the 
■pending of .education money, once 
’it  la allocated by the Board of Di­
rectors. Martin does control the 
spending of all other town monies.

Because the education budget is 
BO large a percentage of the total 
budget, and because the spending 
of It is independent, the Board of 
Education should be accorded the 
courtesy of a hearing, said McCor­
mick.

Atty. Harold W. Garrity, Chair­
man of the Board- of Educatto'h, 
■greed with McCormick, saying 
th a t Martin "cuts the budget. He 
to turn tell* Ihe Loai*d of Direc- 

'.tors what it should do.”
Mrs. Katherine Bourn, member 

of the Board, pointed out that it 
was the general manager’s budg­
e t on Which the Board of Directors 
held a  public hearing. The Direc­
tor! relied on the general man*'
?:er to make the major derisions 
or them.

Atty. Garrity replied that the 
Directors themSelvea had "one eye 
on the voting machine and the 
other on the tax rate” when they 
looked a t the budget, and the gen- 
•ral manager was aware of their 
feelings when he considered It, 

What la needed, said Garrity, U 
an impartial, non-poUtlcal body to 
aonsider the budget.

McCormick read the board 
■action from the Wethersfield char­
ter budget which stated the edu­
cation budget to that town was 
submitted directly to the Town 
Council for discussion before any 
action was triten on it.

“We have never been accorded 
the privilege of taking part to 
theae workshop qesalons,” said Me 
Cormtek.

The police w ere. armed with 
submoohlne guns, rifles, revolvers 
and cIriM. Two armored cars 
backed them iq>.

Burned buildtogs a t Langa In­
cluded the library, recreation hall, 
reception cen-ter, office building 
and Negro settlement workshops 
StreetHghKa were smashed.

Tliere was apparently a strong', 
passive resistance movement in 
Langa. Deputy Police Commission­
er Co. P. S. Terblahche charged 
that natives vv anting to go work 
in defiance of the anti-pass cam­
paign “have been intimidated by 
terrorlsta.”
, In Sharpeville, a Negro settle­
ment In the coal mining center of 
Vereenigtog, thousands of Negroes 
staged a sitdown strike. They 
were reported trying to keep oth­
ers from returning to work.

In Capetown, the government 
said police are moving against the 
“terrorists.” ^

There were no reports of any 
whites killed. Some Africans were 
said to have used guns in Laiiga, 
where several police were injured.

The violence shocked the coun­
try and brought repercussions in 
Parliament, dominated by the Na­
tionalist party which sponsors the 
aiJartheid (strict segregation) pol­
icy.

Prime Minister Hendryk Ver- 
woerd in a statement on the riots 
said the police had not been 
ordered to open fire. He charged 
the main purpose of the Pan- 
Africanist Congress was to go 
against the whites and declared 
they were prepared to commit "ex­
treme deeds.”

South Africa’s three million 
whites and many of her 10 million 
blacks kept their doors bolted last 
night. Many whites slept with guns 
under their pillows.

The worst riot erupted at Sharpe- 
Yllle. There M African men, women 
and children were killed and 182 
wounded when police fired on 20,000 
black* who besieged and stoned the 
police station.

"People fell like tenpins,” said a 
Negro in the crowd. "Wounded 
women were screaming and shout­
ing and I could see f ib re s  trying 
to raise themselves or pull them­
selves off the ground.”

Police to Langa killed six Afri­
cans and wounded 46. Several po­
lice were reported injured.

Police said Langa was “like a 
battlefield” with Africans scream-, 
tog and throwing stones. I t -was 
reported that before they opened 
fire, the police picked up the 
stones and threw them back at 
the crowd. At the firing,. demon­
strators took shelter behind build­
ings.

The Africans also set seven 
buildtogs ablaze to tonga, includ­
ing the town hall and two schools. 
Parked automobiles were put to 
the torch and white motorists 
were stoned. The police threw up 
roadblocks to keep white drivers 
out of the area.

The Pan-Africanist leaders 
had called on Negroes to leave 
their passes at home and go to po­
lice stations demanding arrest. 
They hoped to fill the jails to over­
flowing and force a shutdown in 
firms employing them.

In Johannesburg, Durban and 
other big centers only token 
squads of Negroes turned out with­
out passes, and the police generally 
Ignored them. But authorities said 
in Sharpeville and Langa other 
Negroes joined the demonstrators,

tension mounted and the crowd got. 
out of hand.

The Africans detest the law 
which force's all non-whites to 
carry passes. They hsVe to show 
them to police -on demand, and if 
they are not to order, the holders 
are liable to fine or Imprleonment.

Once authoritlee stamp the 
passes “native,” Africans are bar­
red from many jobs, are subject 
to special curfews and must live 
in special native areas like Sharpe­
ville and tonga.
