However, ar key Houne Republi<
van todey forecast failure for the
bill. Rep. John W. Byres (R-
Wis), doubted Forand would gel
enough votes o get the measure
out of committee.

The Senior Citizens said in their
letter to Congresa that the bill
would “be very helpful...lo Lhose
who are forced to live on only their
monthly social security check."
