- ly to itself, and to the associated
other nmall states of Western Bu-
yope, that Germany will be con-
trolled, in-the future, by bonds of
friendship and mutual interest.

This is an interesting, perhaps
noble and civilized experiment. Not

. even the French themselves, how-
ever, are too mure that it Is going
to work:

The British, for their part, went
along with this new experiment, up
to a point. That point was reached
when the Furopean Common Mar-
ket, headed by France and West
Germany, organized itself to the
exclunion of Britain. At that point,
Britain began to visualize the fu-
ture of Western Europe not as one

“4n which her own usual friends
would keep thelr wmoft wraps
around Germany, but as one in
wiiich s resurgent Germany would
begin “dominating and mastering
Western Burope, using ita close as-
sociation with itx neighbors for its

As soon as Britain began vis-

The Macmillan
visit to Moacow followed soon af-
ter this new British appraisal. That
was followed by British leadership
toward the summitiwhich has been
resisted and delayed by Franco-

their fear of Germany is probably
deeper and more pathological than
anybody’'s, Khrushchev will prob-

“There s sound historical ba-
sis,” the Timesman 'Wrote, -‘“for
predicting that the occasion will
be disorderly. The only question
is the degree.

“Scores of bills will be passed on
that day in both houses, probably
more than 100 in each. Messen-
gers will be dashing back and
forth between the houses with
bundles of bills for consideration.

“Some of the meastires on which
the lawmakers will vote will not
even appear on the printed calen-
dar, making It exceedingly diffi-
cult even for experienced legisla-
tors to.know what they are voling
upon.

“Bilis: that have been Iying in
committee for days or weeks sud-
denly will he reported out on the
floor. And there is always the
possibility that some bills will be
introduced on the last day, usually
reaching the desks of the legisla-
tors In mimeographed form,....

“While confusion is the order of
the day, the Républican Jeaders
know what is going on. No blll
suddenly appears without their ap-
proval. And if a bill is passed
and gets lost on its way to the
other house, as’ has happened
many times, it gets lost by de-
sign

“Thers are many reasons for the
last-minute rush of legislative ac-
tivity—the - human tendency to
procrastinate, the rising volume of
bills, the time required for ‘horse
trading’ the reluctance of some
committees to act, the pressure
and. ounter-pressures from #pecial
interests and delays'in drafting or
iy impottant bills. ., *

“Political considerations also
hold up legisiation. Time is need-
ed, for example, to work out bi-
partisan deals -on such matters as
new judges.....

“With some legislation atill to
come, the Legislature has had un-
der consideration with varying de-
grees of attention & record num-
ber of hillg this year. The Assem-
bly counted 4,709 and the Senate
3,013, a total of 8,622. This is 207
more than last year's total."

This is, obviously, quite a cyni-
cal legislative correspondent, and
his report, as we sald, mixes both
shock and nostaigia for us.

Air Force
Aero-space - Medical Center in
Texas, analyzed conditions in
spoce an they affect the human eye.
His conclusions indicate that our
eyes are among the most vulner-
able organns. Coupled with the fact
that our eyes provide the only
gensory means of orienting us as
to where we are in space and in
what position, tHls stresses the im-
portance of protecting them.

Let's explore the background of
this problem to find out what the
hazards are, Scientists atudying
the brightness of the aky from the
earti's surface find that in sum-
mer at the middle Jatitudes of the
V.8, the illuminance from the sun
js roughly 10,000 foot-candles.
This represents the brightness of
a surface one foot from a light
source as bright as 10,000 candles.
If we could get above the atmosp-
here the brightness would increass
to about 13,000 foot candles.

With this increase in murface
brightness there would ziso be a
detrease in the brightness of the
sky, If we measured the sky
brightness, 25 degrees from the
sun, we would obtain-a certain’
vahie. At an altitude of 18 miles,
the sky brightness will have
dropped to about one fiftieth of
its former value and at 100 mliles
altitude It is about one fifty-
millionth {ts former value,

Lack of Atmosphere

With this low sky brightneas,
the stars are visible at all times.
The sun shines without Lthe en-
cifpling sureole we usually see
from the earth and appears as &
prilliant, whitish and luminous
disk on a dark background. The
stars appear brighter by about 30
per cent because of the Inck of
the astmosphere and they do not
twinkle. 1f the moon ls visible, 1t
too will be about 30 per cent
brighter because of the Inck of
atmosphere.

The dark sky, combined with
the intenae illumination of the sun,
is a strange condition simifar to
that created by some forms of
theatrical lighting. Everything ex-
posed to the sun Inside the cabin
or out ls extremely bright while
everything In shadow im dark.
These severs conditions create
hazards to the astronauls,

Damage-to the retina of the eye
which results from looking too
long into the sun is due to & burn
caused by the lens of the eye fo-
cussing the visible and near in-
frared rays on the retina. Suffi-
cient exposure leads to permanent
damage lo the retina which in &
form of blindness.

