Gen. De Gaulle

.

London, April 5 (#) —
Charles de Gaulle's eyes dim-
med with tears today as
Queen Elizabeth 1I 'and 100,-
000 -cheering Londoners wel-
comed. the French-president
to London-after an .absence
of almost 16 years.

Hia eyes filled at the stirring
strains  of “The Mnaraelllaise”
played agamst a background of
world and personal history--a
sweep of events and circumstance
that could never be loat on & man
like Gen. De Gaulle.

Sixteen years ago here in Lon-
don the tall, starch$ general led
the Free French forces, -battling
against & sagging enemy and
struggling with his Allies for
recognition as an equal Allied part-
ner, The Allles often disagreed
withhim. .. . .

He returned today as president
of the Fifth French Republic, more
powerful than any Frenchman of
his times, ‘

The Queen, dressed in a long
mauve coat and A mauve waste-
basket shaped hat, strode to the
door of De Gaulle’s Pullman =t
Victoria Station. The general took
her hand, shook it and bhowed
alightly, Mra, De Gaulle was beside
him.

They stood In the middle of a
quarter acre of red carpeling.

“And now, mon general, . ." sald
the Queen.

She began a series of introduc-
tions—Prince Philip, Princess
Margaret, the Duke and Duchess
of Gloucester:, : g

The Queen thed took the "Dé
Gaulles to & ling of 15 digni-
taries—all waiting to be presented.

‘Vive da
Gaulle,! sang out a man alop &
neatby building, .Others took up
the cry.

Then the band laumehed into the
French national anthem.

It was then that De Gaulle
choked -up. ,His emotion was not
lost on the Queen. She looked up
at the towering general for a mo-
ment and then down at her feet.

“A new rise sent the Missis-
sippi River over the top of a
levee and caused fresh alarm

at other points today.

And the Missouri- River broke
through a dike and spread across
additional acres of land. - >

The Mississippl’ spilled over a
levee'in two places south of Clarks-
ville, Mo,, about 70 miles north of
St. Louls, and began Yiowing Into
5,000 acres of rich farm land. Stale
Route 79 was closed.

Sheriff{ Charles Dunn reporied
that 100 persons had fied from that
area.

A break in a levee near Augusta,

Mo., poured Missouri River walers
aver 2,000 acres of fertile bottom
land.
. The ..gwollen _. Misaissippl __had
dropped after bursting levees north
of Quincy, I, early yesterday.
But the big river rose again today
in that area.

side the United States, Knowing
all this, we still cast the vote we
did.

We did not know how to do any-
thing-else, at this moment in His-
tory. We do not knowr what else
to use, beside the United Nations.
If ¥t lacks the law for what must
be done, we make the law, not by
a charter revision conventlon, but
by mcting as if it already existed.

We have dane this before, In
1650, aggression in Korea had to
be halted, and the effort to halt
it had to be made in & manner
which ;would not merely broaden
the situation Into world war. Sud-
denly, therefore, the United Na-
tions had an army. The resultant
army had some troubls behaving
like & United Nations srmy and
lIimiting its functioning to the re-
pulse of 'uggnulon,- but that was
still the end outcome.

After Korea, as the world real~

ized that a Russian veto in the Se-
eurity Council might'have kept the
United Nations from doing what it
had to do in 19580, the United Na-
tions rewrote its charter By re-
writing 4ta procedure so that an
{asue involving the peace could go
to the General Assembly if blocked

" by vefo in the Becurity Council.

When there was a three-power
fnvasion of Buez in 1856, there
were French and British vetoes in
‘the Security Council, and the mat-
tar. then shifted to the General
Assembly, ‘And there, beeause
there was nothing else that could
be done, and no one else to do it,
the authorization, i

tending the United Nations Char-
ter end making world law to suit
fhe world's nesd. And when &2
Charter Revision session  ever
comaa it will have a big initial
assignment  merely formalising
charigges that have already been
made an nccepted part of world
and United. Nations practice,

The. theovetical debate over
whather the United Nations is or
should ever be a world government
continnes, Secretary General Ham-
maraicjold denies it is a world gov-
ernment, even while he ¢arries out
world government missions for it.
The United States denjes it is &
world goverriment, even while it
votes to hava it interfers in the
domtentic affairs of South Africa
Those who argue, on the other
hand, that it must become & world

government, with law enough and |

police. forcs enough to handle the
problom of war, are sometimes la-
beled impractical Iidealista. But
what is really happening keeps on
happening; the United Natlons
perpists in becoming what it has to
become, moving by emergency, by
improvisation, by tacit consent, to
interpret and expand its Charter.
It is not, of course, the first Char-
ter.or Constitution to be altered
by -processes other than those of
formal amendment.

In Detalling Symptoms

If you were going to make &
speech or testify in court you'd
make certain the words jou chose
conveyed your exact meaning.

You ought to take egual pains
to be sure that you are giving an
acourate description of your coms-
plaints to your medical adviger,

Most diagnoses are established
or narrowed down to relatively
few possibilities by the patient's
recital oft the course and features
of his {llness.

An eminent clinician once sald
that most examinations merely
sérve to confirm of deny the
diagnosia that was suggested by
thé patients narrative,

Whether they do it intention-
ally or unintentionally, some pa-
tients omit details or give a wholly
misieading history that may lend
to errors which threaten thelr,
health, Here are some .common
examples of the unhappy results
of this deteption:

The high school miss who does
not report pain in the Jower right
abdomen because she fears she
might be prevented from going
to the Junior Prom... and whose
.appendix bursts before ghe 15 peen
by the physician.

The athlete who tries to ‘“‘walk
off” an injury to his leg for fear
he'll be taken out of the game...
and who converts a simple frac-
ture into a compound break that
has to be mel by open surgery.

The . apprehensive man Wwho
sends an emergency call to his
doctor. each time he hears or
reads of an attack of corohary
thromboais... A fter answering
multiple false alarms, the physi-
