Sclentists hope that before the
end of 1960 some of these passive
satellites will be launched, opening
& new corimunications era. It is
hoped that by this time the Na-
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration engineers will “have
achieved the necessary rellabllity
for the succeas of the system.

The firat of these satellites is
scheduled to be launched this
spring from Cape Canaveral using
the Delta rocket as the launch
vehicle. Scientists estimate that
between 12 and 20 satellites will
be necessary to insure successful
communications, The satellites will
move in an inclined path making
an angie of 50 degrees with the
equator.

To permit  tracking of
Project Echo satellite, & tranamit-
tér will be installed in the final
stage of the rocket. The trans-
mitter will broadcast m radio sig-
nal of 108 megacycles to pérmit
the Minitrack stations to track it
As the two objects, the satellite

“The gatellite Task Steer  will
move in a aix-hour polar orbit
with its goal to provide ingtan-
taneous communications In° the
polar regions.

Armoy Version

While Task Steer is the Alr
Force satellite, an almont identical
one called Task Tackle will be the
Army version. This Atlas-launch-
ed satellite will also travel a six-
hour orbit. This i{s an advanced
type of communications repeater
to provide 2-way ground-to-air
and ship-to-shore communications.

The last of the commiunications
patellites contemplated at this
time has the name of Task Decree,
This will be an ‘instantaneous re-
peater. but it will be in a 24-hour
or stationary orbit. It “will be
lnunched over the eguator with
enough apeed to get it up to an
altitude of 22,400 miles, At this al-
titude it should remain stationary
over a given point on the surface
of the earth,

By placing threa of them in the
sky 120 degrees spart, we can use
the \ for world-wide Instantaneous
communications.

Since the ,booster for Task De-
cree Is the giant Saturn rocket it
means that this project may be
from five to ten years away.

What must be realized is that
establishing satellites is only one
facet of the broad communica-
tions  problem. Along with satel-
lites must be developed switching

mitter, a msgnetic tape recorder

squipment, computers, atable pow-
| e suppiies, satellite atabdilizing
[ equipment and methoda to stabilize
{orbits. These are iechnical prob-
lems which can be solved. In light
of recent developments, the politis
cal problem in reaching interna-
tional agreement on permisaible
and usable radio frequencies may
prove (o be more difficult than
those of & technical nature,

But even with this, by 1870 com-
munications satellites. may be-
come &n integral [ part of our
society. Our long distance commu-
nications factlities are.overtaxed
today. Perhaps within the next 10
years a8 permanent solution to the
communications problem will be
attained by the use of satellites —
both ours and Ruasia’'s

Chou, who arrived vesterday for
a 4-day state visit before meeting
with Indian Prime Minister Nehru
in New Delhi, had little to discuss
with U Nu in the way.of Burmeae-

He had a 46-27 record in
four years with the Injuns, when
they traded him to the Cincinnati
Reds after he won 19 games last
season.

Fast Start in 1950

A year ago, McLish won his
first five decisions with the In-
dians and four were complete
gamen. Only twice last year did
he fail to last three innings, as
he did against the Pirates.

The Cardinals, who ran up the
top spring exhibition record (18-
8), have had even a more slug-
gish atart than McLish. They've
missed threée times, the only club

“in-the league without a victory.
