Need Prison Not Psychiatry

All Criminals Not Sick
Mentally, Doctors Say

IOTha\'e heen Involved in the more

Furthermore, they toid the 116th
annual- mesting of the American
Psychiatric Aasn, what thess
people need are prison terms —
not psychiatric care.

In reports prepared for the meet-
ing, Drs. Sidney Bolter of North-
ville, Mich., and Benjamin Apfel-
berg and Emanuel Messinger of
New York City discussed the point

-where nerious psychological dis-

turbance ends and crime begins.

Bolter suggested that. many
eriminals put .on a “mask of in-
sanity” to escape punishment

Psvchistrists have swallowed
the balt, he said, sending many
eriminals to mfental hospitals when
they rightfully belonged in jail.

Chargcterizing this as the “age
éf permissivenesa,” Boiter said:

“There nre Many among our pro-
tession who feel that ail criminal
behavior is the result of mental
disesne, as they would define
mental disease, and who visualize
s Utopian chain of hosiptals and
clinics devoted to the ‘treatment’
;’f every Individual who breaks the'
aw."

The criminal offender may not
be normal in the accepted sense,
Bolter said, but neither is he neces-
sarily in the category of the men-
tally iIL i

“This type of person doea what
be wants when he wants to and

“then can be an extremely charming

or htened looking ~ person =as
need to suit the occasion” he
contended, adding: "

“It is the author's feeling that
these people belong” in penal in-
stitutions rather than In state
mental hospitals.”

The “dumping’” of criminal ej-
ments into the hospital population
creates more problems than it
solves, Bolter said. These eléements
ecan disrupt the routine of a' hos-

ital so that people who can really

nefit from psychiatric treatment
will not get-it.

As for juvenile offenders, Bolter
suggested that “we hayé blamed
parénts and e one- other than
ths adolescent himself. It seems
about time we pldced the respon-
sibllity at least®upon one of the
parties involved, and that would be
the party who committed the crim-
inal act.”
