During negotiations, representatives of the company made a complete 
contract offer to the union which included the following:

The company’s rep* r̂e8enlatives were told by the union negotiating com- 
- mittee 4hat seniority was the most important single dm and 

the hegolhitions. They were told that agreement had to be reached on this 
subject if the negotiations were to be successful.  ̂ -

Recognizing the^portartce of seniority to employees and the company 
alike, we negotiated jMmw and broader seniority system wh«ch the union 
told us would meet the p ^ le m s  that had arisen under our former contract.

The former contract provided that when layoffs were necessary, em­
ployees would be laid off and recalfed by departmenU in accordance with 
their seniority and demonstrated ability.

The company offered to broaden this clfMse substantially by combining 
most departments in Buildings # 1  a n d ^ 2  to enlarge the area in which 
an employee could exercise his sepiolrity rights in the event of a layon.

The company also agreed lom ake other important changes in the exist-* 
ing seniority provisions. It agreed to establish new plant areas from which 
employees would be selected for promotion. . j

It also agreed to the union’s proposal that we drop the previous contraeV 
provisions giving management the right to retain, regardless of seniority, 
10% of the emjiloyees in a department affected by jayoff.

Thpse were important concessions. Most people f « l  that when a com­
pany goes halfway in meeting a union’s demands it is being fair and 
able. In this case, the company went far beyond the halfway _ mark — it 
kgreed to about 90%  of the union’s proposed changes on seniority. Ihis 
has been admitted publicly by the union.

In additibn to the above, the company proposed to make certain other 
■ modifications' and improvements in the terms of the former agreement.

It is my firm conviction that the. complete company offer was fair and 
reasonable. In the light of present conditions in the aircraft industry, and 
particularly in View of the efforts all of us .at Hamilton Standanr have 
W n  making to meet the problems created by changing defense technology 
and increasingly keen competition, the offer was a sincere attempt to satisfy 
the needs of employees.

No one has claimed that the company did not make a fai^ wage offer. 
Likewise, the compahy’s offer on seniority Memed to remove it from’ the 
area of dispute. Even, the officials of Lodge 743 admit-these things.

At the union meeting held on April 20 the leaders of the union reconi- 
mended that die offer be rejected. Looking back noW> it appears that the 
onion leaders did not at any time have a serious intention of^ reaching

an agreement with the tom pany/luja clear that nnless the company agr«d  
to those particular demands which hid^been devised by Lodge 7 «  in con­
junction with other unions to increase'tiie union’s power over rfamilton , 
Standard and its employees, and reduce management • right to manage,
no agreement-could have Jieen reached. x

During, negotiations we did not agree to these demands which include 
the unrestricted right of union stewards to investigate griwances on com­
pany time, compulsory unrestricted arbitration, automatic w^^^rogression 
and compulsory union membership. We will not agree to the^  unoci' to* 
.threat of strike. And we will not agree to them if a strike actually hccurs.

Let me explain briefly why this is our position. .

I n v t t i f lo f io n  o f  QriRVdncR* o n  C o m p o n y  t in w

The contract which expired April 21 provided th«t an em ploye who 
-had a grievance could have the services of a steward if he so desired. It 
also gave atewards the right to attempt to adjust such a grievance wite 
the employee’s foreman and to attend a meeting, at the second step of the 
grievance procedure, with the representative of management and the union 
wmmitteeman for that area. In the contract the company also agreed to 
pay atewards for the rime sj>ent« in attendance at such meeting up to 
hours per week. The company and the union agreed that the proper num­
ber of stewards was 27, including the Broad Brook plant.,

The contract also'provided that each of these stewards, regardless of 
his actual length of service, would be given artificial seniority so that, m 
effect, he would Ipe exempt from any layoff in his department and on is 
shift.

One of the final demands of the union was that the company agree to 
permit stewards to investigate grievances on company time. If the eom- 
Mny agre^  to this demand, there would undoubtedly be serious disrup­
tions ^  production and quite possibly confusion and friction among em­
ployees. D ie company, however, did tell the union that it would be wtlling 
to work out an arrangement to permit stewards to investigate grievanc^ 
so long ai the investigation did not interfere with operations and provided 
the union paid for the time spent by the steward in malnng such investiga- 
rion. Tliis, I  submit, is completely fair.

C om p u lsory  U n r t f r j c t f l  A rb itro tion
The union ha* demanded that Hamilton Standird agree in advance to 

arbitrate all grievance* and disagreements regarding the terms of the 
contracL This is, in effect, a demand that the company sign a blank chwk 
and turn it over to some outsider to be filled in by him sometime in the 
future. Unrestricted arbitration mean* the company would have to agrw 
in advance to give some stranger, with nq^.knowledge of the company a 
problems or business and no responsibility for its successful ojieratioo,^ 
blanket authority to decide important matters which ma'V affect its very 
existence and may endanger its ability to provide good jobs.

