“There are men of genius in
the United States and there al-
ways have been" he continued.
“Take Lincoln, for instance. The
time of the Eisenhower presidency
will be known as a dark period in
the history of America and the
history of the world."

Khrushchev made these remarks
at a news conference, attended by
400 reporters in the Kremlin's
domed Sverdlovsk Hall. It was call-
ed primarily to give the BSoviet
jeader a chance to outline his new
disarmament am. But he
ranged widely In his comments
and answeérs to questions.

He¢ got a laugh with this re-
mark:

“"When the President is no long-
er President, the best job we
could offer him here would be as
head of children's home. We are
sure he would not harm children.”

“But to have such a man as the
head of & great natlon is danger-
ous,” he added when the laughter
died down. '

“President Eisenhower Is com-
pletely lacking in will power,”” he
said, ‘but that does not excuse
him" for not exercising authority
over such men as Nixon and Sec-
retary of State Christian A, Her-
ter. The Soviet premier declared
these two are leading the United
States along a path which could
bring & new war.

In ths absence of world disarma-
ment, ha said;, the Boviet Union is
veady to retallate with nuclear
weapons against anyons who sanda
spy planes over the Soviet Union
like last month's American U2
reconnalssance plane.
