In reply, Nixon su ed that
the two “have a discussion In
depth" before television- cameras.

The New York Governor
promptly rejected the proposal. He
said Nixon “does not need me to
interrogate him on television.

“Once .the Vice ' President has
made clear his position on' the
specific lasues 1 have raised, 1
shail be glad to debate these Is-
sues with him.”

Nixon taold a news conference
late yesterday, in answer to crit-
folem fired hiz way Wednesday by
Rockefeller, that he had clearly
stateéd his views on ey issues,

.“T have set forth with greal
precigion and major delail my
views on the issues more than any
other candidate,” #sald the Vice
President.

But he indicated he is consider-
ing 1o change in his plans to wait
until he gets the nomination he-
fore going beyond administration
policies. He sald he supporis the
Eisenhower record as “the best
record In my lfetime.”

At the same time, he avoided
direct controversy with Rocikefel-
ler; whom he described as a man
of Integrity. He also said Rocke-
feller ‘has s right, if he wishes, to
criticize the administration or the
Republican party.

The soft tone.of his replies
seemed 1o indicate that, (gonfident
of winning the nomin n, Nix-
on ia looking more toward the gen-
eral alection campalgn and seek-
ing to avoid alienating Rockefel-
Jer supporters.
