Pauling was given a subpoena,
signed by subcommittes chairman
James O. Eantland (D-Mia=) after
he spoke here Saturday night to
the Women's International League
for Peace and Freedom. His speech,
which he has made many times,
was on {he danger of nuclear holo-
caust if warshould come and on the
need for continuing a ban on nu-
clear tests,

The subpoena called on Pauling
to tell what he may know ahout}
any Communist propagend [
against nuclear testing. He said he
knows nothing of Communist ac-
tivities and has signed non-Com-
munist affidavits many times, but
would be glad to tesatify.

His ‘wife, Helen, who has joined
Pauling fn-his personsl peacé cru-
sade, sald the subpoena made her
angry, “Mostly at the wasle of
time .. and also very unhappy that
the government should be misusing
its proper fupction and power.”

“You know,' Pauling added.’ “I
give about 100 speeches a year on
peace, and 1 said nolhm& new on
Saturdav.I point out e {rul
necessity for avolding war, I ad-
vocate intermational  sgreements
whicH lessen the danger of war,
particularly agreements to stop the
use of nuclear weapons.”

Pauling, a Nobel prize winner,
had been scheduled to testify be-
fore the committee yesterday, but
a Senate session caused a post-
ponement.

In & telegram ~to Easlland, he
demanded the public session be-
cause & closed session would allow
the release of “such portions of my
testimony as the subcommittee
may select . .. This could lead
to manifest injustice to me in that
selected portions of my teatimony
might not fairly present the im-

port of my entire testimony." \
