Most Drunken Drivers 
Not Drunk, Doetor Says

Hartford, June 24 (IP) 
ford’s senior poUco,-AUa4on saM 
today Uiat.napft o f those sfroited 
as "drutiken flrivers’ ’ are not 
drunk at all. They are, he said, 
simply under the influence of al­
cohol to the extent that they are 
unfit to operate a car.

In addition, said Dr. Morris S. 
Wlneck. those drinking drivers 
who compose the greatest men­
ace to highway safety usually are 
not even arrealsd.

-Anybody sybo has consumed 
tuio one-isuape sbots of whiskey 
or two 10-ounce glasses of beer, 
he said, should not drive.

However, a person would have 
to d r i n k -  three times these 
amounts, he explained, ^  b^edme 
legally unfit to drive.

"The term dnijiken driver,’ 
said Doctor Wineck, “ia used er­
roneously. A man has to havs .26 
per cent alcohol in the blood to be
drunk. . ,

"The drunken drfVSr la no prob- 
Ism. The chances are that the man 
who is drunken Is not driving a 
car but is sleeping off his binge 
some place.
• ‘The dangerous drivers — and 
those who have the most accidents 
—are the ones who have had tw:o 
ounces cW^'hiskey or 20 ounces of 
beer or ̂ o re . Their blood alcohol 
ranges between .05 and .15 per 
cent. . i

On phvsical examination i t , 
would be hard to determine their 
fitness to drive a car. Neverthe­
less. their inhibition centers would 
be dulled so that they have a feel­
ing of well being and recklessne.ss.,

Herter told a news conference Khrushchev s remarks 
come about,as close to InterferencVin the intemrf affairs of 
another country as Herter can conceiv^of. /

At the same time, He refusedf'- 
to be drawn into a discussion of 
whether the election of a Repub- 
licaj) or Democrat as the next 
president would make any differ­
ence in future U.S.-Soviet rela­
tions.Khrushchev’s latest comment on 
the U.S. political scene came last 
Tuesday when he told a Romanian 
Communist party meeting he was 
interested in the election of a new 
president who .would “remedy the 
mistakes made by the present gov­
ernment of the United States.”

On other points. H®rter told 
questioning reporters:

It has blunder­
ed! as If It were over-confident, 
obstinate, and blind, all together.] 
When It has made mistakes. It 
has shown little or no humility, 
hut, rather, a cheap InsUnct to 
I^ame, somebody else for troubles

f “ In so far as It Itself is responsl^ 

bis for Its own mistakes and then 
for Its fallurs to admit them hon- 
iatly, this country has suffered s 
loss of prestige.

But this country Is not re

The letter went on, as follows: 
"Doesn’t it seem to you that en-

Only on thinking that one over 
does'* one begin to rerilir.e that, 
while abandonment, of rockets may 
be the only w'ay to ptit things on 
the Russian table, the pursuit of 
bigger and better rocketry is the 
kind of thing the American econ­
omy needs in order to keep the 
"American table full of its custom- 
ai’y nice thlMs.

The nextl^ptece of uninhibited 
Russian individuaf expreasion hap­
pens to concern Itself with what 
happens after the things for a fine 
table have been provided, and this 
Is w’here we find real subversion.

In this case. It is a Russian 
housewife who Is writing, and she 
complains as follows: - '*

“An"absolute majority of men 
consider that to cook dinner, to 
wash laundry, to scrub floors, to 
bathe children, to Iron, to mend, 
to cljean pots is work for women’s 
hands.

“ If after the workday '‘ they 
stood St the laundry tub or In the 
hot kitchen, then their homes 
would not bs t boring and their 
wives would be freed somewhat for 
hobbies and the wives would bt- 
come moth even tempered, good 
and compliant. Shoulo not hus­
bands become Indulgent to their 
wives and free them from their 
burdens a b it?" ?

This, tŴ  supposed free expres­
sion of opinion by a .Russian house­
wife, has a more ominous and 
threatening note, for us, than all 
the rantlngs of Marx. If there 
were ever a warning to man the 
barricades and defend the Atirieri- 
can way of life against subversive 
heresy, this Is It.

