Allen Dulles,
Governor Rockefeller, and & host
of Democratie candidates for the
presidency.

It was Dulles who wamed, last
November, that Russian industrial
production “has been growing at a
rate at least twice as rapidly as
that of the United States aince
1950."

It has been Governor Rockefel-
ler who, In repeated and weighty
discussions of the problem, has re-
garded it as an emergency need
for this country to increase its an-
nual rate of increase in production
from 4 to 5 or 6 per cent.

And there has been a whole
ghorus of Democratic speeches
proclaiming that the baslc trouble
with our foreign policy is that we
are not building our production
capacity fast enough to be able to
provide and afford that “position
of strength” from which we could
negotiats more succesafully with
Russia.

Against this cascade .of argu-
ment, Vice President Nixon has
opposed = welcome portion of
common sense. He points out three
fallacles in all thls “growthman-
ship.”

“The first fallacy,” he says, “Ia

Khrushchev In Bucharest
When, some ten daya ago, Prav-
da articles defending Premlier
®hrushchev's line Indicated that
he and his policies had survived
any immediate domestic challenge,
that was good news. It is aven bet-
hter news that Khrushchey haa now
gone to the international assem-
blage of Communist figures at
Bucharest and prociaimed his own
policies more definitely and bold-
ly than ever,

This time he not only declares
that only mad men would lead the
way toward war, and not only de-
fends his own theory that coexis-
tence between different systems
muat be possible, but also under-
takes to rewrite the most sacred
prophets of the Communlst move-
ment, Marx and Lenin himself.
The theories they formulated un-
der the conditions they knew, says
Khrushchey, cannot be applied {00
literally to the changed conditions
of the world today.

This is heresy of & kind, which
Khrushchev sugarcoats with jin-
goistic mssurances thatl Commu-
nism is marching so well by peace-
ful means that it is assured of its
{nevitable triumph without resort
to violence. But in it Khrushchev
has beer joined by the other sa-
traps of world Communism, with
the exception of the Chinese. And
even their representative at Buch-
arest sidled awsy from too direct
a challenge to the Xhrushchev
theories. Later, back “In Peiping,
the ideclogical feud with Khruah-
chev, was, however, definitely re-
newed.

All this s obvious affort on the
part- of Khrushchev, the great
actor, to become also the great
theoretical revisioniat. He is pro-
claiming himself in reality almost
the equal of Marx and Lenin, in
order to bring the creed they
founded up to date and put it in
modern dress snd adapt its be-
havior to the nuclear age. He ls,
once more, running great risks.

And, ss it has seemed through
most phases of the Khrushchev
leadership, we have to be in favor
of what he is trying to do, and we
have to wish him success, We have
always fancled there must be a
vast difference betvreen the Rus-
sian dictatorial leadership and the
Russian people. We are less will-
Ing to concede & difference be-
tween different brands of dicta-
torial leadership, but thera quite
‘obviously is such a difference, and
we quite obviously have & natural
cholee, The only challenge we see
existing for Khrushchev is that of
the Communist reactionaries who
would go back to the moods and
practices of Stalin. As between
Khrushchev and that kind of al-
ternative, our cholice §s naturally

The Democrats, ax we have

ment went to the less fettered, less
responsible Republicans who could
dare say something of what they
meant,

And the Democrats were new
and forced and unnatural when it
came to the business of trying to
make up for their Iack of inter-
eating discord and controversy by
providing a stale and ornate dem-
onstration of complete unity.

The Republican convention
wound up under - produced. The
Democrats became equally boring,
in the end, because of over-pro-
duction.

They over-produced the renom-
ination of Congressmasn -at-large
Frank Kowalski until it wore a
sickly pallor of unity which had
one completely unintended effect.
It made attractive and appealing,
in retrospect, the very memory it
was trying to efface.

The memory, of course, was of
