Washington, June 27 (#-—Presi
dent Eisenhower, back from &
23,000-mile goodwill tour of the
Far East, tells the nation tonight
why he reportedly considers It &
big success despite cancellation of
his Tokyo visit.

He may discuns his remarks to-
day with his cabinet.

His aepeech
House at 7:30 fim. (EDT) will be
earried nationwide by television
and radio. Advance reporis are
that he will stress & belief the trip
was valuable in stren U.s.
tiea with the allfed countries he
visited.

The Chief Executive returned to

the capital yesterday exactly two

woeks after sotting out on the trip
which took him to Alaska, the
Philippines, Formoaz, Korea and
Hawnall,

He was to have visited Japan as
the climax of his tour beginning
June 19 but Prime Minister No-
busuke Kishi withdrew the invi-
tation when left-wing and Com-
munisiled riots against & new
U.8.Japaness security pact caused
him to decide he could not guar-
antee the President’s safety.

China indicated today that
acquiring Formosa might be
Peiping's price -for . going
along' with Soviet Premier
Nikita S. Khrushchev’s policy
of peaceful coexisterice with
the capitalist world,

Mme. Sun Yat-sen, a vice pres-
ident of Red China and widow, of
the founder of Republican China,
declared:

“China {s willing to coexist
peacefully with anyone, even im-
perialism. In fact, we have to coex-
ist with It ‘(because) imperialism
exists as an objective reality.”

But she added: “We will not al-
low U.S. imperialism to rob us of
our ownterritory (Formosa). We
have not won, after untold sacri-
fices, the independence of our na-
tion and the®benefits of our
Socialist (Communist) revolution
just to give them away under the

false illusion of maintaining peace
with insatiable imperialists.”

Death Toll 100

Manila, June 27 (F)—Nearly 100
persons were reporied dead and
several hundred are missing to-
night after Typhoon Olive raked
the main Philippine Island of Lu-
zon.,

Manila, & city of two million, was
partially paralyzed by the 80-mile-
an-hour winds and driving rain of
the storm, which hacked & north-
west path across Luzon late Sun-
day and Monday and then churned
out into the China Sea.

Reports reaching Manila from
southeastern Luzon, which bore the
brunt of the storm. told of posaib-
ly 60 dead in Albay Province, an-
other 21 in the provinces of Cam-
arines Sur and Camarines Norte,
and more than 500 fishermen miss-
ing in this srea.

Seven deaths were reported In
the Manila area, from drowning
and electrocution. There were re-
ports of six deaths, posaibly moye,
in other southeast Luzon areas.

“Time and experience will teach
ws just how much authority it will
be negessary to delegate to the
United Natlons to make this Inter-
national police force a more and
more effective arm for helping
keep the peace.”

Not all the emphasis can be left
just the way Truman has it. There
would be an impalrment of na-
tional sovereignty, in that nations
would indeed have to surrender
certain privileges and rights and
even physical powers. But that
would have to be measured againat
the horrible invasion of that sover-
elgnty’ which now exists In the
world, when any crazy or cereless
nation has the power to plunge all
others into an, involuntary strug-
gle of mutual destruction. There 15
precious little soverelgnty for any-
body in our present aituation. If
we could guard sgainst that kind
of possibility by having an Interna-
tional force stronger than any na-
tional force, we would indeed be
more secure, we would indeed have
more real soverelgnty,

The rea! importance of the police
force proposal is, however, ils re-
lation to the problem of disarma-
ment, There will be no disarma-
ment, there will ‘not even be any
serious discussion of disarmament,
until we find the pawers moving
nearer to ereation of soma actual,
practical alternative for keeping
order in the world.

Traps 44

Abertillery, Wales, June 28
(P)—At least 11 men were
killed and 44 others trapped
1,000 feet underground today
by an explosion at the Six
Bells Coal Mine.

An official of the British Na-
tional Coal' Board, which operates
the state-owned colliery, said “IU
may be hours ‘'or it may be days
before we can get at the trapped
men.”

The blast occurred a mile and &
quarter from the main shaft. It
sent hundreds of tons of roof rock
crashing into the level where the
men were working, ‘sealing off

their escape route.

Of the dead, two men were
killed by the concussion.

“It's not the rock that's wor-
rying us,'" said a member of a res-
cye team, “We can shift the rocl.
It's the carbon monoxide from the
explosion. If there im't too™much
of that we should get them out.”

Carbon monoxide is a colorless,
odorless poison gas produced by
incomplete combustion of coal.
