Abertillery, Wales, June 28 
(;P)— At least 11 men were 
killed and 44 others trapped 
1,000 feet underground today 
by an explosion at the Six 
Bells Coal Mine.

An official of the Britiah Na­
tional Goaf Board, which operates 
the state-owned colliery, said "It: 
may be houra or it may be days 
before we can get at the trapped 
men,”

The blast occurred a mile and a 
quarter from the main shaft. It 
sent hundreds of tons of roof rock 
crashing into the level where the 
men were workingr-J scaling off 
thfeir escape route.

Of the dead, two men were 
killed by the concussion.

"It’s not the rock that’s wor­
rying us.’t said a member of a res- 
eqe team,” We can shift the rock. 
It's the carbon monoxide from the 
explosion. If there isn't too''much 
of that we should get them out.”

Carbon monoxide is a colorless, 
odorless poison gas produced by 
incomplete combustion of coal.

The'vote was to appropriate $1,- 
000 to cover the cost of the refer­
endum. An oolnlon expressed by 
Norman Couch, volunteer fireman, 
wa* apparently shared by about 
halt of the firemen, who made up 
the majority of the 125 voters 
present. „ ^Couch said. "I’m opposed to the 
charter, kut I think we should ap 
proprlate the money for a referen- 
dum." ,

The vote waa taken without 
much debate after District Coun­
sel Robert King explained that the 
District wa* obliged to hold the 
referendum, and could be forcM 
to by legal action even If the 
money wa* not appropriated. .

The legal opinion was given In 
answer .to a question from Frank 
Cornell, pre*i'*ent of the Citizens 
Charter Bi-Partlsan Group, which 
opposes the consolidation charter.

When Mlsa Doris E. Campbell 
aaked why the town did not pay 
for the referendum. Instead of the 
district, Atty. Harry Hammer, who 
drafted the legislative enabling 
act, explained that a definite at­
tempt was made to Insure that the 
majority of voters in each muni­
cipal entity would have to approve 
the charter. He said this was ^ n e  
specifically to protect the p r e  
Plstrlct, which otherwise could be 
overwhelmed by city voters.

Hammer moved that $1,000 be 
appropriated, and Roger Clark sec­
onded the motion. Atty. Francis 
C. Shea served as moderator.

A debate between proponents 
and opponents of the prop^M  
consolidation charter appeared to 
be definitely off today aa no one 
took up the challenge o f Thomaa 
Wolff, Atty. Herbert Hannabury, 
and Abner L. Brooks.

The trio extended their chal­
lenge to those who have spoken 
publicly against the charter, after 
Donald Loverin, fire dlatrict chair­
man* decided against partlcipat- 
inff.

Frank CJornell, president of the

Clrcumatances of the prelimin­
ary plans for the debate have been 
disputed by both parties, with 
Cornell maintaining that he waa 
never aaked to participate.

Wolff assert* that Loverin ac­
cepted the challenge, then called 
it off, first saying he vHui advised 
to by the dlatrict counael, then 
Baying he could not. get others to 
Join him. Loverin told Th# Herald 
he decided the debate waa "not 
worthwhile.”

Regarding Cornell's claim u m  
he was not aaked to debate, Wolff 
aald: "This may be true because 
Mr. Loverin told me privately that 
the opponent* of the charter were 
not anxious to use Mr. Cornell In 
view of the Ineffective Job he did 
as moderator of the much talked 
— about meeting In the Civil De­
fense Center last week. ^

Mr. Cornell now says that we 
must be "desperate” to desire thle 
debate. If It Is •’desperate” to al­
low the people to hear the facts 
then perhaps Mr. Cornell's con­
ception of democracy is in heed 
of desperate revision. In the mean-

Meanwhile. Cornell, and Thomas

The charter proponents point 
I out that the charter seta down 
the' requirements for the original 
appointments to establish a prece­
dent for the merit board to fol­
low, since that board will work 
out the merit system In detail.

