From his experience in helping
tend the Kennedy political vine-
yard, Governor Ribicoff is yot like-
ly: to emerge with any alteration
in ‘his own shrewd longitime estl-
mate that governors are the moat
fmportant politioal plants for a
candidate for presidentinl nomina-

tion to cultivatée. He may have
some post mortem wishes that the
Kennedy cultivation had recog-
nized, in adVance; how prickly and
senmtive a plant & governor cm
be, too,

Ribicoff first formed his e-u-
mate of the political importance of
governors in the national nomirg-
Ltion process, we would gueds, way
back in 1852, in his long range
study of how governors putl Eisen-
hower over in spite of the opposi-
tion of the regular parly organi-

can delegation to the Senate and
House at Washington. The gov-
ernors werse salraps. in their own
right, beholden to. nobody except
their own “political organizations
in their own states, and _they
usually showed their
such political organizationa by
controlling them themsagélves, No
senator, no representative, no na-
tional committeeman had ad-close
& touch upon the delegates of a
state_as did the governor.

It was in compliance with this
lermon we think, that Ribicofl, as

w governor, came out very early
for. Kennedy, not so much to lock
Connecticut’s  votea —up early
against pomsible challenge from
within Connecficut as o~ sow
abroad the Invitation to other
Democratic gqyernors to do like-
wine,

And when the amoke has cleared
awny, and possibly clears away
to reveal Kennedy nominated be-
fora- the conclusion of the firat
ballot, it may still be quile clear
that It has been the concentration
on governora which has pald off,
In the meantime somebody, and
we sunspect it is not Ribleoff him-
self, hna made, Ribicof{'s role as
Kennedy agent among the gov-
ernors a little rmore difficult than
it had to be. Perhaps it was, at
the start, the fact that the gov-
ernora are morae easily rallied to
one of theif own nu ', or 1o
some nnn-nfflceho]de?kzhan to n
sampla of that rival political
animal, the United.

nalssance. We hear a great deal
concerning the use ot the MIDAS
satellite for this purpose without
apprecisting what has gone on in
the past concerning military recons
nalssance m high elecations,

To assesa these activities in thélr
proper perspective, we must real-
ize that MIDAS {s not ‘a true rec-
onnalasance patellite. This must
awalt the lunching of Samos as
an ‘operational satellite. Samos,
and not Midas, will constitute the
spy-in-the-sky, Midas 15 atriotly
& warning satellite which will de-

Samos - will photograph
tegically important areas of the
earth and relay this intelligence fo
the "earth. If recovery from orbit
proves difficuit, this information
may be relayed back to the earth
by television techniques, If there Is
¥ breakthrough in the Discoverer
récovery program and consistent
recovéry s achieved, thenhigh
resolution photographs will be
taken by Samos to be physically
returned to the earth.

When Samos issoperational and
the-high vesolution-photographs of
the earth materialize, then our true
spy-in-the-sky will be realized.
With this datellite will come the
realization of a concept that is
over 100 years old.

The earliest activity of this type
gogs back to the days when pho-
tography first came into being and
military men realized that pjctures
taken from balloons were of stra-
tegic importance {n military opera-

tions.
Eearly Experiments

In "Space Handbook,"” ™Robert
W. Buckhiem points out that the
famous French photographer,
.Gaspard Felix Tournachon, pio-
neeréd in aérial photography as
early as 1858 and used balloons
from which to map the ground.
He commanded the Balloon Corps
during the siege of Paris In 1870.
While Tournachon * ploneered in
this work, the firast actual use of
aerial  photography was during
the Ci¥il War.

Gen, George B. McClellan used
balloon photography In several
Civil War battles., In 1862, huge
maps were made of battleflelds
with grids superpoud on -~ the
maps. A telegraph ' line between
division headquarters and the bal-
"loon-borne observer prévided a
form of artillery control, and the
author points out that artillery
sdjustment by aerial observer
was thus anticipated by 80 years.

The Russians sent up balloons
et Port Arthur in 1904-1805 to ob-
serve the Japanese fleet. From
the results, this .reconnaissance
little affected the outcome of the
Sino-Russian War.
