xgunrently only three states—
Alas Delaware and New Hamp-
shire—escaped without a traffic fa-
tality over the weekend. At least
two states—Callfornia and Ohio
—had 30 or more,

"The National Safety Council,
which saw itas preholiday estimate
of 370 traffic fatalities shattered
early last nlght, called the record
toll “appalling.”

A council spokesman sald {t
was the result of ‘“exceedingly
heavy traffic and the tendency by
too many drivers to ignore the
warnings and drive recklessly."

“We can only hope the shock of
this Keavy toll will have a sober-

fféct on drivers, not only on
holldays, but every day,'” he sald.

The weekend toll also ecvlipsed
the 367 traffic deaths of last Me-
morial Day weekend, which also
spanned the 78 hours between 6
pm. Friday and midnight Monday.

However, it fell ghort of the rec-
ord Independence Day holiday toll
of 481 ¢ deaths during the 4-
day observance.in 1950 and Lhe
record for any 3-day holiday — 608
trific deaths during the 1955
Christmas weekend.

The record traffic toll for any
holiday period — 706 — was set

in 18586,

This weekend's toll soared far
above the 348 traffic deaths the ‘As-
sociated Press, for comparative
purposes, counted for a non-holl-
day weekend covering the same 78
hours two week ago;

Mutil-fatalities accelerated the
weekend's deadly pace. A father
‘and his six childven died in one
crash in Wisconain; another father
and his four children died in a
single wreck in San Francisco.

—in their selection of students,
They deny bright students a higher |
edication It they are of the wrong |
color or economic position, or live |
on the wrong side of the tracks, ac- |
cording to the report.

In addition, colleges and univer-
sitles know so little about mea-
suring ability and accept so wide a
range of mental. capacities that
many students get Into college who
have no businesa there.

On the other hand, some parenta
are so Indifferent that they permit
talented children to give up thelr
education after high school, while
many students in college, accord-
Ing to the report, show only “a
slightly different and more expen-
alve variety of a general youth
eulture which expreases irrespon-
sibility, -glnmour, and the pursult
of the immediately gratifying."

response to the alert would ac-
tually have contributed to =any
better receiving of the possible
blow.

For all this, the duty of the
weathsrman seemed clear enough.
The conditions wefe present. He
knew It. If he withheld his knowl-
edge, and tornsdoes came, he
would be reproached, first,
not. knowing, and then, if he ad-
mitted  he had noted the condi-
tions, for not isguing an alert, And
he would have . had to reproach
himself, if he had kept silent and
his silence could possibly be con-
sidered to have cost one life. -

It was not his fault that the
confusion, tension, cost, and ter-
ror of his alert apparently had
much greater and wider probabll-
itles In their favor and a much
surer impact than any of the po-
tential tornadoes.

But there still ought to be some
system by which the weatherman's
necessary mention of some thou-
sand in one chance should not be
converted into m semblance of
specific local -certainty covering
several states at once.

Abbut his own youth, the Bena-
tor explained that ‘young men
throughout  history — including
Washington, Jefferaon, Pitt, Napo~
leon v and Columbus—have been
notable successes,

He pointed’out that he had been
18 years in the service of his coun-
try—as a ' World War IT naval of-
fiter angd as a member of Congresa
for the past 14 yeéara:

“I have traveled {n every conti-
nest and country,” he ndded, “and
In“the last few years alone, In
gvery one of the 50 states—more

/than_any other active presidential

contender now or in history, to the
best of my knowledge."

Referting to Truman's list of 10
other Democrats who would be

' presidentinl  poasibilitiés,
ennedy declared:

“If we are to establish n test for
the presidency whereby 14 vears
in major elective office is inmsuffi-
clent experierice, then all but three
of the 10 posaibilities mentioned
by-Mr. Truman must be ruled out.
All but = handful of our presidents
since the very foundihg of the na-
tion ghould have been ruled out,
And every president elevated to
that office in the' 20th Century
should have been ruled out, in-
cluding three great Democratic
presidents: Woodrow  Wilson,
Franklin * Roosevelt and Harry
Truman himself.”

Kennedy, looking tanned and fit,
told reporters he expects 600 votes
in early balloting and conceded
he may have to do better than that
A tota] of 781 votes ix needed for
nomination, .

He said he believes Truman will
support him if he is nominated,
adding that“the former President’s
help. would .be very important,

Kennedy drew an outburst of
Inughter and applauge when, in his
prepared statement, he suggested
that Truman's idea of an open con-
vention is one that “studies all
the candidates—reviewy their rec-
ords—and then takes his advice."

At another point the Senalor as-
peried that this Is the time'for a
new generation of ~ leaderahip to
cope with new problems and new
opportunities. For thers Is n new
world to be won—a world of peace
and goodwill a world of hops and
abundance., And T want America to
lead the way-to that world,"

He stressed that contrary to the

charge of a controlled convention,
“not one concrete example” had
been cited of any improper pres-
sire by his supporters or delegates,

Flaherty Says ‘Interference’
Charge Not Connected to Vote

Mayor Leo B. Flahertv Jr. to-
day answered charges leveled atl

"him over the weekend by the Rock-

ville-Vernon Taxpayers Assn. and
the Rockville Redevelopment
Agency. -

~ Flaherty said the RVTA's charge
that he broke his campaign prom-
ise by “interfering"” with the ap-
pointment ‘of Adolf Frier as ex-
ecutive director of the redevelop-
ment agency, is "completely ir-
revelent.and has nothing Lo do with
consolidation.'

