Villach, Austria, July 6 (/P) 
Nikita Khrushchev Implied today 
that Russian troops will march in­
to neutral Austria If American 
rocket bases in Italy are used 
against Soviet bloc countries.
. He - suggested the Austrians 

should advise Italy "not to play 
with fire.”

Following up his statement in 
Salsburg that Russia “ will not re­
main idle If Austian neutrality is 
violated,” the Soviet premier said 
St s  luncheon given in Klagehfurt 
by the'govemor of Carinthia Prov­
ince:

•‘One cannot help becoming 
aware that the presence o f ‘Ameri- 
esn rocket bases In northern Italy, 
If they are used agrainst the Social­
ist-Communist countries, would 
presuppose a ■violation of Austrian^ 
neutrality.”

Listeners concluded that Khrush­
chev, meant that Russia would con­
sider it, hid the right to match 
across 'Austria tdward the Italian 
bases on the pretext of protecting 
Austrian neuti^lty.

"We. are far from having any 
desire to cloud relations between 
Austria and Italy in any way,”  the 
So'vlet premier added'in a concilia­
tory tone. “We ourselves are In 
favor of improving our relations 
with your southern neighbor.

About -200 soldiers of the Congo 
Army demonstrated for several 
hours today in front of the Infant 
African nation’s parliament build­
ing, demanding removal of all their 
white Belgian officers.
~l5tHer troops of the ” Fqrce Puh- 
llque” mutinied in Thy^llle, 75 
miles southwest of the capital, last 
night and imprisoned their white 
officers in their barracks. Negotia­
tions were reported under way to 
end thd defiance.

The idemonstrators in Leopold­
ville at one point roughed up the 
Army’s  Belgian commander, Gen. 
Emile Janssens, and seized his 
pistol.

They finally marched back ,to 
their barracks after speeches by 
Prime Minister Patrice Lumumbk 
and other^oyernment ministers.

The demonstration was "confined 
largely to- the parliament build­
ing — the Palace of the Nation — 
and the Leopold II barracks. Other­
wise life in the capital continued 
much-as usual.

The ever Increasing number of

This 1s the-one element of dam­
ages which Is somewhat uncertain, 
for there is nq gauge by w’hich 
pain may be measured.

For 
dnstance, a/m neert pianist who 
suffered permanent injury' to his 
hands would' be entitled tO’ a 
greater sum as compensatory 
damages a» opposed to a' person 
whose earning capacity would be 
only slightly affected by Injury. 
The la.w of dam'ages does not per­
mit purely s'peculative damages, 
or guesswork as to how much the 
loss lisUl be over the years due to 
the accident. . «

In discussing damages, We should

also mention. iMiitftlvs damagse, or 
sums allowed i s  a  form of punish­
ment lor a  wronif, A P*rso*> **ay 
fall to perform a contract, or he 
may commit libel or slander. 
These wrongs ars remedied under 
law b y . pa^ng money damages. 
PuhlUvs damages are given in 
cases Involving a  willful m a­
licious injury to a  person or to hli 
property.

Eisenhower said this country Is 
trying hard to have the Cubans 
understand that there Is no quarrel 
hetween the people o f this country 
and them but that the dlfflcultles 
are caused only by what he called 
the Inexplicable actions o f their 
government.

Hie-discussion came up as Elsen­
hower was reported prepared to 
gif h  U-S. sugar imports from 
Cuba which have paid big pre­
miums to Cuban growers.

Elsenhower today also rejected 
Hew York Gov. Nelson A. Rocke­
feller’s contention that America’s 
military strength has tfsterioratirf. 

^  The President also accused so- 
,vlet Premier NlldU 8. Khrushchev 

* o f very crude attenipts •to 'Inter­
fere In this country’s presidential 
•ampaign.

Eisenhower voiced confidence 
that neither Democrats nor the 
RepubUcana will find the Kremlin 
leader’s advice of any value.

As for Rockefeller, Elsenhower 
was reminded that" the Republican 
governor has been critical of the 
administration in the econoihic as 
well as military fielda and has 
contended that U.S. mlllUry 
strength, has declined while Rus­
sia's has increased.

The Presidantr commented that 
sfnee 1958 he has sent eight budg­
ets to pongtssa. Five, he said, 
were cut by Congress and three 
increased—in each case in election 
years.

The President said that by and 
large the Democratic-controUed 
congresses have agreed with his 
Republican^administration on mll- 
♦tarv sbsmnnr.

It is true, Elaenliower went on,
' that soma individuals get deeply 

eonoamed about our defense po* 
sKion, and some get worried.

As for Rockefeller, he is entitled 
to his opinions and has a right 
to skpresa them. Elsenhower add­
ed that he doesn’t  ̂ think such 
views will wreck the Republican 
party.

'The cabinet eald the expropria­
tion was authorized because of 
"the constantly aggressive _ atti­
tude” of the 'U.6. government and 
particularly the authority given 
President Eisenhower by Congress 
to reduce Cuba’s sugar sales to 
the United States.

Underlining the retaliatory na­
ture of the action, the decree 
pinned compensation for the seized 
property' directly to American 
.su(far purchases..

It said the American owners 
would be paid In 2-per cent, 30- 
ycar Cuban government • Imnda 
backed by a special fund. But th'e 
fund is to come from 25 per cent 
of the dollars paid for sugar sales 
to the United States in excess of 
3 million tons a year 'and at a 
price of 5 3-4 cents a pound Or 
more.
. Ciiba’s sugar quota this year ia 
3,100,000 tons, and sugar industry 
sources in Washington e x p e c.t 
Eisenhlfwer to cut it perhaps 700,- 
OOO tons.. That would put Amer 
lean purchases ,800,000 tons beldw 
the figure at which the first dol 
lar would go into the compensa­
tion fund. .

