Bolton's referendum, scheduled^ 
for tomorrow, has been canceled 
because the Items to be voted have 
been declared Illegal by to\yn 
counsel.

Attqrne.vs Vincent Diana and 
Jerome Walsh of the law, firm of 
Butler, Volpe, Garrity and Sacco 
'told a public hearing at the Com­
munity Hall last night that the pro­
posed ordinances are beyond the 
town’s power to enact.

Selectman Charles Robbins an­
nounced that in view of the town 
counsel’s opinion and the recom­
mendation that the voting' hot be 
carried out, it waa the majority 
vote of the Selectmen that no ref­
erendum be held tomorrow.

Pointing out that this was the 
first time the Town Counsel hsd 
been asked to rule on the legality of 
the proposed o r d i n a n c e s ,  the 
opinion, written by Atty. Vincent 
Diana, went on to ask:

“ Does the Town of Bolton have 
the right to say that three items 
of town business will be voted by 
machine vote only 7 A  town de­
rives its powers or rights from 
three sources:
"1. the Cohatltdtion of the State,
2. inherent powers; and 

- •8,. .enabling statutes enacted by 
the General Assetnblyc ■

"There U nothing in the State 
Constitution which covers this 
specific problem.'

Police Power Inherent
"Is this an inherent power? The

Supreme Court of Errors of the 
State of Connecticut held In 1864 
. . . that Towns do not possess 
and never have possessed any in­
herent legal power.’ Later cases 
have pointed out that a town does 
have certain inherent police pow­
ers which affect the “health, safe­
ty and morals of its Inhabitants." 
The' subject matter of these Ref­
erendum items does not affect Ojs 
police powers of the Town ana 
therefore does not fall within aiiy 
Inherent legal power of the Town 
of Bolton. . '

"Has the General Assembly en­
acted a statute enabling the Town 
of Bolton to take the action con­
templated in the referendum 
Items? The General Assembly has 
passed Section 7-7 of the Con­
necticut General Statutes 19.58 Re­
vision. This statute • provides, in 
part, gjf foliow ir *r T . Two hun­
dred or more persona qualified to 
vote in the meeting of a town or 
other municipal corporation may 
petition the clerk or secretary of 
such town or municipal corpora­
tion. in writing, at least 24 hours 
prior to any such meeting, re­
questing that any Item or items 
on the call of such meeting- be 
submitted to the persons qualified 
to vote in such meeting not les.s 
than seven nor more thgn four­
teen days thereafter, . ,

‘This section of the statute was 
first enacted by the General As­
sembly in 1953. From 1672 to 1953 
there was no such provision in oiir 
laws. Persona qualified to vote 
had to be present at town meet­
ings if they wished^ to be heard 
and all questions were decided, by 
a majority vote of those-qualified. 
In interpreting this statute I canr 
not find that the Legislature in­
tended or would allow s Town to 
enact an ordlnancis which woulfl 
make it mandatory that certain 
items of town bu.s1ness,be voted by 
machine vote onl.v. If the. town 
wishes to vote on any item. In the 
call of a. meeting by a machine 
vote-lt must abide by the pro­
visions of this-statute. TWs sta­
tute has precluded any other ac­
tion.

Exceeds Legal Power
. "Tlie right to a referendum or 

machine vote ia only permissive 
and no^mandatory. i therefore

that the ^qposed ordinances... 
if enacted, wditJci be iiltra virea” 
(exceeding legal' poweri "and 
therefore Illegal, aniF. that this 
meeting was not called fiir a legit­
imate and proper purpose."' 'nils 
is the opinion of the Town CoibH 
sel in interpreting the statutes,

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The Kennedy Express
It la no longer a mere band­

wagon that Kennedy la driving to­
ward the nnlah line In Loa Angelea 
—It's more like an express train. 
And to the degree that this trans­
formation has occurred, the men 
who might have hoped to play a 
klngrmaker role In the Democratic 
convention—men like . Brown of 

-eallfomla; Ijswpenca of Penn­
sylvania, Meyner of New Jersey— 
have lost their power to play such 
a part. ♦ ,

This la not to say that the nom­
ination o f Senator Kennedy Is a 
foregone conclusion. There is rio 
rule In politics more absolute than 
the one decreeing equivocation In 
forecasting political developments 
Andlhl8”iB especially true of Dem-
ocratlc national conventions which, 
traditionally, are seasoned with 
the spice of llloglc far more liberal­
ly than are almilar Republican 
gatherlnga.

