West promptly led a clnb to 
Bast’s ace, and Em U returned a 
spade to put hts^partner once more 
in over-ruffing position.

Now nothing could save de­
clarer. If South niffed low. West 
would over-ruff with the seven; 

West 
woiild over-rUff with the seven; and 
if South ruffed with the nine.

The loss of two trump tricks de­
feated the contract, but South had 
only himself to thafik for this re­
sult.

Shrubs are permanent parts of 

your landscaping. Take time io' 
plant them well and they’ll rewanl 
you with extra -years of good 
growth and beauty.

Sel^ctiqg the proper shrubs for 
your' soil and climate is half the 
story of quccess. Check plant re­
quirements with a reliable nursery­
man or garden center for adapta­
bility in your area of types that 
you like. ■ '

Learn sizes of shrubs at matur­
ity. Avoid planting any that would 
grow too large and thus require 
constant trimming.

When picking the planting site, 
consider, the effect of shade from 
nearby trees, now and In the fu­
ture. Avoid windy locations that 
would dry plants, especially broad- 
leaved evergreens.

.Remember too, that roots from 
established shrubs can rob nutri­
ents. Space plants far enough 
apart to prevent unnecessary com­
petition.

Shrubs and trees sold “ bare 
root” should be planted during 
months when they are normally 
dormant. For most home plant­
ings, however, you’ll be more cer­
tain ot success by obtaining shrubs 
with roots in a ball of earth.

Some nurseries provide plants 
with. rppt_balls wrapped In bur­
lap. Others have shrubs pre­
planted in tar paper or similar 
containers. I f shrubs have g6dd 
root balls you can plant them In 
every season.

Soil preparation is the founda­
tion of successful planting, Take 
time to do each step properly. Dig 
the hole to leave a 6 to 12 inch 
clearance all' around the ball of 
-earth. Remove the soil. Discard 
any clay, rock or foreign materials 
you may find, especially in back 
fill of fofindations.

Spade in peat moss, manure and 
compost. Mix a ratio .of one-fourth

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organic matter to three-fourths 
soil. Before adding balanced plant 
food, check recommendations on 
the package. The specific amount 
to use de^nds 6n the analysis.

Pour a bucket of water into the 
empty hole. Let it soak away. If 
better drainage -is needed;- dig 
slightly deeper and mix gravel or 
sand - with toe'soil. .....

Lower the shrnb carefully to 
avoid Injuring roots. Partially fill 
the hole with prepared soil mix­
ture. Add more water and allow it 
to soak in also. Then tamp the re­
maining soil around the shrub.

Another thorough watering after 
planting will help eliminate air 
pockets. Leave a saucer-shaped 
area around the plant t o '' catch 
rain.

Prune back the top and branches 
about one-Ujlrd the foliage surface,

This compensates for roots lost, or 
damaged in transplanting.

During the first growing season, 
keep soil moist by periodic ̂ water­
ing. Mulching with 2 to 3 Inches of 
lawn clippings, peat moss or other 
organic materials holds moisture.

For- acid-loving plants like aza­
leas, u.se oak leaf mold, pine need­
les and-peat. moss.

On top of this, the comr 
pany will replace several key water 
mains In its area with bigger 
mains, which wil^rfsult in greater 
volume and pressure throughout 
the system.

Company - Superintendent Ernest 
L. Morse said all renovations will 
probably not be completed for at 
least two years. However, water 
from two of the four new wells 
drilled last winter, will be connect­
ed to the system somq time before 
that, he said.

’The preoent reservoir water sup­
ply cannot be discontinued, he 
said, until the key mains have 
been replaced and the proposed 
2,000,000-gallon reserve tank Is In­
stalled at Lydall St. reservoirs. As 
the changeover 16- made, he - Indi­
cated, the water quall^- will im-

grove and, the piressure will be 
icreased. .
Mains to be 'replaced are on Hil­

liard St. and Hudson St. Other re­
placements may also be necessary. 
Ilxistlng mains In those locations 
are too small, four inches In di­
ameter. Eight-Inch mains are 
needed there, Morse said, to han­
dle , the full supply anticipated 
fi'om the wells.

Two of the wells are In Buck- 
land. Under 100-hour tests, they 
pumped water at a .combined 
1,400-gallon a minute rate. A third 
well Is at the junction of Parker 
and Lydall St. and the fourth is

The Chinese Reds today pro­
mised "all-out support” against 
U.S. Intervention In Cuba. An eco­
nomic mission from Peiping, now 
in'Havana, is expected to agree to 
large purchases of Cuban Sugar to 
offset some of the effect of U.S.

