UN Told Soviet
Lied on RB47

United Nations, N. Y,, July

25 (#)—The United States as-
Be today it has scientific
proof that Soviet fighter
planes deliberately maneu-
vered & U.S. RBAT off its
course and shot it down over
international ‘waters.

UB. Delegate Henry Cabot
Lodge denounced the action as “a
criminal and reckless act of pir-
aocy” which the Soviet Union tried
to hide with “reckleas talk”

But he did not seek council con-
demnation of the Soviet Union.

Instead he submitled a. resolu-
tlon calling on the council to
either name an impartial fact-
finding mission to investigate the
incident, or submit the entire
matter to the International Court
of Justice.

In a highly dramatic speech he
produced two maps to demon-
atrate his points,

Lodge said of the Soviet act
of ahooting down the plane on
July 1:

“This astonishing and criminal
fact is established beyond doubt
by the evidence of our scientific
devices.” He did not go into de-
talls and U.8. sources sald the
exact nature was withheld Dbe-
cause it Involved secret Informu-
tion of great interest to the Rus-
mians.

Ho accused the Soviet Union
of denying the RBAT crewmen
thelr rights under international
law and denounced this as “ria-
grant disregard for the standards
of international conduct.”

As Lodge spoke, the chief So-
viet delegate, Vasily V. Kuznetsov

psat sttentively erect, ' alternately
twiddling his thumbs and jotting
down notes.

Kuznetsoy, & deputy foreign
minister who came from Moscow
to represent the USSR n the de-!
bate, rejected the U.8, proposal
for an international investigation.

Speaking in reply to Lodge, the
Soviet official sccused the United
States of “cynicism without prece-

, What looked like ‘a glimmer of
hope in the strike that began early
in June at six United Alrcraft
Corp. plants in Connecticut has
been snuifed out,

When negotiators reached ten-
tative agreement on a proposal
affecting workers at two of the
plants Friday, arrangements were
quickly made to submit the offer
to a vote of union members the
next day.

Their answer was a resounding
8,613 to 98 volte against accept-
ance. Those voling were mem-
bers of the International Associa-
tiron of Machinista who work at
the Hast Hartford and Manches-
ter plants of TUnited "Alrcraft's
Pratt & Whitney Aireraft Divl-
slon,

The two plants have about 18-
800 production workers.

The vote was taken at a mass
mes in the Bushnell Memorial
auditorium here in an atmosphere
resembling & combination of a na-
tional political convention and a
college football pep rally.

Placard-bearing workers parad-
ed before, during, and after the
gathering.  All the signs were
in opposition to the offer.

From time to time, the audisnce
broke into & ¢chant—"No! No! No!"
~—to Indicate disapproval of the
company's proposal.

A number of speakers urged the
- men to turn the offer down.

George Cope, an IAM business

bwould provide “super seniority to
scabs’ When he called on the
members to vote it down and “get
back over on those picket lines,” &
group of union members leaped to
the stage and began carrying Cope
around their shoulders.

Afterward, many in the audience
crossed the street to ‘the state
capitol — empty for the weekend
—and demonstrated there. Then
they marched across town, went
over the bridge to Bast Hartford,
and returned to their picketing in
earnest. . -

The outcome of the meeting, said
a company official, “makes further
negotiations on ths Pratt & Whit-
ney Afrcraft situation futile.”

No date was set for a renewal of
the talks.

The atrike was also continuing
at the Windsor Locks and Broad
Brook plants of ' the Hamilton
Standard Division where the IAM
is the union, and at the Stratford
and Bridgeport plants of the Sikor-

Yesterday, an IAM spokesman
said the atrike ‘has cost the cor-
poration $100 million. He said this
was based on lost production in

The Republican National Con-
vention opening in Chicago today
would seem, at first glance, to be
operating under certain handicaps.

Its main cholce Is & foregone
conclugion, with the last lingering
alternative not even likely to atir
up that gallery-type demonstration
which gave momentary and simu-
1ated life to’the Stevenson cause at
Los Angeles. There In not likely to
be much drams in the majestic roll
call of the states, nor any frantic
tabulation in convention hall and
{n homes across the country to de-
termine whether or not Nixon Is
making it on tha firat ballot, The
Nixon situation, and the Nixon or-
ganization, sewed this one up years
ago. '

