Mercury Capsule Lost 
In. Space Test Plunge

tost was wrecked today, ap­
parently by an explosion in the 
Atlae booster.. The one ton 
capsule and toe Atlaa rocket 
nssembly apparently ssink in toe 
AtluiUo four to 12 miles off 
Cape OnnaverSl.

Gape Canaversa, Fla., July 29 
Vn— T̂Tie United States launched 
an unmanned Project Mercury 
capsule for a severe test' today, 
but lost radio contact with the 
Atlas booster 96 seconds after 
»ft-off.

’Hie Atlas was to rocket the one- 
ton capsule 110 miles into Space 
and 1,500 miles dovrarange to check 
On its ability io w lthuand'a Jhr- 
ring super-hot p l u n g e  hack 
through the Earth’s atmosphere.

The big mhlBile with thamMier- 
cury capsule . on its hose was 
launtoed In a driving wind and 
rainstorm a t 9:13 a.m. EDT and 
was. Immediately swallowed in 
low-haiiglng clouds.

’Twenty minutes later the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad­
ministration announced:

"Preliminary data indicates all 
radio contact with Mercury Atlaa-1 
was lost approximately 66 seconds 
after launch. Further data analy­
sis Is required before more positive 
test results information'can be de­
termined.”

.An official said that even if the 
Atlas failed during powered flight, 
there is a chance the capsule may 
have fallen somewhere in the 
ocean between the Cape and the 
Intended area 300 miles northwest 
of the West Indies island of An­
tigua.

The flight was to subject the 
one-ton capsule' to the worst re­
entry conditions an Astronaut 
mightvencounter if hla space cabin 
is suddenly Jettisoned because of 
failure of the booster rocket short-, 
ly after launching.

I t  was an opening shot in a 
U.S. bid to send a  man to the 
fringes of space by the end of this 
year and into orbit aometime. in 
1961. All seven American astro, 
nauts were present today for this 
key test---------------- — ----- --------^

There was no living thing aboard 
the capsule today although mon- 
keye have ridden In two earlier 
Mercury test u n its .-

.The giant Atlas thundered fropi 
Its pad at 9:13 a. m. EST. Its 
mission was to' push its capsule 
to an altitude of 110 miles and re­
lease it a t a speed of 13,000 miles 
an hour.

The space chamber was sched­
uled to streak back to earth, slam­
ming through the so - called 
"heat barrier” of the atmosphere 
with the force of 9 truck iTammlng 
a  brick wall.

A large fleet of ships, planes 
and helicopters was waiting to at­
tempt recovery of the Capsule.

The big Air B̂ orce rocket was 
launched in a driving wind and

a low overcast.
Press observers 2i/4 miles away 

could not see the missile until it 
ignited. A heavy fog had rolled 
over the Cape shortly before blast­
off. 'Weather conditions were re­
ported good in the Intended ta r­
get area.

NASA said the Atlaa was 
geared to shut off its engines and 
eject the capsule before the end 
of its normal burning time to 
simulate . an abort. during the 
powered phase of flight. A NASA 
official said this would, send the 
capsule crashing througjh the at­
mosphere at thb sharpest possible 
re-entry angflo and woiffd subject 
it to ’’extremely high tempera­
tures and air-load (gravity) con­
ditions—fa f tn p re . .  Aevore than, 
those a'capsule would encounter in 
re-entering after a normal orbital 
flight.”

Police safd the teenage children, 
two girls and a boy, are suffering 
from malnutrition and are retarded 
in growth. Hospital officials who 
treated them after their case was 
discovered last night said they are 
“certainly in bad shape.”

Authorities identified the young­
sters as the children of Mrs. Shir­
ley Leach by a previous marriage.

’Tliey were, allqwed the freedom 
of their 2-story finme house that 
they shared with 'Iff catt;'They 
slept in a single, bed on a top-floor 
landing! ’They had a playroom with 
toys, a TV set and were well 
clothed. An ol.id.er sister, now mar­
ried and away from home, taught 
them reading spelling and arithme­
tic.

