Sen. Elstes Kefauver won a third 

. '  term with ja stunning landslide 
F victory in yesterday’s Tennessee 

Democratic primary. In ' which 
civil rights was the overriding Is­
sue. — — •

The race, billed as the tightest 
o f the lar*y 57-xw -oW  Senator’s 
career, turned Into his greatest 
triumph as the state’s voters made 
It unmistakably clear they pre­
ferred his Liberal philosophy to 
that o f Judge Andrew T. Taylor, 
a strong advocate of segregation 
and stateis rights.

Kefauver, the Democratic vice 
presidential candidate in 1956, led 
from the outset and quickly grab­
bed a two-to-one margin which he 
maintained throughout the night.

With tabulations from 2,381 of 
the state’s 2,635 precincts, the 
vote was:

Kefauver - .......... ......... 433,097
Taylor  .............. ....218,981
The outcome has been watched 

nationally for an Indication of the 
depth,of aouthem reaction to the 
civil rights proposals adopted by 
the Democratic national conven­
tion. Taylor sharply criticized 
this platform plank, while Kefau­
ver said only that It went a, little 
too far.

Kefauver. termed hia victory an 
emphatic answer to “ the detrac- 

- tors of the South, who tried to 
say th it we are a backward peo­
ple.”

'"The South will continue to 
move forward in the main stream 
of American civilization,” he said.

’The Senator, who skyrocketed 
to national fame as a result of his 
enme-buating Mnvestigations in

by its vote showed the Democrat' 
ic preaidM^al ticket, headed by 
Sen.

Despite th* decielve margin 
polled by Kefauver, Taylor went 
tP. .bejL.wff lqpt.A«!UMrily conceding 
defeat. TttTe eoft-apoken circuit 
judge from Jackson admitted only 
"there are two strikes on me.”

Kefauver swept across the state 
from East Tennessee With such 
an overwhelming vote even the 
most ardent o f his supporters 
were surprised.

He carried’ or led in all buf two 
counties in the six congressional 
districts east of the Tennessee 
river. So complete was the rout, 
his renomination was assured be­
fore reports from the three west 
Tennessee districts — Taylor’s 
stronghold—^began ctnnlng in.

Even in segregation-ndned West 
Tennessee, Kef^vier ” received a 
substanial vote. He held a narrow 
lead in the Ninth (Memphis) l^is- 
tnet. Taylor carried the seventh 
and eighth districts, but npt by 
the wide margins he had hoped.

In two west state counties 
Fayette and Haywood — Negroes 
voted in the primary for the first 
time since reconstruction Days. 
There were no incidents. Negroes 
outnumber whites In both counties.

: About 90 per cent of some 400 
registered Negro voters cast bal­
lots in Payette County and nearly 
all o f some 200 voted in Haywood, 
Elsewhere in Tennessee, Negroes 
have voted for years.

The Democratic standard bearer 
said the large U.S. Negro popula­
tion “can serve as an asset when 
those immlgrranta who are Ne­
groes are given full 'and equal 
treatment.” Otherwise, he said, 
treatment of Negroes here can be 
a debit in dealing with African 
nations.

The Senator said the importance 
he places on t̂he link with for­
eign nationk providec} by the. eth- 

« .n ic  press is indicated by the fact 
that “ thts. Is really the first speech 
I  have made since the Democratic 
convention.”

Kennedy tbld them "AU Ameri­

■^eign languages, and said “ that la 
the most important asset that 
America has” In dealing with 
foreigners. - 

In foreign nations, Kennedy said, 
“ An American is not a stranger. 
He is in many cases a fellow 
countryman. ’This is a tremendous 
asset.”

He said the ethnic press is s 
powerful force working for im­
provement of policies oh immigra­
tion and the captive nations behind 
the Iron Curtain.

The captive nations, he said, are 
“unfinished business before the 
bar of world opinion.’ ’

Kennedy said he has been active 
throughout his Senate' service in 
seeking Improved policies toward 
Iron Curtain nations. He said the 
United States should continually 
stress the fact ths:t "we believe In 
the right to freedom of the captive 
nations.’’

However, he said, the United 
States should not mislead its peo­
ple or those behind the Iron Cur­
tain irito thinking that there will 
be intervention. .

He called instead for more lib­
eral trade and aid policies toward 
such nations.

