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Ideal Treaty Has Enemies

Tn some definite contrast to the
atmosphere which existed while
the Antarctic Treaty was being ne-
gotlated and given hearing and re-
ported favorably by the Benate
Forelgn Relations Committee, the
Senate has now developed soma op-
position to the document,

Instead of hailing It as a model
solution for a territory llke the
Antarctie, there are Benators pre-
pared to object to it as a prospec-
tive surrender of potential Ameri-
ean: sovereignty, empire, and mili-
tary sdvantage, and who will not
be noothed, apparently, by any ar-
gument that the whole saving
worth of -the document Is that it
does preserve the Antarctic from
political or military exploitation,
selzure, or use by anybody. It
would appear that, rather than
have & paper word forbidding Rus-
gia to establish national power or
influonce there, Lthese BSenators
would prefer to have us seize such
power and influence for ourselves,
and then apply, Instead of any
treaty of internationalization, some
extension of the Monyoe Doctrine
to the continent under ice.

One awalta the arguments the
Benators opposing the Antarctic
Treaty will present. Bul one
guesses that, when they appear,
they will not tell the whole atory.

They will not tell the whole
story, in our opinlon, if they just
concern themselves with the fan-
cled resources of the Antsrctic and
with our own clalm to some portion
of them, or our ow: posaibllily of
obtaining some larger control of
them.

We think the Benators who will
be found opposing this treaty will
be doing so not hecause of the ter-

Wonders of

Chips Off

There I3 a distinct posaibility
that pleces of the moon may be

lying around on the surface of the
earth, “That an analysis of these
“mpoonchips” may provids informa-
tion éoncerning the water content
In the lunar rocks is a theory ad-
vanced by Nobeliat’ Dr, Harold C,
Urey.

With this possibllity goes a
fascinating detective story as lo
how sclentists can - reconstruct
evenis of the past from clues—
tiny bits of cosmic dust or meteor-
ites—that fall from the sky, And

still highly speculative, they are
of tremendous significance, If the
events can be substantiated, our
knowledge of the moon and the
origin of the solar system will be
greally expanded, .

To see how this scientist-turned-
detective operates on his clues, let
s follow his reasoning.

In museums, you may see many
meteorites which survived thelr
passage through the atmosphere.
These are cither stones, irons, or
mixtures of the two. The scientist
can determine the age of the iron
meteorites by measuring the triple
welght hydrogen—tritium—and
lightweight heliim which resuit
from cosmic ray bombardment of
the metearite.

From this analysis, {fron me-
teorites appear to be hundreda of
millions “of years old. The age of
atony meteorites can be delers
mined in a simiiar fashion, Thesde
appéar to be about tens of mil-
lions of years old.

Here Is a myatery, Why should
these objects which fall out of the
sky possess such widely divergent
agesa? .
Age Differences

The only way in which the age
differences can be explained is to
nasume that stony and Iron me-
teorites had separate origina, The
iron meteorites may remult from
the breakup of a large object of
planetary aize belween Mars and
Jupiter which gave rise to the
asteroid belt. The stone metsors
may arise from the breakup of a
moon-sized object In collision with
another of about the same aize, '

Dr. Urey belleves that, some 4.5
billfon years ago, chunks of mat-
ter accumulated to form wobjects
of lunar size. A slow heating proc-
ess occurred In these moon-sized
objects in which the irons melted
into & matrix of stony material.

8--océasional presence
of tiny diamonds in meteorites pro-
vides additional'evidencs that, at
some time in the past, these ma-
terials were subject to terriffic
pressures by being submerged be-
neath massive layers. Since high
pressures are necessary for the
formation of diamonds—thia has
been proven in the General Elec-
tric Laboratories—it follows that

Crushing ProCesa

As for the stony-irons meteor-
{tes — the chrondrites — Dr. Urey
believes these are the product of
a violent crushing process in which
the original mass was shattered
into bits. These apparently re-
accumulated Into masses of
considerable atrength, It is these
masses which he calls the immedi-
ate parent of the chrondrites.

It this theory is correct, then
the chrondrites which fall on the
earth may be simples of the junar
material. Thus, on the sarth, we
mBy actual samples of the
lunar surface which can provide
& clue to the surface composition
of the moon. L

As water has been discovered In
chrondrites, it may well be that
the lunar rocks contain appreciable
amounts of water locked in the
rocks, By the time a manned ex-
pedition reaches the moon, & res~
ervolr of energy will be avallable
to extract from the lunar rocks the
water of cryatallization. Thus, one
of the most important elementa to
the well-being of man will become
avallable. ) !

“Tate's here”

He »o well fitted the part, aa
the man had envisaged It, that

they neglected to check his rid-
ing ability.

“So I had to learn to ride a
horse.
