! The United Stales also ques-
tioned Russia's real intentions
about -dishrmament-since -on-.one
hand It “‘expresses concern' over
the intensifying arms race and on
the other hand breaks up the dis-
armament negotiations at Gereva.

Quit Katanga Now

United Nations, N.Y,, Aug. 9§
(A —Warned that world war might
erupt if The Congo crisis is not
solved, the Security Council early
today called for Belgian troops to
give way to UN forces immedi-
ately In secessionlst Katanga
Province.

In a resolution sponsored by
Ceylon and Tunisia and adoptled
9-0, the 1l-nation council also
authorized Secretary General Dag
Hammarskjold to arrange the
changeover and asked him to re-
port back as appropriate. France
and Italy abstained. The 4 a.m.
vole climaxed an urgent overnight
session that lasted for 11%; hours.

Hammarskjold, who gave the
world war warning, planned to
leave just after midnight tonight
to fiy back to The Congo, where
Premier Molse Tshombe of Ka-
tanga last week balked the entry
of U.N. troops into his mineral-
rich province in the asoutheast
Congo.

The resolution sought to qulet
Tshombe's fears that the U.N.
troops would be used to bring
Katanga under the control of the
central Congo gdvVernment headed
by Premier Patrice Lumumba.

It specified that the 12,000-man,
largely African force would not
"be used Lo influence the outcome
of any internal confliict,” L

The resolution was in line with
suggestions made by Hammar-
skjold. It followed up the council’s
July 14 and 22 decisions that Bel-
gium should pull her troops out of
The Congo. It called upon her to
withdraw  them  “immediately"”

from Katanga—the only one of the |’

six Congo provinces where they
remain outside their bases—and to
do-so “under speedy modalities de-
termined by the secretary gen-
eral.”

Asked about the possibility that
his son had been brainwashed,
Powers sald a psychiatrist, and
handwriting expert had studied in
detail the letters the son has sent
home. He sald their aim was to de-
termine what may have been on
his son's mind when he wrote.

The father sald experts belleve
that men under the influence of
drugs have a certaln way of ex-
pressing themselives. He added this
also applies to those who have
been held in solitary confinement.

“They think he has been given
a 10-to-15 day. treatment in soll-
tary confinement,” Powers sald.

The Russlan jurist, Smirnov,
talked with rewsmen in London
while attending a U.N. crime pre-
vention congréss. He sald he want-
ed to nsmure everyone in the West
that Powers would get “the fair-
est possible trial” And he added:

"It would be good to wash with
clean water the brains of “people
who suggest that Powers has been
brainwashed.”

Asked why the Russians refused
to permit Powers to be reépresented
At his trial by an American| at-
torney, Smirnov said "I don't know
anything at all about that. I can-
not answer."

A group of Virginia' attorneys
who wanted to accompany the par-
ents to the trial were turned down
by the Runlans‘when they asked
for visas.

Strong used the barn to
store a number of farm items, including brooder equip-
ment, side boards and loading equipment for a truck, 70
fence posts which were soaking in a =alt solution, antique
farm equipment, fertilizer and a partly full gas tank.
All this was lost in the flames, Quick action right after
the fire was discovered, resulted in removal of & manure
spreader, despite the danger that the gas tank might ex-
plode.

He lashed bitlerly al some
members of President Joseph
Kasavubu's party who have been
demanding autemomy for Leopold-
ville province and said Kasaviubu
does not agree with them.

“They are [ascisls who are
mad because they did nol get any
jobs in the administration,” the
premier sald. ‘“The imperalist
press is tryving to divide me and
Kasavubu. But we will continue to
jead the nation together toward
independence and liberty."

The threat to Invade. Katangna
came as the U.N. Security Coun-
eil,- at a meeting In New York,
called on Belgium to withdraw ils
troops there and give way imme-
diately to U.N, forces.

(This dispatch did not make
clear whetherr Lumumba had
heard of the council’s action at the
time of his news conference.)

The premier said Congolese and
other African troops would stage
the Invasion and his whole gov-
ernment will go along.

“If the Belgians will shoot, we
will be happy to die for our coun-
try," he ‘said.

There weére cheers from about
40 Congolese presenl, including
some cabinet ministers. .

Katanga officials who went to
New. York for the Security Council
meeting =aid their 4,000 native
troops could handle any force Lu-
mumba sent. Ghana and Guinea
have offered to send in troops to
help Lumumba wage war on Ka-
tanga [f necessary.

In Elisabethville, Katanga's
capilal, Premier Moise Tshombe
said he s still opposed to U.N, in-
tervention in hix proyince,

Lumumba confirmed that he is
organizing an All-African summit
conference to open in Leopoldville
Aug. 25. He said the meeting has

the approval of all the African
chiefs of state with whom he
conferred on his way back from
his Aald-seeking mission to- the
United States and Canada. He metl
with about & half dozen such lead-
ers.

In declaring the solidarity of
his government, despile persistent
reports of serious personality and
political  differences, Lumumba
asked the minister behind him:

“Are you with me, Messicur?"

A chorus of “yes" answered him,

"There you are,” Lumumba told
newsmen.

He said President Kasavubu,
whose Abako party has been lalk-
ing of autonomy for Leopoldville
province, Its stronghold, had swomn
“pefore the entire nation to guard
the national unity."

Lumumba said he has given “all
power'" to the Congo army-—the
Force Publique—ard its new com-
mander, Gen. Victor Lundula, to
“restore order in the country.”

“The army will arrest anyhody,
black or white, who disturbs order
in The Congo," the premier de-
clared.

Such nction would cause serious
difficulties between the Congolese
troops and the U. N, milltary force
now trying lo.mainlain order In
all of The Congo's provinces ex-
cept the dissident Kalanga.

It was the Force Puhbliqgue mu-
tiny against its white Belgian of-
ficera that plunged the new nation
into chaos and brought/the U.N.
task force into The Cohgo.

The U, N, troops disarmed some
Congolese units, but nfany others
kept their arms. In recent days
truckloads and jeeps of armed
Congolese soldiers have been secen
in_Leopoldville.

Eijenhower discounted the pos-
albllity of a private talk with So-
viet Prémier Nikita 8. Khrushchev
if Khrushchev heads the Russian
delegation to the U.N.—but again
the fdent held the door open:

He said he would be prepared to
see¢ Khrushchev if he thought that
would be useful. But he explained
he had considered the possibility
8o remote that he had not really
thought about It
