The tower operator had abided 
by previous Instructions that on' 
no condition should U.N. troops 
be allowed Intd the airport.

Although Tshombe three days 
ago smnounced he now was willing 
to accept the U.N. troops under 
the Security Council mandate for 
replacement df the Belgian sol­
diers on ditty in Katanga, the or­
der to prevent them from landing 
never was withdrawn at the air­
port control tower.

This explanation was g îven to 
newsmen by Tshombe himself.

Hammarskjold’s plame finally

(jury, a friend of the family, 
i They were to leave London late 
tonight and to arrive in Moscow 
early tomorrow.

Snatched from Pacific

Capsule Recovered 
After Orbiting Earth

^Washington, Aug. 12 (JP) — A 
space capsule fired back to Earth 
from an orbiting U.S. satellite was 
rushed toward Hawaii today with 
a payload of data that could help 
in perfecting a apy-ih-the-sky sys­
tem.

With recovery of the capsule— 
for the first success in 13 attempts 
-V- the United States appeared to 
have won a lap in the space race 
with Russia.

The 300-pound capsule, loaded 
with instruments, was fished from 
the Pacific Ocean about 330 miles 
northwest o f Hawaii yesterday by 
a helicopter ^hich hurried to the 
spot from a waiting ship.

A  little over three hours earlier, 
the Air Force triggered, the. ejec­
tion mechanism of Its Discoverer 
XIII as it made its 17th pass over 
Alaska in polar orbit.

With steering rockets starting 
it on the way, the capsule plunged 
downward into the thick air en­
velope of the HJarth. A parachute 
opened. Radio beacons helped ob­
servers plot Its course. Then crews 
of waiting C119 planes ■ saw the 
chute, followed the capsule down 
and circled above the spot. '

The Air Force plan was to snatch 
the chute and capsule into one of 
the G119’s, but scattered clouds 
caused trouble and ■ a sea recovery- 
was required. A helicopter from 
the MS’TS ship Haiti Victory pick­
ed up the capsule and flew it back 
to the ship, which then headed for 
Hawaii. ”

Successful recovery .of the pn- 
damaged capsule buoyed hopes of 
space scientists vyorkhig on both 
the man-in-space program and the 
Samos sky-spy satelllt^.
" 'T h e  Samoa . is now being de­
veloped to send back by. television 
what its camera eyes' see as' it 
scouts the face of the Earth. But 
eventually It is hoped that actual 
films can be sent , back to Earth 
by capsule to provide much clear­
er picture* than television could 
furnish.

It was No. 13 of the Discoverer 
satellite series which brought luck.

CHAMPION OF LIBERTY
Postmaster General Arthur E. 

Summerfleid and United States 
Ambassador to Finland FldSon O. 
Sessions announced Jointly last 
week In Washlngrton, D.C. and 
Helsinki the forthcoming set of 
4c and 8c "Champion of LlbertY’ 
stamps honoring the great Fin­
nish soldier, Statesman and strate­
gist Baron Karl Gustaif Emil 
Mannerhelm—marshal and presi­
dent of Finland.

The printing order Is for 120 
million of the 4c denomination, 
printed In blue on white paper, 
and 40 million of the 8c denomina­
tion printed In red, blue and ocher. 
The flrst-day sale Is Oct. 26, at 
Washington, D.C. The following 
day they will be on sale in: all S6,- 
000 United .States post offices.
. Hlach stamp wiU ca,rry the leg­
end "Gustaf Mannerhelm—IJlMt;:. 
ator, of Finland” and the. dates' of 
his blr.th and death 1867-1951, 
spaced around the likeness of 
Mannerhelm reproduced on a me­
dallion.

Mannerhelm Is regarded In Fin­
land as the outstanding leader in 
the yoiing nation’s bitterest years 
of crisis. His unswerving devotion 
to his country and his long period 
of service to It, Iwth In peace and 
In war, have set him apart as 
Finland’s greatest national hero 
and champion of the liberties 
which Finns so greatly cherish.

