» In Eating Habits
May Signal of Iliness

A change in eating habits may
be an early and important sign of
serious illness to which attemtion
is first drawn by the observant
housewife,

The change may consist of an
enormoun Increass in food intake
{bulimin), a progressive loss of ap-
petite (anorexia) or tha develop-
ment of & strange desire to ent sub-
atancea other than those normally
served at table (pica).

Attention of the housewifs is di-
rected to bulimia when there {s an
Insistent demand for second help-
ings and a persistent tendency to
raid. icebox and larder between
meals and at bedtime.

While it's quite normal for the
growing child to “eat the family
out of house and home" and for
the pregnant woman to go through
periods when she seams to he “eat-
ing for two,” there are limits which
merit consultation with the family
doctor.

These. limits are approached
when the glutton gains an exces-
nive amount of weight or, at the
other extreme, fails to galn the
amount of weight that ahould re-
sult from the increassd food in-
take.

Although bulimia is often and
incorrectly attributed to "“worms,'
it Is more frequently an early sign
of the sugar-sickness (diahetes
mellitun) or of Increased thyrold
function (hyperthyroldism).
|  Through the alertness of the
housewife, the physitian may be
enabled to diagnosre and treat
either condition when control Is
moat easily accomplinhed.

It is neither unusual nor parti-
cularly alarming for very young
children tn develop pleas in which
they eat dirt, plaster, chalk, eray-
ons, wallpaper or the enamel fininh
of their cribs. Even the casual ob-
server of the Infant notes how
every object goes directly from
hand to mouth.

However, lsad poisoning (plum-
bhism) may be a serious and even
fatal hazard to the child who swal-
lowa the lead enamel print of toys
or crib, and a persistence of pica
bevond school age is a definite eall
for medical Investigation.

The most frequent disturbance
in enting habits I»x anorexia. The
housewife notea loss of appetite
when Mmost of the food she aerves
remains on the plate at the end of
the meal,

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Russia Wa;ﬁoderate

There has been considerablie dif-
ference between the personal act-
ing Khrushchev felt compelled to
{ndulge in at Paris last spring and
the conduct and conclusion of the
forma! Russian trial dealing with
the spame Incident—the U-2 flight
over Russin.

Khrushehev, in his acting, went
to extremesa which began to defeat
his own purpose, and which of-
fended allies and neutrals who al-
ready had thelr own disapproving
opinion of the rashness of our
flight and subsequent explanation
of It

The formal! Russian trial of
Francis Powers held {tself in con-
siderable judicial restraint, If It
ihdulged Iitself In its obvious op-
portunity to hold the United
States itself responsiblie’ for the in-
cldent In question, that was cer-
tainly its privilege. The trial was
conducted without brain-washing
preliminaries; Powers . retained a
mind of his own throughout. And
the sentence, of 10 years, Is mod-
érate and routine as such things
go, and may even develop Into
something very lenient if the qual-
{feation that only three of the 10
years must be spent in prison in
given a lenlent meaning
the United Btates have no real
quarrel with the trial or with ita
resull, nothing to he mad about.

If that is so, it must be conced-
ed, then, thatl the reaction of other
people in the world may be one of
considerable propaganda henefit
for Khrushchev, in thal they are
Hkely to judge that Russin han, in
the end, behaved In rather civilized
fashion, In marked contrast ta the
hoorish personal’ acting of Khruah-
chev pt Paris last. May,

We need not quarrel with this,
sither.“If Khrushchev has made a
good point out of moderation and
-lenlency, thers are two things in-
volved wa shouid not wish to re-
Ject, One ln the fact that our U2
pliot is not losing his life.

The other is some Indication
that Khrushchev, by staging thia
kind of trial, exhibited a continued
bellef in and policy loyally to the
concept of coexistence. Whenever
we get mad at Khrushchey we
tend to do & very foolish thing, and
act aa If we thought coexistence
was some frivolous invention of
his and therefore to be distrusted.
Khrushchev, true enough, may be
distrusted. Bul coexistence Ia no-
body's patented whim or catch-
word; it is g necessity for all. The
vacillations and Inconsistencies of
individual leaders merely under-
line the urgent nature of that nec-
ulty.

Life for Powers~and a hinl of
_ policy lfe for the world—neither

.d these Is to be rejected.

