Washington, Aug. 26 (A>)—The^rejected contentions by the Kohler

Washington, Aug. 3ft VP)—The 
Labor Department calculated to­
day it  costa about 86,000 M year 
to maintain a 4-peraon d ty  work­
er’s family on a modest but ade­
quate living level.

Aji actual su rvey 'of 20 cities 
showed costs rangdug from 85,370 
in Houston, Tex., to 36.567 in Chi­
cago.

The eothaustlve survey by the 
department’s Bureau of Labor 
Statistics also estimated the in­
come of such a family conserva­
tively Is 37,000 to 37.500. It said 
Income typically outstrips budget 
needs by 15-20 per cent.

It said both Income and budget 
costs probably Would be lower in 
smaller cities and towns, and 
naturally would vary with differ­
ent types of families.

The study showed the • money 
necessary to provide toe bujlget 
increased about 40 per cent be­
tween 1951 and late 1959. But it 
said well over half this increased 
cost results from a much higher 
living standard enjoyed now by 
toe family In terms of more food 
and goods and ipervlcea.

The budget contemplates neither 
a minimum nor a luxury level of 
living—but an adequate one for a 
family of four, consisting of an em­
ployed husband, aged 38, a wife not 
employed outside the home, a 

. daughter aged 8, and a son aged 
13, all living in a rented dwelling 
in a large city or its suburbs.

The survey was made in 20 cities. 
The budget cost for such a family 
was calculated for other cities as 
follows:

National Labor Relations Board 
today ruled the Kohler Co. had 
refused to bargain In good faith 
in its six-year-lpng dispute with 
toe United Auto Workers Union.

The board found that the Wis­
consin plumbing fixture firm com­
mitted a series of luifiur labor 
practices after a 54-day shutdown 
of its plant following a strike that 
began April 5, 1954.

The five-man NLRB unanimous­
ly directed the Kohler Co. to bar­
gain collectively with UAW Locsil 
833.

Four o f the five board mem- 
IiWlTninr~tha't what began sis an 
economic strike, after a break­
down in contrftct negotiations, waa 
converted by Kohler into an un­
fair labor practice strike on June 
1, 1954, by an unlawful wage in­
crease to non-strikers.

The fifth NLRB member, Jo­
seph A. Jenkins, said the strike 
should be considered an unfair la­
bor practice walkout from ' its In­
ception. He said the company had 
exhibited "fixed in tent... to pre­
cipitate a situaton which would 
toable It to rid Itself o f the union.”

Unlil(:e the other four NLRB 
members,4.Jenkins said K o h l e r  
caused thh'y)strike by Illegal prac­
tices.

All five NLRB members agreed 
on an order that Kohler reinstate 
strikers who had not been perma­
nently replaced prior to June 1, 
1954 — even If the company had 
to dismiss replacements h i r e d  
since then.

The board said tokt' if, after the 
dismissals, there were insufficient 
'jobs for the returning workers, 
those remaining should, be placed 
on "a preferential hiring list.

The board largely upheld recom­
mendations made earlier by Trial 
Examiner George A. Downing. It

The board decided, as did the 
trial examiner, that the company 
waa within ita-TIfMPNNFllrinc 13 
members of the union’s strike com­
mittee because of their activities 
when non-strikers were prevented 
from entering the plant.

In another phase of the case, a 
three-man board majority over­
ruled Examiner Downing. The ma­
jority held that 64 strikers who 
participated in mass picketing, in 
demonstrations at non-s t r 1 k e r a 
homes, or in- coercive picketing, 
had been legally discharged.

The three NLRB members decid­
ing this point were (Chairman Boyd 
Leedom and members Philip R. 
Rodgers and Jenkins.

Saying there had been mass 
picketing before the plant oif as 
many as 2,500 individuals, the ma­
jority ruled that "the picketing 
during April and May (1954) had 
as a purpose barring all ingress 
to and egress from the plant.”

The board also criticized what It 
said was company use of detectives 
to, "spy upon and investigate” the 
NLRB’s own attorney’s.

The statement represents an­
other sharp reversal In Lumum­
ba’s attitude toward toe United 

alions.
It was made in the wake of bit­

ter anti-government rioting yes­
terday In front of the modernistic 
palace o f culture where, at Lu­
mumba’s invitatlim delegates of 
12 African nations were meeting.

