An Adequate Defense for Every Accused Person

Many perachs often wonder how

a lawyer, In good conscience, can
defend a person accused of a crime
when it ‘appears obvious that the
person is probably guilty, The im-
plication Is that the lawyer, In
taking the case, is compromising
himself, This le certainly not the
case; . fact, the attorney, in de-
fending the accused person, ls ap-
plying one of the fundamental pre-
cepts of our system of Juatice.

In examining the problem of de-
fending the accused person, we
must take into account the basic
concept of presumption of. inno-
cence, which {8 inherent in Ameri-
can law. This presumption, which
states that an accused’is considered
innocent until the State proves
him guilty beyond a reasonable
doubt, In a substantial safeguard of
our law. The yccused is required to
do nothing In his own defense, be-
cause he Is Innocent and remains
innocent until the State has proved
him guilty of the purported crime.
This law places a great burden on
the State, but it has often been
said that it is far better that 100
guilty men go free than one inno-
cent man be punished.

The lawyer |s the means by
which this principle is enforced,
becaus¢ p man accused of a crime
must have have someonae to assist
him in his defense, to insure that
proper courtroom procedures are
followed, and that defenss points
are presented, Although,: as we
have sald, no man ia required to
defend himself, every man is en-
