(Continned from Pags One)
were 523 ecases, including 207
paralytic.

From Jan, 1-through Sept. 3 this
year there wera 1601 polio cases,
including 1,077 paralytic. Last year
in the compnarative 35 weeks there
were 4,441 cases, including 2,824
paralytic. The comparative totals
{n 1858 were 2,505 and 1,206 and
in 1857 they were 4,001 and 1,288,

Tilinols and Kentucky each re-
ported 22 casés last week to top
the states. The Illinols total in-.
cluded 12 paralytic cases,  Ken-
tucky listed all of its cases as type
unspedified, making 46 such cases
reported by that state in the Iast
three weeks, Many of these oc-
curred in Taylor County,

Two deaths were reported in
TNlinola and one each in California,
Connecticut and South Carolina.

The Rhode Island Health De-
rlrtmont reported that of all cases
{sted through Aug. 27 In an ‘epi-
demie there, 604 per cent were In
children under five years of age,
The state has had 82 paralytic
cAses.

| Enroute, the“trains stopped in
| Chicago for” a tour *of the city
| and some free time in the Museum
| of Science and Industry. By mid-
| afternoon on July 21, they were
at the Jamboree. At 9 o'clogk the
following morning, the flag rais-
ing . at the General Headquarters
area signalled the official opening
of the Jamboree. That night a
huge fireworks display and pag-
eant with a cast of 5,000 was held
in the arena with a-stage the size
cof a football field.

Excitement prevailed - for the
rest of the aveek: the Navy's Blue
Angels roaring over the camp-in
precision flying; visits by’ Presi-
dent Eisenhower, James - Arness,
the Lennon Sisters, and Herhb
Shriner; campfires with other
Scouts; ‘the closing Arena Show
Thursday night: the trip to Pike's
Peak: and most of all, the rodeo!
Over 115 contestants took part in
the five major events, saddle
bronc-riding, bareback riding,
calf-roping, . Brahma bull-riding,
and bull-dodging. Wilbur Plaugh-
er, the famous rodio clown, was
on hand.

Special artas were set” aside for
certain demonstrations,. There
were two rifle ranges, two arch-
ery ranges, two 22-shotgun ranges,
two orienting ranges, two angling
ranges, R conservition area, and
three places where troops demon-
strated Scoutcraft specialties,
from arrowhead making to a Mis-
sissippl shrimp boil. Troops 63 and
64 demonstrated rope making.

Making friends was the popular
pastime. This was done mostly
through (trading, becauss every
one of the scouts brought items-
chardcttristic of his home ‘area.
During an exchange, boys would
aign. autograph books, swap -sto-
ries, and compare ideas and
thoughts. Campfires also were an
aid In creating friends. One such
campfire with California boys
that troops 63 and 64 had was
very successful and addresses were
exchanged “‘en masse.'"' So friend-
ly were all the Scouts anywhere
that if you wandered into a camp
you would soon be telling tall
tales and invited to lunch.

The “Jamboree Journal,” the
Jamhoree newspaper, stated  at
the termination of the activity,
“Friengis by the thousands have
been made here. Scouting's
brothérhood knows no bounds —
Scouts of the world — brothers
all.”

Rick Kennedy dnd Lu DiFazzio
of Wetherafield were chosen at
Nutmeg Boys' State to rep-
resent-Connecticut in the National
Boys' Nation sponsored by the
American Legion. Ninety-eight
Boys' Nation Senators from every
state in the country gathered to-
gether (his summer gt the Univer-
sity of Maryland in order to study
the natlonal government.

After a furious campaign, Lu
DiFazzio was elected President
and Rick was elected Chief Justice
of Boys' Nation. In order to gain
support of the South, Rick and Lu
spoke with deep southern accents
for the entire week. After return-
ing home, the Senator from Ala-
bama sent Rick $100 ip Confeder-
ate money telling him to come
South because “The South is going
to rise again*™

The Boys' Natlon Senate in-
troduced and debated biils using
the same procedure as the United
States Senate, thus giving the boy-
senators first — hand knowledgze
of democracy at work. When the
Boys'” Natlon Senate 'was not in
session, the boys were briefed on
foreign policy and U.S. Soviet rela-
tions. They were welcomed at the
Pentagon by Secretary of Defense
Gates and high ranking military
officials, who explained the Jatest
developments in their special fields.
Boys®' Nation received a special
tour of the White House, the
Capitol, the Supreme Court Build-
ing and the F. B. T, Building,
wihere they saw the nation’s crime
laboratory in full operation. At
Arlington Cemetery-RBoys' Nation
placed a wreath on the Tomb of
the Unknowna with military hon-
ors,

Rick described Boys' Nation as
a4 fabulous and unforgettable ex-
perience. He especially enjoyed
talking to the other “senators”
about-their home states and about
national issues,

This summer the sesaion lasted

5, For students taking ‘one-half
credit, the school day lasted {wo
hours, and students taking a full

four hours, with the possibility of
that much homework in the eve-

Any course for which there were
over 10 students, was offered, with
the exception of lab courses. A 1-
hour driver training course was of-
fered free, and & very popular 1.

The total enroliment was 304,
with four groups of students taking
advantage of advance credit in the
field of foreign languages.
