United Nations. N Y  . £orc. ŵ ork̂ ’’in
23  (JP) —  President Kwame 
Nkrumah of Ghana demanded 
today that the United Nations 
turn over its functions in the 
chaotic Congo to the inde­
pendent African states.

"The Congo is ait acute African 
problem which can be aolved by 
Afrlcane only," the golden-robed 
Nkrumah told the General Assem­
bly Ip a fiery speech.

And he warned the delegates, 
that “the crisis In The Congo must 
be arrested now before it eparks 
off anotfaar wbrld conflagration.”

Nkrumah abid the free African 
states, especially those "whose 

\ contributlona in men and material 
'make the United Nations’ effort 
irt\ The Congo possible,” should 
place their force* "under a unified 
Afriban command with responsibil- 
Itv to'the Security Council.”

Nkrulnah emphasized that the

cooperation with the legitimate 
government of the republic” and I jg solved, 
he left no doubt that he consider*
Patrice Lumumba, who has been 
in and out of power as prime min­
ister, to represent legitimate au­
thority in his country.

A United Nations military com­
mand made up entirely of independ­
ent African contingents should be 
substituted for the present U.N. 
force in the area and given "clear 
positive directions to support the 
legitimate government,” Nkrumah 
said.

"All private armies  ̂ including 
the Belgian officered forces in Ka­
tanga, should be disarmed forth­
with,” he continued.

On other matters, Nkrumah called 
for the big atomic-armed pow­
ers to give up their bases in Africa 
as a start toward their efforts to 
bring about nuclear disarmament.

ARE GOOD BRIDGE 
By Alfred ShelnwoM 

A bridge player’s children don’t 
want to hear about" Little Red 
Riding Hood. "Tell us about 
squeezes,” they plead in a high 
treble. You know perfectly well 
that squeezes are not for chil­
dren, but what can you do? 
‘ITtere’s no other - way to shut the 
little—excuse it please—to send 
the little darlings bye-bye:

Here’s a squeeze that the chil­
dren love, but*it would give a 
real bridge player the heeby- 
jeebies.

West leads the king and queen of 
clubs, and East signal* enthusias­
tically with the jack and then the 
five. West obediently leads the ace 
of clubs at the third trick.

"Just watch this, children," you 
say. Dummy ruffs w'ith the ten of 
hearts, and East overiruffs with 
the jack. Now South ne^ds the rest 
of the tricks. : ,

Spade Returd
East returns the queen of spades 

to South’s ace. Eteclarer draws 
trumps, cashes the king of spades 
and ruffs a spade. This leaves East 
with the only spade stopper.
■ South runs the rest of his 

trumps, discarding a diamond from 
dummy. When" all hands come down 
to three cards. East cannot save 
three diamonds and also the jack of 
spades. If East discards the spade, 
dummy’s last spade is good; and 
If East discards a diamond, South 
gets'three diamond tricks.

This kind of squeeze is poison to 
a bridge player. It’s sheer luck that 
East has the only spade stopper 
and the only diamond stopper, so 
the squeeze is just a lucky acci­
dent.

The hand is unbeatable if you 
just play it correctly. When 'West 
leads the ace of clubs at the third 
trick, don’t riiff in dummy. Discard 
a low diamond. Now nothing can 
stop you from drawing trumps; 
and you can niff a diamond in. dum­
my at leisure.

able iJeriod, 28 days from now.
To bijeiik , f r e e 'o f  the Earth’s 

gravitational pulj. Pioneer V l must 
reach a speed of 24,000. miles an 
hour. The three st grig of the 
Atlas-Able are to attain this Ye- 
iocity. Then as the spacecraft 
races toward the moon, additional 
thrust will be provided by a 
unigue start-and-stop rocket in thf 
unique start-and-stop rocket, coa- 
trolled by ground radio signal, can 
be fired four times during flight 
for acceleration/

If Pioneer VI follows the in­
tended course, it will reach a point 
abotit 5,000 miles from the moon 
in 62 hours. Then the start-and- 
stop rocket will be fired In reverse 
to slow the-satellite so it will be 
drawn into the Moon’s gravitation­
al field. The Moon will be about 
230,000 miles from th.

i;he satellite ia essentially the 
same as one that failed last 
Thanksgiving Day, except that 
Pioneer VI contains more ad­
vanced equipment and does not 
carry a television scanner to 
photograph the moon’s surface.

The United States hopes for suc­
cess to get back in the lunar ex­
ploration race with Russia. Soviet 
scientists last year hit the moon 
with Lunik II and took the fir.st 
pictures of the back side. With 
Lunik III. Lunik III- was not a 
lunar satellite but an Earth satel­
lite with a wide orbit which car­
ried It' around the moon.

