They later di­
vorced.

How did she begin writing? She re- 
called that early in the century "A 
bank failed somewhere and I had 
to do something." She turned the 
letters she had written her father 
from Europe Into her first book,

Exasperated over a friend's 
book that contained what she said 
was misinformation on etiquette, 
she set about to write her own 
hand-book on manners.

In many respects, last night's 

great debate could .be judged a tie. 
Certainly, there was no question 
that here were two very bright, 
very-agile, very resourceful young 
men, well versed In the affairs of 
their nation, so alert they left no 
loose endi In their rebuttals, so 
practiced neither exposed himself 
to any disadvantage.

On this level of comparison, par­
tisan viewers were hard put to 
•ustain -a choice, and got down to 
tome pretty fine lines In their ef­
fort to conclude that one debater or 
the other was feeling the strain of 
the occasion. It was noted that 
Kennedy's "breath control" was 
less efficient st the end than at the 
beginning.

One Who Won’ t Come
There Is one world leader upon 

whom the events at the United Na­
tions seem to exercise absolutely 
no magnetism. He is perhaps the 
one head of state who would be 
legally entitled to come to New 
York who is almost (Mrtaln not to 
come. He has no time' for such 
foolish, trifling business. Before 
the present session of the General 
Assembly Is through, there may be 
others who agree with him. But 
most of their will, meanwhile, have 
participated In the show them­
selves.

The one exception Is, obviously. 
President de Gaulle o f France. In 
part, his disdain for the United 
Nations, and for this particular 
session of the General Assembly, 
is rooted In the likelihood that the 
United Nations will presume to dis­
cuss, once again, and perhaps, this 
time, act upon, the Algerian ques­
tion, which de Gaulle Insists la the 
business of France alone and of 
nobody else. Certainly, It was 
awareness of this isS'ie, and of the 
fact that the United Nations ac­
tions and jurisdiction in the Congo 
might some day be balled some 
kind of precedent for something in 
Algeria, which poisoned the French 
position during the debate on ^ e  
Congo Issue, and found ' France 
alone of the Western powers go­
ing along with Communist machi­
nation^ against the will and senti­
ment of Its own former, colonies In 
Africa.

But the Algerian question alone 
does not explain the de Gaulle at­
titude. He would seem to have al­
most a pathological aversion to 
international togethernesses which 
don't happen to be tailored to the 
precise size and type of organiza­
tion In which France can seem 
dominant. He resents being In what 
seems to him fourth place in 
NATO, For him, any European or­
ganization should find France first. 
And France would be even further 
down the list of Importances In 
the United Nations. Even since the 
present seeaion has opened, he has 
been muttering impolite Insults tb 
the United Nations, and probably 
he would be the one serious man 
In the world who would be de­
lighted If the United Nations 
should collapse Into a mess of cir­
cus foolishness or some hopelsss 
wrangle of bitter world partisan­
ship.

Perhapahe might consent, If tlj* 
United Nations should puIl^-Hself 
together, and make proper ad­
vance obeisance, tq--le't the United 
Nations come ^  Him.

Connecticut 
Yankee

By A. H. O.

Election day la now Jusl six 
weeks away. That Is a calendar 
fact which does not seem real.

There are other Indisputable 
facta about^thla campaign which 
somehow likewise seem to lack re­
ality. So far aa candidates and 
party organizations are concerned, 
they are nosi? well Into their rou­
tines, campaigning and operating 
close to maximum Intensity of ef­
fort. 'But we doubt that It really 
feels that way even to them; It 
certainly does not feel that way to 
anybody else; how can the political 
process really feel It Is moving 
when It can't detect traction under 
its wheels? As a matter of fact, 
one can tell that the political pro­
cess has noticed its own lack of 
traction. The candidates have be­
gun reaching for sharper, tougher, 
more extreme statements, trying 
hard to gain our attention. But 
somehow we, the people, and we as­
sume we In Connecticut are- not 
markedly different from people In 
other states, are not ready for 
them.

Things may change, and we hope 
thpy do, because it happens to be 
our personal feellngl. or himch, or 
perhaps our wishful thinking,, that 
this may really be a contest be­
tween two of the best qualified and 
■Worthy Individuals to seek th'e of­
fice of President. But If we had to 
give a verdict on the citizen mood 
of the moment, It would have to be 
that there will be rslatively few 
who will be ready to enter the vot­
ing machines, on Nov. 8, with a 
clear, happy, unreserved decision.

