Dr. John G. Meitner, director of
advanced projects for the Hughes
Aircraft Co.. in his paper, ‘Does
Space Travel Herald a Milestone
in Evolution,” to the XIth In-
ternational Astronautical Federa-
tion Congress, indicated that the
day may not be too distant when
the phrase “We chAnnol change
man, we must adapt the machine
to fit man” will become obsolete,
He suggests the study of possible
changes man might temporarily
effect in his body chemistry and
body phyasics to bring about a surer
dompatability between himself and
space.

There are active studies going
on which hope to change the hu-
man being with psychological,
pharmacological and physiological
inputs to permit him to acclimate
himself to space.. Dr. Meitper
indicates that very littls work |s
being done in the physiological
field and suggests this as fertile
grounds for study.

Three Tactics

Pursuing this theme, he finds
that there are basically and théo-
rétically three tactics avallable
which can assure man's survival
in space.

The first and the one being pur~
sued actively by both the Russians
and Americans i= a simple one:
We simply bring our environ-
meént along with us as in the Mer-
cury capsula, There I8 a long
history for this. Divers have la-
bored under water in caissons
which permit them .to work with-
out diver's suits. Aviators and,
indeed, jet passengers have prea-
surized cabins which provide a sur-
face environment.

However, in the case of the as-
tronauts, there is a tremendous
weight penalty involved in that
everything needed in space must
be brought up from the earth. At
this time, because of the time
scala involved, this merits our
most serious support despite the
penalty.

The second tactic to be consid-
ered Involves the transformation
from a hostile to & benign en-
vironment. This tactic (s also be-
ing actively
countries today, These countries,
like Israel, may begin in a desert,
Given sufficlent power, people can
drill for water, irrigate, air-condi-
tion and, perhaps, even modify the
weather, With a sufficient power
supply, they can not only make
the desert bloom, they can synthe-

Dr, Meltner polnu out that the
second tactic may be mowt impor-
tant when we get to the moon.
It would be highly- desirable to
have a closed ecylogical cycle on
the moon in.which supplles from
the earth would be unnecessary.

The third tactic Involves the use
of mutants or abnormals. Under
radical conditions, the normal in-
dividual will not be able to sur-
vive, but because of the abnormal-
ity of the mutants they are 30 con-
stituted that they can survive se-
rious enyironmental changes, This
third tactic is an evolutionary one
and is impractical because of the
inordinately long time scale in-
volved.

Thus, none of these tactics can
bring the des red short term re-
sults, It Is for this reason that
Dr. Meitner suggests a new ap-
proach-—that of bringing ourselves
into congruence or becoming com-
patible. with the space environ-
ment. He calls upon & basic prin-
ciple of sclence to support his the-
ais. This principle states that if
a mechanism is known, there can
always be found a way to modify
it in"a desired direction.

As a concrete example of this,
Dr. Meitner points out that at a
body temperatiire of 0 degrees F‘
or below we die. The question is:
What Is the mechanism that caus-
es death? It is perhaps a coagu-
lation of the blood at low temper-
atures which affects the vital or«
gans? Perhaps the blood demul-
sifles. If the mechaniam can be
found, then a decoagulant may be
added to the blood or an emulsion
stabilizer may be added. In thia
way, the scientist will have Inter-
fered with the normal procesa
which is death.

This novel idea can be ilius-
trated by still another example,
In World War II, a pill was de-
veloped for atranded noldiers
which permitted them for a few
hours after eating to digest and
derive energy from pgrass, leaves,
bark—all normally indigestible cel-
lulose.

Enzyme Plll

Now it is well known that a
human being cannot digest these
plants because we do not possess
the proper chemical or enzyme to
process grass. Cows and other
mammals do possess thix enzyme.
Thus a pill containing the proper
enzyme from these animszls taken
by a man oould enable him to
exint by deriving énergy from cel-
lulose.

One of the Democratic. County
Commissioners whose form of gov-
ernmeant is sinking out from under
him as of this day was discussing
his job a few weeks ago and let it
slip out, on purpose it seemed to
us, that he had been In the habit of
devoting, some six or seven hours
a week to hin task. We happen to
c¢haracterize him aa one county
commissioner who had taken his
post primarily to preside over its
liguidation, and without much en-
thusiasm for any other opportuni-
tles It might afford.

There are other county commis-
sioners, either in office longer, or
in it with a different approach,
who are experiencing real regret
over the disappearance of their
function, One of theae has extolled
the county- system of government
as something that should never
have * been - abolished, because |t
had closenean to the people, Other
county commissioners have, in the
past, waxed fervent over the op-
portunities for fruitful public serv-
ice they have found In their jobs.
Some of them jndeed have devoted
themselves to the county functions
and inatitulions with pralseworthy
sincerity and devotlon.

For all their sincerity, the per-
haps intentional slur cast by the
retiring Democratic €ommisaion-
er, to the effect that he had been
devoting some six or seven hours
a week to the job, keys the doml-
nant public ‘Impression of the
county system, and also, to our ob-
servation, comes close to what has
been the general truth, always al-
lowing far Individual exceptions,
over the years.

Pérhaps the county system of
government hna heen close to the
peopla whose personal lives [t hap-
paned to touch. But, for the gener-
al publie, It has been a somewhat
mysterious enclave, exisfing off by
itealf in the backwash of Connecti-
cut life, with the general public
having almost no direct part in the
selection of its officials and little
direct view of Its functioning. Its
officials were nselected by a proc-
esp of machine-politicking In the
General Assembly, and however
many. hours  they subsequently
spent In the duties of thelr office,
the public was most llKely to no-
tice them engaged In service to
the political machine which had
appointed them, The more zealous
public servants among these were
Inrgely the product of modern con-
science and the growing respecta-
bility of the political game; in the
old days, however, the main func-
tion of these county officlals was
undisguisedly political.

