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Supreme Court Set

For Most Difficult

Session in History

Washington, Oct. 8 (#)—¢
The Supreme Court began its
1960-61 session today with a
brief ceremony. The new
9-months term could be one
of the busiest and most diffi-
cult in the tribunal’s historxx.

Chiaf Justice Warren lead his
eight associates to their places on
the high bench at noon, and start-
ed the court's business by presid-
ing at the admission of about 100
attorneys,

The nine justices, appearing o
be in good health and good spirts,
amiled and -noddded occasionally
to friends and acquaintances In
the ¢crowded courtroom.

For Warren, the day was close
to an important anniversary, He
first took his seat as chief justice
on Oct. 5, 1953,

At his left today, as usual, sat
Justice Frankfurter, who will
78 years old next month. At War-
ren's right sat Justice Black, who
, will be 74 in February. Both
Frankfurter and Black could have
retired at full pay at ‘age 70, but
neither has indicated any inten
tion of quitting. :

The justices face a* docket
erowded with appeals already
numbering’ nearly 1,000, Veteran
observers say tifis is an all-time
high ¢or term opening time.

Thomas J. Dodd, ,D-Conn., today
accused Dr. Linus Pauling of pos-
ing as s martyr in refusing to
name those who helped him get
signatures of 11,021 saclentists op-
posing nuclear testing.

Dodd is vice chairman of the
Senate Internal Security subcom-
mittee, which demanded the names
of Pauling’s helpers. ‘The Nobel
Prize winning scientists has asked
the Supreme Court to uphold his
refusal to name them. Dodd issued
2 1,000-word statement defending
the subcommittee's action and
saying the fmup has not yet aven
discussed citing Pauling for con-
tempt of Congress.

Nixon Releases Paper

Vice President Richard M. Nixon
returns to the campaign wars to-
day to find the tactics of Sen. John
F. Kennedy apparently changed.

Kennedy, the Democratic cand!-
date for president, had started the
campaign in a genéral key, avoid-
ing direct attacks on Nixon, the
Republican candldate.

But, after a strategy meeting
with his advisers Friday, Kennedy
apparently changed his plana. He
now-looks more like a slugger than
a boxer.

Nixon, who rested yesterdsy and
released a ‘position _paper” on
medical problems, made another
one-dry jab today Into the once
solidly Demaocratic South, He also
took part in ceremonies launching
“Fi'nt Week," named In honor of his
wife,

In his position paper, Nixon call-
ed for “a pgreat new offensive
against the ‘age-old scourges of
mankind."

Fducation to establish a public Kin<
dergarten has been supportad®hby
the State Department of Educa-
tion.

The question has been raised by
opponents to the afddition of kinders
garten to the#chool program. Kin-
dergarten-Classes, as part of the
public.-achoo! system, were initiated
undér a Board vote on Aug. 26,
Sexsiona began last month shortly
after the regular school opening
date.

Board of Education Chairman
John Harris today released a mem-
orandum from Willla H, Umberger,
chief of the Bureau of Federal-
State-Local Relations, in which he
cited Connecticut statules and a
court ruling to justify the author-
ity of the Board. . °

Umberger sald *'. , the iocal board
of education iy the governing body
of the school district and the agent
of the state law." In another refer-
ence, he pdded, “, . . you have the
full authority for the board of edu-
cation to establish & kindergarten
for the purpose of serving the edu-
cational interest of the school dis-
triet."

The court ruling was & quotation
from the judgment in the “Stam-
ford Case'”: "A town board of edu-
cation is an agency of the state
in charge of education in the town;
to that end it Is granted board
powers by the legisiature; and it ia
beyond control by the town or any
of ita officers In the exercise of
those powers or in the Incurring
of expense, to he paid by the town,
necessitated thereby, except. as
limitation are found In atatutory
provisions.”

Chairman Harris pointed out
that the Board had checked Iis au-
thority with Supt, George E. Graff
before making its August decision
to open the publle kindergarten
this year.

At n public budget hearing Sept.
8, the suthority of the Board was
quentioned. Connecticut ptatutes
were read at the hearing to sub-
stantiate ‘the Jjurisdiction of the
Bodrd, Harris said, however, he
asked Supt. Graff a week ago to
obtain a ruling from state officials
#ince Kindergarten opponents were
obviously continuing to maintain
that the Board's action wan illegal,

Umberger, quoting State Stat-
utes, said: “Section 10-241 pgives
the school district the authority ‘to
establiah and maintain schools of
different grades’. From our read-
ing of the entiré statute, and the
oases In Connecticpt courts which
have construed this law, the only
concluslon which can be drawn Is
that the local board of education is
[ the governing body of the achonl
| distriet and the agent of the state
Inw.

“Section 10-220 wmpells it out a
little more definitely: ‘Boards ‘of
education shall maintain in thelr
several towns good public elemen-
tary and secondary schools and
such other sducational activities as
in their judgment will best serve
the interests of the town.' In the
same atatute, there is this further
authorization: ‘the board of edu-
eation shall determine the number,
age and qualificationa of the pupils
to be admitted into each achool
In these two refersnces, 1 believe
yotr have the full authority for the
board of esducation to establish a
Kindergarten for the purpose of
perving the educational interemt of
Ahe school distriet ™

This was no time for thought.
It was Important for West to dis-
card & low club instead of overs
rufMng, and he had to do it quicks
ly and casually.

Trap Worka

When the hand waa played this
way, the trap worked. South fool-
ishly sssumed that West couldn't
have the queen of trumpa since
he hadn't over-ruffed. Hence
South led a apade to dummy's &ce
and led a trump for a finesse.

That was the end of the hand.
South had to lose & trump, a club
and ‘two spades, Down one.

Of course South played the hand
badly, When West fails to aver-
ruff, South should lead a Ilow
trump. No mctter which opponent
has the queen of hearts, South
can reach dummy once with a
trump and a second time with the
ace of spades. This gives him time
to ruff out the queen of diamonds
and return to dummy to cash the
last diamond.
