Bus Drivers 
Gel Pay Hike

Hartford. Oct. 13 W — 'The 
Connecticut Co. and the union 
representing its bus drivers 
operated under a new contract 
today, their 2-year dispute at 
an end. '

•The new pact pro-vides about 
1,050 driver* and mechanics with 
a pay raise of 24 cents art hour, 
spread out over a 33-month period 
dating back to October 1058.

A’ •3-man arbitration board, 
named last May when a scheduled 
strike against the carrier was 
averted, worked out the new con­
tract.

A spokesman for the Amalga­
mated Association o f Street, Elec­
tric Railway and Motor Coach 
Employes o f America, said yes 
terday the pay raise will bring 
hourly rates for drivers and me­
chanics to 32.40 by January 1961 
The rate prior to the settlement 
was 32.154.

The old contract expired in 
1008, an d . the strike threat de­
veloped when the company and the 
union could not sgree to terms for 
a new pact.

Under terms of the new contract 
now in effect, union members re­
ceived a 6-centa hourly increase 
from Oct. 1, 1068 to Oct. 1, 1059. 
The rest of the phy raise will be 
spread out over the past year, 
bringing the hourly wage rate as 
o f O ct  1, thia year to 32.874 an 
hour.

The raisas will ba ooinpl*I*<l 
Jan. 1, 1061 whan the wage rate 
will Jump to 32.40 for both drivers 
and machanics.

The hew  contract alaq provides, 
a seventh paid holiday and' a 
fourth rivaek o f vacation for am- 
ployes with the - company 25 
years or more.

Under -snother provision, the 
company will take over payment 
of the employes’ welfare and In­
surance benefits next November.

Onr Hope For Japan
m «ra ATP, preaumably, middle^ 

ef-the*road people In Japan who 
Are Intereated In the concept of 
democrAcy And In the patha of 
peace for their country. There were 
alao Buch people In Japan before 
the war.'perhapa, If one could have 
read hearU.^a good majority. But, 
whatever thd r number, they were 
out-maneuvered by extremiata who 
had no healtancy or ddlberatlon 

~ê >tnit their own goala or the tech- 
nlquod by which they would move 
toward them.

In the poet-war era, the good 
people of Japan, clinging to aane 
hopes for their country and for ite 
policy, have led an uneaey exUt- 
ence. On the one hand, they have 
viauallzed and trehaured the new 
Japan which waa promised by Gen 
eral MacArthur’a Insertion of 
American democracy and demo­
cratic Ideals into Japanese law and 
practice.

On the .other hand, they have 
had to keep an eye on varloua 
threate to euch a concept for Ja/- 
pan, and about the only recouree 
they have had, ae they recognised 
such threate, wae to move tempo­
rarily away from the faction or 
party or-polltlclane identified with 
them, thui rebuking thoee yidio 
Deemed to be leading Japan into 
one kind of extreme or the other.

Thus, when their own govern­
ment aeemcd to be moving back to­
ward the trapplnga of a thoujfht- 
control, police state, and toward 
the mllltariam forbidden by the 
new constitution, the mlddle- 
groimd people of Japan leaaened 
their aupport for that government, 
and veered toward the left-wing 
movements which opposed such di­
rections.

And again, when the left wing 
movements went overboard in their 
agitation against President Elsen­
hower, the middle-ground people of 
Japan reacted in the opposite di­
rection, back toward the conserva­
tives.

Yesterday the people of Japan 
saw on their'television screens, in 
what was surely the most dramatic 
telecast of all time, . the actual 
blow and blow assassination of the 
nation's Socialist political leader, 
the assassin being a young ultra- 
nationalistic rightist. Here was ex 
treme action, the naked resort to 
the effort to imie by murder, which 
came from the extreme political 
right. This act''came as Japan is 
preparing to go to the polls in a 
national election late in Novem­
ber. On-the-Bppt analysis fears that 
reMtion to this act, recalling the 
pre-war violence by which the mil-, 
Itary extremists took charge of the 
proctoaes of national policy, and 
making a  martyr of the dead Bo- 
elalist leader, may so alarm the 
iniddle-ground people of " Japan 
that, once again, they shift away 
from the most vivid and threaten­
ing extreme of the moment.<tt,and 
turn Japan topsy-turvy towjud a 
neutralist left.

