Eisenhower also recelved birth-
day greetings from a Republican

Those political workers gave
him & bouguet of 70 red roses,
each chrrying a tag citing a high-
light from each year of the pres-
ident's life:

The card for 1912, for example,
read: "The year of the knee in-
jury — no more foothall' It re-
ferred to his Injury as & sopho-
more at West Point.

“Golly, that was a long time
ago,” the President said,

Happy birthday greetings flood-
ed in from around the world, and
the District of Columbia govern-
ment invited the President’s neigh-
bors from the entitea Washington
area to a mid-day party on the
White House lawn.

{dent and Mrs. Eisenhower plan to
travel to their farm at Gettys-
burg, Pa., for a family obaservance
of his birth anniversary.

On Monday Eisenhower, who has
traveled hundreds of thousands of
miles in this country and abroad

Eigsenhower became the oldest
man ever to serve as preaident 11
days ago, on Oct. 8. At that time
he broke a record which had been
held by another old soldier, An-
drew Jackson, who was 60 years,
11 months and 19 days old when he
completed his term as president.
