There can't be n preaidential
campalgn without ofl. Eight years
sg9, it was the question of who
ghould have title to off-shore oll,
with the perhaps crucial states of
Texas and California especially in-
terested. Dwight Eisenhower be-
gan his performsnce on the issue
by agreeing with the Supreme
‘Court which had held that'the off-
ghore oll should be the property of
the nation as s whole; he altered
this stand to come out in favor of
asaigning the ofl to the states; he
carried Texas and Californfa, and
_probably would have carried them
anyway. Meanwhile Adlai Steven-
pon took the supposedly right and
courageous stand on the {ssue, and
was acclaimed for it, even though
we belleve there waa one careful
and subtle moment during the cam-
paign when he went down to Texas
and amended his own position. He
lost the election .and would per-
tainly have lost it anyway,

Now, in 1960, oil Is in the cam-
- paign again. This time it comes In
by way of the stand of the Dem-
ocratics national platform, calling
for revision of the apecial income
tax exemption which allows the oll
industry to enjoy some 27 per cent
of Ita Income tax free. This Is what
makes people ready to gamble
money on discovering new oll; it Is
also what makes it so eany to be-
come & millionaire In Texas,

The first Democratic hedge on
this platform pledge came in Tex-
s, when the Democratic state con-
vention adopted a platform of its
own denouncing the national piat-
form on this lssue, and when Sen-
ator Johnmon, running for vice
president on the national platform,
began Mtimating that ‘the piat-

" form would never mean what it
said. .

The Qurprinlng Lodge

Tt Is rather amusing, If amuse-
ment on such & subject can be con-
sidered permissible, that two of the
most unexpected statements on the
religious Issue in this presidential
campalgn have been loosed by Hen-
ry Cahol Lodge, Republican candl-
date for vice president, In a way
which has made everybody con-
scious of the religious issue sit up
and take surprised notice.

Lodge has sald two things. He
has sald thém as a matter of per-
sonal conviction. S8aying them,
however, he has supplled a wsur-
prise antidote to any susplcion that
the Republican campalgn would he
trying to exploit the religious Is-
sue. And the best proof of this
comens as one finds the very rell-
glous extromista who do want the
insue In the campalgn turning thelr
fire on Lodge, as If he were a trait-
tor,

The first thing Lodye sald, early
in the dampaign, waa that he, an
Episcopalian, would certainly hate
to think that his own Cathollc
grandsons would "be inellgible for
the presidency bhecause of the lden-
tity of the church In whlich they
were baplized.

Secondly, the other day, Lodge
prociaimed himself in favor of the
propoaition - that parochial schools
should share equally in any fed-
eral ald to education,

“The hoy who goes to parochial
schools deserves exactly the same
treatment from the Federal gov-
ernment as the pupll in public
school,” sald Lodge.

Thia statement put him In a
state of guarrel with any number
of people, including not only one
John F. Kennedy, who opponea fad-
ernl ald to parochial schools, but

' Connecticut
Yankee
By A. H. 0. :

We don't know how the relig-
fotis issus is going to affect the
voting in Connecticut this Nov. 8.

We suspect it {s not going to have
very much to do with the result,
despite the obvious presence of
some intense feeling on the issue.
We say that primarily becauss we
think that most of those who
might feel the- issue sharply
enotigh to have their votes deter-
mined by 1t are alrerfy on .the
pide to which their feeling on the
religioun issue would direct them.

We think, however, we might
be reaching far different conclu-
sions if it were not for the fact
that one Alfred E. Smith ran for
the presidency 32 years ago. That
candidacy did produce & revolution
In Connectiout politics, an swak-
ening and outpouring of votes not
hitherto a factor In Connecticut
elections, and a resultant crack
in the long Yankee-Protestant su-
premacy which had hitherto been
typical ‘of the stale.

