Btockholm, Sweden, Oct.
—An Australian. Prof, Frank
MacFariane Burnet. and a Briton,
Prof. Peter Brian Medaware, ware
awarded the 1060 Nobel prize for
medicine today.

The winners of the $43,627 prize
(225,987 Swedish crowns) were se-
Jected by the Royal! Caroline In-
stitute in & 2-hour session.

The five annual Nobel prizes are
awarded in flelds of medicine, phy-
slos, chemistry. -litéerature apd
peace- work, and stem from the
fortune left by the late Alfred No-
bel, inventor of dynamite,

Burnet and Medaware were
awarded the 18960 prize for medi-
cine jointly for the discovery of
acquired immunological tolerance,
paid the official citation of the
awarding "body.

The two noted medical re-
searchers have solved one of the
major obatacles for transplanta-
-tion of tissues from one bady to
another.

Sir Frank MacFarlane Burnet is
director of the Walter and Eliza
Hall Institute for Medical Re-
search in Melbourne, Australin.

. Dr. Peter Brian Medaware ‘is
. professor of zoology and compar-
ative anatomy, University College.

London, Oct. 20 (#)—The
soaring price of gold reached
an unprecedented high of 290
shillings ($40.60) per fine
ounce in the last minutes of
trading on the London ex-
change today. .

This I1s $5.60 above the price of
gold set by the United States gov-
ernmment, and means there likely
will be an increased demand from
foreign countries on the gold
hoard held there.

Private trading in gold is illegal
in the United States, but Is carried
on here and in other BEuropean
countries as well as in Canada.
Markels in these other countries
also soared loday.

There was a leap of about 37
shillings (85.18) in one day’s trad-
ing here.

Only one official price is an-
xounced for the London Gold Ex-
change in the moming at the start
of trading. The closing price can
only be determined unoffigially by
noting transactions in’ the last mo-
ments of trading,

Demand remained firm up to the
end, but had fallen off somewhat
from the rapid dealing of the
morning. .

At the official fixing this morn-
ing the gold price was set at 260
shillings per ounce fine, but hectle
trading soon rocketad it upward.

Representative  Irving Aronson
today to the charge of a Repub-
lican that Democratic fiscal poli-
cies are leading the State to "fi-
nancial ruin."

Aronson also said the $8 mil-
lioh deficit predicted for the eand
of the current fiscal yeal was
“built in by the 1857 legislature
overwhelmingly controlled by Re-
publicans.”

That legislature, hes said, ab-
sorbed & $32 million surplus at
the end of the 1855-57 “biennlum,
“overappropriated the governor's
recommendation by some $34 mil«
lion and added another $14 mil-
lion in appropriations for which
no sources of revenue were pro-
vided."

Aronson addéd that 'in view of
“these reckless appropriations,

Bernard Brennan, 44, said that
while working for the past
years as travel editor for
Miami Beach Sun, he also was &
spy for Fidel Castro and a counter-
espionage agent for the FBI,

“Up to now, I've kept quiet,” he
sald, “but, with the situation com-
ing to a cAmax, T feel it only right
to expose myself."

The FBI itself, however, would
not comment officially. Tt was re-
ported to have instructed its fleld
agents to remain mura about the
case also,

“We have no comment,” an FBI
representative declared. “That's
all we can say." .
The FBI's silence was believed
due to concern about further stir-
ring up the Cuban situation and
caunsing further deteriopation.

He said he wants to point out to
the public how the Communists
have made the Carribean “A Red
Lake” and wants to regain ths
friends and fellow workers he lost
for being an apparent Castro up-
porter.

Brennan said the Castro regime
pald him $250 a week to puint &
rosy picture of Cuba for thes toure
ist trade in his newspaper and oth-
er publications.

Actually, he sald, the job was
& front.

The money really was for such
duties as helping run guns and am-
munition, wring  anti-Castro
men, flinding their hiding places
throughout the Carribean and help-
ing kidnap one marm in Flortda and
take him to Cuba.

While doing thess things, Bren-
nan was filing periodic reports with
the FBI, giving namesa and deacrib-
ing the activities of the Castro
agents he dealt with.

He kept his FBI role & close