Dr, Strughold showed me a
photograph of the retina of his
eve on which there was a clearly
defined circular patch. At the
European eclipse of the sun April
17, 1912, he inadvertently looked
at the sun just before total eclipse
with insufficient proteetion for hia
right eye. A photograph taken 40
years later disclosed the scar re-
sulting from this burn. Dr. Strug-
hold has no sight on that part of
his retina which is scarred,

Scientists estimate critical ex-
posure time for the development
of “eclipse blindness" at about one
mintute or less. Dr. Strughold says,
“In space if the astronauts look
at the sun even inadvertently,
they will be caught by a blitz-liké
surprise out of darkness.” Stud-
fes involving atomic fiashes on the
earth and their effects on rabbjla
indicate that an exposure to the
sun for lesa than 15 seconds may
result in a retinal burn- and a
blind spot.

Danger Lassens

If the astronaut should travel
to the igner planets Venus and
Mercury, the duration would he
considerably shorter due to the
proximity of the. sun. Moving
away from the sun to the outer

Ups March Toll

Taxable buikling construction
granted during March was 20 per
cent less than one year ago, ac-
cording to the bullding inspector’s
monthly report, but fees collected
this year outdistanced those of
last vear by 140 per cent.

“Phe reason for the disparity is
the construction of a $1 million
Roman Catholic high school and
convent and additicns to Manches-
ter Memorial Hospital and Center
Congregational Church, all of
which is tax exempt.

Bullding construction granted
last month was valued at $1 685 -
332, & whopping jump over the
$668,859 of March, 1950,

The East Catholic High School,
now under constructign, is estima-
ted at 916,000, the adjoining con-
vent at $220,000, the hospital ad-
dition at $78,000, and the church
addition at $900. The total of tax
exempt construction comes to $1.-
223,800,

Taxable bullding construction,
therefore, is valued at $471,432

One year ago, there was no tax
exempt construction.

Fourteen permits were isaued
last month for single family dwel-
lings, amounting to $239,000.

‘Miscellaneous building included
the high achool and convent as well
na a $'2,000 professional build-
ing on E. Middle Tpke., and a $10,-
000 lumber company office on
Hilllard St.

Twenty-nine permits were i5-
sued for general altergtions and
additions amounting to $119,000.

The building department col-
lected $6,877 in fees,

The band phyed well, period.
You notice T didn't say they played
well for n high school band; just,
the band played well. And I mean
it, Once in a while, it's true, they
were a little green around the
gills, but on the other hand, more
than once they were truly ime
pressive. The  average was very
good, even for bands of college
caliber.

Consequently T was consider-

ably miffed that the audience did’

nol - appreciate their efforts.
Throughout-the evening there was
a low but continual buzz of con-
versation throughout the numbers,
The implication was obvious: "It's
only the High Schaol Band, We
don’'t have to pay much atlention
to them."

I changed my sesat, in hopes that
it was only one section, but found
the same thing on the other side
of the hall, and I inquired from

three other people. The result was ‘

that out of five samplings, there
were four reported nolsy sections.

This attitude an the part of the
audience is unpardonable. Those

voungsters were working just as

intently as any highly paid con-
cert artist, If the guilty ones had
been only high school students
(and many of them were) the
rudeness might have been over-
looked to some extent. But when
one mother details all’ the symp-
toms and treatment of her daugh-
ter's: case of meaales to another
woman during & performance of

music. from Bizet's ‘Pearl ¥iah-
ers I got mad. ¥ would have told
her to shut up, but the gosaip was
8o general, it would not have made
much difference.

Getting back to the concert, the
whole thing was highly success-
ful. In addition to the band mem-
bers, thete was some very enter-
taining baton twirling by the
Majorettes under the captaincy of
Patricia Little, who designed the
routines,

Roberta Johns was featured in
the solo part to the first move-
ment of a fiute concerto by Mo-
zart, and did a bang-up job of it
as well, 8Ke was accompanied by
Pamela Parker at tha plano, who
provided excellent support to the
soloist,

As another example of the au-
dience's rudeness, I might cite the
fact that these two youngsters
got no applguse on their en-
trance; the audience was too busy
talking among themselves to no-
tice they had arrived. Conseguent-
Iy the poor kids had to start cold,
before what they must have felt
was a hostile house.

Altogether I congratulats the
musicians, and In particular Mr.
Vater under whose ‘baton they
performed. And I ery, “A pox on
audiences of this type” in best
stentorian and = Shakespearian
tones.