The management of Hamilton Standard is unalterably opposed to com; 
pulsory unrestricted arbitration. When I use the term management.
I’m not talking of some abstract thing which is unfamiliar to you -  tor 
in one way or another everyone is a “ manager.’ The function of a man­
ager is basically the same regardless of what is managed. Some of us 
manage a business. Almost all of us manage a home and a family. Some 
of us manage clubs or fraternal. organizations, and some manage other 
activities such as P.T.A.’s .and Boy Scout Troops.

' Few, if any, such mapa^r* would endorse a demand that some third 
party be given ahsoluta authority in advance of a dispute to tell us how 
to run the-affair>Tor which we are resjftmsible. I doubt that you would 
agree to allow your decisions on the affairs that you manage to be over­
ridden by the veto of some stranger. This is the basic position of the com­
pany On this demand. • "

Let’s look at the record and see just how badly Hamilton employees 
need'this type of arbitration.

Hamilton Standard take* pride in the fact that it treat* all employees 
fairly, in order to insure sucb fair treatment, we have agreed, and we will
continue to agree, to provide for the'maximum ^protection of each em­
ployee’s job righte by agreeing to compulsory arbitration on ail the essen­
tial matters that affect his employment. \

In the recent negotiations we agreed to increase substantially the mat­
ters which could be made subject to compulsory arbitration.

If this offer .were now in effect, any em ploye who believed that he had 
been unfairly dealt with on such things as discharge, disciplinary suspen­
sion, layoff, recair from layoff, promotion, shift assignment,.^overtime 
pay, premium pay, seniority, holiday pay, shift premium, distribution _of 
overtime, the rate range for a new or changed job, call-in pay, job classih- 
cation, and other similar matters, could have gn arbitrator rule on the ques­
tion of whether or not the company had dealt with him fairly. ^

To this extent, Hamilton Standard is willing to have an outsider ,
its actions and reverse its decisions if he finds reason for doing spyfn all 
these cases, however, the matter subject to Arbitration is known m advance. 
There is no requirement that we sign a blank check. ,,

In the past 10 years, during which many specific grievancies were sub­
ject to arbitration. Lodge 743 took only 7 grievances to arbitration. 1 think 
this shows that Hamilton Standard has treated its em ployes fairly and 
that no need exisU for the cbmpany to grant this demand for a blank 
arbitration check.

During the two-year jieriod of the last contract, only two grievances 
went to arbitration. One of these involved a seniority question; the other 
involved discharge. ,

The company recognizes that on occasion a problem may- arise which is 
not covered by the presOnt arbitration offer described above. If this should 
occur, the union is, of course, free to have it decidi^ by our Conntoticut 
court*-or by the U.S. District Court in this State. These court* exist for 
the purpose of protecting the righta of Connecticut citizen* and organiza­
tions, and they have established a notable record for impartiality and 
fAirnesg.

The union hai taken advantage of this right on several occasions during 
the oast two year*. In that period it appealed two case* to the state court*. 
One o f these cases was subsequently withdrawn by the union in recognition 

■ of the fact that it waf without merit and the other »  abll pending.

Btricted compulsory arbitration is not pne^'which is-needed for top pro­
tection of Hamilton employees. ^  .̂1

Automotie Wag* ProgrRiaiog \  ^
Any reasonable jierson will agree that there is only one basic wiy-te 

a wage increase -  that is, to earn it. Sqme unions, however, have adoptj^ 
a device called automatic wage progression which is the complete opposite 
of this principle.

Along with other reasonable people, we believe that wage increase* p*" 
be paid only out of increased production and efficiency. Hamilton s wag# 
system recognizes this basic fact and gpar* individual wages to individual 
outjiut and efficiency.

Automatic wage progression requires that all employees be 
iflcreases regularly and automatically until they reach the top of the « W  
range. The only requirement is the passage’ of time — a certain n ^  
o f months must elapse before the next increi.se is forthcoming. So, in­
creases are compulsory whether the Individual has produced or not.