About 2600 years ago, a man 
iVffered a tragic .experience. HU 
wife was unfaithful, persistently 
so. Yet, he continued to love her, 
and did all that he could to lead 
hJr back to life that was Whole­
some, good and satisfying. His 
friends could not understand him. 
They' declared that she deserved 
the terihble plights in to which she 
got herself. But he, motivated by 
love, continually, with great pa­
tience, continued to try to get 
her to come to- herself and return 
his love.

In the mid^t of this heart break 
ing experience, he came to feel 
that this blit suggested God’s ex 
perlence with men. God continual­
ly tries to lead men to respond to 
His love, but so often in v a I m 
With this new insight Hosea, rep­
resenting God, wrote: When Is­
rael was a child, I loved him, and 
out of Egypt I called my son. 
The more 1 called them,.111* more 
they went from me. — I led mem 
with cords of compassion, , fc th  
bands of love, — My people are 
bent on turning away from me.” 

Hosea discovered an aspect of 
Divine cJiaracter hitherto unrecog­
nized. This insight is still con­
temporary. In the midst of our 
turmoil, fears and tensions, God 
still suffers in consequence of our 
inadeoiiate response to His love.

Washington June 24 W —Hal 
Roach Jr. was fined 3500 today in 
connection with Mutual Broad­
casting System’s acceptance of 
37,50,000 from the Dominican Re­
public in 1959.

Roach, chairman of the board of 
Mutual at the time, pleaded no 
contest May 18 to a charge of 
falling to have' MBS register as 

foreign agent. The indictment 
alleged MBS was to broadcast 
propaganda for the. Dominican Re­
public in the gu'se of news.

In imposing sentence in U.S. 
District Court, Judge Joseph R. 
Jackson told Roach It seemed “you 
were more sinned against than 
sinning.” j ^

The judge said the probation re­
port in the case showed that all 
of the money went to financial 
manipulator Alexander L. Gu- 
terma, then president of MBS. The 
radio network is now under en­
tirely different management and 
ownership.

Jackson also said Roach’s associ­
ation with Guterma "was nothing 
that you sought- It was something

he sought for his financial benefit.”
Guterma is now sen’lng a prison 

sentence on convictions of failing 
to file required financial reports for 
some of his companies with the 
Securities and Exchange Commis­
sion. He also Is waiting sentence 
in the Dominican deal, but Judge 
Jackson has Indicated he will not 
impose sentence until Gutermii’s 
appeal in the other case is dis­
posed of.

Jackson described Roach, 41, as 
"a relatively Innocent victim” of 
Guterma. °

Roach, who acquired the Hal 
Roach studios from his movie pro­
ducer father, put the studios In 
Guterma’s financial empire. He 
wound up. In the words of Judge 
Jackson., as "pracUcally a pauper.” 

Roach told newsmen as he was 
leaving the courtroom that he 
hopei to resume producing pic­
tures both for TV and the theaters.

ThU small spark 
of Innovation initiated the blaze 
of science which was to continue 
to grow till thU day; it started 
civilization on the long climb from 
primordial slime toward the stars. 
Man has progressed so far that 
he now has Einstein’s brilliant ma­
thematical formula to' guide the 
growth of man’s blossoming tech­
nology."

Illustrating the rapid progress 
of science in recent years. Jay 
sUted: "My grandparenU were 
bom into a world without g « o -  
lln® eng^cs, without electricity, 
without antibiotics, without radio 
communlcaUon. Now they may sm  
the day when the atom is the pri­
mary source of all power . . - 
Now men can even "send satellite* 
to the moon, to the plsnet*.’’

"I f you were to strip civilization 
of every product of science,” he 
continued, "you would send Man 
back Into hi* cave.” Even the arts 
are dependent upon science, for 
only through creation of tool* and 
the leisure time of civilized man 
has the scientist permitted art to 
flourish, to grow.”

As an altemaie to the total ban, 
be said the club will' consider 
suspending 9-hole play at peak 
periods, especially late, afternoons, 
when it knows the course will be 
crowded.

Meanwhile, Terry confirmed that 
the club is keeping out-of-town oc­
casional players off the course dur­
ing the hours of 3:30 to 6:30 p.m.