Proponents maintain that the 
CJharter commission could not de­

tail all actlvUlea oif the ppopoaed 
goverumemt without reatrteting It
unduly.

Mrs. MaiV the Citizens
Committee for Bettep Government 
ekpressed the oplnloh today that 
"It.shpuld be the coijufion goal of 
all the citizens of the* t̂own of Ver­
non and the City of Rockrille to 
fight for a better government and 
not each other.”

She said "Twelve conscientious 
citizens with the aid of trained 
consultant and with the resources 
of a State agency on charter 
writing, did their very best to pro­
vide a basis for better government 
and growth of the town.

President Eisenhower, last night, 

was doing something almost un­
necessary, from the point of view 
o f this naOon’s enduring estimates 
of his goals In office. He was de­
fending his own great personal ef- 
forU, Including his personal diplo­
macy, In behalf of peace.

Because he seemed primarily 
concerned with doing this, his 
speech seemed more of a valedic­
tory than a realistic examina­
tion of where we stand, or where

Jt  may or ought to be heading.
W e think the President ought 

to be assured that thU naUon 
appreciates the goals and the 
achlevemenU which have charac- 
terlaed his great search for the 
footings of peace. We woxUd say 
that even the thing that seemed to 
disturb him last-night almost as 

. much as any of the Communist at­
tacks wi him did not ,have the em- 
pUcatlons he seemed to have placed 
In It., W e refer to Secretary of 
State Herter’s sUtement, h week 
ago, that we had come to an end 
o f personal diplomacy and would 
henceforth rely on “ tradlUonal 
channels anl^Tprocedures of Inter 
national contact”  1210 President 
last night, went to some pains to 

' deal with this, first by citing Secr^ 
tary Herter’s own original role in 
pluming his Far Eastern tour and 
other tours, and then by affirming 

 ̂  ̂ that he would not hesitate, If he 
thought he saw a profitable op 
portunlty, to embark upon still 
more personal diplomacy. ..

» Herter was not, of course, re 
buklng the President. He was 

' merely acknowledging the obvious 
fact, which is that personal diplo­
macy bad, for all Its period of hope­
ful progress, finally encountered 
one of-its own buUt-ln pitfalls— a 
Bltuatiw In.whiaj personal atfront. 
Injury and insult had, by rising be- 
t«veeA,the two leading exponents of 
perspnal diplomacy, turned that 
dlplmnacy Into feud, from which 
only time and lesser men could res- 

\ cue It. The maintenance of the E l­
senhower prestige, or his position 
with his own people, does not de­
pend upon any pretense that some- 
thln^JUke this never happened, or 
upon his answering his own ■ Sec­
retary of State’s admission that It 
did happen. Ih e  Eisenhower effort, 
the Elsenhower record, are still 
open to acclaim, with regret that 
the fatps, and human error, denied 
them the fruition everyone hoped 
for them.

As for the 'future, this nation. If 
It la to find sane iuid saving poli­
cies, wUi have' to achieve a more 
candid outlook. No analysis o f our 
relationship-with Japan can' blame 
all our troubles there on the Com­
munists. or consider that the new. 
defense treaty, ratified by the 
methods and In the atmosphere in- 
■volved, may not divide the two 
countries In reality even while It 
-unites them on paper. To preach 
the cold war wipi renewed empha- 
aia does not resolve the troubles we 
are In, nor reassure our allies. 
Rather, It .seems a lapse back into 
dead end hopelessness, when the 
truth Is that the things the Pres­
ident has been trying to do must 
still be tried, pertiaps by other men 
and other methods.

For, although personal diplomacy 
was one o f Its modes of operation, 
the Elsenhower crusade for peace 
was npt merely one man’s fling a t 
destiny. I t  waa hla expression of 
a  whole nation’s best Instincts. He 
carried our w ill and our heart out 
into the world. In ,a way no other 
man could- have done. The effort 

.. was g r fo t and good! It must one 
day be resumed. .

Kennedy.