The RVTA used Flaherly's ob-
Jection to Frier's appointment as a
reason to oppose the tonsolidation
charter, being voted on today. The
RVTA pointed out that the powers
given to the mayor under the new
charter are greater than those now
held'by the mayor. They noted that
Flaherty has stated he would run
for mayor of & consolidated town.

Frier resigned Friday from the
post to which he was named by the
agency, headed by his father-in-
law, Harry Flamm, Frier resigned
at Lthe request of the board of di-
rectors of the Rockville Area
Chamber of Commerce -after
Flaherty criticized his appointment
because of the family relationship
and the proximity of Frier's wife's
atore to the redevelopment area.

Wilton Flamm, son of the agen-
cy's chalrman, is on the RVTA ad-
visory committee.

Flaherty sald today his action
on Frier's appointment was not in-
terference, but "an attempt to pre-
vent publie funds-from being di-
verted and to save a.redevelop-
ment program.”

The mayor also sald, “Unfortu-
nately much of the opposition to
consolidation 'comes from people
who are benefiting personally from
the present three governmental
sal-up, It iy unfortunate that more
of the voters’are not aware of the
personal gaina being realized by
the more vocal opponents of con-
solidation.. The great number of
jobs and the assoclated patronage
connected with our three govern-
ments is fine for the jobholders,
but it makes for bad government
and it is bad for the taxpayer. We

Doctors Report

Way to Restore
Beat of Heart

Baltimore, July 5 (#) — A team
of doctors says that heartbeat
can be restored to a patient in an
emérgency by pumping the chest
moderately with your hands.

Three Johns Hopkins Hospital
surgeons  explained that thelir
method, which can be taught to a
person within minutes, eliminates

massaging the heart. ;

They have tried it on morethan
50 patients who ranged in age
from one month to 82 yeara. In 72
per cent of casea attempted pa-
tients were restored and survived.

Describing thelr techniques in a
current issue of the Journal of the
American Medical Asan. are Dr.
W. B. Kguwenhoven, Jecturer In
surgery and professor emeritus of
electrical engineering; Dr. James
R. Jude, resident surgeon, ~and
Dr. Guy Knickerbocker, instruce
tor in surgery. \

In restoring the heartbeat; a
doctor places his hands, one on top
the other and the heel of the bot-
tom one.on the lower part of the
patient's breastbone. Firm pres-
sure is applled about once a sec-
ond and the hands are lifted at the
end of each stroke to permit: the
chest full expansion.

The surgeons explained they
have been able to Kkeep up the
treatment for
and 10 minutes without ‘evidence
of Harming the 'chest or heart,
City firemen have been taught the
‘method and two of them recently
festored the heartbeat of an elder-
ly. man.

Russians to Protect

Villach, Austria, July 6 (A —
Nikita Khrushchev implied today
that Russian troops will march in-
to neutral Austria if American
‘vocket bases in Italy are ‘uged
against Soviet bloc countries.

He suggested the Austrians
ghould advise Italy “not to play
with fire."

Following up his statement in
Balzburg that Russia “will not re-
main idle it Austisn neutrality is
violated,” the Soviet premier said
at a luncheon given in Klagenfurt
by the governor of Carinthia Prov-
ince:

“One cannot help becoming
aware that the présence of “Ameri-
ean rocket bases in northern Italy,
if they are used against the Social-
{st-Communist countries, would
prasuppose & violation of Austrian
neutrality.”

Listeners concluded that Khrush.
chev, meant that Russia would con-
mider it had the right to matrch
across "Austria ‘toward the Itallan
bases on the pretext of protecting
Austrian neutrality.

“We. are far from having any
desire to cioud relations between
Austria and Italy in any way,"” the
Boviet premlier added in a concilia-
tory tone. ‘We ourselves are in
favor of improving our reiations
with your southemn neighbor. But
Austria must not remain indiffer-
ent if miftdary bases and rocket
installations are stationed on its
frontiers.”

The Russian prémler made  his;
threat as he suddenly cut short
his tourist-like trip of the Aus-
trian provinces to return to Vienna
tonight, a day shead of achedule.
Austrian government sources said
more time was needed for talks
between Khruschev and chan-
cellor Julius Raab.

Originally, a mere two hours had
been set aside for this on Friday,

About 200 soldiers of the Congo
Army demonstrated for several
houts today in front of the infant
African nation's parliament build-
ing, demanding removal of all their
white Beigian officers.

“Other troops of the "Force Pub-

lique" mutinied in ThysVille, 5
miles southwaest of the capital, last
night and imprisoned their white
officers in their barracks. Negotia-
tions were reported under way to
end the deflance.

The demonstrators in Leopold-
ville at one point roughed up the
Army's Belgian commander, Gen.
Emile Janssens, and seized his
pistol. J .

They finally marched back to
their barracks after speeches by
Prime Minister Patrice Lumumbp
and other government ministers,

The demonstration was confined
largely to -the parliament bulld-
ing — the Palace of the Nation —
and the Leopold IT barracks. Other-
wise life in the capital continued
much-as usual,