The decree also put a super-pre­
mium price on Cuban sugar be­
fore the Amecican owners can be 
repaid. The United States has 
been paying about 5 Vi cents 
pound, or. about 214 cents above 
the world market price 

The decree specified that expro-. 
prlatlon edicts could not be ap­
pealed.

It also contained what appeared 
to be a retroactive clause stating 
that it annulled all "legal disposi-. 
tlons arid regulations that are op­
posed to the application of this 
larw.”

It was assumed that under this 
provision payment' for the vast 
American Holdings In sugar and 
cattle lands previously seized un 
der theigrarlan-reform  program 
would be hinged to sugar sales. 
The agrarian law provides for 
compensation in g o v e r n m e n t  
bonds, but so far the Castro regime 
has pot made a move to even set a 
value on the selied holdings.

The decree gave ho indication of 
the next target for selzuie. The 
Cuban Electric Co. ia assumed to 
be high on the list. Half of Ita 
$300 million valuation is American 
held, and it Is the largest single 
American holding in Cuba.

American interesta so far taken 
over by. the Castro regime have 
been "intervened,” not expropri­
ated. In practice Intervention haa 
meant aeizure, with government 
appointees replacing American per- 
sennel.

This was the p'r o c e s s used 
against the Esso, Texaco and 
Shell refineries because they re­
fused: to process Soviet oil. The 
U.S. and British ^vernments pro- 
te.sted the seizures yesterday and 
demanded return of the holdings to 
their owners, but Castro is certain, 
to ignore the protests.

A cut of 700,000 tons in Cuba’s 
quota of sugar sales to the United 
States will coat Cuban growers $35 
million in lost U.S. subsidies, even 
more If they cannot .sell their sugar 
elsewhere. >

In anticipation o f a cut in the 
quota, the U.S. Agriculture Dept, 
yesterday forbid further Imports 
of Cuban sugar to, the United 
State.s until Eisenhower acts,

In an effort to ward off Latin 
American charges o f  interference 
In Cuba’s internal affalr.s, -̂ admin­
istration sources • in Washington 
said Eisenhower would contend 
that the island itnder Castro can 
no longer be depended on to sup­

Summer Care Grows Better Lawns
By A U .A N  SWENSON

Summer la the hardest time for 
lawns. They get greater use and 
more abuse than at any other tlifie. 
The secret of attractive lawns ia 
simple regular care to keep grasa 
growing well.

Proper mowing is a major factor. 
Too often, mowing is a rushed rou­
tine that does more harn; than 
good. Warm weather c&lla for ad- 
JustmentJn cutting height and fre-. 
quency.

L«t these green thumb rules 
guide you:

Frequency of mowing;' should be 
determined by the growth rate. 
You’ll need fewer mowings In hot 
dry weather.

When summer .heat begins to 
wilt you,' grass U w i l t i n g  too. 
Don’t cut lawns In the baking sun. 
Wait until late afternoon to pre­
vent moisture loss and scorched 
grass.

Never remove more than one- 
third of the leaf area at one time. 

The leaf blade acta as a stomach 
for the grass. It converts raw ma­
terials into plant tissue. Constant 
close mowing reduces the leaf’s 
food building surface and sets grass 
back. On uneven ground, raise your 
cut to avoid scalping the lawn.

Most reel or rotary mowers can 
be adjusted easily. A  height of 2 
or 2\i inches In summer is recom­
mended. Check this with a ruler on 
a flat surface.

Lotting grass grow taller in sum­
mer has advantages. First, the soli 
is'’ shaded and water loss reduced. 
Also, there's - less work for you. 
And thick tall turf withstands ad­
verse weathfcr and rough use bet­
ter.

Water Is Important. When It’s 
dry,, apply at least an.Inch of 
^ater to soak soil four inches or, 
more deep If the water Is avail- 
abl.fl- Merely sprinkling encourages 
shallow-rooted weeds.

Always consider safety.' Keep 
feet- and hands away from blades. 
Don’t let̂  children play nearby 
when using rotary mowers.- The 
speeding blades can throw an ob­
ject they hit several hundred feet.

Edging lawns and flower beds

saves trlipniing work. Dig a simple 
trench and form the metal or 
plastic strips to fit the border you 
Want. Edg;ing also keeps grass out 
of paths and flower beds.

Pisease and Insects in summer 
lawns can be controlled with ,ln- 
secUcideq such as chlordane, al- 
drlh, heptachlpr and others. Apply 
by fertilizer spreader or sprayer 
to kill grubs and soil pests. that 
damage grass roots. -

Kaman Get» Contract
Hartford, July 6 (JP)—^Kaman 

Atacraft !Corp. has been aw ards 
an Air Force contract to develop 
a technique of bringing space cap­
sules gently back to Earth in the 
same way that a maple seedling 
spins lazily down from a tree.

The Air Force’s  $448,000 con­
tract with the Bloomfield firm calls 
for a study of the use of licopfer- 
like blades as a means of lowering 
manned and unmanned-apace cap^ 
sules to Earth with safety.

A  spokesman for the company 
said yesterday Kaman has done 
previous work for the Navy and 
Marinet on a device called the 
"rotochute” that uses this prin­
ciple. When an object extends Its 
rotochute blades, he said, it slows 
down and begins floating—like the 
maple seed—instead pf plummet­
ing.

Kaman is to build ajjd test six 
rotochutes for release at speeds 
close to the speed o f soun^ and at 
altitudes approaching 50,000 feet.