Kennedy, then, may tm stopped. 
But It looks at this point aa If only 
a miracle can do It. And unless a 
leiader of an Important delegation 
has the political X-ray vision 
needed to see such a miracle 
through the pro-Kennedy senti­
ment and psychology sweeping ths 
convention, he has no choice but 
to climb on the Kennedy train, or 
risk being run over by It. •

Political pundlta have been quick 
to see in this state of affairs a def­
inite erosion of the power of the 
old-time profsaslonal political poll-, 
tlclan. Whether such an erosion has 
occuired and, If ao, whether It Is 
Irreparable, only time can tell.

But Kennedy’s position on the 
SVC of the balloting In Los An­
geles does demonstrats some 
things. It demonstrates, first of 
all, the* fallacy in the, argument 
that presidential preference pri­
maries are a waste of time, money 
and effort, and serve no better pur­
pose than to kill o ff presidential 
hopefuls who otherwise might 
make fine candidates. The prl^ 
maries may well represent an im­
perfect, even haphazard, way of 
helping to aelecl a presidential can­
didate. But without them—more 
precisely, without wt.nnlng every
one of the seven he entered where »■would Kennedy be today?

Kennedy's position, to which he 
has been propelled by his brains, 
glamour, organizational ability and 
toughness, also .demnnstratea that, 
deapltf ths prejudices and atti­
tudes of the.so-called professional 
politicians, the race In poli'Ucs ran 
Still go to the young, tlje swift snd 
the strong.

And these two factors- his potp- 
ularity In the primaries and his 
aucceas. in proving there is still 
rom at the top for a' young polltl- 
cjtji ~  hiay indicate one other 
thing; namely, that, given the 
state of the world and thq state 
o f democratic'politics In the year 
1?0O. Kennedy is, after all, the 
best candidate the Democrats have 
In their stable of hopefuls.

The Keynote
As developments are shaping up 

oiit bi Los Angeles, K'enator Frank 
.niurch was an appropriate, even a 
significant choice as the Demo­
cratic National Convention key­
note speaker. Thla was not so much 
because of what he said as because 
of the personal, physical Image of 
Church that was projected to his 
audience In the convention hall and 
throughout the .country. I 

For here was a man only 85 
years old, freah-faiceti and clean- 
cut, delivering a speech he had 
memorised letter-perfect with care-

Now that the Democratic Na­
tional Convention is upon us, a 
word should be said about that 
background aspect o f the quadren­
nial gathering that keeps intruding 
Intq^ t̂he foreground.

If the intruaion this time seems 
more pronounced than usual, that's 
becauae It probably ‘ la. After all, 
there are more newsmen and wom­
en in and around the convention 
site In Ixis Angeles than any 
Democratic meeting has ever seen 
before—5,500 of them, This means 
that the 2,900 delegates are out­
numbered almost 2 to 1.

As a result, the newspaper rep- 
resentativea can be expected to 
start covering each, other, while 
dulcet-voiced television commenta­
tors interview, on camera, equally 
dulcet-voiced colleagues. As a mat­
ter of fact, thla sort of thing 
started ^ fo r e  the cbnvqntlon, 
with columns of newspaper space 
ail'd much valuable radio' and tele­
vision time given over to impres­
sive descriptions of how ths varl- 
.ous media were going to report 
every blessed detail o f the conven­
tion, virtually right down to the 
brand of cigars being smoked In 
the smoke-fliled rooms. .

IVlth so much coverage available 
to him, a reader or viewer is likely 
to become confused. A network 
television executive, aware of this, 
suggests, that. So far aa teleylalon 
Is concerned, viewer* pick one 
channel—any channel—and stick 
with it. He reasoned that although 
coverage nHght be getting dull oh 
a given channel, switching to an­
other would probably bring In only 
the same dull apeech.

Howc'ver, one remembers a dull 
stretch on one channel during the 
1959 Republldan^Natlonal ConveR^

pendehee was not groated. Iliua, la 
tha suffettog o f its nationals in 
the Congo, the Belgian govern­
ment la paying tha price for its 
failure,' over the years, to ]>repara 
the Congo for self-government.