In Peiping, the Chinese Com­
munists ranted that "U.S. eco­
nomic blackmail to Cuba Is ob-vl- 
ously'the forerunner of its military 
aggression against that country."

"By applying unscrupulous eco­
nomic pressure on Cuba, Washing­
ton Intends to create difficulties 
and confusion, thereby paving the 
way for Its armed Intervention In 
the country,” the paper said.

The Roeikvllle City (Council and^ 
Ihs Varnon Flra IMstriot will'hold 
meetings tonight. Both seesions 
promise to be busy ones.

The CounclHe expected to 
spend a good part'of the evening 
discussing Its dump problem and 
Whether or not one of Its members 
will resign.

The Fire District 'WtU be hold­
ing Its annual budget meeting and 
will fill several elective positions.

Meeting'at the Vernon Elemen­
tary School at 8 o’clock. Fire Dis­
trict voters Will be akked to ap­
prove a $76,400 budget, which Is 
300 par cent higher than last year. 
The budget' wodld result 'In a 5V4 
mill tax rate, compared to the- 2- 
mill rate in effect thla fiscal year.

District commissioners have In­
cluded an appropriation of $41,900 
-for police. This fund would be paid 
to the town of Vernon as reim­
bursement for police I protection 
the town provides. The plan waa 
proposed' by Commission Chair­
man Donald Loverin and approved 
by the commlsslonere. LoveWh'has 
said he feels the District has a 
"moral obligation to assume, po­
lice costs’ as a step toward grad­
ual consolidation.’’-

Counter Proposal Set 
...The plan may. run into opposi­
tion from the- Vernon Taxpayers 
Bureau. This group wants the 
towns to pay $45-,600 to the city 
and an equal amount to the dis­
trict for this purpose.

Al the present time Rockville 
voters, who pay a town tax as well 
as a city tax, Contribute toward 
the cost of police in the rural area, 
while at the same time they sup­
port their own city police depart­
ment.

Also new in the budget tonight 
is an item of $7,000 for an ambu- 
ian'ce. The, actual coat would be 
$5,800. The remainder would be for 
.Installing a radio and other equip­
ment. Use of the ambulance would 
be free to fire district residents. It 
would replace the present ambu- 
Tarice; which hjur lately required ex­
tensive repairs.

The budget also include.* $34,800 
for fire department expenses, com- 

, pared with $24,230 in the present 
budget! $1,700 for planning, zon­
ing and appeals; and $.5,600 for 
principal ■ pajTt^ent and Interest on 
money to be sorrowed for con­
struction, of a new firehouse.'

Elecrions Set
In addition to voting on a budg­

et and setting a tax rate, the 
voters will be asked to elect: Three 
fire Commissioners for 2-year- 
terms: one member to each of 
theae boards' Zoning, Zoning Board 
of Appeals, and Planning Commis­
sion for ,5-year terms; and one al­
ternate'm em ber to the Zoning 
Board of Appeals for a 5-year 
term.

...... ’The commissioners will also ask
authorization to tran.sfer all sur­
plus from the General'to the Re­
serve Fund for Capital and Non­
recurring ESependitures. and to 
transfer $2,000 from the -latter 
fund temporarily in anticipation of 
tables.

To Buggeat Dump Bites
At the Council meeting in CSty 

Hall, Mayor Leo B. Flaherty Jr. 
is expected to suggest several 
locations for a new dump. The 
Council may take an option on 
one. The mayor is also expected to 
present a plan for the temporary 
disposition of rubbish collected 
from city homes.

Since the last Council meeting, 
conditions at the dump have be­
come to bad, the mayor ordered it 
closed permanently.

City trucks were out Saturday 
collecting material from business 
places and dumping it in another 
town. The mayor said this is on 
a "very temporary basis.”

To Consider Resignation 
The Council will also discuss the 

resignation of Alderman. Gordon 
Denson tonight. Denson was elect­
ed an alderman from the Second 
Ward, hut he has since- moved to 
the Fourth Ward. The city charter 
states that to be elected an aider- 
man, a person must reside in the 
ward from which he is being 
elected. It does not specify what 
procedure to follow, if any, when 
an Alderman moves from one ward 
to another during His term..

Denson said 'yesterday he Is not 
certain what he will do tonight. 
Should he resign, the Democrats 
would h'ave a golden, opportunity 
to entrench themselves in power. 
At the present time, there are six 
Democrats aind. six Republicans on 

- tha-Xlouncil, JPemocratic Mayor 
Flaherty has the power to vote in 
case of a tie Election of a/Demo­
crat to replace Denson, a f^publi- 
can, would give the Derpocrats a' 
seven to five majority.