The Republicans may find them-
melves in meveral flurriea over prin-
ciples, as, like the Democrats, they
face the fact that they, too, are
pomething of a divided party, with
wings which have little In com-
mon beyond their party label, But,
although the division between the
party wings may be no less sharp
than it {s with the Democrats, the
distribution of welght fs different.
The main body of Republicans find
not too much difficulty accommo-
dating themselveas in the middle,
somewhere -between the Republi-
can liberals who are almost Demo-
crats and tha Republican masto-
dons who haven't yel emerged
from the lnst ocentury,

Nevertheleas, we think the coun-
try will find this Republican Na-
tional Canvention aaserting itself,
and providing its growing drama,
not necessarily in its own proc-
essen of mselection and platform
making but certainly in the way It
thows the party and ita candidate
girding themselves for the perhapa
historicand unique campaign which
lles ahead.

Vicé President Nixon, both from
necesslty -and from strategic
cholce, hasn been keeping himself
off the campaign battlefield while
Kennedy was winning hin sakilled
offennive for the Democratic nom-
ination, But that He is a foeman
who can test Kennedy's steel, If
that 'l what It is, and that he is a
spokesman who can coniribute his
own Intelligent weight to the
shaping of the approaching battle
~—these are things even Kennedy
expecty of him. As the week at
Chicago unfolds, there will be lit-
tle doubt that there s a second
great party in the field, and that
it has a young general of Ils own
who knows how to deploy his
forces and his arguments for the
Waterloo for somebody that lies
ahead.

The Congolese Birthright

The United Nallons, acting un-
der Intense pressures, has puc-
cedded im buying tinie in the Congo.
The Becurity Council resolution re-
stating the demand for the speedy
withdrawal of Belgian troopas and
the continuing build-up of United
Nations forces in .the Congo have
satisfied the unpredictable Premier
Lumumba that there is no need to
call on the Russians for help af-
tar all

But Lumumba may be selting the
stage for new trouble—for himaself,
the Congo, the West and the world
in the corfiract he has signed with
L. Bdgar Detwiler, a sharp Ameri-
can promoter and businessman, to
develop the vast riches of the Con-
g0. Among those who regard
daring aind enterprise as the chief
virtues of American businessmen,
Detwiler I5 being hailed as a hero,
especially since his coup can be
scored A% a point for our side in
our contest with the Soviets. And
that Detwiler has pulled pff & coup,
there 4 no doubt, . Coming un-

m the Congo, he won the

to raise the monsy he needs from
Western nations by pledging the
Congo's vast wealth as collataral.

But did the United Nations buy
time in the Congo to permit a pri-
vats tompany to come in and‘de-
velop ' the country’s regsources?
Even astuming Detwiler’s com-
pany, the Congo International De-
velopment Corporation, has the
capacity to tackle the job—and
gome ‘businessmen on the spot In
Leopoldville are not ready to grant
that assumption—this is no longer
the era for a British East India
Company or & Suez Canal Com-
pany or & Union Miniere, which is
the Belgian company developing
Katanga Province. These com-
panies are passing’into history, not
being born,

And they are passing into his-

i | tory for the very good reason that

they are not compatible with the
rising tlde of nationalism sweep-
ing the underdeveloped nations of
the world. Lumumba today bellaves
the company s the answer to his
country’s development needs. But
the day may well come when the
volatile premier sees the growing
power of the company as a threat
to the authority and integrity of
his government. What's more, no
maltter how clrcumapect the ac-
tions of the company's officers, the
$2 billion Inveatment It Is expected
to represent would provide ldeal
grounda for the Communist hloc

perialism.

The development of the Congo is,
of course, & task far beyond the
abllity of -the Congolese them-~

private company or even for the
governmenta of other nations to
handie, It Is a job for the United
Natlons, just as the responsibility
for restoring order in the Congo
has been given to the United Na-
Lions,

The contract with the Detwiler
company I8 yel to be ratified hy
the Congolese serate. IL is to be
ho'ped that, before then, Lumumba
will have heeded the advice of an-
other African Jeader, Dr. Hastings
K. Banda of Nyasaland, to. look to
the United Nationa for assistance,
For as his country struggles to
survive itas birth. Lumumba shoéuld
not entrust its birthright ef vast
mineral riches to any fast-talking
American opérator whose princl-
pal concern s profits—nor, for
that matter to a glib-tongued com-
missar, whose interest i ldeology
and, probably, subversion. Instead,
Lamumba  should entrust that
birthright to the United Nations,
whose concern would be the Inter-
est of the Congoless themselves,

Cyprus And Neulrality

Cyprus, whers blood once flowed
ay ths Island people fought the
British and each other in the name
of freedom, will soon add Its name
to the growing list of former colo-
nien that have achleved nationhood,
The long wrangle over the alze of
the British bases having been re-
solved, Independence, originally
scheduled for February 18, will
now he proclaimed by mid-August.