The three pther children, Dpnna, 
22, Carrol, 20 and Donna Veronica 
12, all led normal lives with out­
side contacts but never disclosed 
the family secret.

Rolice said toe mother and her 
husband appeared relieved when 
the case was discovered. The moth­
er said she had been bothered about 
toe situation for soine time but did 
not know what to do about it,

It began when the mother moved 
with her second husband from De­
troit to neighboring Windsor, Ont., 
in, 1949. Because it was difficult to 
find housing for a Targe family she 
told a landlord she had only three 
children. ’The other three she kept' 
hidden.

A year later toe family moved 
to Tecumseh, about 25 miles from 
Windsor, and again claimed' to 
have only three children.

Then, in 1953, the family bought 
their own home. Although there 
now was no need to continue toe 
subterfuge. Police -quoted Mrs. 
L«ach, 38, as saying she was too 
embarrassed to tell her friends 
about toe other three children. She 
also felt other children might make 
fun.st them.

The 
third is that of a 5-year-old Groton 
boy with mild paralytic symptoms.

’This was disclosed- this morning 
by Dr. Mila E. Rindge, head of the 
department’s epidemiology section. 
She said it might be a week before 
it is known definitely if any of the 
three had polio.

If .proven as the disease, this | 
would bring toe total of known polio i 
cases in toe state to seven so far 
this year.

’The possibility that toe three 
cases being investigated were polio 
was revealed ’Thursday in Norwich 
by Dr.* Franklin M. Foote, state 
health director, speaking at an 
anti-polio meeting at Backus Hos­
pital. j

Meantime, a record 12,000 per­
sons were inoculated against polio 
in a public clinic for Norwich resi­
dents.

"As we move into the 60s,” he 
said, “we must not be Inhibited by 
any consideration other than na­
tional security In determlnlnjg 
what the government must spend, 
not only in toe military field but 
In other activities as well.”

"The national security require­
ments must and ’ will come first 
above all other considerations in 
the next administration if I have 
anything to say about it.”

As to world repercussions from

and the Vernon Fire District Into 
one municipality.

Previous Fight I » s t  
Two years ago, Brooks at- 

teinpted to block the formation of 
the lab ile  Safety Department. A l­
though he was denied a temporary 
injunction ■ by the Superior Court 
in which he sougift to block the 
town from spending * It ..100 for 
police. Brooks claimed a victory of 
sorts. ”

He said then his action resulted 
in the establishment of a con­
stabulary rather than a police de­
partment. He later dropped a re­
quest for a permanent Injunction 
and the Public Safety Department 
was set up.

Since its start In 19S8 the de­
partment has grown to Include 
three full time qnd 13 part time 
constables, three cruisers, and a 
$25,000 building on Rt. 30 that was 
opened in Febniary. The chief con­
stable is Edmund F, Dwyer.

Predicts Fund Refiiaal 
In his letter this, week. Brooks 

told the selectmen that since the 
Fire District turned down the po­
lice appropriation earlier this 
month, there is a "very great like­
lihood" any appropriation for, po­
lice in the town budget would be 
voted out at the annual budget 
meeting. “Therefore, I think it 
behooves you to see tha^ no money 
is spent tentatively for thia aerv- 
Ice In the Town of Vernon until 
the annual town meeting approvea 
or disapprovea it."

Brooka suggested that Third 
Belectman Edgar Wilson disquali­
fy  himself In any consideration of 
five constabulary budget "because 
there is a conflict of interests on 
his part." Wilson's wife works as 
a  $50 a week secretary for the 
Public Safety Department, divid­
ing her time between the constab­
ulary and the Building Inspector's 
department, located in the aame 
building.

Blessed -Are lYorry Warts 
For Thej^ Stand fo r Change

So you’r e 'a  worry wart! Well, 
don’t let T H A T  worry you. Chances 
are you’re actually happier than 
the person who doesn’t worry about 
his problems. .