As for immigration, he said “in 
the last anal.vsis, we are the ones 
who suffer if wa present In this 
area a hostile picture to the 
world."

'ITie resolution 
was bipeked by stiff opposition 
from the Russians, the West Euro­
pean Red said.

’ITie rift between Peiping and 
Moscow proved wider than any of 
the western Communists had be­
lieved. Soviet Premier Nikita 
Khrushchev’s theories on peaceful 
coexistence were condemned by

“The Chinese .'leaders, referring 
fo Lenin’s teaching; said -a  new 
wdrld war is not only inevitable.

For Siding With U.S.

London, Aug. 6 (87—Sovirt Pre-^outlto rebut Macmillan's charge
mier Nikita S. Khrushchev in a 
letter broadcast by. Moq;;pw radio 
today accused British Prime Min­
ister Harold Macmillan of taking a 
hostile stand toward Russia by 
backing what he termed the ag­
gressive policies of the.. United 
States.

” How can we have any respect 
for such a position?” the Soviet 
premier a sk ^  Macmillan in a 16- 
page letter couched In characteris­
tically blunt terms.

Khrushchev asserted that the 
flight of the downed RB47 Ameri­
can reconnaissance plane—accord­
ing to Russia’s information—was 
carri^  out ’ ’not only from your 
territory but was agreed to. by the 
British. government.”

’rile Russian leader aaid—for the 
first time in public—that a U.S. 
spy plane had been spotted over 
Soviet territory April 9, or three 
weeks before the U2 of Francis 
Gary Powers was shot down.

"The alfcraft -got back safely,” 
Khrush(!hev wrote.

“ It was not|shot down by ua. 
"But we saw it.
"And they know in the United 

States that we saw it.”
Yet ' despite this, Khrushchev 

charged, the Americans sent In the 
U2 in order "to stretch qul nerves 
even more, to humiliate ui and to 
take humiliation as far as insult.”  

Kjhrushchev was answering a 
personal letter from Macmillan 
July 19, in which the British leader 
warned that Soviet foreign policy 
appeared to have taken a danger­
ous new turn.

Kennedy h u  been a fighter for 
organized labor’!  cause ever since 
he entered Congress In 1947. That 
was the year the Taft-Hartley Lnw 
waa enarted, over bitter union op­
position. Nixon favored the law.

Kennedy, then just 30 years old, 
was among those who kept the T-H 
legislation from becoming worse 
than It was from the labor union 
standpoint.

This is a role Kennedy has 
played effectively and consistently 
In Congress to date—including the 
maneuvering in enacting the Lan- 
drum-Grlirin taw  last year. Here 
again Kennedy led the forces that 
helped modify new restrictions 
placed on unions. .

But It’s a mistake to tag Ken­
nedy as a down-the-line backer of 
any old kind of labor union. As 
chairman of the Senate's Labor 
la w  I>raftlng subcommittee It was 
he who wrote much of the anti- 
corruption union controls into the 
1969jlaw.

And the Democratic nominee s 
brother and current campaign 
manager,. Robert F. Kennedy, was 
counsel to the McClellan labor 
rackets committee that turned up 
the union scandals which led to the 
landnim-Griffln law.

A scorecard comparison of the 
labor voting records otsNlxon and 
Kennedy has been prepared by the 
AFD-CIO Committee on Political 
Education. Going back to the 
start of the two men’s congres­
sional careers It rates Kennedy as 
voting 100 per cent righ? on la 
lx>r bills by AFL-CIO standards 
and Nixon only #.7 per cent right.

On a broader comparison of 
general interest legislation the 
AFL-CIO score Is Kennedy 90.2 
per CMt and Nixon 22.9 per cent.

Differences between the two 
nominees are likely to be pin­
pointed when Congress Ttedft' 
venes on Aug. S.

On the controversial question of 
health care for the aged, Nixon 
prefers* a federalrstate subsidy fl 
nanclng arrangement. But Ken­
nedy wanU a broader program fi­
nanced by Increased social secur­
ity taxes.

I On the federal minimum wage, 
also a hot issue for the resumed 
session, Nixon favors a moderate 
Increase In the present dpllar-an-

^faour minimum. Kennedy Is spon­
soring the Democratic bill for a 
$1.26 level.

,But on still another point, the 
two men take surprisingly 6ut-of- 
character stands. Nixon in 1956 
forecast an early adoption o f a 4- 
day worlk week, a long-time l ^ r  
union goal.