Mannerhelm led the Finnish 
armed forces In his country’s 
struggle.for independence In 1918, 
during the Winter War of 1939-40; 
ahd again during the Continuation 
War (World War U). He was call­
ed on twice during his long and 
distinguished career, in 1918 and 
again In 1944, to head a new gov­
ernment and. direct the rebuilding 
of his country. Hg was a man be­
yond politics, for he espoused no 
party or group but was a patriot 
acting only for Finland’s welfare.

In commemorating Mannerheim 
py these ’Champion of Libex-ty* 
stamps, the U.S. renders homage 
to a man and the people for whom 
he is a symbol. This tribute to Fin­
land’s greatest hero reflects the 
admiration and respect which 
Americans hold for the gallant 
people of that northern land.

In announcing these stamps In 
Helsinki, Ambassador Sessions 
said, ‘"The memory of Marshal 
Mannerheim is revered by all 
Finns who put their coimtry 
above any other and who reject 
political ' philosophies contrary to 
their long tradition. His photo­
graph can be seen today In many 
homes In Finland. His statues, In­
cluding a notable equestrian one 
dedicated in Helsinki on June 4, 
are to be found in many public 
places throughout the country. 
Marshal Mannerhelm has become 
the symbol of the best qualities of 
the Finns.”

Mannerhelm was bom In Askai- 
nen, Finland, June 4, 1867, son of 
Count ,<Siarl Robert Mannerhelm 
aqd Hedvlg Charlotte Helena von 
Julin. He attended the Finnish 
Military Academy from 1882 to 
1886, passed his mAtricuIation ex­
amination In 1887, and subse­
quently attended Nlkolayev’s Cav­
alry School. 1887-89.

From 1889 until 1914, he served 
in the Russian czar’s fotces dur­
ing those last years of Russia’s 
regency over Finland. - Hfe not 
only commanded mounted troops, 
but also served at the court min­
istry, at the Offlceft’s Cavalry 
Academy and, at one time, com­
manded the emperor’s Ulan Regi­
ment Bodyguard. He also partlcl- 
ated In the Russo-Japanese war.

At the. outbreak of World War I

he waa commander of th« Sepa­
rate Guards Cavalry Brigade In 
Warsaw. He held several com­
mands as a  major general in 
World War I  from 1914 unUl the 
czarist armies disintegrated.

On Jan. 28, 1918, he ‘ was ap­
pointed supreme commander of 
the Finnish Army, liberated the 
country and marched Into Hel­
sinki, Afoy 16, 1918. Subsequent­
ly he resigned his army command 
and accepted temporarily the re­
gency, while working, for the Vec- 
ognition of Finland’s Independence 
by France and Great Britain.

Twenty years later, Manner­
heim was called upon to defend his 
country against aggression. Dur­
ing the Winter War and the Con­
tinuation War (World War II), 
Mannerhelm was the highest' lead­
er , of Finnish defense forces; a 
uniting power who enjoyed abso­
lute trust and the highest esteem. 
With the end of hostilities he wm 
elected president of the republic 
in 1944 and It was then his task 
to lead the country In peace.

The "Champion of Liberty” se­
ries. of stamps were started in 
1957 by the U.S. Poet Office to 
honor Torelgn bom fighters for 
freedom. Stamps issued to date 
In this series Include those honor­
ing Ramon Magsaysay, president 
of the F%ilippines; Simon Bolivar 
and Jose de San Martin, the' lib­
erators of South America; Lajos 
Kossuth, governor of Hungary; 
Ernst Reuter, mayor of Berlin, 
and T. Q.-Masaryk, founder-presi­
dent of the Czechoslovakian Re­
public.

Similar stamps In this series 
will be Issued at Washington, D.C., 
on Oct. 8. honoring Ignacy Jan 
F>aderewskl, the Polish statesman 
and pianist, and on Nov. 7, hon­
oring the hero of Italian umfica- 
tlon, Giuseppe Garibaldi.

Sen. Spessard L. Holland (D- 

Fla) has proposed an amendment 
to retain the existing exemption 
of retail and service establish­
ments. He said he hopes It will be 
voted on ahead of other pending 
amendments.