Finally, if, mercifully, the U2
iricident is now Itself to be closed,
we Americans must remember
that this has been one fsstfe which
we ourselves created, by bold, un-
precedented action of our own,
and then by subseguent policy de-
fenses no sovereign nation could
accept, The consequences .of this
will never “really be over; they
have already reached deeply into
American political life, into the
career of the man who stood at
our post of decision, - into the
thoughts and actions of many
other peoples and nations, and
much of this chain of influence
oan never be repealed. -

But, if the original incident can
now be ealled closed, we can begin
the business of outliving it, by re-
newed dedication to the cause of
peace, by meeking Lo earry the
viorld forward into new .positive
desds which will let old mistakes
weather themselves, and by prov-
ing that we are above letting any

mistake of our own become tho

cause or motivation of any alam-
ming of ooy on our part,

It {a government Interference
with what might be the natural
trend of the economy. It repre-
sents a touch of managed, rather
than free, enterpriss, Bul we have
tasted the allernative, and we
would be a strange people and a
strange nation if wes were not, by
this time, rather well united on
the proposition that such a degree
of management is both necessary
and sound. Our maln concern with
it has to be that It works. If it
does, It helps prevent extremes in
either the get-rich-quick or the get-
poor-quick cycles to which we are
otherwise susceptible. S0 far, un-
der the Elsenhower adminiatration,
It has meemied to know what it
was doing, and time ita moves and
directions expertly,

This Ia #s0 proclaimed, apparently,
because the number of votsrs who
are registered on the primary lists
of the Democratic party has be-
come groater than the number of
voters registered on the primary
lists of the Republican party. The
tact that roughly one third of the
voters are registered on neither

The "‘most Important growth In
Democratic party lists has taken
place, however, In the amall towns
of the state, where it has been a
mnatter of the new primary law
and new social and political con-
ditions combining to_entice long-
Lime.Democrala out of no registra-
tion hiding. It has now become
fairly respectable to admit to be-
ing a Democrat in a Connectiout
small town. We used to have small
towns going Democratic, on elec-
tion day, when the party registra-
tion In these towns was two or
three to one in favor of the Re-
publicana, Now registration has
hegun to move clower to the poli-
tioal reality, smd that, rather than
any fundamental change In the ac-
tual ‘relative atrength of the par-
tien, han been the big item in the
new total registration figures for
the atate.

High resolution photographa of
the moon taken from an impacting
rocket vehicle and televised to the

earth is the goal of the National
Aeronautics. and Space Adninis-
tration within the next Yyear or
two. The succeas of Project Rang-
er will provide astranomers with
thelr first set of moon pictures
ermitting closs sorutiny of the
unar surface.

These photographs will ba de-
pendent on the success which rock-
et molentists will have with the At-
las Agena-B rocket as the propul-
slon unit,

The Atlas Agenn-B uses the At-
las ICBM for the first stage and
the newly developed restartable
Agena-B, the rockét developed for
the Dincoverer Program, as the
second stage. This complex is cap-
abls of putting some 5,300 pounds
in m 300-mile orbit or sending the
12-foot Ranger vehicle weighing
over 700 pounds on a 86-hour
Journey to the moon.
In the case of the lunar impact,
when the vehicle comes within 20
miles of the lunar surface, the pay-
load will separate with one section
falling to the Junar surface with a
speed of some 7,000 miles per hour.
This section containing the tele-
viglon camera, transmitter and
auxiliary equipment will be de-~
stroyed on impact, The second sec-
tion or capsule contsining an ac-
celerometer, thermometer, seiso-
meter and meteor impact record-
ers along with their transmitting
gear will be “eased" by retrorock-
ets to the surface with a speed of
about 200 miles an hour,

Another Landmark
The nlower moving payload will
be housed In a crushable structure
to absorb the high impact decelera~
tion. With this landing program,
NASA sclentists hope to insure
satisfactory operation of the in-
strument complex. If all goes well,
another astronautical landmark
will have been eatablished and with
this landing a flood of significant
lunar data will be transmitted to
the earth.
The success of the Ranger Pro-
gram will also mark the beginning
of & new philosophy Inaugurated
by NASA. For soms time, a basic
vehicle has been comtemplatad
which, with minor changes, could
be used for a variely of missions.