There was no immediate com­
ment from the U.N.

Departure of the U.N. Task 
Force would create panic among 
the remaining white population.

Lumumba reiterated hLs de­
mand that all airports in The Con­
go be controlled by his fledgling 
army.

"The Congo is not a paradise."

There are three ways to play 

a hopeless hand. First, you can 
give up quickly and get off to the 
next case. Second, you can play 
lit out, hoping vaguely for a mir­
acle.

West leads the king of hearts 
and then switches to a trump. 
How do you proceed?

You expect to lose a trump, a 
heart anil two diamonds. If you 
like, you may surrender at once. 
Or you may struggle for a few 
minutes with lio particular plan in 
mind.

Clearly, you’re expected to cook 
up some kind of swindle. How 
would you give the opponents a 
reasonable chance to fall on their 
noses? Decide for yourself before 
you read any further.

Your only chance is to get up 
one of dummy's hearts. Lead the 
quqen of hearts from dummy and 
pass it around to West's ace.

The trouble is that when you dis­
card a diamond on the queen of 
hearts, West will see what Is going 
on. He will take the ace of hearts 
and lead a diamond. This will give 
the opponents their three triclw in 
the side suits, and they are sure 
to get a trunip trick as well.

You can’t stop W esf from see­
ing what is going on, but you can 
give him the wrong thing to look 
at. Lead the queen of hearts from 
dummy and (llscard a club from 
your hand!

West may fall into the trap by 
returning a club. Now you are 
home. Take the ace of clubs, lead 
the queen of clubs to dummy's 
king, and discard both diamonds 
on the jack of clubs and jack of 
hearts. >

If West sees through your plot, 
you will go down two Instead of 
only one. but It pays to invest 100

Washington, Aug. 26 (Jf)—Vice 
President Richard M. Nixon 
launches a second campaign In­
vasion of the South today, with an 
expressed ■view that "w« have a 
chance in spme Southern states.”

On the eve of a one-day sweep 
to talk 'in Birmingham. ‘Ala., and 
Atlanta, Ga., Nixon said, "at least 
we are going to give the people 
down there a choice, something 
they sometimes have not had in 
previous times.”

This was one o f the campaign 
observations the Republican presi­
dential candidate maeje during a 
sometimes serious, usually breezy 
appearance last night on Jack 
Parr’s show on NBC-TV.

Nixon took in stride a question 
based on President Eisenhower’s 
remark that while Nixon is a prin­
cipal adviser “no one can make a 
decision except me.”  Some took 
this aa a blow at Nixon's major 
contention that his executive par­
ticipation In the top levels of the 
Eisenhower administration en­

titles him to promotion , to the 
presidency.

Nixon said "the President stated 
the'case exactly and cerrectly” for 
his administration—and, properly, 
any administration.

But Nixon added he has had the 
"very great privilege”  of being 
asked for his opinion and "par­
ticipating in the discussions which 
lead to a decision by the Presi­
dent.”  His experience, Nixon said, 
included sitting ” ln the councils of 
the administration, in the cabinet 
and the security council.”

When he was asked abmit dif­
ferences between himself and his 
Democratic opptonent. Sen. John F. 
Kennedy, Nixon listed first “ the dif­
ference in our experience.”

Then he took a swat at the Dem­
ocratic platform for what he 
termed its tendency "to promise 
everything to everybody, and 
having in effect used the people's 
money to pay the hill.”

At the same time, he said his re­
lations with Kennedy “on a per­
sonal basis are friendly” and f i -  
pressed tihe ‘ hope personal ani­
mosity would not develop In the 
campaign.

Nixon even found a point of 
agreement with Former President
Harry S. Truman----- ” I think the
only poll that counts is the one op 
election day.”

Ranging- over other fields, Nixon 
said he would develop the prece­
dent set by Eisenhower in "u ^ rad - 
ing the office of the vice presiden­
cy" by giving major responsibility, 
if he is elected, to his running 
mate, Henry Cabot Lodge.

He said "the United States does 
support and must support the 
United Nations in The Congo.”  But

"Ail I hope is that they get Gary 
ou t"

On the same plane with her was 
Van Cllburn, the young American 
pianist who has been giving com 
certs in the Soviet Union this sum­
mer, Two ■ hundred of his fans 
came to see him off and showered 
him ‘ with flowers from the roof 
of the main reception building.