San Francisco, Sept. 23 (/F) The 
Air P'orce disclosed plans today 
for manned service stations in 
space, to repair satellites and 
space ships that break down.

Do you know a college-bound 
high school,Junior? If you do, you 
are acquainted with a young per­
son who.. is about to be launched 
upon the stormy sea of College 
Board Examinations in the near 
future.

Oct. 22 at 9 a.m. is the X-hour 
for the P.S.A.T. 'A t that time, all 
Juniors who are cohtemplating 
further education ahd most Senior 
members of the National Honor 
Society will be competing on the 
first leg of their attempt to gain 
admission to a college or univer­
sity or to qualify for a scholar­
ship.

The donors of several scholar­
ships have chosen this test as a 
criterion by which'applicants may 
qualify 'for consideration.

Some of these scholarships are 
not available to -Manchester stu­
dents. For example, one organ­
ization is offering one thousand 
dollars to a worthy graduate of 
a Colorado high school. And 
still others are to be awarded only 
to competing National Honor So­
ciety members. But aboflt a 
dozen Sizable grants are at stake 
for Manchester students.

Any student who is. Interested 
in printing or publishiiTg as a ca­
reer isteligible for a scholarship 
of up to $1,000 a year, which is 
I'ertewable.

The^same holds true If one’s 
father”  is an employe of Hiram 
Walker, or Merck and Co., or is a 
member of the National League of 
Masonic Clubs.

If a student is a member of the 
Presbyterian Church, he is elig- 
able for one of $50,000 grants, and 
the li.st goes on.

The official title given to this 
test is the Preliminary Scholastic 
Aptitude Test (PSAT). It is a 2- 
hour version of the Scholastic Ap­
titude Test, to which the student 
is subjected for three hours in Jila 
Senior year. The fee for the test, 
one dollar, is due by Sept. 27th. 
All high school juniors who are 
contemplating going on to Col­
lege or Junior College are ad­
vised to take this test, as weU as 
those members of the National 
Honor Society who-wish, to quali­
fy for the NHS Scholarship ex­
amination.

Mr. A. Raymond Rogers Jr., the 
new principal, attempted to an­
swer just such 'questions put be­
fore him at the meeting of the 
High School World Sept. 16.

A  graduate of Colby College, he 
received his masters’ degree In 
secondary a c h o ol administration 
and guidance from the University 
of Maine.

After serving a term in the 
Army Air Corps, Mr. Rogers 
started his career as principal of 
Brooksville High School, Maine, in 
addition to teaching- six subjects 
and coaching athletics. From the 
high school o f 36 pupils, he rose 
through the schools of Kezar Falls 
and Bar Harbor, Maine, to the 
8600 pupils of Newton High 
School, Newton, Mass. In these 
several high schools he has taught 
everything from chemistry to 
girls' basketball.

Mr. Rogers is known in educa­
tional circles for his activities in 
instituting the house plaii at New­
ton High and its summer school. 
The hbuse jilan divides ' the very 
large school Into smaller groups 
of about four hundred to help, pre­
serve the Individuality of the atu- 
dent; The summer school Is now a 
place where students :a'n advance 
themselves on credit requirements 
to graduation In three years of 
study. Attendance jum p^  from 
600 to 1400 during the summers he 
w as ' In charge.

It was Mr. Rogers opinion that 
the atmosphere of Manchester 
High School had a relaxing and 
restful quality that the big city, 
high pressured schools do not

had not really felt the blow of the 
economic and population explo­
sion yet. He also remarked on 
the very modern up-to-date fea­
tures of MHS.

Mr. Rogers believes that the 
teachers’ role and the traditional 
educational situation will eventual­
ly have to change. The teacher 
may have to bedojtie mpre of a 
specialist in his line of work Yet, 
“ He must b e ' creative enough to 
be human in his behavior." He 
said. "The two moat important 
things a teacher, must have arc a 
vital interest in the student and a 
vital interest In what he learns.” 

Mr. Rogers expressed a desire 
tpiget to know the students in a 
high school so large that he, 
"hardly knew the teachers yet.”

" i  can not take the initiative 
becauaS'' I  am still the offended 
pafty. And then I am In the 
President's country."

France-Soir said Khrushchev 
summed if)>. Bisenhower'sj speech 
before the United Nations Assem­
bly yesterday aa "on the whole 
rather conciliatory,”  but he aak- 
ed;

"Was Mr. Elsenhower finally 
ashamed to speak about the U2 
plane before the .United Nations? 
Ha didn't even mention the flight 
of thia plane .which we brought 
down ih the middle of the Soviet 
Union. He spoke of the RB47 
reconnaissance plane, brought 
down later, but not of the U2.

"As for me. I  shall speak of the 
flight olf the U2. Don’t wdrry about 
that. I don’t have to be ashsmed.”