If the present mood continues, 
voting on Nov. 8 will be a painful 
experience for many, and may be 
so painful. In prospect, that many 
will avoid It.

One circumstance which contrlb- 
utea to this state of mind is surely 
the fact, that drama at least tem­
porarily more absorbing than that 
domestic politics can provide Is be­
ing offered on the world political

Stage at Um United Natlona. Tbat 
takes an edge off the effort of the 
preeldentlal oampelgn to ' abeorb 
and capture the American voter, 
but it does not constitute the main 
dampener Involved.

Back In 1862, and in 1866, there 
were many Americans who, al­
though they felt able to make theif 
own choice with relative esM.also 
felt that either choice represented 
a distinguished possibility. If there 
was a good natured Joke about 
thoM campaigns, it could have 
been that It would have been nice 
if we could have elected them both.

The standard, recurrent Joke 
about the 1860 campaign is not 
cheeiTul. It goes to the ^ e c t  that 
at least we can't be forced to vote 
for both of the candidates, or at 
least we only have to elect one of 
them. The voters. In any case, are 
thinking negatively, and the norm 
al political conversation of the'day 
is much more likely to Indulge in 
a comparison of the handicaps and 
llabilitica of the candidates than in 
comparison of their assets.

The state of mind we have been 
describing la not precisely that 
"apathy" which . Is so often be­
labored during campaign seasons. 
We all usually snap out o f that, 
and go to the polls In record num­
bers, and register decisions which 
satisfy us and leave our minds at 
peace. This time the mood Is not 
a lack of Interest and concern, but 
an actual tension of uneasiness. "I 
have to vote on Nov, 8, How shall 
I do it ? ”
■ We happen to believe this mood 

sells the candidates shdrt. We 
would also say that . the. inoo'J 
likely to disappear, either because 
one or both candidates lead the 
break out of it, or because the ten­
sion Itself, In the end, cracks one 
way or the other. But so long as it 
holds, Connecticut 'heads toward 
the polls In a tense, Immense un­
certainty which defies any normal 
kind of predlotlon.

Nixon is against putting medical 

care under Social Security and he 
doesn’t want the government help­
ing out on teachers’ salaries on the 
grounds that it eventually would 
lead to governmental interference 
in education.

Thus there is—a.i Americans 
look on the role of government in 
every da.v life—a fundamental dif­
ference In the philosphy of the 
candidates in solving present prob­
lems.

This difference—although clut­
tered up with a lot of debate sta­
tistics which voters couldn’t'very  
well judge, since they don’t have 
the statistics—wa.s made clear by 
the two men as they attacked each 
other's arguments.

Best Ser\-lcc
This was probably the best serv­

ice the debate offerjjj to those who 
will base their pre^dential choice 
on' Idea.s, programs and attitudes 
instead of on personality, and vari- 
o’js  form s'of prejudice.

One thing'- -neither candidate 
made clear Waa just how he was 
going to get his pro^am s through 
cqngreas. It seems likely the Demo­
crats will retain control o f' both 
houses of Congress.

The great bulk of the Demo-

crats and Republicana,.too, is con­
servative; as was shown In the 
late summer session which accomp-^ 
lished little and left liberal-minded 
Kennedy defeated on two major 
Items he wanted; A  program of 
medical care for the aged and a 
81.25 minimum wage.

The best he could offer was the 
hope that if elected president of a 
Democratic-run Congress he could 
expect more cooperation' than If 
Republican Nixon was elected and 
had to deal with a Congress where 
Democrats had a majority.

Since Nixon conceded the Demo­
crats will positively retain control 
of the Senate and could only hope 
the Republicans would win the 
house, the best he could offer wa.s 
the wish he'd make out all right, 
too.

ised better trash and garbage col­
lections. Did you carry but that 
promise ?

My answer is “ No” . The *»®t 
remains that our trash collections 
have not been Improved one lota, 
emd that .our garbage collections 
now seem to be worse than they 
ever were, In spite of our purchase 
of collection equipment.

(3) In that platform you rec­
ommended the'iise of town owned 
water shed land on the south side 
o f Spring SL east of the ' Globe 
HoUow. reservoir for , additional 
reefeation and picnic purposes. 
Did you make any attempt to car­
ry out this recommendation?

My answer Is "No". What you 
did do was to sell (through your 
representatives on the Board of 
Directors), some of the town 
owned Ituid in this area to one of 
our local developers, a sale which 
made it easier for him to develop 
some of his neighboring properties 
for residential piurppses, and which 
netted the town considerably lees 
than $10,000.