Thelr county. posts provided
thern with the desks and chalrs
from which to operate party bysi-
ness. The buniness of patronage
Wan patronage.

Actually, by the time of aholl-
tion, it has been both the public
and the patronage functions of the
county nystem which have become
anachronlsms, If It did not make
genwe to have this third syatem . of
government in the Connecticut
structure, neither was there, any
longer, mich magic in tha politieal
syatem it nheltered. Tt had Jjuat
about enough talent and vitality to
endeavor to perpetunte itself,
and, In the final test of 1859, not
even enough for that. Its once
famed political power, too, had be-
come & mera shall.

Dwyer Bids
For Support
On Budget

Vernon Chief Constable Edmund
F. Dwyer has called on Vernon
residents to “protect®the drastic
cut of $21,400" in the Town of
Vernon police budget recommend-
#d by the Verron Board of Fi-
nance,

Dwyer's plea comes on the eve
of the annual Vernon town meet-
ing Monday at the Rockville High
School on Loveland Hill, The town
budget will come before voters for
action at the meeting.

The Board of Finance unani-
mously approved the cut at the
end of the Board's _ executive
budget pessions two weeks #go.
The Board also went on record fa-
voring the eatablishment of two
taxing distriets, the change of the
Town Clerk's income from & fee
to a salary baais, the establish-
ment of a salary and personnel
committee, and the creation of an
insurance advisory board.

Board Chalrman, Willlam F.
Luddecke said, at the time, that
the Board would seek support of
the townspeople “in carrving out
this tax equalization program.”

He referred to the effect of the

lice budget alash on the Vernon

ire District, which receives ‘the
major benefit from the police, or
conastabulary service, and the
effect on Rockville city taxpayers,
who. as residents of the town, pay
for it, as do rural-area taxpavers.

In calling for protection of the
goﬂce service appropriation,
ver issued a prepared slatle-

ment outlining the growth of the |

Vernon Deparimeént of Public
Rafety, which was established to
meel: “"the explosive population
growth in the town, outside the
city "Hmits." ‘

He recounted that the number
of felonies and misdemeanors has
been greatly reduced since the de-
partment was expanded He said
the number of burglaries dropped
greatly in the four years since
1656. The department malintains
three ful-time men including
Dwyer. ?

The budget appropriation,
proved by the Board of Select-
men, Dwyer sald, was for §35;-
P38.67. The Board of Finance cut
the appropriation to $14.500. The
reduced appropriation, Dwyer aaid,
is . to De- _split equally between
school police and regular police.
Hoe sald It would carry the depart-
ment to about Dec, 15.

In making the reduction, Lud-
decke said the Board was not_act-
ing to make policy. He said the

ap-

Board acted within fts function of }

determining the propriety of an
account, He sald the Board steer-
od clear of discussing the legal
question of budgeting.

Any legal consideration, he said,
would have Involved determining
whether the Public Safety Depart-
ment {n & constabulary or a police
department. It is not within the
Board’'s province lo determine
this, -he =sald.

The Board feit, Luddecke wenl
on, that the police service offered
in the Fire District 1s properly
the function of the Fire District,

and not the town. The .decision
was based on the atatus which has
been cited in recent rulings re-
garding establishment of a town
dump and other things. It is un-
der this statute, at one time known
an the Home Rule statute (and not
to be confused with the present
Home Rule Act), that the various
functions of town, city and fire
district are generally determined.

Today, Luddecke said that the
récent meeting of Vernon's three

vernmenta! bodies may change
he complexion of the whole budg-
et probiem.

"If the spirit of cooperation de-
veloped in that meeting, is main-
tained,” he said, "the budget prob-
lem may be solved in more than
one way.” He indicated that if
the Fire District were Lo take over
the cost of operating the Public
Safety Department, and borrowed
the necessary funds, the deficit
would be taken up by whatever
form of government or taxing dis-
trict setup is established by the
tri-government group,

In the meeting of the govern-
ments, ofcials decided to atudy
the charter defeated last summer
to see if some unification of gov-
ernments could not be developed.
OMcials indicated & desire to com-
plete the unification by mid-sum-
mer, or &t the beginning of the
next uniform fiscal year.

Luddecke indicated he knew of
the move among rural Vernon
residents to turn back the police
appropriation to the Board of Fi-
nance.

“They have every right to do
this,” Luddecke said. “The situa-
tion _has arisen because the prob-
lem was dumped in our lap, and
we have done what we think Is
right.”

He said the Board realized the
need for the police service in the
rural area, and msaid the budget

leut in no way detracted from its

administration or effecliveness.
The Board felt, he said;—that the
cost of maintaining the service Is
not properly the function of the
town, but is the function of the
fire district.

He added that the 3143500 was
left in_the appropriation because
the Board felt it had a moral obll-
gation to the rutal area and had
to leave an amount which would
allow the service to function until
Fire District residents decided to
take over the operation and how
miuch it wanted to spend,

Actually, about $14.000 of the
original appropriation was for sal-
aries and maintenance of school
police, & town function, The re-
mainder covered police service in
rural Vernon

Dwyer said that, because the
constabulary is, or has been until
now, & town function, it is avail-
able for service in Lhe city area,
whether to make an arrest or pro-
vide any other public mervice.

He said the Vernon department
has received seven requesta for in-
halator service in the town and
city during the past year. On two
oconsions, the mervice was oredited
with .saving lives, he sald.

Luddecke said he hoped that, no
mattér whal happened at the town
meeting Monday night, the feeling
of hitterness between rity and
rural areas will not be compound-
ed.