In such a  situation, when some 
of our own formal ties arid commll- 
ments with Japa/i may be threat- 
aoed, it will be well for us to re­
member what Qiir own prime, hope 
for Japan ought to be, from all 
points of view,,our own, Japan's, 
and that of all the free w'orld. It 
ought to be for the strengthening 

^^development of Japanese democ­
racy. And it ought to be based on 
recognition that the real, strength 
of Japan, and the real strength of 
Japan for Us or for the free world, 
depends much more upon that de­
velopment of healthy Japanese 
democracy than it does upon any 
particular power-aligniment for. Ja­
pan. A dictatorial, militarist Ja­
pan closely bound to us would not 
ha aaaet, but liability, almost as 
muieh UabiUty, in any long run, as â  
lafUat Japan which was flirting 
wHIi Cpmonialst China or Russia.'

Curding Lamambs
I t  must be very difficult for the 

pollUclans tn the Oonfo, As weU 
as for some memhera of the 
United Nations—particularly mem­
bers which have accuaed Secmtary 
General Hammarskjold of slanting 
his dperatlons in tha Oongo-^to un­
derstand why the United Nations 
forcea in the the Congo persistent­
ly do their-best to safeguard thS 
person of Patrice Lumumba.

At the time he waa deposed as 
premier—if that is, he waa deposed 
—Lumumba was on the verge of 
demanding the withdrawal of the 
United Nations from his country, 
He was also the apparent cham­
pion of Russian Influence in the 
Congo, and it was only after he 
waa deposed that the host of Rus­
sian technlclmis and advisers who 
had suddenly come into the new 
country were sent packing home 

Since he has been deposed, lAi- 
mumba has been in one tight spot 
after another. Invariably, In the 
teat. United Nations forces have 
protected him. in between tight 
spots, he has sortled out Into the 
streets, apparently fanning popu 
larlty for himself and for his own 
possible return to power. Such 
return to power by lAimumba 
would apparently stHI find him 
ready to get rid of the United, Na­
tions and invite Russia back In.

With this the setting, the forces 
disputing,,with Lumumba for con­
trol of tlie Congo issue a warrant 
for his arrest, demand that United 
Nations forces surrenderXhim, 
threaten to attack if they , don’t, 
and anybody can calculate that. If 
they get hold of Lumumba this 
time, they will see to it that he 
doesn't bother anybody again.

Along with its refusal to sur­
render lumumba, the United Na­
tions Issued an official statement, 
polnUng out that it had granted 
Ufllted NaUons guard protection to 
various central political flgurss in 
the Congo turmoil '-Without con­
sideration as to whore they stood 
in the political crisis or in rela­
tion to each other.”

The statement also diaracterised 
the arrest attempt as one to "car­
ry' out an act of political Violence 
without due process of law.”

In this, In regard to the physical 
safety of one controversial figure, 
the United Nations behavior in the 
field remains consistent with what 
It has been all through the Congo 
crlslB, when it has refused to join 
in helping one faction march 
against another, or to use its own 
force for any political objective of 
any kind. The consistent United 
Nations position has been that the 
United Nations is thera to prevent 
violence, not encourage or assist it, 
not even when the poeslble result of 
violent action might seem likely to 
produce order and stability which 
might end the Congo emergency.

The United Nations in Pis Con­
go is trying to veto any decision, 
even a good one, by the procees of 
force. It doesn't believe In killing 
either the good men or the bad men 
on the scene. It mounts guard, in 
idealistic patience, waiting for 
them to find some means other than 
force for the solution of their dif­
ferences and their problems. Mo­
butu or Lumumba, Belgium or Rus­
sia, or perhaps any other nation 
involved, could vlsu^llce i  speedier 
resolution of affairs. The United 
Nation is different, which is why 
it is there, and why Its existence is 
both necessary and hopeful.

3. The persuaded the Chi­
nese N atlopaH^ to abandon tha 
Tachen Islarids,-also doss to tha 
China coast, and, Nixon never voic­
ed any protest on' principle.

4. Drawing the tT.S. defense line 
to include Quemoy and Matsu puts 
this country in the position of let­
ting Generalissimo Chiang , Kai- 
shek, the Nationalist leader, qnd 
the Chinese Communists decide 
whether American troops shall 
fight on the islands.