The revolution which took place
then Jeft its permanent mark on
the state, Once it had happened,
the religlous lssus had done the
one big thing it could do in Con-
necticut,

We do give prjmary credit to the
religious f{sstie” for the . precise
thing that did happen in Connecti-
elit in 1928, It was not an election
In depression, but in unprecedent-
ed prosperity. Hoover was not the
supposed cold and Indifferent vil-
jain he was later to become, but
the warm, noble representative of
the great American  heart ¢and
great American well-being. Smith,
obviously enough, was a dynamic
and engaging figure. But the dy-
namic thing about his_appeal to
Connecticut was that »* had not
only come up from.city streets,
but that he was & Cathalic run-
ning for the presidency of the
United States, That fact may have
tnjured him in some states; in"Con-
necticut it helped. >

The precise thing it-did In Con
necticut was to enlarge the size
of the electorats in the Connecti-
cut cities and to break down cer-
tain racial bloe allegiances which
had ‘NHitherto heen considered per-
manent. People In the citfes who
had never hothered with the poli-
tieal process voted that year. Peo-
ple in the cities who had hitherto
been content to be led by bloc
leaders who had taken them into
the Republican party broke awny
from that pattern.

From & total of gome 356,000
votes cast in the presidential elec-
tion of 1924, Connecticut went up.
in 1028, to"B48,000 votes cast, an
inerease of almont’ 200,000,

Whereas Coolldge  had carried
the state by 136,000 volks, Hoover
carried It by only 44,000. That
margin was low enough to make
several congressional  districts
toss-ups, and in two of them,
Hartford County and Fairfield
County, the thin margin was In
favor of Democrats Augustine
Lonergan and Willlam Tlerney,
even though Smith himself did
not carry those counties. The
atorm he kicked up did better for
others on his ticket than for him,
but he, and his affiliation, kicked
it up. That 1928 revolution within
the consclousness and loyalty of
the Connecticut. electorate paved
the way for the election of the
Yankee, Cross, as governor In
1030, for the subsequent elections
of Lonergan and Francia Maloney
as United States Senators, and
for Lthe election of Robert Hurley
an governor in 1940

That awakening and revolullon
was so complete In  Connecticut
‘years ago that the point involved,
whether or net a Cathollc can win
In Connectlcut, has Mng nince
ceaned to be a .gharp lssue, even
with the very groups whom the
Smith  ecandidacy aroused and
hrought Into the political process.
We expect much less voting along
religious lines, either way, than
was the apparent cana In 1028,

As a result of the succesaful
operation of BCHO, Beil Telephone
sclentists estimate that a global
network of 50 active satellites In
random polar orbits at altitudes in
excess of 3,000 miles and 26 ground
trafhsmitter-receiver stations are
required for a complets communi-
cations facility to accomodate fu-
ture commercial and military
communications and also provide
teievision coverage.

One type of active satellite un-
der consideration is a four-foot
diameter ahell containing a tiny
one-watt transmitter, Solar cells
cemented to the outside of the ac-
tive satellite would charge nickel~
cadium storage batteries for the
satellite power supply.

Many -new cone
cepts have been studied. New ex-
periments in the laboratory have
been initiated to develop second
generation communications sys-
tem.

Already, scientists are contem-
plating circling the earth at high
altitudes with belts of needle-like
antennae for reflecting radio sig-
nals to the earth. Other {ypes of
passive reflectors are also being
studled with a hope of making the
transmitted signal directional to
insure both privacy and intelligi-
bility of the signal. . :

Many innovations are being dili-
geéntly puraued and. within the
next. 10 years the question of a
fool-proof global - communications
system will be fully resolved.

Figure it out for yourself. On
the basis of experiments and tests
approved by the American Medical
Ansn, the Alr Force, the National
Safety Council, the U.S. Public
Health Serviee,
panies .and the U.S, Congress, a
set of standard seat belts<n.your
car Is tremendous insurance
against crippling or fatal accidents.

These are the same kinds of
belts that the commercial airlines
and the U8, Air Force have in-
gisted on for years, Race and test
drivers always wear them. Nearly
half our states order official cars
equipped with them. Several in-
suranee - companies give reduced
ratesg to drivers who own them.

But In spite of good example,
economie inducement and-—above
all—the facts, the American .mo-
toriat will have none of it.. More-
over, he will argue against the
whaole idea, the experts say. To

You
can't escape If you're belted in"

Statistically, however, less than
half of one per cent of auto ac-
cldents Involve fire or submersion.