Every employer who has faced the realities of meeting a payroll is aware 
that wage rates must he related to individual ability and 
knows that all employees are not the same, that their individual abilihM 
and skills and their performance on the job differ. We believe that the /  
company should be able to pay more money to an employee who dow  a 
hetter-than-satisfactory job ’than to one who does not do so good a jo ^

' We believe that we should he able to reward efficiency and above-avetef® 
job performance. And we think Hamilton employees exprct to b «  paid 
more'  ̂money when they demonstrate that their efficiency and jpb^perform- 
ance warrant it. Our rate range* and our wage structure are based upon 
these fundamental principles. ,

We have compared Hamilton Standard wage rate* with the wage* paid 
bv other companies in the aircraft industry, including ■« ®f ri*®

• which have automatic wage progression. Agreements with the 1-AJVl. im * 
comparison shows that our wage rates equal or « « « « ? ,  "®*2J*„ 5
other companies. In practically all instances, the Hamilton R 
in many instances, the Hatnilfoo "J”  rat* exceeds the top rate pai y 
most other aircraft companies. Hamilton Standard’s rate* compare even 
more favorably to the rate* of other companies in Connecticut and tea 
New England area in general.

The union has claimed that our rates are “ paper rates" -  that Hamilton 
emplovee* do not get merit increases to the premium ratM. As • .
o f fact, well over one-half of all Hamilton Standard employee* are paid, 
rates in excess of the job rate.

Compulsory Union fifiRmbrship
The union has demanded that the company agree to some form of com­

pulsory union membership. This inean* that the company would have to 
force all its employee* to join the union whether they wanted to or n ^
It means further that the company would have to discharge an em ploye 
who after having joined the union changed hi* mind and dended he waniea 
to get out<.

T h e  c o m p W  will not mgrem to  aneh com polaioii^
Consider for a mpment how this would affect Hamilton Stgndard and 

its employees. After almost 19 years of union repr^ntation, approxunateiy 
.50% of the eligible employees here ht^e elected not to join tee union..
If tee company agreed to the union’s original demand for a union shop, 
it would 1» required to do either o f two things: forc^ 2,200 employee* to  ̂
join the union, or'discharge all^those who refused to join it.

Under any form of so-called union security, th* company would b« 
required to exert some form of compulsion. I f  seems reasonable to asaunae 
that since the union has been unable to persuadie Hamilton em p loy ^  to 
join its ranks, it has decided it must get the company to dO ita job  4or it 
by forcing employees to become union member* and to stay union member* 
even against'their.will'.

The management of Hamilton Standard filrmlv believes that it has no 
moral righFfo enter into an agreement with a labor union^lp force em­
ployee* to become, or to remain, union members against their free wiIL 
in pur opinion, the question of membership or non-membership in a union 

M  s mailer of individual-choice aod individual righL It is not a matter 
lor majority rule.’

Hamilton Standard could undoubtedly secure a peaceful selUement of 
Ihis dispute for itself by agreeing to this demand. Howe^r, I assure you 
that under^'no circumstances will the *®"’P f"ythat under no circumsianccs «iu  ...c —  -- - -  -  r
of the places where an employee has the freedom^ to decide for himself 
whether or not he wishes to join the union. We will not force anyone to pay 
tribute to a union for the right to work here.

Although there is no collective bargaining,agreemeiit now in effwt, the 
companv will continue to investigate and adjusf any comolamt or gn*v«fi*« 
which mav arise out of your employment. I take pride in the fact that 
Hamilton Standard ha* always been a good place to ^ r k .  It will continue 
In be' a good place to work whether or hot there is 4Tunion agreement in
effect. J . . .

Like most of you. I sincerely hope that an agreement with the union 
can be reached so that we can all avoid the unhappiness that inevitably 
accompanies a dispute such as the present one. I would not to honest, 
however, if 1 did not tell you that 1 do not see any possibility of reaching 
such an agreement so long as the union officials continue to insist upofi 
the demands which have led to the present stalemate.

1 am sorry that this break in our relations with Lodge 743 has occurreA 
However, if tee union calls a strike, our plants, will remain open and work, 
which I urge you tojiccept,. will be provided for all employees.

The CDC 
meets June 15 and will consider 
acceptance then. ,

The master p la n  ̂  survey, rec 
.ommended during the past year 
by the TPC, will combme a. study 
of present town conditions, a pro­
jection of future conditions and 
recommendations to the town for 
development and planning based 
on the town’s capital Improve­
ments prograim.

A change in 1969 of the federal 
grant in aid program allowed Man­
chester to apply for matching 
funds for the planning survey 
Formerly toivus with population 
under 25,000, based .on the 1950 
census, were the only ones ell 
glble to benefit. Now, towns up 
to 50,000 population can benefit, 

Mrs. Pauline Schlosser, CDC 
planner, said Manche.ster and 
West Haven are the first two

The federal government is con­
tributing $2,740.

The CDC is contributing $740 to 
complete the match of the federal 
money. The CDC contribution and 
its federal counterpart, $740, 
equal $1,480 and will be used for 
ODC administrative expenses.

The CDC is the government’s 
administrator of the funds. The 
commission draws up the con­
tracts for the work, reviews the 
progress of the surveys'and per­
forms accounting tasks.