The heavier vessel hit the 129- 
foot lightship amidspip shortl.v af­
ter- 4 a. m. It sank in about 90 
feet of water about 10 minutes 
later.

was in the wheelhouse when he 
saw a light in the fog. He guessed 
it was on the forward mast of an 
approaching .ship and he sounded 
the general alarm siren.

Most of the crew were below 
deck in their bunks when the 
alarm sounded.

I looked into the engine room,” 
aalij Gene Murray,. 28, of 400 St. 
Paul's . Ave., Staten Island, New 
York City, "and water was pour­
ing in. I thought of getting to the 
pumps but I couldn't get to them.

'The the chief hollered to aban­
don ship.” '

The men quickly clambered into 
a 15-man rubber dinghy and 
within minutes were picked up by 
a lifeboat, dispatched by the 
Green Bay.

The vessel was substilullngflfor 
the regular lightship, the Am­
brose, which had been removed for 
a checkup and repairs. It had been 
on duty at the harbor entrance 
several weeks.

Lightships, which serve as nav­
igational aids to ships entering 
and leaving harbors, have been hit 
before. It is a Coast Guard com­
plaint that too many ships, espe-' 
clilly big liners, pass too closely 
to the lightships.

Officials said the United States 
and its allies have no Intention of 
agreeing to a long recess in either 
conference.

They are not sure how matters 
will develop in the nuclear test ne­
gotiations d\iring the past few 
weeks but are pessimi.stic about 
any real progress. They expect lit­
tle accomplishment even though 
the belief stUl prevails in official 
quarters that in the long run 
Khrushchev wants a nuclear test 
ban.
• As to the broader 10-nation dis­

armament conference Russian 
spokesmen have already Indicated 
that they intend to debate the is­
sues in the United Nations Gen­
eral Assembl.v meeting this fall.

Havana, June 24 (/P>—Fidel Cm - 
tro has threatened to conflsca!te 
all U.S. business inleresta in Cuba 
if the United States cuts the quota 
of Cuban sugar on which it pays 
the island nation a bonus of $150 
million a year.

The Cuban prime m i n i s t e r  
termed a proposal -before Con­
gress to give the U.S. pre.sident 
standby authoi;ily to cut the 
quota "economic aggression" and 
a "knife thrust in the chest." His 
100-minute speech last night was 
broadcast over -a nationwide radio 
hookup.'

"We will not remain impassive,” ' 
he said. "We will know how to 
meet economic aggression."

Speaking of the huge U.S. b\isi- 
ness Interests in Cuba, Castro 
said: "In the same manner that 
they are there now, it may be in 
the future that they i>are not 
there."

American investments in Cuba 
before Castro came to power 
totaled about $1 billion, but the 
revolutionary regime has taken 
over about a third qf this, chiefly 
sugar and cattle lafids. Properties 
still in American hanas include 
the $300 million Cuban Electric 
Co., the $115 million Cuban Tele­
phone Co., banks, sugar mills, 
mines, oil refineries and various 
commercial enterprises.

Compensation for much of the 
.seized property has been promi.sed 
by law but has not been forth­
coming in most cases up to now. 
The Cuban government has prom­
ised to Isque revenue bonds to 
the former owners but the U.S. 
government says the rate of return 
would be too low-. Much of the 
land is being run in a sort of legal 
No-Man's Land known as "inter­
vention"—which is just short of 
outright seizure but Involves Cuban 
control.

Most businesses still in Ameri­
can hands have been curtailed by 
Castro’s regime. American im­
ports of half a billion dollars a year 
have been cut in half. The electric 
company’s rates .have been cut a 
third.

The government has refused to 
release more than $50 million in 
foreign exchange to pay U.S. and 
British oil companies for Vene­
zuelan oil they imported, refined 
and sold to the Cubans. Cuban "in- 
teuventors” have been put in other 
Aiherican businesses with author­
ity to overrule the American man­
agers at any time. Americans, par­
ticularly those working for sugar 
or cattle companies, have been ar­
rested arbitrarily and harassed 
repeatedly.

The United Slates is still buy­
ing about-3',i million tons of sugar 
a year from Cuba, more than half 
the Cuban crop, and to protect 
U.S. producers is paying a pre­
mium of about 2 cents, above the 
world market price. Much of the 
rest of the Cuban crop is sold at 
a world price of about 3 cent's a 
pound, or a cent less tha^ the tost 
of production.