The other Kennedy, the one who 
Is not the Senator, and who Is not 
running for Uie presidency. Is 
state treasurer In Massachusetts, 
and now aaplies to be governor,

no Massachusetts observer dares 
guarantee he won't make It.

Up until six ' years ago, this 
other Kennedy was a clerk in a 
stock room. Somebody from the 
political world, apparently anxious 
to throw some confusion Into the 
race for state treasurer th it 
year, noticed the magic name he 
wore, and got him to enter the 
primary, the apparent Idea being 
that he would take votes away 
from somebody else. He proceeded 
to win the nomination for himself, 
and then the election. He spent 
about $100 doing It. The magic of 
the name, John F. Kennedy, was 
enough, all through Massachu 
setts. He has since been reelected 
state treasurer twice. And now he 
is after the nomination for gover­
nor. ' ^

He himself, perhaps naturally 
enough, has come to believe that 
he has become a candidate in his 
own right, and that the people of 
Massachusetts vote for him ap­
proving his record and conduct In 
office, not because they think he 
Is the other Kennedy, the real po­
litical Kennedy.

He Is even beginning to have 
ideas and platforms, of his own 
The other day, for InstAnce, he 
came out for a proposal to limit 
all state bonding tmtU the present 
state debt has been reduced from 
$900,000,000 to $500,000,000. He 
has even more original Ideas 
about abolishing all existing taxes 
smd replacing them by only two, 
one on the assessed valuation of 
land, the other a tax on gross 
business. Who knows? The voters 
of Massachusetts may Uke his 
crazy Ideas and sweep him into 
office. Or they may. Ironically, de­
cide that such a vrild character Is 
not^fH, after all, to be President 
Who knows how they will feel 
about which Kennedy, and which 
Kennedy they win. In the end, 
consider real?

Catch Up To The Dolphin
Man, that supreme egotist, had 

a sharp scare thrown Into him by 
those Navy researchers who’ve 
been woriilng with dolphins. I t  
wasn’t the finding that the dolphin 
had a much larger brain than man 
that bothered him Hut, rather, the 
Navy’s suggestion that the plgyful 
porpoise miidi^ 'i*  smarter.

For there Is some evidence for 
this suggestion. The dolphin has a 
strong social sense— It goes to the 
aid of fellow dolphins In distress;
It  doesn’t engage in mass slaughter 
of Its fellows. What’s more, the 
dolphin has highly efficient com- 
m i^cations and radar-type sys- 
t e iS  which the Navy thinks It 
would behoove man to copy If he 
can. Even the fact that the dolphin 
once lived on the land but gave It 
up for the sea may—In the event 
man In his wisdom blows up his 
world, as he sometimes seems In­
tent on doing—be additional proof 
of the sea mammal’s superior In­
telligence.

But If man now feels shaky In 
his seif-established perch on the 
top rung o f the Intelligence ladder, 
he can take heart from a new 
batch of scientific findings—find 
ings that hold out the hope that 
man can yet catch up. to, the 
dolphin. Dr. Albert Upton of 
Whittier CoUege, in California, has 
compiled evidence indicating that 
applied human Intelligence can be 
substantially Increased.

Dr. Uptoq, who had been re­
searching his theory for 26 years, 
subjected 280 Whittier freshmen to 
a  special system of Instruction for 
eight months. A t the conclusion of 
the program, he waa able to report 
that the I.Q. of the group had been 
raised by qn average of 10.5 points.' 
^ m e  gains ranged up to 82 points.

Among other things, pr.. Upton, 
whose system Is designed. to Im­
prove basic analytical abilities and 
teaches the relationship between 
words and. things, has served to 
clarify the meaning of I.Q., that, 
valuable much-abused tool. Too 
ofteh.educl^orB and parents have 
taken J.I.Q. to represent a fixed 
measurement of a student’s, ca­
pacity for Intellectual achievement, 
rather than aa a measurement of 
intelligenjpe achieved.