But with It all, the Demo­
cratic Convention Is being sub­
jected to tha closest kind -bf scru­
tiny, aa will the Republican con- 
rlave two weeks hence, in Chicago. 
The responsibility of that remain­
ing portion of the United fltatea 
voting population not at ths con­
ventions Is merely to separate the 
hard news from the soft soap and 
the delegates from the reporters.

Independence— Ready Or Not
The chaos Into which' the new 

Republic of Uw Congo has been 
plunged with the advent of Inde­
pendence comes as a shocking re­
minder to all lands, that remain 
under the domination of a colonial 
power and aap'lre to be free that In­
dependence la not the cure-sll of 
a people's woes. And In that re­
spect, reports of violence and 
bloodshed, and of-w hite settlers 
desperately fleeing rampaging Oon- 
.golese_jiaUve troops are undoubt­
edly l>elng received with consider­
able satisfaction by the goyem- 
ibent of ,‘loulh Africa. Here, Anally, 
is something to which that govern­
ment can point as justification for 
ita own unjustified racial policies.

Rut if the Congolese are. In this 
Arst flush of independencS, falling 
to . rerogblze the respoAflblllttes 
that go with Independence, let 
alone dla<'harge them, the Belgian 
government must share the blame. 
For the eighty yeara that the Con­
go was under Belgian control, no 
effort was made to prepare -the 
native ° population for .self-govern­
ment. In economic terms, the Bel­
gians were generous, even to the 
point of building some Congo cities 
Into showcases for Western culture 
and affluence in Africa. .But na­
tive leaders, potential and actual, 
wpnt untralnad. The population re­
mained Illiterate. Tribal rivalries 
that would. weaken the fabric of 
nationalism went, unchecked.

Belgium, obviously blind to what 
was happening around the world 
to the pre-World II structure of 
Weetem Imperialism, apparently 
Intended'to .stay In tha Congo for 
yeara, pertiaps decades. But when 
the demand for independance that 
was sweeping Africa finally manl- 
feotsd It—le In th« nnngA tw ftini 
form of riots in Leopoldville last 
January, Belgian determination to 
remain waa replaced by Belgian 
(Mterminatlon to get out, and foot.

There is no point In arguing that 
the Belgbuia acted out of panic and

Incident administration 
opokesmen at first eOld the U2 
wsui <m a  reconnaiaeonce miaelon 
and pethapa hod strayed unln- 
tentimially off ita. course into 
Soviet territory'.

Then the So'Viet trap snapped, 
announces that the plane had been 
shot' down deep In the Soviet 
Union, and the pilot captured, and 
Khrushchev a couple of days later 
that he had confesaed etpionage.

Caught abort, the United States 
then admitted the plane was spy­
ing but contended this was Justi­
fied because Russia had rejected 
the BHsenhower proposals for' 
open-akles mutual aerial Inspec­
tion of military establishments.

Khrushchev seized on the epi­
sode to wreck the May summit 
conference and to touch off a 
Communist hate-Blsenhower prop­
aganda campaign.

The President accepted full re­
sponsibility for the Incident and 
for the way the administration had 
handled it. And the Democrats 
proceeded to contend it reflected s 
case of sad handling that damaged 
American prestige. In this election 
year it la almost certain to- be a 
political - campaign Issue, ......

aimed at "proxdklng a serious 
military conflict.”

He also declared that this "new 
act of perfidy’ ’ demonstrated that 
President Elsenhower’* a**urance 
in Pari* that the U2 flight* over 
Soviet-territory had been discon­
tinued was "not worth a bad pen­
ny.”

Khrushchev claimed the two sur- 
'vivlng crewmen of the American 
plane—1st Lt. John R. McCone. 38, 
TcHiganoxle, Kan., and 1st Lt, 
Freeman B, Oimstead, 24 Elmira, 
N. Y.—had admitted their plane 

was to have flown. along the 
northern frontiers of the Soviet 
Union on an espionage mission."

Khrushchev said he thought the 
Soviet Union would take the mat­
ter of the RB47 to the United Na­
tions—-first to the Security Council 
and then to the Gefleral Assembly. 
But he added that no firm decision 
had been made on such action.

Khrushchev said the Soviet 
government had delayed 11 days 
in announcing that the RB47 had 
been shot down In order to see 
what alibis the United States 
would come up with: He. said 
frankly his government was hop­
ing for another cover - story like 
the initia;! explanation that the 
U2 shot down on May Day had 
been on X weather flight and had 
strayed inadvertently, over Soviet 
terrltroy.