. Senator John F. Kennedy haji ajS- 

..,pjsrantly decided that the beat way 
to handle the relif^loug issue Is to 
face It, to recognise It, to talk 
about It candldl^. He !• not afraid 
to be known ag a Roman Catholic, 
but he prefers to be regarded aa a 
Democrat in . thla campaign. And 
by following the line he took In hia 
apeedt accepting'the Prealdential 
nomination, he may well auqceed 
by election day.

He aaid that by nominating him, 
tthe Democratic party had repoaed 
ita faith in the American people to 
lender "a  free, fair Judgment" and 
in him to render a aimllar Judg­
ment, as well aa to uphold the Con- 
atitution and hit oath of office aa 
president and to reject any kind 
of religioua pressures.

He referred to hla record of four­
teen yeara of "supporting public 
education — supporting complete 
separation of church and state 
and resisting pressure* from any 
aburoe" aa proof of hla ability to 
conduct the Prealdency in ac­
cordance with the oath of that of­
fice. He wants no votes cast for 
him or against him simply because 
o f his religion, he said, adding, "My 
decision on every public policy will 
be my own—aa an Aroetican, a 
Democrat and a free man."

Tills is plain, simple, unequivocal 
language, and la the most effective 
Ihstniment he coujd uec In seek­
ing to draw the poison of prejudice 
from the American electorate. He 
cannot be expected (o  achieve com­
plete success In removing hla re­
ligion a* a factor influencing the 
American voter's decision on elec­
tion day. But hie unequivocal ap 
proach may at least prick the con 
■clence of those good people. In 
eluding many who call themselves 
liberals, who were dismayed at the 
nomination of a Roman Catholic 
for the Presidency. T^ese people, 
who recoil In horror at the denial 
of a Southern Negro’s right to 
vote see nothing Immoral In rael- 
Ing their own vole on the basis of 
a man's religion.

Kennedy, In- his acceptance 
speech, talked of the many chal­
lenges he would offer the Ameri­
can people. But the greatest.chal­
lenge, -poeeibly. Is In..himself—
whether the American people can 
be true tb themselves and cast 
their ballot In .November without 
regard to his religion.

America, of course,won't know 
how it responded to the challenge 
simply by reading the election re­
sults. Fpr. a Kennedy yicDiry will 

__not. in . itself prove that the chal­
lenge has been met any more than 
will a Republican Victory indicate 
that it was not. America will know 
If it.has been true to Itaelf, true 
to its ibeals, only by searching Its 
national conscience' and by exam­
ining its moral fiber for signs of 
new strength—« r  new weakneei.

T h e Short-S leeved Jacket
Britain may have accepted Amer­

ican Marshall Plan aid and Ameri­
can soft drinks. But it Is forever 
drawing—or attempting to draw— 
the line against American men's 
fashions. In a land that haa made 
Bond .Street, London,- synpnomoua 
with the ultimate In good taste and 
fine tailoring in men's clothes, 
American Innovations In clothing 
styles ere looked on aa .somewhat 
barbaric.

And,' goodness knows, reason 
enough for such appraisal has been 
provided by this country's creators 
of men's fashions,. A determined 
breed, they are forever trying to 
dress American men hi Peacock­
like plumage. There was a time, 
when these creators advocated a 
costume for men that included a 
pocketbook, of all things. Such non­
sense la as fiercely resisted here as 
In Britain.

The stylists had a chance for 
greatness when they advocated 
Bermuda shorts for business and 
formal wear In eummer. But they 
misled It when they went on to 
decree'that the shorts be worn with 
long wool Borka. Why brave the 
smirks of leas courageous col­
leagues and the smug look's of 
more gracefully endowed women 
for the sake of cooling a couple of 
Inches of kneecap?-

Thla year, however, American 
men'a-faahion designers have hit 
on something that's not only dif­
ferent but sensible a short-aleeve 
suit Jacket. A criala can be ex­
pected to develop in the mind and 
heart of the American male who 
will he torn between hie normal re- 
sistartce to change and hla deelre 
for summer comfort. The kind of 
revolution this new fashion repre­
sents should be eneduraged. For if 
man miiit wear a Jacket In sum­
mer, why can't It be ihort-sleeved ? 
Who knows—maybe, one day, the 
Jacket In summer will go the way 
of the vest.

But what do the British say of 
all thla? They are unalterably op­
posed to the ehort-sleeved jacket 
— or. at least Tailor and Cutter, a 
British men'e-wear magaxlne Is op- 
pos/ed.

If this reflects British thinking, 
triey’il better beware.

They may 'have been right about 
many American styles In the past, 
tiut their smugness In this case is 
dangerous. It Indicates the kipd of 
thinking that coat Britain India.