And with Independence will come
all the problems attendant on the
hirth of a new nation- problema
which are complicated enormously
In these Cold War years.

Basically, the Cold War .compll-
cation confronting the Cypriotes
on the eve of their Independence in
how they can avold being drawn
Into either camp In the world-wide
astruggle. For steering an "inde-
pendent” course In forelgn affairs
Is the professed aim of the Cyp-
riotes' firat president, Archbishop
Markarios.

He will find, ax-others have, that
avolding the magnetic pull of
‘#ither of the opposite poles In the
world power struggle Is not
easy. He can expect hiandishments,
persuasion, perhaps even crude
threals to be used In efforta to
sway him to one side or Lhe other:

But it Iy to be hoped that he
succedds-in resisting the blandish-
ments and atanding up to the
threats, For so far as the peace of
the world Is concerned, it does the
West no more good than It does
the Rusajans to make an ally of &
newly emerging state. The balance
on which, peace rests can only be
made more precarious if either aide
adds Lo the weight of its alllances.

We should, therefore, réapect the
Cypriote wish to maintain an inde-
pendent tourse, realizing that In
the current proliferation: of new
statds les an important Inatru-
ment for peace--the construction
of an increasingly broad and solid
midd und to bridge the (deo-
logical ' gap between East and
WesntL,

JU might nlso be noted that in
respecting the wishes of the new
slates for Independence, ,or neu-
trality, ™ forelgm mffalrs, . we
would have far more suocens in
making friends of them, And who
s to_msay that in the world today
International friendship, based on
mutual respect and trust, Is not at
last as Important as alllances,
which are based on fear?

wisdom to its logleal concluaion,

we shall discover that the whole |’

idea 'of an honor roll should be
discarded; ten years from fiow no
one will remember who waxs on the
honor rol], therefore, it is unim-
portant. T might mention that
"MHS Teacher's"” excuse for
anonymity Is a bit obscure; be-
sides, T have always found MHS
teachers to he honest and forth-
right with their student-teacher
denlings and always ready to take
a atand, with courage and Integ-
rity. “MHS | Teacher” should ex-
plain hiz modesty (“ . ., . I am not
interested In publicity”).

But I am deviating from my dis-
cussion’s purpore. Although every-
one is ready and willing to discuss
Miss Southergill's motives @r the
Importance of physical educalion,
it ahould be realized that no one
seemn to have any natisfactory so-
lution’ to the situation . . . except,
in the case of the achool board, to
maintain the status quo, which Is
the easy way oul. The question
that Is really being nsked in this
controveray ia: “What Is the pur-
pose of the honor rolia?" On page
fifteen ~of the “MHS Handbook"
are- fbund the requirements for
honors. What “honors" means is
not mentioned, Is “honora” an in-
dieation of scademic achlevement ?
Ia It the symbol of well-rounded-
ness and All-Americanism? Does it
signify mental and physical
achievement? The handbook |Is
mute in regard to these questions.
There Is & mystery as to the whole
meaning of “honor rolls.” Most of
us have vague notions of what they
mean; the school doesn't xeem to
know,

1 wauld suggest, as an humble
alumnus of MHS, that the honor
rolls become known as academie
honors. Physlend education In
marked, by its very nature, in a
highly subjective manner: How do
we judge “denire” “attontiveness,"
and “interest” in phyaical educa-
tion classes? The P.E, teacher sees
ench pupll only two Afty-minute
periods In a week: much of the
time “in consumed In dresuing,
showers, and attendance. No mark-
Ing system In completely valid; the
marking aystem In"physical educa-
tlon is almost invalid. It is dib-
Jective, prejudicial, and incom-
plete. IL Is not & true Indice of the
phynical attainment of the stu-
dor;t. I say drop It from the honor
roll. .

The honor roll system presently
in'effect in vague and, In some In-
stances, unfalr. By enveloping
physical education proficlency in

pita bounds, it becomes & meaning-
leas, weightless symbol of an un-
defined achievement] This asitua-
tion may be correctdéd In the fol-
lowing manner, Retain the same
grade requlrax:enls. but include
only the marks of subjects which
Tount as one ecredit. This would
eliminate physical education, cholr,
driver education, and typing from
the list of subjects included within
the honors system. Then, and only
then, would the word ‘“honors”
take on significance and meaning;
“honors” would signifty academic
honors, in the trus. sense of the
word “academic.”