That’s the conclusion o f a group 
of researchers who have made a 
study of the worrying habits of 
Americans. The results have just 
been published in a book, “ Ameri­
cans View Their Mental Health.”

Truly unhappy p e o p l e  don’t 
bpther to worry because they are 
apathetic about the future and 
don!t figure they can change things 
for the better.

Since most o f lu  *re worriers by 
nature, this is mighty encouraging 
news and ought to  give us one less 
worry— our worry abou.t so much 
worrying.

steeper than the planned orUt re­
turn angle of 2 degrees.

Shaped like a large bell, the 
capsule is 0 feet tall, 6 feet acroea 
the rounded baas and 20 inches 
across the top. Th« saucer-like 
base, which absorbe much of the 
shock of re-entry, wa# coated with 
an Inch thick layer of a fibreglass- 
resin compound designed to melt 
and run oft under Intense heat. 
This shield, which protects the 
capsule from burning, was tested 
successfully last Sej^ember when 
an Atlas hurled It al(^  on a similar 
test while It wa# attached to a 
holler plate model of the Mercury 
capsule.

’Temperatures on the blunt nose 
of the capsule were emected to 
reach 8,000 degrees Fahrenheit 
.when It first slamg back Into the 
atmosphere some 60 miles up. On 
the nickel shingles covering the af­
terbody—or tall—of the capsule the 
heat was expected to be about 1.600 
degrees. Air conditioning systems 
will be used to keep the' Astronaut 
comfortable when manned flight is 
attempted.

Forces exceeding 16 timea the 
pull of gravity wera axpected to 
be exerted on the capauie. This 
la twice the load anticipated on a 
normal orbital mission.

On hltUng the heavy atmos­
phere, the capauie waa to be 
slowed In mlnutM from 18,000 
miles an hour to about 700 miles. 
Two parachutes were to reduce the 
speed to 20 miles—tha equivalent 
of the fall of a man stepping off 
a 14-fpot wall—before the capsule 
hits the water.

This Is the same basic chamber 
which win be used for manned 
(lights. However, because NASA 
scientists primarily were-interest­
ed in gath ^ n g data on structural 
strength and afterbody heating, 
todays chamber was stripped of 
many of Its sy>tems. liOsaing 
were a 16-foot escape' tower de­
signed to rocket the capauie awaj)'' 
from the boeeter In. case of trou-̂  
ble, an environment control sys­
tem, Astronaut couch, and stabi­
lisation and control Jets.

Dog Warden Frank Paggioli has 
announced the annual survey of the 
town for unlicensed dogs will be­
gin Monday.

As required by State dog laws, 
owners of dogs who have not been 
licensed will be served notice to ob­
tain a license at that time. Failure 
to comply with the notice and se­
cure a license for the dog can bring 
a fine of 825.

The dog warden drew attention 
to the fact also that any dog found 
roaming at large without a tag is 
presumed to be an unlicensed dog 
under the law.

When roaming dogs are picked 
up and impounded, usually upon 
complaint of residents, the owner 
must redeem them from the dog 
pound. This requires payment of a 
fee of 84 and presentation of a 
license and tag for the impounded 
dog.

But he did produce an over-all Im- 
presaion which enabled this coun­
try to do some measuring of his 
candidacy, and to find It strong, 
appesil^g, and persuasive.

Whatever the odds In this earn 
paign may be supposed to be, from 
one phase to another, neither his 
own party nor his opposition should 
make the mistake o f selling Nixon 
short. He has considerable mastery 
o f himself and of ths public affairs 
hs would manage. He obviously has 
wisdom and' experience enough to 
keep ,hls proclaimed aims In some 
balance with realities and in line 
with the responstbllltles of mature 
leadership. He Is demonstrably 
eauneet, and Informed, and dedi­
cated. And he obviously r e a l ly  
that the game he now plays is the 
moat serious, and for tha highest 
•takes,, not for hlmsalf alone, but 
for all people everywhere, that 
could be Imagined. He showed no 
disposition, last night, to strike 
for any cheap and shallow per. 
sons] victory In that game. Per­
haps hla own aha^ political aense 
tells him that no such strategy 
would pay off In any case. But he 
must also be given credit for the 
realization that the fate he would 
fam ble would not be hli own alone:

Like his predecessoh In presiden­
tial nomination at Los Angeles, 
Nixon spoke for the future, for In­
creased American effort toward 
larger end more dynamic goals.