Shortly before his nomination, 
Kennedy said: "1 do not support a 
shorter work week—I am not for 
the 4-day week." I
1 Both Industry and labor feel 
Nixon is more inclined toward 
tiusineas than toward labor. But 
they concede h e ' has become far 
more liberal In recent years. In 
this. Secretary o f Labor James P. 
Mitchell is credited with having 
been a major Influence. Exam­
ple: Nixon’s rejection of "rlght- 
to-work’ ’ laws.

The unions are expected to side 
mostly with Kennedy In the elec­
tion campaign. But they are 
suspicious. It Is plain, that with 
Sen. Lyndon B. Johnson o f T ex^  
on the Democratic ticket they may 
be buying a lot more conservative 
combination than they would like.

Tomorrow, he will march again, 
this time In the centennial parade 

■ Of  the Moodus Drum and Fife 
Corps, of which he has been a 
member since 1909.

Bom in Lyme, Conn., April 24, 
1895, and having resided both in 
Hartford and Manchester, he can 
look back on a lifetime of activ­
ity. His • formal education termi­
nated at the eighth grade in â  
Mood-iis school, and he kept busy 
with farm work, building sail­
boats. and, of bourse  ̂ drumming.

Learned Art Hard Way 
“ 1 don't believe any drummer 

learned his art any harder than 
I," he recalled

------" r  bought nw flrst drunv In 1909
for $12. paying for it by working 
on tobacco, for 10 hours a day at 
five cent.s an ho\:r. I walked two 
miles each way to take my drum 
mlng le.ssons. I'm proud of the fact 
that I worked myself to pay for 
the lessons, which I took from Dr. 
U. S. Cook, a charter member arid 
leader of the Moodus Dnim and 
Fife Corps."

-The Moodus—Corps in 1914 was 
not the organir.ed group it had been 
for many yeai's since its fminding 
In 1860. Most of the members had 
drifted away and had lost interest, 
and, as a.result,' the corps could 
not gather enougli men to march in 
the Homeland Pay Parade.

The late Mrs. M. J. Barry, wife of

She 
conceived the idea of organizing a 
trio of a fifer and two dnimmers 
to march in the parade instead.

‘Spirit’ Born 
Her husband agreed to the idea, 

and the "Spirit of ’76" was born. 
The original members were Jf>seph 
Ferguson, fifer; Michael J. Barr.v, 
center. drummer; Peter Milzner, 
boy drummer; and Dr. J. F. Barry, 
flag bearer. They obtained Rev­
olutionary outfits from a costumer 
in Hartford.

On the day of the parade, they 
marched up Main St. in Manches­
ter. with a horse-drawn float bear­
ing a replica of the Statue of Lib­
erty.

A higher proportion of the peo­
ple of Great Britain live-in urban 
areas than in any other nation 
o f the florid.

Higher Number o f  People 
See Better Times Ahead

Are you and your family better 
or worse off financially than you 
■were a year ago?

When a scientiflcally picked 
cross section of the nation'r. popu­
lation replied to this question a 
few weeks ago, 73 per .cent an­
swered they were better or as well 
off as they were last fall; 26 per 
cent felt they were worse off.

Interestingly enough, when ask­
ed this same question last October- 
Novembei:, 75 per cent replied they 
were better off or the same as in 
the spring of 1959; only 23 per cent 
felt they were worse off.

Queried on ..expectations of their 
financial status a yeas from now, 
40 per cent expected betterment; 
another 40 per cent expect they'll 
be faring as well; 7 per cent eX-, 
pect a drop in income.

The proportion of people expect­
ing to be "better off” waa signifi­
cantly higher than at any time dur­
ing the past few years.

The source of my information la 
the Survey fteaearCh Center of the 
University of Mi|;hlgan which, 
since 1946, has made annual sur­
veys of consumer finances. Several 
times each year this' group, also 
studies consumer attitudes toward 
buying and the major changes Irt 
the financial ppaltion o f consumers.

Formerly the Federal Reserve 
Board alone bore the cost of these 
studies. However, they now are re­
garded as so Important 'to buainesa 
that major corporations and a 
Ford Foundation grant share the 
cost of finding out what we think 
of the economic, outlook and how 
we expect to spend our money.

In what income bracket do we 
find the largest number of spend­
ing units?