The amendment would provide 
a key test of strength, but Hol­
land told a reporter he didn’t 
think there would be any votes 
before Mondajf. He declined to 
predict how the vote would go, 
except to say he expected It to 
b« close.

Holland said he had not at­
tempted to find out how many of 
his southern • Democratic col­
leagues would back his .amend­
ment, the adoption of which 
would be a major setback for 
Kennedy and his vice presidential 
running mate, Johnson of Texas.

However, one influential Dixie 
legislator, Sen. Richard B. Rus­
sell (D-Ga); spoke out in an inter­
view against any extension of cov­
erage. He said he felt the com­
merce clause already had been 
stretched too far. He. referred to 
the constitutional provision which 
gives the federal government the 
authority to regulate interstate 
commerce—the legal basis for the 
wage-hour law.

Russell said he had no strong 
objection to raising the minimum 

.wage to $1.25. Holland said, he 
didn’t either, although he added he 
would prefer to limit th elncrease 
to $1.15 an hour—the amount pro­
vided In a bm aready passed by the 
House.

Sen. Norris Cotton (R-NH) told 
the Senate in yesterday’s , debate 
that he would, support a reasonable 
Incrtase in the minimum wage but 
urged adoption of Holland's amend­
ment to cut down the coverage of 
the law.

He ‘ said that Kennedy's bill, 
with its coverage provisions, 
would "strike on.e of the mo.st 
vicious blows to the small busi­
nessmen in small communities 
that has ever passed congress."

Ciotton al.so said that ”if this 
bill is passed, the little fellow 
will wake up and find that Instead 
of having a wage increase he is 
o\it of a job.”

Holland chimed in to say that 
drafters of the bill were "blind tn 
the fact that they are going to 
do a great diaservice to some of 
the people they are most anxious 
to help.”

The day was given over largely 
to opponents of the bill. Kennedy 
earlier had contended the meas­
ure would strengthen the economy 
Snd said the higher 'minimum 
wage could be absorbed "without 
damage to btisine-ss, inflationary 
jjrice increases, or unemployment."

On Agenda Tuesday

Town Directorp Tuesday nlght^mediate service ta  all of the 100.
will consider how they can assess 
100 West Side properties for a 
sewage disposal plant proposed 
for the East Catholic and HoWell 
Cheney Technical High Schools at 
Hilliard St. and* W. Middle Tpke.

The lOO'Could be served by the 
plant via a presently unused sewer 
main extending from east of the 
Hockanum River on W. Middle 
Tpke. up Center St. to a point 
west of Olcott Dr. Some Center 
St. and side street p r o p e r t i e s  
could be hooked up, immediately 
or eventually, to the main, and 
the main in turn would be hooked 
up to the disposal plant.

The plant, which was estimated 
at $36,354'to serve the two schools 
alone, could be expanded to cost 
$42,273 to serve the 100 proper­
ties as well.

However, the State and Arch­
diocese of Hartford would pay 
less for the larger, than for the 
smaller, plant size.

They have agreed to share the 
entire cost of the smaller version, 
but the other property owners 
would have to share costs for the 
larger size, and the Board must 
figure out a method of asrae.ssment 
to spread those costs equitably.,

Another factor is that the other 
property owners would be billed 
for the Center St. main as well as 
the plant, if the larger size Is vot­
ed. The Sewer Department paid 
about $26,000 for the main when 
it was installed during a State re­
paving project in 1955, but can't 
collect any aase.ssments to recover 
the money until the main is put 
into-use; and begins benefiting 
people.

Still another factor is that the

Some wilt need laterals as well, 
and the side streets—Morse, Falk- 
nor, Salem, and Olcott,—would 
need street eewers.

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Planned Miracle
WTiat irilfht have been con.sld- 

ered a one In a million chance ha.s 
now been demonstrated, by the 
Air Force, to be a one In thirteen 
chance. If the unbelievable and the 
Impossible can be produced that 
goon, on the thirteenth try. It will 
I'oon become routine.

We should say, from our posi­
tion of layman’s awe, that there 
are still a million potential reasons 
why a capsule released from a- 
satellite circling the earth-ln space 
ahould never again come into the 
hands o r  those who sent it up In 
the first place. There must be ap­
proximately a million things that 
could go wrong with the process.