In this basic vehicle would be a
propulsion and guidance system
for midcourse and %errnlnal ma-
neuvers to be controlled from the
earth.

At this altitude of 3,000 to 4,000
miles, the fall time for the ve-
hicle will be between 20-and 28
minules. As the plctures will be
taken at 10 second intervals, it
means that from 120 to 150 ‘ple-
tures will be televised to the earth
during this fall. The approximate-
ly 10-second intervals between
ploture taking will be used for
“readout,” that is, for relaying
the picture to the earth.

Last Piloture

The last picture will be taken
about 10 seconds before impact,
at the moment of separation,
when the vehicle is still 20 miles
high., ,

A television camera at 10 miles
above the moon will discicse ob-
jects 10 feet acroms, These last
pletures will yileld definitive in.
formation concerning surface lay-
ers.

Pictures of this type will per-
mit some idea as to the size of
the boulders and rubble on the
surface. It may possibly yield
some information concerning the
dust Iayers. It may disclose past
voleanic activity on the moon.
This information has been desper-
ately sought by astronomers who
have tried to obtain this analy$
feally. With the advent of the
Ranger program, piclures may
furnish this information.

Project Ranger will mark the
beginning of a sustained effort to
better underatand the lunar sur-
face to eventually prepare for =
manned landing on the surface.

One should be made clear,
at this point, about the hearing
next Tuesday on sccusations

t Genera] Manager Richard
Martin by Democratic Director
John Hutchinson.

While an argument exists over
procedure, we can say that the
Democratic party Is not out to
“whitewash' Hutchinson, nor is
the Republican party out to “get”
him. On the whole, we can say
that fairness {s uppermost, despite
the wrangling on ths Board of
Directors last Tuestlay night.

The dispute presently golng on
does not follow strict party lines
and it Is not over having a hear-
ing, because the Directors are
agreed one should be held. The
dispute is over which of two pro-
¢edures shall be followed, one
favored by Mayor Eugene T. Kel-
ly, board chairman, and one fa-
vored by Director Theodore Po-
well. Both are Democrats. The
controversial statement by Hutch-
inson July 29 contained not only
accusations against Martin but
also questions and points about
accounting and reporting proce-
dures at the end of the last fis-
cal year, and the rub comes in
how these are to be brought up ax
well as the accusations.

Here in the procedure favored
by Mayor Kelly:

First, the Board would hold a
hearing limited to four specific ac-
cusations which Martin has se-
lected from the statement and
asked +the Board to Investigate.
These say that Martin gave the
Board finaccurate Information,
sponsored unsound  accounting
practices, ete. After hearing tes-
timony on these, the Board would
determine the truth or falsity of
them by vote. Then the Board
would hold a disoussion in which
It could discuss informally with
Martin and Huotehinson anything
else raised In Hutchinson's state-
ment, any other accusations, or
the questions, or points raised.

Here Is the procedure favored
by Town Director Theodore Pow-
ell: s

Within the framework of a sin-
gle hearing, the Directora could
hear testimony on anything in the
statement in addition to the four
accusations whose truth or falsity
Martn wants determined.

Powell, {n objecting to Kelly's
proposal (which was originated by
Director Thomas Bailey), has said
the Board should not try to make

tion should be completed by Oct.

28,

Plans for the addition, which will
provide vault space for the records
of the new Stats Circuit Court,
were approved last night by Rock-
well Potter, State examiner of pub-
lic records. Police Chief Jarmes M.
Reardon sald Polter found the
specifications in accord with na-
tional safety requirements,

Current estimates place the cost
of the addition at less than $10,000.
The town will pay for the con-
struction, and the State will pay
rent to Manchester for its use on
a-square foot basis.

The additfon will be constructed
on the north side of the wWest end

of the present bullding d
will  contain ‘rooms at the
basement, first floor and secc-
ond floor Jevels. Plans at

present call for Lhe second floor,
which will abut the present pros-
ecutor's office, to house the vauit.

Bullding Inspector Thomas C.
Monahan, whose office prepared
the plans; sald the space on the two
lower levels may be used as stor-
age area for the Police Department
until the court“has need of them.
The first and second floors will be
constructed to meet vault require-
ments,

Space on each floor will be the
same, about 170 square feet, with-
in a 14- hy 15-foot frame.