After Powerls' conviction and 
sentencing last Friday, his wife 
sent a h a n d w r 111 e n letter to 
Khrushchev asking for an inter 
view so she could plead In person 
for clemency. The Soviet Premier 
is vacationing at Yalta, on the 
Black Sea, and Barbara offered to 
go there, but apparently Krush­
chev did not reply.

Yesterday she sent another hand­
written appeal for a reduction of 
her husband’s sentence to Soviet 
President Leonid Breshnev.

After the trial she had three 
visits with her husband. T h e  first 
was a family get-together last Fri­
day, with hJs mother, father and 
sister also present.

Barbara was a l l ie d  to visit the 
flier a second time on Tuesday, 
with an Intourist guide and an in­
terpreter present. But on Wednes­
day she was whisked off to the 
prison for a surprise visit of more 
than an hour alone with her hus­
band behind the closed door of his 
prison cell.

It was the first time they had 
been alone since-' she visited him at 
his base in Adana, Turkey, about 
four months ago.

In New York City, Powers’ fa 
ther said his son doesn’t believe he 
was shot down. The father quoted 
him as saying "if I were shot down 
there would have been a hollow ex­
plosion behind me and orange flash 
aroimd me.’’

The father, Oliver M. Powers, 
told a news conference yesterday 
he does not believe his son's plane 
was shot down over Russian terrl- 
tor>’.

He added that his son "did not 
say in court or out of court” What 
brought him down. TTie father did 
not elaborate. "He did not land 
the plane,” the father said.

According to the Russians, a 
rocket knocked Powers’ plane 
down.

Asked whether he thought bis 
son was forced down by Soviet air­
craft, tbe father said "I won't 
make any comment on that. We did 
not disruss it.”

The father's statement was some­
what at variance with the son’s 
trial testimony.

The son testified that while fly­
ing at 68,000 feet he heard a hol­
low-sounding explosion behind him 
"and I could see an orange-colored 
light.” He balled orut at Just un­
der 33,000 feet when his ejection 
seat failed to work, he said.

There has been speculation that 
if Powers saw an orange burst it 
could have been a missile near 
have ranges of more than 13 miles, 
miss.

The Hemisphere Nasser
Our diplomacy at Costa Rica 

Joined In drastic hemisphere ostra 
clsm of Trujillo's dictatorship in 
the Dominican Republic, thus 
hoping, undoubtedly, to set stage 
and precedent and appeal fpr our 
good neighbors to Join us In our 
main objective at this meeting- 
rondemnallon of the behavior -of 
Cuba's Castro.

While our diplomacy at Costa 
Rica was doing this, our politics at 
home was producing a minority dis 
sent. We had. for instance. Senator 
Ellonder of Louisiana praising Tru 
Jlllo as tht; leader of a strong "de 
mocracy " and making such a state 
rhent as this:

" I  wish there were a Trujillo in 
•very country of South and Can 
tral America.”

That statement does not repre­
sent any majority American view 
But It does reveal a frame of Amer­
ican mind which has had some­
thing to do with the fact that the 
existence of Trujillo has never real­
ly  bothered us, even though he hSs 
managed 30 years of dictatorial 
oppression. Trujillo has always pro­
claimed himself to be anll-Commu- 
nlst, and that has always been 
good enough for some Americans. 
Like all anti-Communist dictators, 
of course, he Is mucii closer to 
Communism than he la to democ­
racy. i

The backfire started by Renator 
Ellender and some of his Roiithem 
colleagues against our new and 
more force^ll stand against Tru­
jillo has Its counterpart In the 
meeting of American states at Cos­
ta Rica. RoiVie nations there, per­
haps enough to create a stalemate: 
are hanging back from specific 
condemnation of Cuba as being 
what fiecretary Herter, has so 
roughly pictured It—a mere out­
post In this hemisphere for Russia 
and China. Rome nations are not 
quite ready, In other words, to give 

jup Cuba as lost, or to share our 
big power fear,.of- the big power 
Shadow we seShoverlng over Cuba. 
TJ^ey seem to prefer President E l­
senhower's press conference hope 
that the question of our relations 
with Cuba is not "irretrievable” to 
Secretary HerteFs savage mood at 
Costa Rica.