The Frsnce-Solr Interview isld 
Khnishchev remained resolutely 
optimistic about the world situa­
tion: '

"Sooner or later the present sit­
uation will Improve. It will take 
perhaps, not weeks or months, but 
whole years. But there will not be 
wsr."

Remarking that he was reatjy to 
meet Eisenhower but roiild not 
take the first step, Khrushchev 
was quoted;

"In Paris, st the, time of the 
summit conference rupture. I 
twice told Gen. de Gaulle I -Was 
ready to see Mr. Elsenhower. I 
am In the same state nf mind, but 
I cannot take the first step . . .”

Asked his reaction if some other 
statesman offered himself ss a 
mediator. Khrushchev was said to 
have replied:

" I f  someone look such a daring 
initiative 1 like daring people it 
would certainly not go Without a 
responae on my part.”

He was killed Aug. 26.on the 
Beeline Highway when he tried to 
cross a bridge on which he 'was 
fishing. Hardly anyone saw the ac­
cident happen, but a lot o^ people 
were affected by the news of it.

The Royal Ord^r o f Teenage 
Citizens in Lake Park, for in­
stance, an organization in which 
Russell was active, went out and 
raised $208 to donate to an am­
bulance fund In Russell's name.

Among themselves, they col­
lected $30 for a plaque to be hung 
in the Town Hall In his memory.

So many of Russell’s former 
neighbors and friends in Manches­
ter sent money to the family that 
It was decided to turn the money 
over to the Lutheran Presbyterian 
Church of Lake Park.

Since the church is in the process 

o f raising a new superstructure, 
the pastor decided to use the 
nVbney to pay for part of an altar 
in the Sunday School room. Othey 
money gifta were given for the 
altar by the Hamptons’ ne^. 
friends In Lake Park. '

The Hampton family was. tvell 
known In Manchester before they 
moved in . 1958. Earl Hampton 
worked at the East Hartford divi­
sion of Pratt and Whitney. He is 
now chief timekeeper at the Flori­
da division, and vice president of 
the credit unioh. Mrs. Hampton 
worked at the Manchester Savings 
and Loan Co.

Russell's grandparents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Jacob E. Hampton, 123 Sum­
mer St., described him as a quiet 
boy and an average student.

..On Sept. 28, 1908, the project 
was established as a community 
museum. As of January, 1960, 
there were 1100 exhibits avail­
able for loan to classrooms in 
Manchester schools. During 1959, 
more than 7,000 persons used the 
museum and 1,700 children came 
there for Instruction, Miss Lutz 
reported.

Listed among accomplishments 
also are monthly lectures for chil­
dren and adults and weekly class­
es in natural science and fine art.

I t  ia a 
sanctuary from the hurly-burly of 
a highly competitive Industrial so­
ciety; providing warmth, love, sus-

- personal worth which goes far' to

• I health of-personality today."

Among dianges tp modem fam­
ily living ,are those In parent-child 
relationships. ’The increasing shar­
ing o f authority between parents 

:and children and the greater com-

.has made parents and children

; cessors. The fam ily can play an 

Important part in the socialization 
and domestication o f the child. 
Dr. H ill belleyes that the first child 

'domesticates, his parents. How­
ever, It ia through the fam ily’s 
training tiiat the child learns the 

• right place, the right time and the 
■ right way to behave. (Children 

leam taboo foods, dangerous foods, 
„ table etiquette and appropriate 

noises ih relation to food through 
family experiences at shared 
ntebls
He believes that experiencea at 

the fam ily table affect the ap­
petite. He also stresses the Im­
portance. o f serving well-balanced 
meals that supply the nutrients 
essential for growth and health, 
thereby giving a sense of physi­
cal well-being.

Breakfast, according to CT. Hill, 
Is the zero hour In many homes. 
" I t ’s th* most hectic time of the 
Hay, when tether is getting off to 
work and the children to school. 
Far too often, It la not a leisurely

F im t o f all la to get the 
children up early enough to allow 
adequqto time fo r dressing and

<?> unhurried eating before leaving 
for achool. The next step in the 
campaign to change breakfast into 
a plus family meal Is to make the 
menu ,so Inviting tbqt none will 
want to miss It.

A  basic adeqimte breakfast of 
fruit, cereali milk, briead and but­
ter Is the easiest and quickest pat­
tern to follow. Different com­
binations of 'fruits, cereals and 
breads can make a different break 
fast every'morning. On weekends, 
add eggs and breakfast meats and 
special breads. Refrigerator bis­
cuits can he quickly turned into 
jam-filled sweet rolls. Applesauce 
oatmeal bread Is a quick bread 
that can be made ahead and stored 
in the refrigerator for several days 
or for a longer period In the 
freezer. Good for toast, sand­
wiches, snacks and can be served 
at dinner.