(4) In that platform you prom­
ised "strict adherence tp^a bal­
anced budget principle?i?5vlthout 
borrowing from reserve funds. 
Did you keep that promise?

My answer Is, ‘‘No.’ ’ The fact 
ia that the prSeent Board during 
its period of service, continually 
borrowed from our' Capital Im 
provement Reserve Fund (as well 
as from other funds), that it bor­
rowed not only the.$163,S13 which 
waa left in this fund after pro- 
visions for the financing of the 
L y d a l l  B r o o k  project had 
been made, but In addition all but 
about $15,000 of the approximate 
$1M,000 which was later, added 
to it. In other words the present 
Board, contrary to your platform 
promise borrowed'juat about $297, 
0()0 from this fund during the past 
two years. This fact can be veri­
fied by consulting the official re­
cords of the Controller’s office.

(5) In that platform you prom­
ised a study of our water supply 
sources so that our future water 
demands might better be met. Did 
you conduct any such study?

I’m afraid you didn’t. The fact 
seems to be that you did little- if 
anything to provide for Increased 
water supplies, smd that - you 
made no effort at all to Improve 
the quality of the water we are 
now buying. I will admit, how­
ever, that you did concern your- 
selveq with the affairs of the pri­
vately owned and privately oper­
ated Manchester Water (Company, 
affairs in which you had no right 
to meddle.

(6) In that platform you pro­
posed a more efficient Public 
Works Department which would 
provide for the co-ordination; of 
our -Highway, bur Water and 
Sewer, our Building, our Cemetery 
and our Park Departments. Did 
you see that this proposal was car­
ried out ?

My answer is "No.” All you did 
a.s far as I can determine was to 
appointe a Deputy Director of 
Public Works who still has no 
jurisdiction over the Water De­
part, the Sewer Department or the 
Park Department.

'l will not here question your 
platform p r o p o s a l s  concern­
ing swimming pools, a library ad  ̂
dltion and a tax program because 
I believe I discussed these issues 
quite thoroughly In my Sept. 19, 
C)pen Forum Litter.

(7) In your 1958 platform you 
made eleven promises. You failed 
to carry out eight of them. Those 
which you did carry out dealt with' 
swimming pools, an addition to 
the Mary Cheney Library, and bi­

partisan representation on all town 
boards and agencies. Is this the 
kind of record which should entitle 
you to the support of the voters?

The only answer 1 *m able to 
give to this question is "No."

I hope the Democrats will not 
now accuse me of trying to play 
politics as I  write this letter. If 
they win let me assure them that I 
have no such thought In mind; that 
I am only trying to give an ac­
curate account of the ' way In' 
which they honored their 1958 
platform proirilses; and that I am 
wondering If their 1960 promises 
will' b e . as easily and as quickly 
forgotten.

2 teaspoons dill seed
1 teaspoon salt

1 unbeaten egg

Soften yeast in water. Combine 
in mixing bowl cottage cheese, 
sugar, onion, butter, dill seed, salt, 
soda, egg and softened yeast.

^ tem  on the agenda for the meet- 
In ^ ^ h is  ordinance asks that all 
expenditliru made by the town be 
listed by ch e^  in the Annual Town 
Report.

The item la on the agenda at the 
request Of the Board -̂ pf Finance. 
The Board feele the listing is 
meaningless, and w astefu l'O f^e  
town’s monsy. It is pointed out. 
that the accounting of town ex­
penditures is also listed by area of 
expenditure, a figure more mean- 
in^u l to the serlouely interested 
student of town expenditures, and 
that further itemUation may also 
be obtained by a personal examina­
tion of recerde at the town offices.

The proposed budget as ap­
proved by the Board of Finance 

^requires raising $308,608 in prop­
erty taxes next spring. The budget 
last ye<r anticipated $283,841 in 
taxes, a  figure that was Increased 
to $289,000 by additional appropria­
tions before the tax was levied.

- a "toe in the door" and that such 
an appropriation, once in the budg­
et, would soon skyrocket to much 
largef appropriation, requests.

A $500''tfem was Included in the 
eelectmen’s account to allow reim­
bursement of conatables for work 
done In accordance with the law.

The budget shows an appropria 
tion of 3175 to the Bohrd of Tax 
Review, an increase of only $15 
ever the original appropriation last 
year. T h e  Board of nnance held 
to a position stated some moths 
ago that no salary increase should 
be granted during the members’ 
ttrm  of ottoe. The Board of Tax 
Review had requested a $2,500 
budget appropriation.