5. Nixon Is alone In his view that 
the islands must be defended, so 
far aa U.S  ̂ leaders are concerned, 
and this country woulf^be without 
the aid of its allies if It decided to 
defend them.

Kennedy recalled there were 
many protests to the SUte De­
partment, In a 1958 crisis against 
American involvement In war over 
the two islands.

'That was the voice of a peace- 
loving people.”  he aald, "and in tha 
perilous 1960's, when we will walk 
the razor edge o f danger, a peace- 
loving people do not want a trig­
ger-happy president in the White 
House.

'Mr. Nixon says that the people 
who live on these islands 'are not 
too Important.'

"I think they are Important. I 
think the lives of the Amerteene 
who would be sent to die on these, 
islands are impertant.

"I think the American .homes 
and cities which might be W ip^ 
out if we were dragged into it -  
tacking the Chinese mainland ara 
important.

"For it's not Mr. Nixon’a life 
■that will be on the fighting line but 
there. It's not my life. But is will 
be the lives of America's sons and 
brothers and husbands whom Mr. 
Nixon would send fb fight for 
what ha calls two unimportant lit­
tle pieces of real estate."

The Massachusetts Senator in­
sisted Nixon is seeking to make a 
commitment where' ■ none now 
exists.

"That is a foolhardy and reck­
less decision," he declared. " I f  he 
followed through on It,' it would 
mean a. tragic disaster. If he 
backed down on It, It would mean 
retreat under communist pres­

Mattbtc* of Seymour and his five 
children had contested the fees, 
and a trial on the Issue lasted four 
months here last spring.

The Matthles trusts, subject of 
sn In te r - f^ lly  legal dispute for 
almost three years, are valued in 
the millions and represent a con­
trolling share . of the Seymour 
brass firm.

The former state senStor is the 
son of the 'trust founders.

In his decision Tuesday, Judge 
Cotter said administration of the 
trusts "d id  not require the whole 
time or even a major portion of 
the time" of the trustees. He said 
it, appeared they,"duplicated"their 
bervlces tp some extent."

Fees, o f two of the trustees were 
cut from $17,000 to $11,000 each, 
and o f a third, trustee from $17, 
000 to $10,500. The fee o f their 
legal counsel—  the firm of Cum­
mings and Lockwood of Stamford 
— was reduced from $10,000 to 
$10,000.

The decision said an attack on 
the legal fees paid to former. Re­
publican National C h a i r m a n  
Meade Alcorn "Is o f no moment" 
because “no one concerned suf­
fered any possible loss."

Alcorn’s name waa linked to 
the case aa corporation director 
and attorney to Katherine Mat- 
thiee of Seymour, daughter .of the 
founders and an opponent o f her 
brother’s legal contention.

The judge said Miss Matthles 
approved' Alcorn’s fees a s . the 
person directly concerned, and 
that "she was perfectly satisfied 
and still is.”

Sixteen officials represmting 

the Vernon Board of Selectmen, 
^ a  Rockville City f  ouncil and the 
Vernon Fire District Commission­
ers atUnded the . m e e t i n g  last 
night,, the seconti in what pro­
mises to be a lengthy and serious 

■ group ef meetings to resolve Ver­
non’s governmental problems.

The first meeting was held Sept. 
28 and resulted in agreement that 
the governments should m o v e  
toward consolidation, begi|ming by 

.studying fpr flaws tha-cohsoHdat- 
‘ ed government charter which was 
defeated in referendum July 5.
. That last 'night’s session, held 

in thO Rockville' City Hall, was 
productive, ho one denied. There 
wete scattered comments ranging 
from the cautious to nearly sur­
prised opUmlsm. Some officials 
ehose hot to comment.

However, they agreed to push 
the study hard, and will hold the 
next meeting Monday night.

As they continue the study, they 
plan to consult with the heads of 
the various governmental depart­
ments. Wilfred Lut* and Robert 
Pue, auditors for the town and 
city, respectively, will be invited 
to ' the next meeting.

The plan to bring in department 
heads was proposed by First Se­
lectman George E. Risley, who 
said particularly those officials 
concerned with finances should 
take part.