Since Castro’s increasing re­
strictions on American investors 
in Cuba, sentiment has been in­
creasing in the U;s. Congress for 
a cut in the sugar quota allotted 
Cuba aqd an Increase in purchases 
from other producers whose gov­
ernments are more friendly to the 
United Stetes.

The igisenhower government for 
many months resisted th^‘ con­
gressional ptessure. But Secretary 
of Sta'te Christian A. Herter told 
a . congressional c o m m i t t e e  
Wednesday the time has come to 

reduce the dependence of (U.S.) 
consumers on Cuban sugar."

There was one 
man - he waa even smaller than I -

Dempsey admits he was a pool 
hustler, that be bummed meals at 
back dodYe. 'Very franky, he dis­
cusses his family, a father who 
waa a poor provider and a girl 
chaser, a brother who became a 
dope addict and who killed his 
estranged wife, his three unsuccess­
ful marriages and his split with 
Doc Kearns, his manager of long 
standing.

I went out of the ring back­
wards, between the top and mid' 
die ropes, and landed on the neck 
of Jack Lawrence’s typewriter In 
the first row of the press sec­
tion.

Jaw Hardening
Jaw hardening, a lost art to

Let Dempsey tell 
how he toughed bis jaw so that 
he could take a punch without 
worry of being knocked out:

"I started chewing gum from 
pine trees. It tasted awful. I was 
also getting palls of beef brine 
from butchers. Three times a day 
1 bathed my face In the stinking 
liquid to make it as tough as 
leather. It waa a habit that stayed 
with me a long time. Even when 
I was champion of the world, llv 
Ing In big homes, mingling with 
Hollywood movie stars, Broadway 
beauUes or the big feUow* of 
finance, I found time every day to 
chew pine and bathe in brine.

Fighting for money to buy food 
at 16 found Dempsey walking into 
saloons' and challenging qfiy man 
in the house for a buck. 
weighed 130 pounds at the time 
but it got me a lot of fights, 
Dempsey recalled.

■ U.S. market.
Castro said he would be willing 

to surrender Cuba’s share of the 
sugar market In the United States 
If his country’s production In 1961 
drops a million ton*—provided-the 
Cuban quota is ipcreased by a 
million tons If production In­
creases that much. He added If 
Herter believe* what he told the 
Agriculture Committee, he would 
accept the bet. TRe American 
public is “being fooled’’ on the 
sugar aituation, Castro said.

“We can sell sugar to the Unit­
ed States at a cheaper price If 
they want It.” the prime minister 
said. “We can contribute to the 
lowering of the American cost of 
living "

The United SUtes Is still buying 
about 3 >4 million tona of sugar 
from Cuba, more than half the 
Cuban crop, and to protect U.S

sproducers la paying a premium 
of about 3 cents above the world 
market price. Since Castr^s 
increasing restriction* on Ameri­
can 'Inveetor* In Cuba, there ha* 
been growing' aentlment In the 
U.S. Congreas for a cut In the 
sugar quota allotted Cuba and an 
increase In purchase* from other 
pri^ucers whose governments are 
more friendly to the United St*ie*.

Castro also reiterated a threat 
that American Investment* would 
be seized In proportion to the 
amount of Cuban sugar quoU re­
ductions.

“We’ll exchange Cuban quota 
cut* for American property seiz­
ures.” he said. VThey cut off all 
our quota, we’U take all their prop­
erty." .

He - also repeated his warning 
that American and British oil re- 
fineHes In Cuba are obli|;ated to 
refine Imported crude oil from Rus­
sia, and have only a few more days 
to makf up their mind.i.

Earlier this month the compan­
ies—Standard of New J e r s e y ,  
Texaco and Brltish-Dutch Shell— 
refused a government order to re­
fine the Soviet oil.

Castro’s warning was stronger 
last night. He had earlier aald the 
companies must follow the order 
nr take the consequences—which 
could mean seizure of the refiner­
ies.

"There 1* nothing to discuss fur­
ther.’’ he said last night. "Either 
they refine the petroleum or the 
responsibility will be theirs."