But the important thing for man 
Is  that he can now rest easy. In 
his conscience that he is, with re­
spect to dolphins, on the right end 
of the fishing line— or could be If 
he took Dr. Upton’s special course.

that Castro already ha« seized a 
third of the American-owned prop­
erties irt Cuba.

The agriculture committee, less 
than a month ago, v o t e d  for 
straight extension of the present 
quota, fearing to make a martyr 
out of Gastrd if any economic 
sanction was threatened.

But mounting anti-American 
attacks by Castro, plus Republican 
charges that the Democratic-con- 
trolled committee’s originaP I ill 
waa .a "bonus to communism’ 
brought about a change. The com­
mittee approved 'the new bill yes­
terday 33-0.

The Elsenhower administration 
had asked for presidential au­
thority to cut the quota if it ap­
peared to be in the national in­
terest.

The committee, which has a 22- 
12 Democratic majority, finally 
agreed, and planned to ask special 
handling for the bill to prevent 
any other amendments being of­
fered from the House floor. The 
bill extends the quotas for a year, 
but leaves up to the President any 
cutting of the Cuban quota.

Sugar is the backbone of Cuba’s 
economy, and the United States 
buys a little more than half Cuba’s 
output at the premium price pro­
vided under the U.S. Sugar Act.

Some Congressmen have pro­
tested that Castro is using the 
U.S. premium price to sell sugar 
to Soviet bloc countries at less 
than cost.

The bill provides that if  the 
President reduces the Cuban quo­
ta, the quotas of American sugar 
producers and other countries that 
now have small quotas would be 
increased. It  also raises the pos­
sibility that some countries now 
having no quota, such as Brazil, 
would get one.

Cuba already has shipped about 
two million tons of its three mil­
lion ton 1960 quota. I f  the bill be­
comes law, the rest of the 1960 
quota and all of the 1961 quota 
would technically be abolished.

The President would be given 
broad authority to adjust quotss 
so as to keep the United Ststes 
supplied adequately.

He said that the first cover 
statements, that the plane was on 
a- weather mission, "made us look 
ridiculous when the full extent of 
Soviet knowledge was revealed.” 

"The gravest mistake was made 
When the President assumed re­
sponsibility for the flight,”  Ful­
bright continued.

"Finally, after the truth became 
known, the State Department and 
the White House assumed a self- 
righteous attitude which further 
complicated our situation in Paris.

He argued that the United States 
put Khrushchev in a "quite unac­
ceptable position," and said; 

"Although another man would 
, have most likely been more tem­

perate in his choice of language, it 
is difficult to see how anyone could 
have been expected to act substan­
tially different from the way 
Chairman Khrushchev acted under 
the circumstances which confront- 
•d him in Paris.”

Fulbright addedjthat if a Soviet 
counterpart of the U2 had corse 
down over Kansas City May 1 it 
would have "brought speeches in 
the Senate powerful enough to rock 
the capltol dome with denuncia­
tions of the perfidy of the Soviets 
on the eve of the summit confer­
ence aiid with demands that the 
President not go to Paris.”

He said It was "quite Intolerable 
to attempt to make it appear the 
flights were the Soviets’ own fault 
because they are secretive.

_  Fulbright said the “ unfortunate 
— aeries of blunders” has resulted in 

a "loss of confidence, worldwide, in 
the United States”  even though 
western Allies stood by loyally in 
Paris. ^

This loss of confidence, he said, 
bad to do with faith In American 
ability to co-ordinate its govern­
mental machinery.

"Lack of confidence leads to neu 
traliam and I daresay this was t 
eontributng factor to the riots in 
Japan protesting our new treaty,

Boats passing the examination 
will be given a decal to be pasted 
on the windshield.

As well as being seaworthy to 
qualify for the decal, boats must 
carry certain equipment, such as 
adequate life preservers, fire ex- 
tlng^sers, navigational lights, oars 
for smaller boats, distress signals 
and an adequate anchor.

Death Count at 45 
In Wales Coal Pit