After -the Russians announced 
the U2 was shot down deep in 
Soviet territory and the pilot, 
Francis G. Powers, had admitted 
he was on a apy mission, the Unit­
ed States conceded it had -been 
flying such espionage missions for 
several years.
.-.-"We^rconfused-Hhe Ameriesm-on 
May i, so’ ’ we "thought ” why 
shouldn’t we do the same on July 
1;” Khrushchev remarked amid 
laughter.

The U.S. Air Force after the 
RB47 disappeared on July 1 said 
it was surveying electromagnetic 
flelds in Arctic -waters to gain In­
formation for improved naviga­
tional maps.

Khrushfehev said that since the 
plane~was~8topped"as” it began Its 
intrusion over So'Viet territory, 
“ the Soviet, government limited it­
self to destroying the aircraft.” 

"̂ ‘The surviving members of the 
crew will be brought to court in 
accordance -with Soviet laws,” he 
continued. "Let the provocateurs 
and the executors of their ill will 
not count on such actions going un­
punished.”

Khrushchev also echoed his go-v- 
emment’s protest notes yesterday 
to Britain and Norway.

Because the plane had flown 
from a British base, he accused 
Britain o f being "a direct accom­
plice In the USA’s aggressive acts 
against the Soviet government.” 

Although the Soviet note to the 
United States said the plane was 
to return to its British base, 
Khrushchev said intercepted radio 
message from' an Am eri^n radio 
station at Bodo, NorWaj^showed 
it was actually headed there. He 
said: /

"Can one trust the statements 
of the Norwegian government 
which promised in its note of May 
27 to take measures to prevent 
the use by the United States of 
Norwegian territory for aggres­
sive purposes ag;alnst the So'Viet 
union?

"In the light of the known facts, 
the position of the Nlprwegian 
government ie, to say the least, 
unwise and dangerous for the 
Norwegian people.”

The Norwegian Foreign Office 
in a statement last night said the 
first it knew of the RB47’s flight 
was the request for planes search- 
Ing for it to land In Norway.

The premier Said that the trial 
of McCone and Oimstead would be 
held after that of U2 pilot Powers. 
He did not give any date.

Turning to Cuba, Khrushchev re­
peated. his declaration that the 
Soviet Union would defend that 
country If It were attacked by the 
United States.

”I f  the time comes when aggres­
sive action is performed against 
that country,” he said,, "we virlll 
lend our support.”

He scoffed at President Eisen­
hower’s statement that,^the United 
States would not permit the es­
tablishment of any government In 
the western hemisphere dominated 
by international communism.

“ Who gave the United States 
qny right to allow or disallow? he' 
asked.

"What right has the United 
States to dispose of the destinies 
of any other nation?”
■ He said ..the revolutiem in Cuba 

was not run by Communists and 
that if it had been it would have 
been developed in a very "different 
way.

"It is a revolt' against those who 
have been plundering the people 
for many years," he asserted.

Khrushchev agreed whe;! a ques­
tioner, asked if hi* support of Cu­
ban Prime Ministor BTdel Castro’s 
regime oihounted to on attack on 
the Monroe Doctrine.
, "The Monroe Doctrbte ho* out­
lived its usefulness,”  he said. "It 
has died.a natural death. The only 
thing left to do with the Monroe 
Doctrine Is to bury it, Just as you 
biiry anything dead so It win not 
poison, the air.”

The Board o f Finance will rec­
ommend the town change Its fiscal 
year, now ending Aug. 31 to end 
Instead June 80. If the change‘is 
approved, by the voters, who will 
meet In the Town Hall at 8 o’clock, 
the Uniform Flecel Year would be­
gin July I  next year and there­
after. *

This change would mean that 
during the changeover period, the 
town would operate’ fiscally on s 
10-month period from Sept 1 of 
thie year, until June 30, 1961( when 
the hew 12-month budget year 
would begin.

The changeover would result in 
two close tax payments next spririg 
and early summer for those liable 
to pay taxes. Under the 10-month 
changeover, taxes ivould still have 
to be paid about the same time, 
as they are paid now, in April. 
Then under the new fiscal year, 
the first Installment of taxes, for 
those who pay 8100 or more, falls 
due July 1, 1961. The second in­
stallment falls due Jan. 1, 1962.