When reporters asked Hagerty 
whether this Kennedy plan for go- 
betweens was all right 'with Eisen­
hower. tjie White House spokes­
man made it plain it was not.

In the first place, said Hagerty, 
Kennedy misunderstood in assum­
ing that the President already has 
offered to provide c.onfidentlal In­
formation. Actually, Elsenhower is 
meeting with a key aide today'to 
arrange the offer, which probably 
will be made later in the week.

As for whether Stevenson and 
Bowles could serve as Kennedy 
representatives at the secret brief­
ings, Hagerty said:

"When the offer (of briefings) 
Is made the offer will be made to 
the candidates— the presidential 
and vice presidential nominees.

"The President would be willing 
to send a responsible member of 
the Central Intelligence Agency 
any place, anywhere that the can­
didates would wish, if they desire 
to get a briefing on the Interna­
tional scene.

"He (Eisenhower) intends, how­
ever, to follow the practice that 
was followed In 1952 when he and 
his running mate were recipients 
of such a briefing, and in 1956 
when the Democratic presidential 
and vice presidential candidates 
were recipients of such a briefing.’ 

Elaborating, Hagerty said Presl 
dent Truman in 1952 had intelli­
gence reports supplied personally 
to Eisenhower and hia Democrat­
ic opponent, Stevenaon.

And In 1956, Eisenhower had 
the CIA brief Stevenson personal­
ly when he again was Elsenhow

•ximrt, Dr. Samuel E. Pond o f  53 
Alexander St.

Dr, Pond is 70 years old, and 
Is about to begin still one ■ more 
Kteamh program which is seem­
ingly unrelated to the many that 
have gone before.

He will be a research associate 
In biochemistry at ths InsUtute of 
Living in Hartford, working on 
causes of mental illness  ̂ Only 
last month he resigned as the 
chairman of the division o f nat­
ural sciences and mathmatica at 
the University of Hartford.

Diarrhea in babies was the first 
research project he did, back in 
1017. He worked under the direc­
tion o f Dr. Julius Rudish, who was 
then .85, at l^t. Sinai Hospital in 
New York.

Dr. Pond determined that the 
type o f diarrhea he was studying 
was caused by proteins jvhich split 
In the baby’s intestinal tract. .

Developed Adsorbent 
He developed an "adsorbent,’* or 

sort o f chemical Sponge, to remove 
the split proteins from the' intes­
tines. This particular adsorbent 
was made of charcoal.

Since that time, said Dr. Pond, 
the split proteins have been cate- 
ga r ish  as histamines, and a new 
method o f coping with them has 
been devise<L Now, instead o f re­
moving the proteins after they 
split, scientists use anti-histamines 
to prevent the split before it hap­
pens.

The principle of using an ab­
sorbent to take up materials out­
side the body w «o ai)plied by Dr. 
Pond when he deviagd the mass 
spectograph.

His mass spectograt^ pleHed up 
poisons in the air, pnd gases,''br at 
least Indicated their presence. It 
was this spectograph which he 
used to anaĴ TZe the presence of 
corrosive materials in the jet en­
gine testing ducts at Pratt Rnd 
Whitney Aircraft, where he was 
an enginedb from 1943 imtil 1965 

Dr. Pond found that the iron 
interior o f the ducts was being 
cbtToded by the action of the gas­
es and the water from the Con­
necticut River which was used to 
oool the ducts.

He invented a apray nozzle 
which made a  foam or fog o f li­
quid amonia to neutralize the acids 
and gaata.

The amonia also restored the 
Iron surfaces of jthe ducts and pre­
vented corrosion.

Coated Pontoons 
This, was during World W arn, 

and Dr. Pond was a chemist with 
the Naval Jtesearch Laboratory in 
Washington, D. C. He was sup­
posed to prevent the barnacles 
from growing on the pontoons. He 
did it by coating the pontoons with 
salts o f copper, mercury and silver. 
Wood surfaces o f the struts were 
coated with arsenic.

■While Dr. Pond used a “plastic 
 ̂liquid as S'medium for the salts, 
a method was. later devised of 
anodyzing the metal itself through 
electricity.

Research on water life waa no 
novdty to D.r. Pond, even though 
the problem m the .barnacles was.

He worked at the Marine Bio­
logical Laboratory in Woods Hole 
Mass., from 1919 to 1942, helping 
In the developemnt o f  the instru­
ments used for research. He start­
ed as an Investigator, became the 
custodian o f scientific apparatus in 
1925, and the technical manager 
In charge of both the buildings 
and the equipment in 1933.