As for physical education, why
not discuss, argue, and torture the
suggestion made lo me by Mr.
Matthew Maetozo, director of
physical ed. at MHS? Why not
have a “Physical Education Honor
Roll”? At the and of every year a
list of outstanding students of the
P.E, classes could be published in
the school newspaper.

Whether my words are taken
seriously depends upon the sin-
cerity and interest of the school
authorities. If they wish to main-
tain a sluggardly position of “keep-
ing the status quo,’” that is their
prerogative. If they want to stop
this whole, irritating business
about ""Charléne Southergill vi
The -Schoal”, they can do that, too.
I shall read my newspaper and
keep my ear to the ground to see

what happens.

5. Development of appropriate
attitude and cooperation in and
through sports.

the other criteria used for gra?ln

3. A comparison of compiled sta-
tisties relating honor students and
physical education grades illus-

The contract would cover two

Layoff and recall lists would be

made ayailable to the union by the
company.

Strikers would have to reégister
with the company before retyrning
to work. If a worker's particular

It it had been filled, the réturn-
ing striker would take the next
comparahle position for which he
was qualified. If nothing was open,

Better Than Crew)|

‘“No more boats for me sald

. Richard Bundgren this morning

after aleeping off the exhaustion
of a 2,000-mile river and ocean

trip in a 16-foot aluminum hoat.

He and Richard Barton, 146 N,
Bohool St, made the trip as &
stunt to prove the toughness of
the boats they sell,

They proved tha boat's tough-
ness, and their own as well, but
the toll taken on the two men was
far greater than 'that taken on

the boat.
18-Day Trip

Rough seas, sandbars, = mis-
ealotlated course and long hours
at the wheel proved exhsusting
to the two men, but not to the
little ‘“Dolphin,” manufactured by
gr. Barnes Boat Ct; 1 Mitchell
Their course ran down the Con-
necticut River from Hast Hart-
ford, enst on Long Island Sound,
through the Cdpe Cod Canal, north
on the Atlantic to the St. Law-
rence River, south on Lake Cham-

Jain and the Hudson River, and

mck to. East Hartford through
the Sound and the Connecticut
River,

- It took them 19 days to make

Sundgren, who is 34 and lives on
8andy Beach Rd., In Ellington, is
In charge of-the boat company's
service and development division.
Barton is 31, and is in charge of
the paint department.

They left East Hartford Wednes-
day, July 6, at 5:50 a. m. g

It took an hour and a half to
reach the Sound.

“There was n Lttle chop out
there, but not enough to bother.
We put in at Newport for gasoline
and oil and dinner,"” said Sundgren.

After Newport, “It wasn't too
bad until we hit Buzszard's Bay,
There was a steady 20 m.p.r. wind,
with gukts up to 35.

“We counldn't stay out of this.
We had to keep beating our way
up to the Cape Cod Canal."

The two men learned early the
limits of thelr stints at the wheel.

*About an hour at the wheel is
all—you can stand. After an hour
and a quarter, my arm was par-
alyzed. You can't operate the
throttle."

The two men would sHift places
at the wheel while they were un-
derway, a practice they don't rec-
ommend.

““There was no problem going
through the canal. We were at
Cape Anne before we found out
we were supposed to stop at the
entrance and report.”

From the canal to Minot's Ledge
Light was “a little choppy” but
from there to Gloucester it.was
“glass smooth. It took us just 45
minutes."”

They stayed at Cape Anne the
first night, then headed for Boone
Island and set a course directly
from there to Cape Small, Maine.

‘We ran into chop off the Port-
land Light Ship and had the same
condition from Cape Small o
Rockland, Maine," They went to
Camden for gas and then to Deer
Isle where they cut into the [s-
Jands.

‘We had all our charts with
us," said Sundgren,

They ran until they reasached
Cutler, Maine, where they dropped
anchor for the night.

Miss Tumn .

The next day they made the er-
vor in charting which was to cost
them five days of travel

“We ran way, way past the turn
at pbello,” aaid Sundgren, “If
we had kept on we would have
been. in 8t. John. We turned
around and came back, but on the
wrong side of Campobello Island.
We wansted more time making a
long swing to get around it."”

They went through customg for
the firat of three limea at Campo-
bello Island.

whera they found a man who
hauled the “Dolphin” to the South-
weat Miramichi River.