"Vice President Nixon’s jwlection 

of United Nations Ambassador 
Henry Cabot LodgS as his running 
mate serves as a reaffirmation of 
Nixon’s view that victory for the 
Republicans In November lleS' In 
taking liberal. Internationalist tack 
In the coming campaign.

’This view was first reflected in 
the pressure he applied on the 
platform committee to pcoduce a 
statement o f party almo and prin­
ciples far more liberal than the 
committee originally planned to 
write.

He hss a runping mats who hss 
always sccepted as a fact o f life 
America’s Interdependence With the 
rest of the world and who, as 
United States Senator, was very 
definitely in the liberal wing of the 
Republican party. Indeed, it was 
Lodge’s liberal and Internationalist 
views that prompted him eight 
years ago first to Induce General 
Eisenhower to seek the Republican 
presidential nomination for Presi­
dent and then to work to help him 
get >t. ,

And It was precisely because of 
his liberalism and Internationalism 
as well ss because of the role he 
played In defeating their hero. Sen' 
ator Taft. In the 1952 convention 
that the Republican right wing was 
so hostile to Lodge.

But Nixon was wise In rejecting 
their protests. Lodge has stature In 
his own right, ss a diplomat and 
as a man who is aware o f the real! 
ties o f the world In which we live. 
And this Is the kind of running 
mate Nixon needs. With the South 
all but lost to him and New Eng' 
land In doubt, Nixon must capture 
the big Northern states with the 
large urbanized centers If he Is to 
win in November.

On Wednesday, Nixon will fly 
to Hawaii for two days of cam­
paigning, then on to Seattle, re­

In response to a question, Nixon 
expanded on his reference in last 
night’s acceptance speech to com- 
petitioh with the Soviet Union.

He said that when Soviet Pre­
mier Nikita Khrushchev speaks o f 
“ peaceful competliton’’ Khrush­
chev means In Asia, in Africa— 
and in the United Stotes—but not 
In the Communist world.

Nixon salid the free world should 
not accept that concept, but seek 
competition in ideas with the satel­
lite countries. He said he recog­
nizes this is difficult but ways to 
do it wiU'be developed.

Nixon was asked whether he 
meant, by saying he was not writ­
ing off any state, that he expects 
to win in the South and in Mas­
sachusetts —  the home state of 
Kennedy.

The nominee said he would be 
leas than candid if he did not rec­
ognize that some southern states 
seem solidly Democratic. He said 
he feels, however, that campaign­
ing ' in _those states can be help­
ful in others' can lift spirits 
everywhere, as he put it.

Nixon said he was unablq to say 
exactly how often Elsenhower will 
appear In the campaign, but said 
that when he spoke with the Pres­
ident by telephone this morning, 
he found Eisenhower “ tremendous­
ly Interested” in the outcome.

Elsenhower has expressed as 
much interest, in fact, in the 1960 
campaign as any in which he was 
a candidate, Nixon said.

Nixon pledged that he will not 
raise the issue of his opponent’s 
CathoMc religion in the campaign.

,The Vice resident, a Quaker, 
said “ Religion will be in the cam­
paign to the extent that the .can­
didates talk about it.”

“I will never talk about it,”  he 
said. “We will start right now.”

A reporter wanted to know if 
Nixon plansHo meet the religious 
Issue by naming evangelist Billy 
Graham, with whom the Vice 
President has been friendly, either 
as a member of his campaign or­
ganization or to the. cabinet if he 
is elected.