The study shows 26 per cent in 
the $5,000—$8,000-a-year bracket; 
12 per cent each in the $1,000— 
$2,000 pretax Income bricket and 
thq $4,000—$5,000; II iper cent 
each in the $3.00%-$4,000„ the 
$7,500—$10,000 and over-$10,000 
bracket.

More interesting than ; this per­
haps is the fact that 10 years ago 
14 per cent of those surveyed had' 
pretax Incomes under $1,000. There! 
are but 7 per cent in this grOup' 
now.

Infant Deaths Cut
New York. — For .nearly 

yeara there has been a sharp, 
coatlnuing reduction 'in death 
rates for newborn babies and ln< 
ffuita under one year in the! Unit 
od States aad .Australia aiid ths 
advanced eountries of Europe 
But now the reduction rate is 
alowlag down.

WAshlngton, Aug. 5 (A>) — The 
United States and other jndustrial 
countrie.s Jiave poured $18 billion 
worth of economic aid into under­
developed nations during the past 
six years. The American total was 
over $12 billions.

But the State Department says 
that a greater effort is needed to 
fill the growing requirements, par­
ticularly of countries in Asia and 
Africa, and to meet the expanding 
economic challenge of fbb Soviet 
Communsit bloc.

In a report to the Senate For­
eign Relations and House Foreign 
Affairs Committees released last 
night, the department summarized 
aid totals since 1954 from 15 In­
dustrialized nations of the free 
world. The report concluded "ef­
forts so far have not, been ade­
quate to fill the requirement."

14 .Other Nktions Help 
The United Staftes has supplied 

two-thlrda of the economic assist­
ance covered in the report for a 
total of $12,025,000,00(). Fourteen 
qther countries,' including Britain, 

'ranee, Canada  ̂ Australia, Japan 
and West Germany provided loans, 
grants and other assistance total­
ing $5,9<ri .000,000.

The rapjirt to Congress empha­
sized tl^t the iUniled States' ia do­
ing everything possible to get the 
other industrialized countries to in­
crease their aid. But it said that 
in view of the vast needs Such in­
creases could not be counted on to 
bring any reduction in the ' U. S. 
effort.

The State Department also re- 
leaseid a' pamphlet oh the Com­
munist economic offensive stating 
that by last April the Soviet Union 
and other Red nations had given 
$3,800,000,000 In credits and grants 
for economic and military assiat- 
ance to 20 less-developed countries.

"Since the beginnings In 1954,” 
the pamphlet said, "credits and 
grants extsnded by the > Soviet 
bloc to Free Worid'less-developed 
countries have Increased almost 
steadily year by year until they at­
tained a rate of about $1 'billion 
per year during 1858 and 1959."

Cites Soviet YoHcy
The '-pamphlet described the 

Communist use of aid as a means 
of making other countries stib- 
servient to Red policies and pur­
poses,

$100 MILLION CONGO AID
Washington, Augl 5 —Offici­

als estimatei(l yesterday that the 
United States will have to put up 
about $100 iTUllion to' help estab­
lish peace and order In the riot-, 
torn Congo' during the next 11 
months.

The total needed for that period 
is estimated at about $200 million. 
The- State Department and other 
agencies working on Congo as­
sistance plans are reported agreed 
that the United States should not 
provide more than half this sum.

Lincoln White, State Depart­

probably to Rockville, with offi­
cials of at least six area com­
munities that coul(l lead to con­
struction. of a multi-town trash 
disposal area.

Robert D. Brown, planning dl- 
n ctor  of the Capitol Regional 
Planning Agency (CRPA) said to­
day he wUl attempt to aet up a 
meeting on Aug. 18 between of­
ficials from .Rockville, Vernon, 
Manchester, South Windsor, El­
lington, and East Windsor.

Ih e  purpose of the meeting, 
Brown said, ■ would be to deter­
mine If these communities are in­
terested to backing a study of 
such problems a* garbage and 
trash disposal, and to determine. 
If such a study is made, what It 
will actually encompasa and who 
will pay fo r  it.

The suggestion for the meeting 
in Rockville was put to a meeting 
of the caftPA’s executlve,vprogram, 
and mass, transportation commit­
tees last night by Seymour Lavltt, 
CRPA representative from Rock­
ville.

Levitt’s appearance at the 
tog followed a lett^  dent by Mayor 
Leo B. Flaherty Wednesday ask­
ing the CRPA to make a study and 
suggest possibilities of creating a 
multi-town disposal area.