But the things that could go 
■wrong. Whatever their numbef, 
have now been calculated and 

. guarded against so 8uccc.s.sfully 
that a 300 pound capsule, after 17 
journeys around the earth out In 
■p^e, has been brought back in­
to the world's atmosphere, slowly 
enough and gently enough so that 
It neither bums Itself. up nor 
emashes Itself, giving off radio sig­
nals the while to tell us earth peo-_ 
pie where It Is coming down, so 
that we can go and pick It up.

To some of us, perhaps, the Idea 
of the Air Force sending out planes 
armed with huge nets, trying to 
catch sucli a capsule, as It descends 
frorn space, has seemed a little 
ludicrous, like looking for the pro­
verbial needle In the haystack. 
That technique missed again this 
time, by something like a hundred’ 
miles, and the capsule' had to be 
fished out of the Pacific. But there 
will come a day, of course, .when, 
the nets will work, too, if, that is, 
the capsule doesn't fly and pilot 
Its own way back to the launching 
pad. “

What this means Irnmediately Is 
that WA already have a sufficiently 

• reliable' technique for bringing 
back from space information more 
detailed and sophisticated than 
could be transmitted. And what It 
means for the future Is, of course, 
the practicability of teavel by man 
Into Space and back. That as­
surance has seemed somewhat re­
mote on those, previous occasions 
when the Air Force never even 
caught sight of its own capsule. 
But one recovery changes every­
thing, proving that scientific calT 
eulationa to date have beeh sound 
and that, therefore, other space 
plana already formulated and de­
signed will, In time, be proved 
aound likewise. '

We suppose the scientists actual­
ly Involved In this had little doubt 

-, of'thelr eventual success, aiyi were 
not ruffled'particularly by the fact 
that, for one- reason or another, 
twelve, previous attempts'-' had 
failed. We plead guilty to being a 
little less sophisticated; we were 
beginning'to think it never would 
be accomplished; today we give'an 
amateuj-'s cheer for an accomplish­
ment which, for all Its profe.ssional- 
Isng atm seeqis to us miraculous.

tional Interests, on the part of in­
dividual coalition members, over 
the larger interests originally en­
visaged.

Of all the regional coalitions the 
Truman-Dulles diplomacy has now 
architected, only one has ever pre­
tended to have any real substance.

More re­
cently, the European nations who 
are member^ of tJa t O have di­
vided themselves into two warring 
trade blocs—a Strange situation, 
indeed, for nations supposedly 
bound together t6 the death. And 
now, at the niorricnt, we have Bel­
gium, piqued bccau.se Its fellow 
members in NATO ilk' not vote 
Belgium's way in the United Na­
tions handling of the situation in 
the Congo, proclaiming that it is 
about to revise its NATO com­
mitments and contributions.

The force and fiinction of NATO 
remain essentiall.v what the late 
Senator Taft, in the original de­
bates on the proposition, rather' 
serl.sihl.v decided could be achieved 
without ever creating such a thing 
as NATO. He recommended that 
the United Stales simply proclaim 
its Intention to fight In defense of 
any part of Western Europe If 
Russia attacked. That Is still the 
onl.v real thing NATO has symbol­
ized, and sometimes, indeed, wran­
gles over coalition policies and 
loyalties have cast more doubt over 
that Intention of ours than might 
ever have come ‘ over our aimple,
blunt declaration- of_ purpoae--------

Having pretended that NATO is 
something for so many years, we 
are not now going to abandon It. 
We shall still be holding to the hpl- 
low shell, undoubtedly, long after 
every bit of. real substance and sig­
nificance has leaked out of It 
through the cracks Inevitable in 
any coalition founded on a tempo­
rary assumptibn of peril from a 
common enemy. The truth is we 
selected an antiquated Instrument 
In our quest for security In a mod- 
ern world. One world is too small 
for more than one coalition, and 
its enemy cannot he any one na­
tion or group of nations, but must 
be war l.tself. TTie worst Injury j 
done by the fllrlali»n with old  ̂
fashioned power politics coalitions 
is that it has created the illusion 
that the need for one all inclusive 
coalition, against war„ could some­
how he escaped. Even that illuslop 
required a false reading of post 
history. Coalitions have always 
done more to bring on than to pre­
vent the potential wars for which 
they have been organlzct^ The 
claim for NATO Is that It has pre­
vented war in Europe. It might be 
more rcaLlstlc to rejoice that, some­
how, it has not yet brought It on. 
And perhaps that is really a tribute 
to the fact that it has fumbled and 
stmhhled so much it never did 
achieve the magnetism tq draw on 
it.s enemy, In this sense, perhaps, 
ila failure might be railed a good 
one.