And, as one tries to appraiije the 
•ourse our policy Is trying t^ fol­
low one wonders If It Is not Indeed 
coming too close to a repetition of 
our mistakes with Egypt's Nksser. 
He, too, In the victory of his .revo­
lution for what he considered 
Egypt’s first real Independence, 
asserted hli right to have dealings 
with Soviet' Russia. Our reaction 
to this was to try to punish him by 
withdrawing economic aid we had 
promised him. ITiat was the signal 
for a span of perilous world his­
tory, which now finds Nasser still 
free to deal with whom he pleases, 
but which also finds us willing to 
deal with him ourselves. It also, 
happily enough, finds him some­
what dlaslllusloned with the actual 
process of dealing with Russia.

Ws are also out to punish Castro 
for the flirtations with Russia with 
which he is asserting his Inde- 
jiendence, smd we have, once again, 
reached for the economic weapon. 
Bo doing, we liicidentally punlah 
the people o f Cuba for the behavior 
o f their leader, just as, before, we 
hit at the welfare off the people of 
Egypt in our annoyance with' the 
hehavior o f their leader.

Our worst fears with regard to 
Naseer proved groundless, and we 
created, by our methods, more 
trouble than we prevented. Rlml- 
larly, we may be developing mpre 

, fear o f Castro than our own posi­
tion or hemiapheDij conditions 
make sane and reasonable, and it. 
Is not especially reassuring to find 
Herter at Costa Rica behaving like 
the ghost o f DuUss who was once 
going  to teach Nasser a lesson. Ws 
have a right and duty to make our 
pointa, but there ought to be a 
way to do It wltbout seeming to bs 

unsure of the tanar

o r ' Insatiable In our demand for 
measures against the Cuban up­
start The bwit way to conserve 
and increase our hemisphere weight 
is not to throw It around too v ig ­
orously. Ho used, It could shore him 
up instead of pushing him ov^r.

Symbolic Candidacy
The selecUon of Mayor W illy 

Brandt'of West Berlin to be the 
Social Democratic party’s candi­
date opposing Chancellor Adenauer 
in the Weet German election! in 
September next year provides at 
least a symbol of what must some 
dey become the open and domi­
nating theme of German politice. 
And It Is, one can be thankful, a 
healthy, sane symbol—not the ban­
ner of rabble-rousing extremism 
which could come along some day. 
'Whether the candidacy of Mayor 
Brandt ip to become eomethtng 
more than a symbol, whether It is 
to become an Instrument, It Is far 
too early to guess.

But the symbolism Is clear. The 
challenge to Adenauer comes In 
the person of a cemdidate developed 
In a territory and In politics which 
suffers from German dieiinity, 
whereas Chancellor Adenauer bene­
fits from such German disunity.

Chancellor Adenauer’s only, e f­
fort on behalf o f German unity has 
been' that degree of Up service he 
has considered necessary. His ter­
ritory, West Germany, prospers 
without German unity. His regime, 
Christian Democratic, obtains its 
political victories and Its power 
primarily beenuae his territory does 
not include the Protestant voters 
of North and East Germany. Chan 
cellor Adenauer reaches no arm 
toward East Germany. His only 
platform for West Berlin Is that Its 
present status should be perpetu­
ated.

Mayor, Brandt, on the other 
hand, represents a territory whose 
problems can be solved only within 
the context of the unification of 
Germany. A  mere continuation of 
the present status of Berlin repre­
sents more slow death for that city. 
Being content with the present par­
tition of Germany Is Impossible 
for Mayor Brandi. Against the 
prosperous complacency of Weet 
Germany, Mayor Brandt posse the 
discontent of the exile. The ques­
tion will be, of coureel how well he 
can possibly do, campaigning from 
his position and with his own nec­
essary ultimate aims. In the midst 
of that West German complacency. 
Can he reawaken the West Ger­
mans to a sense of obligation to­
ward the people of Berlin and the 
people of East Germany? Can he 
get the West Germans to cast the 
voles which might bring problems 
to their own contented illa t io n  
from their erstwhile brothers?

No answer can be forecast, but 
there le no doubt that will be the 
question posed by Mayor Brandt’s 
candidacy.

Women Won Franchise 
To Vote 40 Years ̂ go

When women go to the polls 
this fall, no one will raise an eye­
brow. A fter all, they represent a 
majority of votere.