Applesanos Oatmeal Bread
Two cups sifted all-purpose 

flour, 2% teaspoons baking pow­
der, teaspoon soda, 1 teaspoon 
salt, V4 cup brown sugar, 1 cup 
rolled oats, vmcooked; % cup but 
termilk or sour milk, 1 cup apple 
sauce, 2 tablespoons melted fat.

S ift together flour, baking pow 
der, soda and sa lt Stir in brown 
sugar and rolled oats. Combine 
buttermilk, applesauce and melted 
fat and add to dry ingredients, 
mixing only enough to blend. Fill 
greased loaf pan, 8t4x4%x2V4 
inches, two-thirds full. Bake in 
moderate oven (350 degrees F .) 
about 55 minutes. Cool on rack.

The Castro regime also estab­
lished diplomatic relations with 
North Korea and voted into law 
a commercial agreement with 
Yugoslavia. Castro’s swing toward 
closer relationa with the Conunu- 
nist-bloc began laat May When he 
reestablished diplomatic relations 
with the Soviet Union, which had 
been broken off during the regime 
Of pSilgencio Batista. At that time 
he also raised the Czecboalovak 
legation to the higher rank of 
embassy.

The cabinet decreed, recognition 
of the Peiping regime during a 
marathon aeaaion that ended early 
today.

Palace sources said the cabinet 
meeting was interrupted about 
halfway while Casti’o spoke by 
long-distance telephone with Pres­
ident Oavaldo Dortlcos' and with 
Raul Castro, hia younger brother 
who is acting prims minister.

Fidel Castro had announced hia 
government’s intentiop of ektab- 
fiahing relationa with Red China 
during a mass i-ally on Sept. 3.

Assembly 
Heads to 
Big Serap

fronted the United Nations to­
day, raised by Soviet Premier ' 
Khniehchev’s bulldozer .at­
tacks on Secretary-General 
Dag Hamarskjold.and the key­
stones of the organization it- 
self*

The first week of tha General 
Assembly’s 15th aeaeion ended on
a note of gloom.

Western diplomats, atreeaing 
the gravity of the situation, called 
Khrushchev’s blistering words “an 
attempt to destroy" the U.N. and 
a "declaration of war" on It.

Khrushchev used the Word 
"stooges" and clearly implied that 
Hammarskjold had kbua^ hia po­
sition by his actions in The Con­
go. He then said the office of 
secretary-general should be abol- 
lahed, to be replaced by a S-man 
committee qf representatives of 
the West, East and neutralist na­
tions.

Finally, he said the site a t the 
U.N. should be changed from New 
York to Switzerland or Austria.

In New York, he said. U.N.'-rep- 
resentatlves are subjected to 
stricUona" and "attacks by gang­
sters.”

President Eisenhower, while not 
commenting directly, ej^ued With 
Ambassador .James J. Wadsworth, 
ehler -uf the Amerfcaa AelagaaOon, 
who ihUd, "the crisis consists of 
an attempt to destroy the office 
and.the very structure of tho see- 
retaiy-general and the secretariat, 

Kand through It, to destroy thd 
United Nations."

' ' Secretary of State Christian A. 
Hijrter called it "a real declara­
tion of war on tho U.N.” .

A British foreign office spokes­
man', yesterday supported Herter's 
charM that Khrushchev had de- 
ciared'xwar on the U.N. and add­
ed, "The weaker the United Na­
tions is, the greater the chance 
the Soviet Union has of achiev­
ing world, domination.”

"The fears we felt concerning 
the shape 'that the debate would 
take at th i\ session are confirm­
ed. ” said a F^nch diplomat.

The rotund leader of world com­
munism, giving the In^reasion of 
one trying to use the U.N. ma­
chinery, as a private-toy, haa be­
come a sort of gay troubadour of 
gloom.

Hia General Assembly speech 
yesterday—the second of hia ca­
reer before the U.N. and by far 
the moat bewildering—seemed to 
daah any hope that this aeaaion 
plight produce a real contribution 
to leaaening tensions that have the 
world’s rierves pn edge. ^
'■ Khrushchev not only set back 
the cause of peace, but did himself 
a dlaaervice if hia primary idea in 
coming to the Uni^d Nations haa 
been to impreai the world of his 
truly peaceful Intantiona.

There la S lot of dismay around 
the corridors of this big glass 
building today. It la not confined, 
either, to those wsatem Europeana 
and Americans-who may have 
hoped for amne concrete' advance 
from this historic session.

Khrushchev just about told the 
UN. Ih so many words that he 
will not tolerate any action on' lta 
part .that Interferes with Soviet 
plans and policies.