Not even Danny Murtaugh, the 
unobstruslve manager w hs_p a e 
sound guidance and undemonstra­
tive masterminding has been the 
steadyihg Influence. Not even Joe 
Brown, the 42-year-old general 
manager, whose shrewd trades 
and behind-the-scenes activities 
have been highly Instrumental in 
the team’s success.

If ever a. team Jelled as a unit, 
with every'able-b(>died man con­
tributing his bit, this was i t  I t’s 
a team with no dynamic star of 
the caliber of Willie Mays, or Stan 
Muslal, but a squad of hungry 
players who complement and get 
along well with each other.

‘Groat Is the inspirational lead­
er, Itoak is the take-charge gUy, 
Bill Mazerbskl Is the defensive 
stalwart, Clementg Is the RBI 
guyj Bob Skinner and Dick Stuart 
are the long ball hittera and Bill 
Virdon, Smoky Burgess 'and Hal 
Smith are the steady performers.

Strong Pitching
Anpther big factor has been the 

Pirates’ strong but unspectacular 
pitching. Law, epjoyihg by far 
his best season, and Bob FYiend, 
the veteran of the staff, have been 
the mainstays, but Fireman Face, 
southpaws Harvey Haddix and 
Vinegar Bend Mizell and lesser, 
lights Fred Green, Joe Gibbon, 
Tom Cheney and late arrival Clem 
Labine have made Important con­
tributions. ‘

Face, who took,part in 63 of the 
Pirates’ flrBt 138 games, has won 
nine and saved 15. Mlzell, who 
came from the Cardinals last May 
with q 1-3 j ’ecprd., has won 11 of 
16 decisions.' Labine, picked up 
Ss free .qgerit in mid-August, 
won two games and saved four 
othe'rs. Four, of Haddix’ 11 tri-. 
urhphs have' been against arch­
rival Milwaukee..

As a team, the Pirates lead in 
all batting departments except 
home runs, attesting to their fine 
balance and bench strength. Thia 
was brought Into focus when Groat 
suffered a broken lef^ wrist Sept. 
6 and waa sidelined for the bsd' 
once of the season. Dick Schofield 
stepped Into the shortstop breach 
and did a thoroughly workmanlike 
Job both at bat and at shortstppJ

Because of the strong bench, 
Murtaugh ■ has been able to pla­
toon Rocky Nelson with Stuart at 
first base, and Olnb Clmoll with 
Virdon In center without any loss

Another important factor ha* 
been the ability of the front line 
personnel to stay r e s o n a b l y  
healthy. Prior to Groat’s Injury, 
the only damaging loss the club 
suffered was an injury to Cle­
mente that Incapacitated the 
rlghtflelder for five days.

Gonfidence Key
In the final analysis, it was the 

Pirates’ determination, their su­
preme confidence In themselves, 
their refusal to wilt under pres­
sure that drove. them to Pitts­
burgh’s first pennant In 33 years.

The Pirates made themselves 
the team to beat •virtually from 
the first day of the season. They 
occupied the top rung exclusively, 
with only two or three Interrup­
tions, from mid-May.

Three challengers made deter­
mined runs at them during the 
season but the Pirates scuttled 
them all.

San Francisco represented the 
first serious threat, but the Pi­
rates finished them off for good 
with a sweep of the three-game 
series June 13-14-15. Milwaukee 
was next. The Braves actually 
overtook them, forging In front by 
two percentage points on July 23 
but the Pirates won the'next day 
and two days later, had Increased 
their first place margin to five 
games.

St. Louis’ surprising Cardinals 
jnade a desperate mid-August bid 
to overhaul the B ugs. Solly Hemus’ 
fired-up Red Birds captured the 
first two of a five-game series 
with Pittsburgh tq slice the Pi­
rates’ lead to three games. A Car­
dinal sweep Would have .meant a 
first place deadlock and probably 
would have given a serious Jolt to 
the Bugs’ morale. But the Pirates 
fought, back to win the next three 
and open up a six-game lead.

That comeback not only broke 

the backs of the Cardinals but the 
other contenders as well. From 
then on, the only question remain­
ing was who would oppose the p i­
rates In the World Seiries.

Pittsburgh’s steady Journey Into 
the World Series wjas not marred 
by any substantial losing streak.