Ri.'ley said an Important, per­
haps the bigge.st, question Is W%at 
will consolidation mean in terms 
of cost.

In combing the defeated char­
ter, the group knocked out and re­
vised sections of it which were 
labeled objectionable by- its op­
ponents of last summer..

The decisions of last night, prop­
erly termed proposals, are these:

1. The government shoultl op­
erate under a weak mayor-strong 
council form of government.

2, There should be a.full time ad 
ministrative officer responsible to 
the mayor and the council. •''*

S. The council should .consist of 
H  members to be elected for 2 
year terms.

4. The mayor should be elected 
by the towm at large, also for a 2- 
year term, and should receive 
salary of 82,000.

5. There should be. equal repre­
sentation between city and Are dis 
trict, made possible by establish­
ing twm geographical voting dis­
tricts, one within the present city 
limits, the other within the pres­
ent Are district

6. Each voting district .should be 
subdivided into' two di.stricts, or

• wards, based on population.
7. Three, oouncilmen Should be 

elected' from each w'ard, which 
would result in- six councilman rep­
resenting the present city area and

Pitkat.. recommended the . council 
form of government. - Risley sup­
ported the proposal. —

R^kville- Mayor Leo Flaherty 
Jr. inter,jected that if a  mayor 
were to preside over the council, 
he be what is termed a "weak” 
mayor, not the strong mayor pro­
posed under the defeated charter.

•'In fact,” he ''ahld, “the very 
name, mayor, is repugnant to 
many In the Are district, 'and we 
ought to settle on the wegk'fdrm, 
at the most.”

Commissioner John Lehan rec­
ommended the mayor be , a full 
time oCBcial, or else be assisted 
by a full time administrative of- 
dcer. He said a qualided, full time 
administrator would be needed be­
cause of the town’s else.

Commissioner. John H a r v e y  
noted the town is now.a 82>4 mil­
lion business ,and.-supported Le- 
lian’s remarks; that a quailAed ad- 
mihistratibn ik needed. Commis­
sioner John McKeown said he has 
been partial to the selectman- 
town meeting fdrm of government, 
but added that he will help expfore 
all possibilities.

It'•was agreed the mayor should 
be elected at large. Flaherty and 
Lehsm said that to'name the coun- 
cilman"and the highest ;tqmber of 
votes as mayor would make the 
post fuel for a popularity contest, 
apd would preclude a necessary 
degree of responsibility.

Alderman 'Thomas J. McCusker 
approved of the idea of 'an admin­
istrative assistant , responsible to 
both mayor and council (under the 
defeated charter, the assistant was 
responsible only to the strong 
mayor). He and Flaherty said the 
setup would provide the advantage 
of professional administration, but 
make it nlore responsible to the 
will of the town’s electors.

Lehan suggested the council ac­
tually be called a  board of ri- 
rectors, or* name other than coun­
cil, to eliminate any, stigma at­
tached to that name.

Commissioner Erwin , Tuxbury 
recommended equal representation 
because the defeated charter was 
objectionable in its establiapment 
of voting-districts. .Other* agreed 
and said the tdwn cd'iild be redis- 
trictTed in the future If a large 
population shift required it.

Tbe name of the consolidated 
town was explored thoroughly.

Nikita Flying 
With 1-7 UN Record

a r —Nikita Khruachev waa flying 
back to MoacOW from the United 
Nations today after 85 days that

The Soviet premier left behind 
the memory o f a  bully, a  vulgarian, 
a  pile-driving debater, an expert 
propagandiat .and a  Jekyll-and- 
Hyde who talked poaOo qut o f  one 
aide o f his mouth and nuclear war 
out o f the other..

He also waa a badly beaten man, 
whipped on all but one o f the eight 
great controveraial issues that 
came to a vote In the General'-As- 
aeihbly.

Clutching at atrawa before his 
departure last night, Khrushchev 
claimed a “ victory”  on the tingle 
point in which the assembly went 
along with him —  the unanimous 
aigreement for a hearing, in plen- 
• ry  session, on his proposal to de­
mand immediate Independence for 
oil colonies.

He boarded his giant Russian 
turbo-prop plane at Idiewlld A ir­
port Just btfore midnight. In his

Khrushchev said there were

■otutlasui o f .the major internation­
al problems through the United