Adoption of the fiscal year was 
first proposed two years ago by 
Board o f  'Finance Chairman Wil­
liam Luddecke, Last fall he was 
given a vote of confidence to go 
ahead and work it out for presenta­
tion to the voters.

WojMld Cut Borrowing
One purpose for adopting <ae 

uniform fiscal year la to eliihinate 
the need of borrowing money in 
anticipation of tiuces. Under the 
present system, taxes are due dur­
ing the month of April, seven 
months after the fiscal year be­
gins. This Is In effect, paying In 
arrears. Under the uniform fiscal 
year, the first Installment would be 
a  payment in advance aa the 
■budgetaTy-Tieeds ' are 'anticipated! 
The 2-payment system would also
help those who find It. difficult to fiscal years,

do now.
This year the town has already 

paid 813,000 in interest on borrow- 
inj; and may have to borrow more 
money before Aug. 31. Luddecke 
said' he could not determine how 
much the town has had to borrow 
because he is awaiting a report on 
the town’s financial picture.

Luddecke today said the amount 
the town will need to borrow dur-i 
ing the 10-month changeover poj 
riod cannot yet deflnitely be set!

The town Is imdergoing reValuai- 
tion and the Grand List will not hfi 
completed until probably February.^ 
The Board of Tax Review has imHl 
March 1 to complete' its work and 
turn the final Grand List over to 
the Board of Finance.

Luddecke was optimistic ' ah* 

the outcome o f the revaluation, f’l t  
Is my belief that revaluation could 
pick up quite a bit qf money,” ) he 
said, some of It from properties, be­
ing brought up to thelt true mar' 
ket value, and "some from proper­
ty not previously declared.”

Luddecke also said the town 
stands to\ gain a greXt d e a l  
through imoptlon of the uniform 
fiscal year. "One thing we could 
do Is to build up a surplus in our 
interest payment account and In­
vest the money in ehort term 
notes.

Johnson, following hls news con- 
torence, scheduled calls on the 
North Carolina, South Dakota, 
Wyoming, Washington, Nebraska, 
Arkansas,' Iowa and Minnesota 
delegations In an effort to shore up 
his candidacy.

Not on hit fist was a meeting 
of the Slrvote California delega­
tion to which all the candidates 
■were Invited. However, an aide 
said Johnson might attend.

California Governor Edmund G. 
Brown threw hls support to Ken­
nedy on Sunday, b u f Johnson sup­
porters were predicting that the 
Massachusetts Senator would pick 
up fewer than 26 votes.from the 
Califorriia delegation.

They said they expected Adlai 
Stevenson, the party nominee in 
1952 and 1956 and willing to be 
drafted this year, would, get the 
bulk of the California votes. They 
figured Johnson would plc^ up 
around 10 votes from the Califor­
nians, the last big delegation not. 
y e t  committed.

The Pennsylvania delegation 
dealt a major blow to Johnson's, 
candidacy yesterday when U threw 
the bulk of Its votes to Kennedy. 
It gave Johnson only- A '/i, but 
Johnson IsSued a statement saying 
the outcome'did "not seriously al­
ter" his earlier predictloris of vic­
tory. ,

Johnson also got only 4 ’A votes 
from the N ew  York delegation. In 
contrast to predictions by his 
boosters tha!t he wbuld pick up as 
many as 2Q.

Johnson treated those riesults in 
California aridd Penniyylvanja as 
amounting to a stand-off as far 
aa the effect on kenhedy strength 
is concerned. -

In. the question and answer 
session, Johnson said, he assumes 
'Kennedy would not be sending 

Wires to southern delegations” and 
soliclUng support in that quarter 
*‘lf he had it sewed up.”

In answer to a query on his at­
titude If Kennedy should propose 
appearing alone —  rather than In 
what. amount* to a debate with 
johnson —  the Texas flenator de­
scribed Kennedy as "a  man of 
courage”  and on that basis said he 
did not expect smy such response 
from hls rival.

Johnson indirectly repeated a 
contention from hls backers that 
newsmen have given more favor- 
abla trestfiient to Kennedy.

The household pet is pretty much 

standard equipment in most homes 
Considering the close contact be­

tween domestic animals and mem­
bers of the family, there is amaz­
ingly little Interchange o f Infect­
ious disease in either direction.