Dr. Pond was bom Mwch- 27, 
1890, in Woonsocket, R. I., the son 
o f Mrs. Luella Pond and the late 
T^ank Pond.

He received hi* bachelor' o f hu- 
manica degree in physiology from 
-SpHngfleld, Mass., College in 1912, 
was a Scholar at Clark University 
In Worcester in 1914 and 1915 and 
a fellow until 1917 when re­
ceived his master of arts,

Rls doctorate ih physlolo^ was 
awarded to him by Clark Univer 
■Ity in 1921.

Because Dr. Pond has been ac­
tive in both industry and education, 
the record of the positions he has 
held Is a long and confusing one.

Held Many Posts 
But the biographical. sketch of 

- him carried by the "Who’s  Who in 
A m erlc^  'Men of Science" shows 
the following:

Prom 1913 to 1916 he was an 
Instructor in mathematics in the 
Springfield and Worcester YMCA 
education division.

Other teaching posts he has held 
were at Adelbert College, Western 
University, Cleveland, Ohlor ths 
school of jjiedlclne, Washington 
University, St. Louis, Mo.; the 
school of medicine^ at the Uni  ̂

. verslty of Pennsylvania.
FTom 1933 through 1942 he de 

voted full time to the Woods Hole 
Marine Laboratory.

His next job was with the 
Naval Research Laboratory in 
Washington, after which ha went 
to work for Pratt and Whitney.

He stsartad.as a chamical en 
gineer, gnfUtiated to project en­
gineer in the Engineering Instru 
mentation PaPartmifit. He re 
tired In 1955, but continued oh 
consultant basis in the engineer­
ing combuStibn hazards and the 
aircraft power plant testing labora- 
to:

OoUege as a part-time'instructor 
In the I division of math and scl 
aness. In 1957 when Hlllyer be 
came part o< the University of 
Hartford, Dr. pond was named aS- 
sodpte dean of the School of Arts 
and BdsacM. He became -acting 
data last year,'.ah well qa a pro 
fipaaor o f natuihl philosophy.

Lamp Broadcasts 
To educate the public, Die health 

department made up a series of 
broadcasts) recorded on the old 
Edison cylinder records.

Malcolm w rdon , whose "blood 
brain barwer”  study is a land­
mark! in research on J>rain metab­
olism.

"We do not know as much as we 
should abe^t how the chemloRlii 
and. cells of the brain do ,their 
work;’’ said Dr..Pond.

Besides developing'methods of 

detection o f sneak underground 
blasts, the new program will try 
to, develop peaceful uses of nu­
clear ..explosives—such as digging 
banals, diverting rivers for irriga­
tion and opening up new natural 
resources.

The department report also told 
of a less extensive research pro­
gram in detecting imderground ex­
plosions which has been under 
way since 1948.

The strikers have been disput­
ing for two years with the Mitsui 
Mining Gk>., which wanted to cut 
6,000 miners from its payroll and 
reduce wages because o f losses* 
due to IncreMing use of petroleum 
for fuel.

Last March, 5,300 o f the 15,000 
Milks miners broke with the strik­
ing union,-formed a new union and 
returned to work on company 
terms. The two unions have fought 
repeated, violent battles since as 
the non-strikers 'attempted to en­
ter and leave the pits.

The dispute at first was econom­
ic. It has since become largely po­
litical, . with the Socialists and 
Commtmists taking a leading part 
to harass the government.

Soviet Delegate Arkady Sobo­
lev said his country was not 
threatening the United States with 
its rockets, but he added:

'Don't threaten Ctiba with your 
might, because other countries' 

■'have might.”
Sobolev also declared in a U. N. 

Security Council debate that the 
Soviet Union will defeat alleged 
U. S. efforts to overthrow the Cki- 
ban regime of Fidel Castro by an 
econornic war.

He said the Socialist'’ countries 
are prepared to give Cuba econom­
ic help fo make sure the Castro 
government can withstand any U. 
S. restrictions.

Sobolev strongly opposed a move 
to transfer the complaint of the 
Castro govemnocftt— against thC 
United'States to the Organization 
of American States' (OAS). He 
said that organization was com- 
])letely dominated by the Uplted 
I States and would handle the case 
as the United States wanted it to.

Sobolev offered a s e r i e s  of 
amendments to an '  Argentlne- 
Ecuadorean resolution deleting all 
reference to the OAS.

He hinted that he would veto the 
proposal If his amendments are re­
jected. The effect of the revised 
resolution would be simply to call 
on all members of U.N. to help 
in achieving a peaceful solution 
and to refrain -from doing anything 
to increase tension between Cuba 
and the United Slates.