About 3:30 that afternoon, they
ran ki.nw a system of sand bars and
rocks.

“We had to pole and push the

there we mctually had to dig a
channel with our hands through
rock and gravel.” 3

The only serious accident of the
trip happened in this area, near up-
per Blackville, :

They were putting in for the
night near a-dam when the boat
struck a railrond spike sticking
out. of a plling, The “Dolphin's"
side was torn near the stern.

A temporary plig let them con-
tinue to Newcastle where thay ob-
tained materials for permanent re-
pairs,

After crossing Miramichi Bay

trol’ boat for directions (and cof-
fee), they - headed out through

in at Shippegan.

They hit rough seéas again at
Miscou Point, Chaleur Bdy, Perce
and the Gaspe Peninsula.

The St. Lawrence River-was no
different, and, by ‘now, the men
were feeling the effetts of long
hours at the wheel, aleepless nights
and constant drenchings from
spray. and heavy mists, .

Twenty miles of rip tides off
Bagle Point were part of their
course on-the day they covered the
most miles, 314 miles in npine
hours, >

St. Anne de Beaupre was the
only town where the residents did
not help them to carry gasoline to
thelr boat. Everywhere else, ''Peo-
ple were wonderfully helpful.”

Beautilul Scenery

“We made the mistake of tak-
ing the north channel to Quebec.
When we got'to the yacht club they
wouldn't belleve we had been
through it until we described where
we had been. They sald they al-
wnys took the south channel be-
cause the north one was too
rough.”

Near Sorel, the two men saw
what they felt was the most beau-
tiful scenery.of the trip.

It was just at sunset, the river
was fiat, calm, and there were just
enough clouds to catch the last
glow of light. A flight of black
ducks, startled from their rest,
flew up to print their silhouettes
in the sky.

Neither man could get to a
camera in time.

The Sorel Canal has a speed limit
of &ix miles per hour, which the
men broke by going 10 miles per
hour, and were severely reprimand-
ed for doing so.

The Dolphin went through
Canadian customa again near
here, and through American cus-
toms at Rouses Point, N.Y.

The trip down Lake Champiain
was rough.

~**There was a strong southwest
wind blowing.”

A day later they went through
the first of two locka, but took
the "“Dolphin” out into the lake
again at Fort Anne, putting 'In
below. the Federal Lock at the end
of the canal, and the head of the
Hudson River.

At T:45 a.m., they passed ngj_gh-‘
keepsie, N.Y,, and at 10:20 they
arrived at 79th St in New York
City.

Passing over the Harlem and
East Rivers, they reached Long
Island Sound, and the roughest
seas of the_entire trip,

“They didn't get 'the storm

warnings up until we left Easi

Haven,” said Sundgren,
Connecticut Calm

‘“We battled our way up Long

Island Sound, finally reaching calm,

amooth water at last in the Con-

necticut River."

They arrived at East Hartford at

1:45 p.m. Saturday.

"Thers were many timea when

(Later they lost the customs
slip which declared their cameras
and binoculars, and they thought
the customs staff In New York
wouldn't let them through,)

They proceeded to 8t. John, N. B.

“We hit the entrance on ebb tide
with a southwest wind and it was
getting rough.

“We thought we had chew‘(d a
pin, a shearpin on the motor.” They
put ashore and checked, but found
nothing wrong. They spent the
next three days there, at first be-
cause they were too pooped to
touch the wheel, and then because
the water and wind were too
rough.

Finally, they tried taking an In-
land water route, the St. John
River, to make some headway up
the coast,

This too was discouraging,

They reached Chipman on the
Balmon River, and’ tried to. get
someone to portage the boat 60
miles to Shediac Bgy, They
oouldn’t find anyone to do it, and
had tp turn back,

Proceeding up the 8t. John

‘again, they resched Frederickton

both of us felt like chopping a hole
through the "bottom of the boat
and walking home,” said Sundgren.
He said that one of the biggest
factors in making the trip' bearable
in.the face of the discomforts and
exhaustion was Barton's sense of
humor,

“He has that dry New England
sense of humor, and many times
he would say just the right thing
to relieve the tension.”

The “Dolphin’ herself, with tat-
tered pennant and a patch in the
side, was ready for another 2,000
milles.

The Town Parking Authority has
appraised the .propertied” and is
now awaiting appraisals from the
properly owners,

.Once tha appraisals are In, the
TPA will' take the matter up with
General Manager Richard Martin
and the Board of Directors, ao-
cording to Chalrman Herbert A,
Phelon Jr.