The answer was Nixon’s dis­
avowal of any intention to bring 

'religion'Into the campaign.
To a question about possible 

campaign activities by New York 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller, Nixon 
recalled that Rockefeller has of­
fered to campaign in other states 
as well as New York. He said 
nothing has been worked out yet 
but that he has "several states =ln 
mind” he hopes Rockefeller would 
visit.

“ I think he will be one of the 
most active—one of the most ef­
fective speakers-in the campaign," 
Nlzon said o f the Governor, a one­
time rival for the nomination 
Nixon won.

Nixon announced that his run­
ning mate. Ambassador Lodge, will 
go ahead with his work in the 
united Nations in Aug^ut,

He said Eisenhower has asked 
Lodge to present the United States’ 
position on disarmament to the 
u. N. next month.

To the roaring acclaim of the 
expiring GOP convention, Nixon 
last night, accepted what he called 
"the grreatest moment of my life” , 
the Republican presidential noml- 
natlo.

He pledged, .if elected, to “build 
a better America" that “will not 
tolerate being pushed about by 
anwbody any place.”

He welcomed aboard his “ free 
world victory” ticket as a vice 
presidential running mate tower­
ing Henry Cabot Lodge, United 
Natios ambaastdor and symbol of 
American resistance to So'viet Pre­
mier Nlkittr Khrushchev’s chal­
lenge to the free world.

He promised In̂  the campaig^n, 
and if elected president, to “ tell 
the people not what they want to 
hear but what they need to hear.”  

The Vice President reserved 
the afternoon for meetings with 
party leaders. He had to post­
pone many o f these earlier in 
the week in a combined effort 
with his back-patting new ally. 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller of 
New York, tor the kind o f .llb- 
eralized platform the two men 
wanted and got.

Not all o f the atate-by-state re­
ports to .Nixon and hjg associates 

. carried good news, for the drive 
he launched last night 

Midwestern leaders, many of

will carry on there next week— 
after a weekend meeting here with 
farm organization leaders— the 
campaign that hd aald began last 
night with his acceptance speech.

In his often-applaudqd accept­
ance speech, Nixon called tor what 
he labeled "a strategy of victory 
tor the free world.” This was his 
answer to the “ New Frontier” slo­
gan laid down by Kennedy in his 
acceptance speech in Los Angeles 
two weeks ago.

Kennedy said that what he was 
proposing Was not a set o f prom­
ises but a set of challenges.

“ It sums up not what I t e ^ d  
to offer the American people^ut 
what I intend to ask of them,” 
the Democratic nominee Said. "It 
appeals to their pride and not their 
security—it holds out the promise 
of more sacrifice instead o f more 
security."

In a similar vein, Nixon said that 
the next president “ must develop 
a brand new strategy which will 
win the batUsi^or freedom for all 
men and win u without a war.”  

“ That is the great task of ths 
president of the United States,”  he 
said. "And this will be a difficult 
task, difficult at timea because our 
next president niust tell the people 
not what they want to hear hut 
what they need to hear 

The Vice President amid that 
Americana have always been able 
to imderstand the menace present­
ed r by missiles, airplanes and 
bombs. But he said they have been 
remiss In 'gauging the power of 
propaganda infiltrating the new 
nations reaching for freedom.

“ I say tonight,”  he said with his 
chin drawn down in a firm line, 
"that we Americaiw shall rise to 
our greatest heights in this decade 
of the sixties as we mount the of­
fensive to meet those forces which 
threaten the peace *md the rights 
of free men everywhere.”

In an obvious shaft at Kennedy, 
he said he was not calling on Amer­
icans tor “ the grim sacrifice of 
desperation, but the rewarding 
choice which lifts us out of the 
humdrum life in which we live and 
gives Us the supreme satisfaction 
which comes from working together 
in a cause greater than ourselves, 
greater than our nation, as great 
as the world Itself.”

In a humble mood, Nixon told 
the delegates that he is sure they 
understand “ that it would be dif­
ficult tor any man to say that he 
was qualified to provide thia kind 
of leadership.”