Lavltt outlined the problems fac­
ing Rockville and Vernon since the 
city dump on West St. was closed 
by. health officials early to July be­
cause it was creating a health 
hazard to that aresu

Study Depends on Interest
Commenting on la s t . night’s 

meeting, Lavltt said the main prob­
lem lies to whether or not other 
area communities are interested 
to backing a study of this type.

The CRPA would put no money 
Into h study. If the towns decided 
to cooperate.In having ope made. 
Its cost would be shared by the 
Individual towns. The CRPA 
wouldi however, offer supervisory 
a n / secretarial services to a study.

'There Is no question,”  Lavltt 
said, "that refuse disposal la be­
coming a more or less aggravated 
problem all over the State. The 
acuteness of the problem is propor 
tionate to the rate of population in­
crease to the Individual towns," he 
said.

"We to Rockville and Vernon 
are sufferings now becduse we 
were one of the fastest growing 
commimlties In the State, and we 
actually are demonstrating what 
will happen to other communities 
over a longer period of Ume.”

Until the dump was closed, 
Rockville and Vernon disposed of 
its trash by the land fill method. 
Trash was dumped arid then cov­
ered with earth. Most other com- 
mimities in this^area, , Including 
Manchester, dispose of Qieir trash 
the same way.

Lavitt contends the land fill 
method ha.s built-in disadvantages 
"Not only Is it dangerous because 
of toxic contamination, but It 
simply takes up too much room,” 
he said.

Commenting on the forthcoming 
meeting Lavltt said those involved 
would probably explore the prob­
lem, determine, whether the prob­
lem takes garbage qnd heavy 
metal disposal as well as litter, 
whether or not it would be neces' 
•sary 'to seek professional ' en̂  
gineering advice, and to determine 
equitable sharing of the costa in­
volved.

Pilot Plan Possible
Lervitt said the study and solu­

tion o f the disposal problem could 
be a pilot plan that other areas 
In the State or to the nation might 
adopt. He noited that three other 
communities In the state, Newing­
ton, Rocky Hill and W ethe^eld  
are faced with a sim llarjpfob- 
lem. ‘They have shown an Inter­
est in some kind of re^onal dis­
posal area,” he said.

In hia letter to the planning 
agency, Mayor Flaherty outlined 
the problem Rockvill* and Ver­
non is faced with. Describing it 
as serious and Immediate, the 
Mayoc sajd: "Residential construc­
tion has encroached on our dump­
ing area to a point where It no 
longer can be safely used.

■"The town of Manchester has 
graciously allowed us to use Its 
facilities for the time being, but 
that at beat la . only a stopgao 
solution."

Calling for immediate help local- 
ny, he also recognized Rockville 
and Vernon’s problem "'will arise

grow 
les."

"We furtlier believe,” the report 
continued, "that the clinical test­
ing Of 5-FUDR by NIH has berie- 
fltted the contractor to determin­
ing the potential worth of his 
drugs and that full recognition of 
this benefit by a l l ’parties would 
have resulted to the elimination of 
the profit factor.”

ITfe report did not specify the 
manufacturer’s total profit on the 
contracts."”lt rioted, however, that 
the |flnal contmet to June, 1059, , 
provided for a net profit before ' 
tiaxes of $8,284,, or a 31 per cent 
ration .of profit to cost.
' J Challenging the GAO complaint, 
NIH contended that it had secured 
actual cost data to its contract ne­
gotiations and that prices had been 
reduced. It said overran profits 
were to line 'with normal trade 
practice.

— in memory of aome 70,000 who 
were killed outright and many 
others who were Injured in the ex­
plosion of the first atomic bomb.

10 of Crew ffijrvive
Elsewhere in the world, the an­

niversary may pass virtually 'un­
noticed. But it will be remembered 
by the. 10 surviving American 
servicemen on board the B20 
"Enola Gay.”

They delivered the payoff of a 
World W ar I I  program that cost- 
the United States $2 billion. Since 
then, many times that amount has 
been spent In maklng_vastly more 
lethal nuclear weapons or in seek­
ing to devise means to counteract 
them.

old "atomic bomb horse” o f H iro­
shima today was reported almost 
cured of radiation sickness.