Its further disintegration is to 
be expected. Us own members, In 
the very votes în which they have 
shown a higher loyalty to the 
United Nations tlmn to the pre­
sumed ties of NATO, have demon­
strated precisely where security 
for anybody must lie, in our kind 
of world.

In fact, 
Bowles was so confident he would 
win, he went fishing in Maine and 
the night of July 8 telephoned his 
acceptance speech which was 
broadcast to the sweating throng 
of delegates jammed in the ball­
room of the.Wauregan Hotel.

Bowles had something else go­
ing for him that night, too. The 
Democrats had to put up a man 
they thought could beat Republi­
can Horace Seely-Brown, the pot- 
holder dealing apple grower from 
Pomfret who had been re-elected 
to Congress from the Second Dis­
trict so many times people began

thinking he owned the job. The 
State Democratic leadership felt 
Flaherty couldn’t beat Seely- 
Brown — ergo, Bowles was it.

Now, Flaherty 1s back in 1958 
again, seeking the same post—only 
circumstances are vastly different 
this time. Flaherty Is not, just a 
local boy. He Is known In the 
State now. He’s proved he can 
win, at least locally, by becoming 
elected mayor of Rockville and by 
winning control o f the Vernon 
Democratic Town Committe.e.

He has favor among the Bailey- 
Rlbicoff eirclcs — although the 
amount he actually has is debat­
able. However, It must be remem­
bered Flaherty was named to the 
.State party platform committee 
this spring.

On the other hand, he has lost

favor among the graM roota ^ U - 
ttcians. In this area at least, and 
he would also face formidable op- 
poaiUon If any one of these three 
men decides to seek ths post: State 
Comptroller Raymond Thatcher of 
East Hampton, House Speaker Wil­
liam O’Brien o f Portland (who may 
very well be available) and Wil­
liam S t Onge of Putnam, state 
central committeeman from the 
29th District There are others who 
might want the nomination, but 
these three are the cream of the 
available crop.

Flaherty has the knack o f chal­
lenging everybody in sight (ex­
ample; Rlbicoft after losing the 
nomination to Bowles In 1958) 
and still coming out ahead. He may 
not admit to himself that he has 
a chance this time, but there is no 
doubt he has given the matter a 
great, deal of thought over the 
past two yoars. Maybe, just maybe, 
this 1958 will be different.

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Tucker Injuries Try 
Skills of Hospital Staff
By JUDITH AHKARN 

In room 328 of the apecial care 
■one at Manchester Memorial 
Hospital, the life of Jules Tucker, 
44, is in critical danger.

Yet, that he Is alive this after­
noon, -24 hours after hls abdomen 
was smashed open on the tallfln 
of an auto. Is the result of team­
work by a skillful and dedicated 
staff—that and a tough consti­
tution, and the will of God.

Siirgmn Stood By 
The l^ancheslcr A m b u l a n c e  

Service, which was called to help, 
radioed its office. The office In 
turn called the hospital to report 
a seriously injured patient was 
coming in, so that a surgeon who 
happened to be in the hospital was. 
In the emergency room to meet 
the patient at 10:10.

'A  registered nurse and a nurses 
aide were on duty ih the.room at 
the time, ready to start immediate 
treatment.

The surgeon on call went Im­
mediately to the emergency -room, 
and the two surgeons went to 
work on Tucker, preparing ' him 
for the operating room.

Their work here took 4.5 min-

^utes, during which they atsinched 
the worst of the gushing flow of 
blood from vital organs. .