But in 1872 when Susan B. An­
thony tried to cast a ballot, she 
was fined SIOO.

Even in 1905, that relatively 
broadminded male and ex-preai 
dent. Grover Cleveland, aaid;

” . . .  sensible and responsible 
women do not want to vote. The 
relative positions to be assumed 
by man and woman In the working 
out of our civilization were as­
signed long ago by a higher Intel­
ligence than ours.”

The prevailing male altitude 
waa one of protecting the little 
lady from the rude world and all 
its problems, including political 
questions. Yet some Western 
states had given women Voting 
privileges long before the 19th 
Amiendment was proclaimed |nto 
effect on Aug. 26, 1920.

The Territory of Wyoming ex­
tended the privilege to vote In all 
elections and to hold office along 
with men as early as 1869.

It  stood foursquare back of Its 
women, too. In 1890, when It came 
up for admission as a state, the 
territorial delegate said he feared 
statehood would be refused if the 
suffrage clause weren't eliminated.

The legislature, atlll in session, 
telegraphed back: "W e will re­
main out of the Union 100 years

*raUier than come In lijrlthout out- 
frare.”

Wyoming won out: But the East 
thought It aomethlng of an oddity, 
and many were the choice car­
toons depicting the fate of men 
who let women get a foothold of 
equality.

A t the time the 19th Amend­
ment was ratified, only six states 
— Wyoming, Colorado, Idaho,
Utah, Washington and California 
—had let women vote in all elec­
tions.

During World W ar I  women 
eatablished themselves in Industry 
and the professions.
, By 1920 most of the Eastern 
states had capitulated too. Worn 
en were on their way to voting 
equality, to Congress, to— well, 
maybe even the presidency In 
time.

H e r t e r  denies Roe’s charge 
that tha United States plans a 
military attack on Cuba. He aatd 
the United Statee has never had 
any such Intention and has none 
now.

Answering charges of U.8. eco­
nomic aggression against Cuba, 
the Secretary said that on the 
contrary “ the Castro regrime ,has 
Inatltuted a series o f measures 
which discriminate against and In­
jure United Statee trade with 
Cuba.”

There was a biting reference to 
Roa’e charge that the U n i t e d  
States aided and abetted air raids 
over Cuba designed for terror and 
sabotage.

"Insofar as control o f aircraft 
in Florida is concerned,”  Herter 
said, "the United States |has insti­
tuted the most vigorous and elab­
orate system o f controls ever 
adopted by my government In 
time o f peace with the aim o f pre­
venting unauthorized flights In the 
Caribbean area.”

The Secretary said one o f the 
flights mentioned by Roa was rig­
ged, ” with the pilot and co-pilot 
agents of Fidel Castro.

"Castro arranged these flights—, 
In our country we say rigged these 
flights— In order to create false 
evidence o f United States aggres­
sion,”  he said. " I f  Fidel Castro 
Indeed had any r<eal evidence of a 

' ' ’substantial nature about the al­
leged campaign of flights---- why
has he bothered to spend the Cu­
ban people’s money In buying false 
evidence?” |

Delegates from some of the 
larger Latin American nations to 
the OAS foreign ministers confer­
ence lined up w ith the United 
States. A  group of other members 
favored a vaguely worded resolu­
tion condemning “ extra-cpntinental 
Intervention” without naming Fidel 
Castro's government, the Soviet 
Union or Red China.

The United States put the issue 
squarely before the conference last 
night by introducing a resolution 
condemning Chinese-Soviet efforts 
to spread their influence in the 
hemisphere and calling on Cuba to 
"repudiate and reject”  such moves.

The U. S. position reportedly 
had support from Argentina, 
Chile', Brazil, Nicarag^ua, Guate­
mala, Uruguay, Paraguay and Co­
lombia.

Eight other nations worked up 
a mlld-toned resolution which they 
had hoped would be acceptable to 
the United States and Cuba. I t  re­
portedly would "condemn any 
form of extra-continentsrt inter­
vention, reiterate adherence by the 
American states to the principles 
o f non-intervention in a nation's 
internal affairs, affirm continen­
tal unity and solidarity, recognize 
the urgency o f preserving demo­
cratic institutions and reiterate 
the obligation of member (OAS) 
states to submit to the discipline 
o f the inter-Americaii system.”