Four In a row were the most the 
Pirates ever lost and that happen­
ed, only twice., At no time were 
they more than two games behind 
the leaders. They played steady, If 
not sensational 'ball, depending on 
no exceptionally long. winning 
streak, lliey did win nine straight 
In April, but thereafter they won 
more than four In a row only three 
times, once five, once six and once 
seven.

Hammer, who will seek rendip- 
ination to the legislature in the: 
Democratic primary Thursday, 
has been the .target of criticism 
by party leaders tha^ he ’’sold out" 
hiz political friends apd changed 
his stand on laauea, including the 
vital water company'queetion.

He has countered the criticism 
■aying that hi* record on the wa­
ter company matter is consistent, 
that he opposed the acquistion of 
the company by Surburban Water 
ServicM Inc. in 1957, taking the 
c u e  to the Supreme Court of Er­
rors. He said he Initiated legisla­
tion that year whirii permitted 
the city to buy the water com­
pany: he drafted and aponsored 
the eontroverslal bill In the 1959 
legizlat-ive. seseion which would 
have allowed condemnation of the 
company. He also said he opposed 
extension of water services out­
side the franchise area and op­
posed the company's request fCr 
a rate increase last spring.

A* to blocking the pas­
sage of the condemnation - bill 
by holding it off the legislative 
calendar. Hammer said it was 
Splelman’s responsibility to carry 
It to the calendar.

U.S. Aide Sees 
Bright Future 
For Economy

Washington, Sept. 28 (A*)— 
Secretary of the Treasury 
Robert B. Anderson said to­
day the United States is near­
ing the end of a recession- 
type adjustment 'which paves 
the way for a long period of 
growth without inflation.

In* a major policy pronounce­
ment, Anderson told the annual 

■ meeting; o f the. international mon­
etary fund:

* "It la my etrong view, that the 
outlook for economic activity In 
thli country is favorable, both for 

_the near future and for many 
' yeara. ahead.”

To those who see harbingers of 
recession in the spotty business 

. trends of recent monbhe, Ander­
son said—in effect—that some­
thing akin to a very mild recesr 
Sion already is under way and has 
just about run its course.

While he addressed himself to 
flnsnee ministers from more than 
60 ziatiotne, Anderson’s  thesis Was 
ceilaln to get close study from 
economists—some o f whom ■ will 
disagree wholeheartedly—and, In 
this campaign season, from poll 
ricUuiB of aU hues.

Anderson attributed most of 
this yeex’s slack in the economy 
to a sharp rediKtion in business 
outlays for Inventories—a devel­
opment usually, associated 'with a 
recession. He said this occuired 
becatMe I960 brought a nSw eco 
nomlo environment free of "both 
the fear and the fact of inflation.

Buslneesmen came to realize, 
he said, that they could count on 
an ample eupply of goods at rea­
sonable prices and did not have to 
maintain large stockpiles. .

“ The Inventory adjustment ap­
pears now to be nearing comple­
tion," he said.

Anderson said that in contrast 
to the experience o f 1957-58 and 
two earlier postwar recessions, the 
recent Invezrtory adjustment has 
prociaeded smoothly and has been 
offset by heavy spending by con 
■umers with record incomofl.

For N-Checks 
Defeats Reds’

Vienna, Auetria, Sept. M UFt (/P) 
A western sponsored nuclear in­
spection plan was adopted 46-8 to- 
day in the legfd committee o f the 
International ' Atomic E n e r g y  
Agency’s General Conference.

It was a decisive defeat for the 
Soviet Union.

The plan, presented by the 
United States, Britain, CTanada 
and a bloc of '43 European, Latin 
American and Asian Natlonk, pro­
vides for a sybtem o f controls o f 
agency-supplied nuclear fuels and 
reactors to prevent their lue for 
military purj^es.

.The plan was heatedly impoaed 
by the Communist bloc. India and 
the United Arab Republic were 
also against inspection oh the 
ground it would be an . infringe­
ment of their national sovereignty.

By the same 46-8 vote, the com ­
mittee adopted an amdndznent 
presented’ by three neutrals—^Aus­
tria, Sweden and Switzerland-7-  
containlng provisions against eco­
nomic and political discrimination 
under the control syatem.4

The plan will be voted on 'by  
the General Conference's plenary 
meeting tomorrow or Friday and 
ratification seems assured. It will 
then go bock to.the board o f  gov- 
ernors'for finishing touchaq before 
igolng into ‘effect.