Ftdo ^ n d ta b U y— appear^ocm- 
pletely Immune to the common af­
flictions of childhood! and only 
rarely Is it possible to demonatrate 
an instance in which a household 
pet acted as a disease-carrier to its 
human companion.

A recent report renewed my in­
terest in common zoonoses, the 
name given Infectious diseases 
transmitted by animals to irian.

An-ll-month-old baby suffered 
a serious attack of infantile diar­
rhea aa a  direct result of contact 
with afT apparently healthy pet 
dog.

In the words of Khurahld A 
Mian, who made this interesting 
and' Important observation: "On 
questioning the parents (who did 
hot harbor the organism), It waa 
found that the baby used to play 
on the carpet with the dog. The 
carpet waa contaminated by the 
dog and the Infection was carried 
by a hand-to-mbuth pattern.”

Here are some other zoonoses 
whose recognition by you may 
prove extremely valuable:

Rabies or hydrophobia, trans 
mltted by the dog, cat or bat bite 
or by salvia drooled Into an open 
wound.

Cat scratch fever In which fever, 
glandular enlargements and a body 
rash follow * few weeks after the 
appearance of a blister or pimple 
at the alto of a cat scratch,

Parrot fever (or omitrosls) in 
which the victim suffers a  pneu­
monia-like Illness after handlirig a 
sick parrot, canary, pigeon, turkey 
or almost any other bird.

Rabbit feyer (or tularemia) that 
begins as a tore usually on the 
finger o f a person who’s skinned 
or handled thp body of an Infected 
bunny, beaver, muskrat, sheep 
deer or pheasant. Later manifes­
tations o f tularemia. Include fever, 
glandular swellings and disturb­
ances of lungs and Intestines.

Toxoplasmosis, a particularly 
cruel dW ase only recently recog­
nized. Caused by an orgarilsm that 
lives in the bodies of cats, dogs, 
pigeons, pig* and hares, toxoplas­
mosis la transmitted through the 
blood o f the healthy pregnant wo­
man to the unborn child.

The unfortunate -baby comes Into 
the world with oil sorts of deform­
ities, mostly .Involving the brain 
and other nervous (dssuss and the 
eyes. About th- only bright spot 
In the toxoplasmosis picture at the 
moment, is the assurance that fu­
ture pregnancies will nqt bri af­
fected.

I hope you will forgive me for 
giving' you thla rather, terrifying 
report; It’s written In the hope 
that It may help preserve the 
health o f someone, somewhere.

U.S. Doubts Russians 
Wni F^oe Two jUriiien

By JOHN M. HIGHTOWER
Washington, July 13 (JP)—U.S. 

officials hold little hope of win­
ning freedom for  two A ir-Force 
officers held in, Russia following 
the shooting dowm of an American 
reconnaissance bomber on July 1.-

The expectation here is thSt So­
viet Premier Nikita Khrushchev 
will put the two niqn on trial on 
charges of espionage in order to
promote .his campaign against
American bases in Allied coun­
tries. ' .

The United SUtes formally de­
manded release o f the two officers 
yesterday in a note delivered to 
the Soviet Fomign Office by the 
ambassy in Moscow.

The note rejected Soviet
charges that the aircraft was on
a  spy niisslon -similar to that of 
U2 high altitude jet which went 
down in Ceiltlral' Russia May 1. 
It was that incident which pre­
ceded the breakup o f the summit 
conference, and the development j>f 
blttev hew Cold War conflict be­
tween Washington and Moscow.

The RB47 which was accused 
by the Soviet government o f vio­
lating its air space on July 1 in 
the Arctic region of .the Kola 
Peninsula actually wiu never 
closer than 30 miles to the Soviet 
coast, the U.S. note declared.

"It is therefore evident,”  the 
note said, "that pursuant to in­
structions of the Soviet govern­
ment airplanes of the Aoviet Air 
F o r c e  wgntonly attacked the

American airplahe over Interna­
tional waters M|lth the admitted 
loss of that aircraft and o f the 
life of at least one of the members 
of its crew.

"Two other members of the 
crew' have, according to the So­
viet note, been taken into custody 
without any legal basis and Ire 
to be subjected to trial under what 
is called ‘fuU severity of Soviet 
law.’' The three other members of 
the crew remain unaccounted for.”