However, the TPA s not re-
stricted to this course. An enabling
act permits the TPA to'act on its
own, condemning land, if neces-
sary, to carry out its program.

‘Martin sald last week the TPA
Is choosing to work through the
Board-for the sake of "“interna-
tionfil,.camity”;.1.e., courtesy. He
and Phélon indicated 1t is best to
proceed without haste, Decause
there may 'be a need for negotia-
tions on price, and, if some own-
ers don't wiah to sell, an allowance
for appeal.

One of the property owners,
Adoif Barejsza, has already sald he
won't sell his property at 18 and

A tenement at 26 Birch St. Is
also _considered in the parking
plan, Owned by the Purnell Corp,,
it is under private appraisal now,
but figures may not be available
for a wesk or two. :

Russians Told

United Nations, N. Y., July}

26 (#)—Smaller nations in the
U.N. Security Council chal-
lenged the Soviet Union today
to prove its charges that a
U.S‘.) RB47 plane penetrated
Russian air space before it

was ghot down July 1.

Both Italy and Argentina
warned the USSR it risked jolt-
ing world publi¢ opinion by reject-
ing an American proposal for an
impartial international investiga-
tion. Both expressed deep skepti-
ciem of the Soviet story.

The Russians were expected by
gome UN, diplomats to cast their
8#8th veto to prevent international
investigation of the incident In
which one American flier was
killed, thres are miasing and two
are Soviet captives facing trial
as spies.

Argentine Delegate Mario
Amadeo told the Soviet delegate
that world public opinion would be

bdeaply surprised if the Russians
rejected an impartial investiga-
tion. H¢ said that even the most
benevolent interpretation of the
incident left the burden of proof
upon the Russians that the inci-
dent occurred as they described
it. ;

The United States insists it has
scientific proof that the RB47 nev-
er was closer than 30 miles from
Soviet territory as it flew toward
the Barents Sea. It charges ‘that
a Soviet fighter deliberately
pushed the plane off ita course In
a vain attempt to force jt over
Soviet territory.

Italy submitted a resolution call-
ing on the Russians to permit the
International Red Cross to investi-
gate the status of the two airmen
held captive by the Russians and
the fate of the three missing men.

Unions, UAC Brace
For Lengthy Battle

By THE ASSOOIATED PRESS ®UAW workers voted 1,347 to 224

The strike: against six United
Alrcraft Corp. planta in Connecti-
cut has resolved into a simple test
of strength, a contest in which
unions and company are dug in
and eachdside is waiting for the
other to weaken.

The company is one of the na-
tion's strongest industrial fAirms,
with nearly a dozen plants and
other facilities in Connecticut and
holdings in other states as well

But the unions — the Interna-
tional Association of Machiniats
and the United Automobile Work-
ers — are powerful too, with na-
tionwide organizations from which
to draw supporl.

There have been no negotiation
sesslons since last week. None are
scheduled. Gov, Abraham Ribicoft,
who used his influence once before
to coax the labor leaders and com-
gmy officlals ‘to ait down at the

argaining table, said yésterday a
resumption of the talks
“would ‘not. be fruitful.”

Relations between the company
and the IAM seemed to brighten
laat Friday when it was announced
negotiators had come to tentative
agreement on a contract proposal
affecting workers at the East
Hartford and Manchester plants of
the corporation’s Pratt & Whitney
Divislon. ‘

But this was scuttled Saturday
when the members of the union
voted 3,613 to 98 against accept-
fng the offer,

The strike began June 7 — 50
days ago — at the Stratford and
Bridgeport plants of the Sikorsky
Aircraft division. A day Ilater, it

Hurtford, July 26 (#)—The
struck United Alreraft Corp. to-
day reinstated the vacation period
al ita Pratt & Whitney plants it
announced earlier had been can-
celed because of the strike by union
workers.

General Manager Leonard C.
Mallet said that with the exception
of the Pratt & Whitney facility at
North Haven, all employes will be-
gin their two-week vacations Fri-
day. They include workers at East
Hartford, Manchester, Southing-
ton, Meriden and CANEL plant at
Middletown.

Mallet said a staff of several
thousand workers will be needed
during the vacation period for in-
ventory purposes. Most of the
maintenance force and some key
production workers also will con-
tinue on their jobs through the 2-
week period, Mallet said.

There will' be no regular shut-
down period at any of the plantis,
Mallett sald because of the inven-
tory and maintenance programs.