But he criticized the Democrat­
ic ticket o f Kennedy and Senate 
Democratic Leader Lyndon B. 
Johnson as “a symphony of po­
litical cynlplsm which is out of 
harmony with our timea today.”  

He said too he thinks the Demo­
cratic platform “ would be disas­
trous for Ameriui, it would wreck 
our economy. It would dash our 
people’s hopes for a better life.” 

“ And I serve notice beds -and 
now; that whatever the political 
consequences, we are not going to 
try to out-promlse our opponents 
in this campaign. W o are ' not 
going to make promises we can­
not and should not keep and 'we 
are. not going to try to buy the 
people's votes with their own 
money.”  •

Having said this, Nixon proceed­
ed immediately to list the cate­
gories of Americans who could ex­
pect a better life and livelihood if 
the Republicans get four years in 
the White House.

Among those he promised bene­
fits were elderly citizens, youths 
seeking education and workers de­
siring “higher wages in honest 
dollars” with “ brtter protection 
against the hazards o f uneipploy- 
ment and old age.”

He held out the possibility of 
the expansion of civil rights, prom­
ised the farniers would get "a 
fair share of America’s ever-in­
creasing prosperity,”  .called for 
development of untapped natural 
resources, pledged support to sci­
entists, plugged for new highways 
and predicted “ revitalization of 
America’s moral and spiritual 
strength."

He said the Democrats, as well 
as the Republicans, want to 
achieve these goals. But he added 
the difference is that the opposi­
tion puts its primary reliance on 
government and the Republicans 
bank “upon the people for progress' 
in America.”

“A  government has a role, and 
a ve'py important one,^but the role 
o f government is not to taka re­
sponsibility from ihe people but to 
put responsibility upon them,” he 
Said.

Nowhere in Nixon’s speech was 
there any allusion to any issue 
that many politicians think may 
influence the outcome of the No­
vember balloting — Kennedy's 
•membsrship in the Roman Cath­
olic church.

Lodge actually had less opposi­
tion In .the voting than Nixon him­
self. Where 10 Louisiana delegates 
cast their baflota tor Sen. Barry 
Goldwater of Arizona and againat 
Nixon Wednesday/night,' only TO 
Mayer of San Angelo, Tex., was a 
holdout against Lodge. He ab­
stained.

Mayer finally changed his mind 
and made it unanimous among the 
1,351 delegates. Just aa the Louisi­
anians had yielded previously to 
make Nixon’s choice uncontested.

Lodge, hailed with a six minute 
ovation by ccmventlon delegates 
and spectators promised when he 
came to the rostrum; to “put every 
ounce of energy I  Have Into this 
campaign."

'Ihe tall diplomat, who lost his 
Senate seat to Kennedy in 1962 
while Eisenhower was winning a 
landslide victoiqr, brought his wife 
to the platform with him. As they 
stood, .holding, hands, Mrs. LiOdga 
smiled and waived to friends the 
nominee pointed out In .the crowd.

Lodge told the delegates . that 
on the bksls o f his experience and 
talents “ there la no man in Amer­
ica who could rcfnesent us in the 
turmoil o f world politics—and 1 
apeclflcally include the Soviet 
Union and the raat o f  the Com­
munist empirs—aa Richanl -Nix­
on would do.”

Hid Behind Monuments
While Manager Joe Gordon was 

changing pltchera in the first in­
ning o f game two, Piersall stalked 
around his position and then walk­
ed out and hid behind the monu­
ments —  dedicated to Babe Ruth, 
Lou Gehrig and Miller Huggins — 
as the crowd roared. Umpire Joe 
Paparella didn’t think it was so 
funny and ordered the playe*!: to re­
turn to the area In front of the 
mementos to the fbrmer Yankee 
greats. Pieraall obliged, but not 
imtil he took a position, hands on 
knees, far out on the running 
track, a spot no outfielder ever 
plays, not even for a Mickey 
Mantle or Roger Marts. Piersall 
finally came in at least 100. feet 
when ordered by Gordon.

In the eighth inning of the same 
game, Piersall pulled a Joe E.