The horse was i/tsmding l ’,200 
yards from the center of the blast 
when the atomic bomb exploded 
over Hiroshima 15 years ago, the 
newspaper Yomiuri said.

I t ’s master, who was leading it, 
died a week later. The badly in­
jured horse was given careful med­
ical treatment over the years, and 
Yomiuri reported a veterinarian 
exam ih^  it  yeaterday and declared 
it almost normal.

Devon, Pa., Aug. 5 (fiV -In  a 
cramped little laboratory that 'was 
once a bathroom, a small band of 
phyalcally afflicted nuns are doing 
thrir Mt in the fight on cancer.

Tbe nuns, members o f the 
Roman Catholic Oongrbgatton of 
Jesus Crucified, pore oVer mioro- 
acopee examining specimen slides 
for the presence o f uterine cancer.

The project, thought to be 
unique, has the endorsement of 
doctors who regai(d it as a big 
help in their efforts to detect can­
cer early.

The specimen sUdea are brought 
to the conirent each week by Dr. 
Bldward Rehak, chief pathologist 
at St. Agnes Hospital in Balti­
more. He also takes back the fin­
ished work and the nuns’ reports.

Dr. Rehak supplied the inspira­
tion for the project 'whUe casting 
about for some productive activ­
ity that would also have a thera­
peutic value for the nuns them­
selves.

They suffer from such illnesses 
as polio, heart disease, rheuma­
tism arthritis, osteomyelitis and 
tuberculosis.

Mother Marie Landri, prioress 
of Fteglna Mundl I*riory, gave her 
approval and the laboratory was 
set up in the bathroom' of what 
was once a doctor’s mansion.

The lab, headed by Japanese- 
born Mother Marie Aimee, ex­
amines about 50 slides a week on 
its present schedule. It  hopes-to 
reach 100 a iveek before long, 

Doctors say the laboratory de- 
.tectives have spotted between five 
and 10 unsuspected cancer cases 
out. of every 1,000 specimen slides 
they have examined.

Eight o f the 30 nuns in the 
community now do the-slabofatory 
work. They are trained by Mother 
Marie Aimee, who prepared her­
self by taking a course in cy tol- 
opry (the study o f cells) at Tem­
ple University Medical Center in 
Philadelphia.

A  number of other nuns would 
like to take up the^ work. But 
training requires time and the 
facilities and space are limited. 
For instance, the lab has only 
two microscopes.

The, Congregation o f J e s u s  
Crucified was founded in France 
in 1930. Regina Mundi, the or­
der’s only priory In the United 
States, was opened In 1055 with 
six nuns from. France. '

I t  was organized for the bene­
fit  of the physii^ Iy handicapped. 
Women between the agee of 20 
and 30 are eligible to join, unless 
their illness is mental, nervous or 
contagious.

Mundi means world in Latin and 
Regina Mundi is a world irt itself.

Says Mother Marie lAndrl;
"W e are a miniature United N a­

tions in our congregation, speak­
ing many languages, but one in 
love and thankfulness/’

Represented are France, the 
Philippines, Malaya, 'Vietnam, 
China, Japan, Algeria, Sweden, 
Germany, Belgium, Holland, Italy, 
Spain, Britain, Ireland, Switzer­
land, Canada and the United 
States.

Mother Marie Aimee, who 
speaks fluent French, Ehiglish and 
Japanese, was a hospital patient 
for 17 years In Tokyo.

So what would' provide' a more 
shocking headline than to have 
Piersall become an umpire.

Some of the best umpires 
the game has ever known were 
notorious "umpire baiters” during 
their own playing day.

The writer remembers reading 
once about one National League 
arbiter who was a fierce competi­
tor during his playing days and, 
a.s a resuit, was constantly in 'hot 
water with the umpires.

A gracious correspondent re­

minds ' me that discuaalons o f re­
tirement often fall to give con­
sideration to the bereaved wife 
who la more or less forced into re­
tirement by the death of her hus­
band.

I plead guilty to thia omission.
And my guilt is compounded by 

the fact that, the problem! of 
widowhood are almost a dally chal­
lenge to those of us who engage in 
the general practice o f medicine.

The average American houac- 
wlfe must sooner or later face the 
ugly fact that she may have to 
live as a widow for 10 to HO yean . 
Usually a few years youiiger than 
her bridegroom at marriage, aha 
has a life expectancy which ex­
ceeds that of her husband by at 
least a decade.