Tucker went up t o . the operat­
ing table where a team of the two 
surgeons, one Intern, three nurses 
and two medical anesthesiologists 
removed portions of organs dam­
aged beyond repair, sewed others 
back In place, grafted skin and 
set the bone In the right lower 
leg.

He Was in the operating room 
until 2:10 p.'m., approximately
three hour.s.

Got' 10 Pints
From the tlfne he first entered 

the hospital until early this after­
noon, he was given 10 pints of 
type O positive blood.

The ho.spital blood bank had six 
pints of his type on hand.

Three pints were brought in by 
State Police from Hartford, and 
two pints were brought in by Slate 
Police from B^pckvllle Hospital.

At 2:10 p.m. Tucker was sent 
to the recovery room, where two 
registered nur.ses and an orderly 
w’atchcd over him. At 4:22 he was 
moved to the special care zone 
where one registered nurse and a 
nurses aide had a bed ready for 
him. They were-assisted by a reg- 
i.stered nurse from the special care 
floor.

Tucker’s co-workers in the Pratt 
and Whitney Aircraft union mean­
while have offered 12 pints of type 
O positive blood. The donors are 
being-typed today and are standing 
by until they are needed for more 
transfusions.

30, according to an annual re ^ r t  
from James Arthur, chairman of 
the Town Pension Board.

Over the 1959-60 fiscal year, 
which ended June 30, $41,553 was 
paid out in pensions, Arthur said. 
Ihere are 46 pensioners.

Over the same period, the 245 ac­
tive members of the plan contribut­
ed $27,695, the town government 
kicked in $50,000, and interest 
earned from investments amounted 
to $17,200 he said.

Plan members pay 2 % per cent 
of their salaries and the town r/>- 
proprlates yearly amounts.
■ 'ITie investments' are in U.S. 
treasury securities and U.S. Sav­
ings bonds.

Arthur also noted that the Hart­
ford National Bank was hired as 
investment advisor last winter and 
Town Directors voted to make pen­
sion plan meniberahip compulsory 
for all town employes hired after 
March 1959.

Pension Plan 
Assets Stand 
At $653,886

The Manchester pension plan had 
8653,886 in assets as of last June 
SO, according to an annual re^wrt 
from James Arthur, chalrhnan of 
the Town Pension Board.

Over the 1950-60 fiscal year, 
which ended June 30, $41,553 was 
paid out in pensions, Arthur said. 
There are 46 pensioners. \

Over the same period, the 245 ac­
tive members of the plan contribut­
ed $27,695, the town govemnieht 
kicked In $50,000, and interest 
earned, from investments amounted 
to $17,200 he said.

Plan members pay 2ti per cent 
o f their salaries and the town r/i- 
proprlates yearly amounts.
, The investments are in U.S. 
treasury securities and U.S. Sav­
ings bonds.

Arthur also noted that the Hart­
ford National Bank was hired as 
Investment advisor last winter and 
Town Directors voted to make pen­
sion plan menibership compulsory 
for all town' employes hired after 
March 1959. The hank will a'ct as 
advisor in a more liberal Invest­
ment program the Directors also 
approved last year.

' And Sen. .Barry’ Goldwater (R- 
Ariz) aaid it waa imperative that 
those who disagree with Kennedy’s 
proposal to extend tho minimum 
wage law to five million additional 
workers "have an opportunity to 
debate It.”

Talks by Holland and Sen. Allen 
J. Ellender (D-La) kept the Sen­
ate in session until 10:55. p.m. 
(EDT).

Sen. Lyndon B. Johnson of 
Texas, the majority leader and 
Kennedy’s vice presidential run­
ning mate, scheduled a. senate ses­
sion today with the likelihood the 
opposition will continue talking. 
T h e  pending bill would raise the 

mininum wage for workers already 
covered under the Fair lAbor 
Standards Act. The increase would 
be from $1 to $1.25 an hour over a 
3-year period, starting at $1.16 
next year. And It would bring In 6 
million additional workers, at an 
Initial-minimum ofj$l.