Those favoring a softer stand 
were said to include Bolivia, Ven­
ezuela, Mexico, Panama, Peru, 
Ecuador, El Salvador and Hon­
duras.

U. S. Secretary of State Chris­
tian A. Herter was expected to 
press the ministers to lake a clear- 
cut stand in a reply today to the 
Castro government’s latest at­
tack on U.S. policy.

Cuban Foreign Minister Raul 
Roa, in a 2-hour speech yesterday, 
accused the United States of med­
dling in Cuban affairs and creating 
tensions in the Caribbean area. He 
praised Russia as a protector of 
small nations and said the United

States "is  solely to blame for try­
ing to contain Cuba’s right to rule 
lUelf."

Roa made several references to 
Soviet Premier Nikita Khrush­
chev’s offer to support Cuba with 
rockets i f  the United States at­
tack* the Island. "Would other 
Latin American countries come to 
Cuba’s aid?” he asked.

Roa wound up with a surprise of­
fer from hie government to ne­
gotiate its differences with the 
United States. But U.S. officials 
viewed this as a propaganda ges­
ture to becloud the issue and said 
Cuba in the past 18 months has re­
fused U.S. bide to negotiate 17 
times.

Police Solve 
Other Breaks 
Arresting Boy

Further details Were revealed by 
Manchester police today in connec­
tion with their arrest of Robert 
Brian Stephenson, '  16, of Camp­
meeting Rd., Bolton.

Formal charges of .breaking and 
entering (four^.counts) ajid theft 
(three counts) were lodged against 
the youth early this morning.

He was held in custody until noon 
today when he was released under 
$2,000 bond fbr presentation 
court Monday.

Det, Sgt. Joseph Sartor explained 
the various charges as follows:

One breaking and entering 
charge resulted from breaking a 
window in the Highland Park Mar­
ket on July 7. He used his fist, cov­
ered with a felt hat for protection, 
and then stuck his hand inside.
 ̂ According to the law, putting any 
portion of a person’s body inside a 
building constitutes breaking and 
entering.

Then, on Aug. 20, Sartor said 
Stephenson actually entered the 
mai’ket and .stole a number of 
items, including flashlight bat­
teries, over 50 ball point pens, 
cigereftes, a small gold watch, and 
ST.! in bill.9 and coins.

So far, $69 in cash has been re­
covered. as well as most of the 
items of merchandise.

This accounted for another count 
of breaking and entering and one 
theft count.

Other counts of breaking and en­
tering and theft resulted from the 
looting of Dennison’s log cabin in 
the Highland Park area. From 
here, Stephenson and his Juvenile 
accomplice are said to have taken 
seven chairs, two card tables, and 
a quantity of cups, dishes, picture 
frames and other like items.

A ll of this they lugged through 
the woods for a distance of close 
to a mile to their adopted club­
house in a water company shed 
near the Howard Reservoir, ac­
cording to Sartor.

Also at the clubhouse, police re­
covered 37 cartons that had been 
taken from an interstate tractor- 
trailor truck that had been parked 
off Carter St. on Aug. 7.

An FB I agent also took part In 
the investigation as the truck was 
on an interstate run.

However, no federal warrant 
was Issued for Stephenson, only ad­
ditional counts of breaking and en­
tering and theft by Manchester po­
lice.

■While praising Sartor and Det. 
Thomas Graham for their efforts In 
solving the case. Chief' James 
Reardon noted that they were g iv­
en leads by other officers and pa­
trolmen which they developed and 
put together.

Reardon went on to say that oth­
er leads are still being drawn from 
this case.

Sartor estimated that, in the 
course of inve.atlgations in the past 
two weeks, 15 recent breaks have 
been solved.

The money 
total is $559,354,000 less than the 
Pre.sident wanted.

The Foreign Aid bill, along with 
the compromise P u b l i c  Works 
mea.sure, was expected to encoun 
ter little trouble In either branch.

The new money bill, appropria­
ting less than 100 million dollars 
for assorted agencies, was so non

fflontrovertlal that the Heruae gave 
unanimous c o n s e n t  for Its ex­
pedited consideration.

They are the last appropriation 
bills o f the present session.

The Minimum. Wage bill waa in 
m ore. difficulty.