Simple addition of these dif­
ferentials suggests a long period 
of loneliness If the years o f mar­
riage are lived with no realistic 
thought of the future.

It is my belief that the prime ra- 
sponslbillty for training in widow­
hood rests with the considerate 
husband. It is also my belief that 
the beat time to begin this training 
is the time when life is most aerens 
and fortunes are at a peak!

It is best (and perhaps easiest) 
to begin with a consideration o f 
dollars and cents. Almost surely 
beyond the age of wage-earning, 
the prospective widow must know 
what her assets wlU'be, what regu­
lar Income she can count on, and 
how and to whom she shall go to 
safeguard her financial intereats.

Not until ahe la In full poasassion 
of this information will oho be 
able to decide whether ahe can 
live alone- in the maimer to which 
she has become accustomed or 
whether she will have to abandon 
the homestead, whether it be a 
amall apartment, a shack qr an 
estate'.

Welcomes Soviet Aid

Raul Places Cuba 
Solidly with Reds

By mOHARD VAUiBIANI 
Havana, Aug. 6 (fP)— Raul 

Castro left no doubt t<^ay 
Cuba has moved solidly into 
the Soviet economic caihp as 
he welcomed Moscow’s aid o f­
fers and hurled deUance at 
anyone objecting. He also 
hailed Russian -pledges o f mil­
itary support.

"We don’t have to fear an eco­
nomic blockade,” the younger 
brother of Prime Minister Fidel 
Castro declared in a midnight 
speech that ran nearly three hours. 
“They (the Russians) buy all that 
we sell them and they sell us what 
we need.”

Appearing on Fidel's usual Fri­
day night TV spot, the peppery de­
fense minister aimed a slap at the 
Organization of American States 
(OAS) which is slated to meet 
Aug. 16 to discuss Soviet interfer­
ence In the western hemisphere and 
other, problems.

“We are grateful for and we ac-̂  
cept—we accept—disinterested aid 
of Soviet artillerymen (rocketeers) 
despite w’hat the OAS says,” Cas­
tro told a loudly cheering studio 
audience.

Fresh from visits to Moscow 
and Prague, he said Sqviet and 
Czechoslovak officials had promis­
ed him that all Cuban orders would 
get top priority. He implied this 
meant military material ks well as 
other goods.

No strings were attached to So­
viet aid offers, he declared, adding

tthat the United States had never 
given help without demahding con>- 
cessions.

Castro blasted the U.S. capitalis­
tic system which he said demands 
that Americans “ throw food into 
the sea” to maintain prices, rather 
than share it with the world’s 
starving millions.

Frequent bursts of applause 
greeted Castro’s high praise of 
Soviet Preittler Nikita S. Khrush­
chev and the Soviet Union.

Applause also accented Raul’s 
warning that “enemies of the 
revolution" would soon feel the 
“punch” of Ailing Priihe Minister 
Fidel Castro.

“They will understand that we 
are going to have Fidel around a 
while,”  Raul declared. ' ,,

The younger Castro said the 
prime minister will address the 
closing, session of the Latin Amer­
ican Youth tonight- —  "naturally 
making- an effort.”

The latter phrase indicated Fidel 
is not completely recovered from 
what has been described officially 
as A lung infection.

“The enemies of the revolution 
will be able to calculate his 
strength after he speaks,” Raul 
asserted.

The audience jumped to its feet 
shouting . enthusiastically when 
Raul said Khrushchev had repeat­
ed his Invitation for Prime Min­
ister Castro to visit Russia.

He added that Khrushchev had

The department’s Youth IMvi- 
sion said 511 offenders under 16 
years of age were referred to 
Juvenile Court during the first 
seven months of 1960, as com­
pared with 346 for the same period 
a year ago.

Vandalism’ — smashed windows, 
damaged cars and other minor acta 
against private property—showed 
the greatest increase in juvenile 
crime, police said.

McManus said the department

tics. There always is an upstirge 
of delinquency in the spring and 
summer months, as the children 
first get restless and have more 
free time when school lets out.”

^thep ^ates. Connecticut pays psy- 
cbologuits with two years of exper­
ience about $6,000 a year. Each 
must have doctor of psychology 
degree.

The Cardinal spoke on “ Ameri­
can Day” of the Roman Catholic 
(Jhurch’s World Eucharistic Con­
gress td a packed audience to -Mu­
nich’s cathedral.