Holland talked most of the afterr 
ncion in behalf o f his amendment 
to strike out of the Kennedy bill a 
prorisloh' that would bring imder 
the minimum wage law employes 
of local retail and service .estab­
lishments doing as much as $1 mil­
lion a year volume.

But, despite Kennedy’s plea, he 
refused to call tip this amendment 
for a vote.

W, Powers said, today -he will ap­
peal directly to Nikita S. Khnish- 
chev "as' one father to ' another” 
for the sake, of-h is son, Francis 
Gary Powers, who goes on trial 
next’ .week accused .of espionage.

Speaking at a news conference 
several hours after arriving in 
Moscow to attend the trial. Pow­
ers said that on Monday he will 
ask' to see the Soviet premier. 
The trial starts Wednesday In 
Moscow’s ornxte Hall b f  Ĉ >Iumns.

"Mrs. Powers and I have come 
to the Soviet Union for the sole 
purpose o f doing all that we can 
to help our son /’ the gray-halred 
shoemidcer from Pound, Va., told 
newsmen in the lobby of his Mos­
cow hotel.

Throughout the news confer­
ence, which lasted only a few 
minutes, Powers either' sobbed or 
fought to stifle his sobs. - His 
cheeks were wet with tears,

Mrs. Powws, who is suffering 
from a heart ailment, rested In 
bed upstairs firom their plans 
Journey to Moscow.

Powers said he isn't sure wheth­
er be would ask to see his son 
before the trial.

"I  will see him after tbs trial, 
I know," M id. Powers. ’T don't 
know if I ’ll try. to see him before.”

“ One reason I am here Is that 
Mr. Khrushchev cabled me promiS' 
ing to help me in this matter and 
I have taken him at his word.

"M y son” is not the son of a mil 
lionnaire. He Is the son o f a work 
ing man from a plain American 
family like millions o f others not 
only back home but in th4 Soviet 
Union and throughout the world.

Parole Violated
, Bridgeport, Aug. 13 (;P) —  A 
con'vlcted gambler who violated 
the terms ■ of his suspended sen­
tence by aimoying his former 
sweetheart will have to remain 
in jail a while longer.

Leopoldville, The 
Aug. 13 '(iP)— U.N. 
secretary Ralph Bunche today 
made a personal visit to Pre­
mier Patrice Lumurnba to 
warn the fier.v Congo leader 
that the United Nations plans 
to carry out its mission of 
maintaining order throughout 
the nation despite interfer­
ence by the Congolese army.

The 25,000-man native army, 
mutinied last month, was reacti­
vated on Tuesday by Lumumba, 
who proclaimed a state of emer­
gency and gaVe the army the job 
of mainUiningT order. Congolese 
soldiers then began roving high­
ways, stopping cars and passersby 
and attempting to enforce their 
version of- the ■ law—apparently 
without consulting the U.N. com­
mand.

Bunche told Lumumba that the 
U.N. Congo Task Force—request­
ed by Lumumba himself in last 
month’s chaos—has the sole re­
sponsibility fdr maintaining. -or­
der and plans to continue Its job.

Lumumba said today he la un­
der pressure from the Congoleee 
army amd five provincial govem- 
itienta to send troops Into Ka-- 
tanga province If the United Na­
tions does, not settle the-conflict 
o f interests there.'

He also described as an "Injus­
tice”  Secretary-General Dag Ham 
'marakjold'a decision-to send white 
troops into secessionist Katanga 
rather than an all-African contin­
gent.

•"'We want the United Nations to 
proceed 'with its mission but then 
withdraw all 'wjiite troops,” Lu­
mumba told a news conference.

Lumumba said African troops 
are "completely capable of carry­
ing out the United Nations mission 
in Katanga.”

He also disclosed he had de 
manddd that Leopoldville airport 
be guarded by Cong;o troops, with a 
fe w of the United Nations African 
contingents. Swedish and Ghana 
troops are at present on guard at. 
the airport.

The premier Charged there still 
are Belgian troops operating in 
The Congo in cl'Villan clothes wear 
ing United Nations Insignia. He 
said he had informed Dr. Bunche 
that these troops must leave the 
country immediately or be arrested 
by Congolese police.