'One reason why so many of 
today's teenage marriages fail is 
beceuae the parents of the young 
couple don’t have enough gump­
tion to make them stand on their 
feet.”

The man who made that state­
ment ia a euccfisful' businessman 
in his middle years who Is happily 
married and whose grown chil­
dren are accredit to him. Before 
any of my teenage readers decide 
he is hard-hearted or that he does­
n’t have any understanding of the 
problems of teenage marriage, let 
me give them a bit of backg;round 
material.

Thia man, at 18, ran off and 
married, his high achoel sweet­
heart, aged 16, back in the days 
when such marrtagee were not. as

‘T f you are old enough to have 
a wife, you are old enough to get 
out and get a job and support her. 
I ’ll lend your enough money to pay 
the rent on a room or an apart­
ment for one month,, buy groceries 
during -that tlpie and a few  extra 
dollars for incidentals.

" I  expect every cent o f it to be 
paid back, and ' I  expect you to 
start looking for a Job today.”

The girl's parents backed up the 
boy’s parents —  and the young 
couple were on their own.

I t  wasn’t easy and ^m etlm es  
the 18-year-xId husband, waa/hold- 
ing down two Job# in ordW-<o sup­
port Imself and his bride. But he 
made the grade —  and In time 
became a highly quceeasful buel- 
■neesman.

His own children not only knew 
the #tdry (tf thMr ^brenU’ early 
struggles bot thay also knew that 
their, father meant it when he 
told them:

”My father waa absolutely right, 
And: i f  any o f you decide to marry 
while you are still taenager# I ’ll 
do a# nulofa for you aa my father 
did for me— and no more.

"That was a lot —  because he 
gave me responsibility instead of 
a subsidy."

Not surprisingly this father 
never had to face the same prob­
lem with his own children. They 
believed ha meant wh$t be said and 
not onb of them married until he 
waa through college, and equip­
ped to earn a living.

Parents o f teenagers would be 
wise to think about this man’s ex­
perience. And teenagers, them- 
selviM, might give' It some serious 
thought, too.

Hammer made yesterday regarding 
a meeting of the Tbwn Committee 
to which Hamnier was not Invited, 
Flaherty said the meeting waa pro­
per since It whs a “caucus of new 
mamhera" to get their views "and 
bring them up to date on Ham­
mer's record In the Legislature.

In Custody Figh

Tecumaeh, Ont, Aug. 36 (JP)—Tho 
Children’s Aid Society Is locked In 
a custody battle 'with a mother who 
kept three of her children hidden 
indoora for 11 years.

The boy and two girls—all under' 
sixe and retarded—were released 
by authorities last month from the 
2-story frame house in Tecumaeh 
In which they had been concealed 
by their mother, Mrs. Shirley Dick­
erson Leach, and their stepfather, 
Donald Leach. They have since 
been under hospital treatment.

After an inveetlgation, the Chil­
dren’s Aid Society applied for cus­
tody of Glenda, 13, and Gordon, 14. 
The' oldest child, Connie, is out­
side the society’s Jurisdiction be­
cause she Is 18.

“We want to go home now,” the 
Ohildren tell their doctors and 
nurses.

The society has applied for cus­
tody under the Ont^o Child Wel­
fare Act. Hearings, held behind 
closed doors, have been qdjoumed 
until Sept 14.

A  spokesman for the society said 
the children will require expensive, 
individual schooling and medical 
care If they are to have any chance 
for a normal life.

Mrs. Leach is determined to keep 
the children.

“The children are coming home 
to us,” she told a reporter as she 
nervoualy paced her small living 
room. .“And theyre going to be 
free. We did wdiat we thought was 
bqsL' We were wrong. We'll make 
It up to them now.”

Mr# Leach claimed earUer she 
kept the children hidden at home 
because of a gland condition that 
stunted their growth and aubj^ted 
them to ridicule. Her other t\ree 
children by her previous martihge 
in Detroit led normal lives.

Heating Rules 
Ready Soon

Finishing touches will be admin­
istered now and next week to Man­
chester’s first separate group of 
heating regulations, which, If ap­
proved, will be added to the town’s 
basic building code.

Building Inspect(!)r Thomas C. 
Monahan, who has been compiling 
and editing the proposed group of 
regulations, said their publication 
will spell out for the first time 
residential heating rules and will 
eliminate current misunderstand­
ing and time-consuming reviews 
and explanations.

Monahan added, however, that 
most of the proposed regulations 
will be baaed on procedures and 
standards already In use. The dif­
ference will be, he said, that con­
tractors will have the rales In 
printed form and will not have to 
consult, with the building Inspec­
tors. the myriad references and 
books of standards from which the 
rules will largely be derived.

Tentatively, the regulations will 
come before the Board of Directors 
for approval in a, public hearing 
Sept. 20.

Preliminary hearinmi have been 
held on the rales already. Most 
discussions and suggestions have 
been between Monahan and the 
fuel dealers division of the Cham­
ber of Commerce.

If the heating regulations are 
approved, they will be adopted as 
a town ordinance in keeping with 
the other groups of regulations in 
the Manchester building code, also 
adopted by ordinance.

..Addition of the heating regula­
tions will bring to five the number 
of volumes which go to make up 
Manchester’s building code. Two 
volumes, the State Building Code 
and the Basic Building Code of the 
Building Officiate Conferenc* of 
America, provide' regulations for 
general construction. The National 
Plumbing Code and National Elec­
trical Code provide regulations In 
those two fields. |tules governing 
heating are, a t present, covered 
only In general terms In the first 
two manuals.

Under legislation sponsored by 
the late Sen. Tom Connally of 
Texas, the United States can de­
cide in advance whether it will be 
bound by a decision of the court. 
For 13 years, the AKA has op­
posed this proviso, knowm as the 
Connally reservation.

Meeting behind closed- doors 
yesterday, the ABA board of gov­
ernors declined to take a position 
this year on the reseryation, 
shunting the protiTem to the 
larger house of delegates which 
convenes next week. A fletor de­
bate is in prospect when the Issue 
Is taken before the delegates on 
■Wednesday.
‘ The board of governors ducked 
the question because two ABA 
committees took conflicting po­
sitions. Favoring the retention of

That means their legs are badly 
bowed, the casts are to correct the 
deformity.

Last week he was in 
Green-sboro, N.C., and yesterday 
he plunged further South, with 
these results:

He was given a warm welcome 
in Birmingham. Ala., and then hit 
the politicking Jackpot in Atlanta.

On his arrival back in Washing­
ton last night ■ Nixon issued a 
statement in which he said:

"The size and the enthusiasm of

Kasai Head 
Says R eds 
Led Troops

Elisabethville, The ■’CongG, 
Aug. 27 (JP)—Three hundM  
troops of Premier Patrice Lu­
mumba’s Congo army today 
captured Bakwanga, capita 
of the fortnight old “mineral 
stale” of southeastern Kasai 
province, the leader of th® 
secessionist region said.

Albert Kalonji, chief of th9 
breakway state, said Lumumba’9 
forces entered his capital a t 8
am.

He claimed they were led by 
three officers of the CommuiUat 
Chechoslovakian army and that 
the forces included some troops 
from Guinea, which has contribut­
ed to U N. forces'in The Congo.

He also charged that Tunisiaa 
troops of the U.N. Force In Elak- 
wanga prevented his army from 
defending the town. •

He said all communications be­
tween Katanga and Bakwanga 
were cut now but it was known 
that Tunisian troops disarmed the 
Bakwanga garrison, confiscated 
il.s weapons and prevented it from 
using the radio station and air­
field.

Kalonji refused to admit that 
the capture of Bakwanga meant 
the end of his mineral .state and 
said that the remainder of hte 800- 
man army would fight back from 
other parts of his "republic.”

He said he left 10 members of 
his cabinet in Bakwanga and it 
was not known what had hap­
pened to them.

Kalonji, who flew from Bak­
wanga to Elisabethville Wettaies- 
da.v was asked If he would return 
to hte state. He replied "that de­
pends on the circumstances.”

Kolonji appealed to all forces of 
the "free world,” especially the 
UniW  States, Britain. France 
and the Independent states of for­
mer French Africa, to send vol­
unteer detachments to help In the 
fight against "Lumumba aggres­
sion."

"I asked Belgium to help, but 
this appeal has had no results,”
he said.

Kalonji said he also had asked 
the Tunisian government to In­
form its troops in The Congo ex­
actly what powers they had and
