The 11-man Irish detachment
was attacked with arrows last
Tuesday at a dammged bridge near
Nyemba in Katanga Province.
Only two of the men survived, The
Irish killed 10 of the Balubas and
seriously injured 10 more before
the fighting ended.

Sendwe, exiled in Leopoldville
because he opposes Tshombe and
his independence policy, gave this
explanation for what happened:

“They (the tribeamen) don't
know what the United Nations ia.
They don't understand that the
U.N. forces are there for their
own protection. They hate all
white men at present because they
have seen white men with Tshom-
be's Gendarmerie. They don't un-
derstand the difference between
those who lead the gendarmes and
those who merve the United Na-
tions.

“Thal is why they attacked the
Irish patrol. They sel up & road
block and attacked the first armed
white men that came along... We
have no quarrel with the UN. 1
have told the U.N. command they
should send African troops to our
areas, so the tribesmen can more
easily distinguish their friends
from' their enemles.”

The Balubas, though living in
primitive conditions in Lhe inter-
jor, are regarded as one of the
most intelligent and adaptable of
The Congo's numerous tribes.

Contrary to Democratic charges,
the government statistics about
employment in October were re-
leased according to regular sched-
ule. It would have heen the de-
liberate exception to the regular
schedule if the Labor Department
nad made them public before elec-
tion-day. We think the Labor De-
partment, In a Republican admin-
istration, can be excused for not
making an extraordinary effort to
come out with the current statis-
{les befors election day, Our ex-
cusal would be complete if we
could be sure that, had the atatis-
tica been shaping up more optimis-
tically, they would not have been
rushed out hefore election day, af-
ter all.

But that angle is over the dam.
What remaina is a statistical veri-
fication of the fact that the na-
tional economy haa bheen tuming
down - slightly at the precise sen-
lnh of the year when |t - should
have been heading up quite posi-
tively.

Yot there are many people .who
credit the Boviet Union with far
more technological and asecientific
competence than evidence war-
ranta. As of this moment; the
Unitad Ststes has launched 28
sarth satellites and two deep space
probes. In addition to thia re-
markable array are several tran-
sient probes fired to high altitudes
to yield significant epace radia-
tion data. Against this impressive
backdrop of achievemant the Sov-
iet Union haa five earth satellites,
one lunar impact, one lunar orbit-
er and one deap space probe.

These same people point to the
psychological edge the Soviet Un-
fon has derived from being firat
In space and from thelr weighty
paylornds.

Talk, and lots of it, was listed this
week as a vital factor In the muc-
cess of major munlcipal projects,
and State planning officlals urged
lols of taly” in conjunction with
Rockville's urban renewal project,

James 8, Klar, chief planner, and
Milo D, Wilcox, both of the State
Development Commisdion and
cial guests of the Rockville
development Agency, spelled out
the Importance of talk to about 30
city officials at the sgency's of-
fices Thursday.

Herbert Kramer, director of pub-
lic relations for Travelers Insur-
ance Co., who has spoken on .re-
development to many ~ regional
groups, also lsted the vocal art
as an important tactor in the suc-
cens of urban-projects,

Specifically, their remarks were
directed to members of the rede-
velopment sgency’'s advisory com-
mission who  were termed the
sounding board for the agency,

Rockville Mayor Leo B, Flaher-
ty Jdr., in a brief addresy to the
group, urged the advi: commis-
gion to sound out public opinion
and recommeénd to the agency any
plang or ideas they may have,

The importance of the advisory
commission's 'role was spelled out
by Kramet, who listed the roles
of the three groups who combine
to’' make project work: The plan-
ners, the doers and the talkers.

Kramer sald planners are the
visionaries, doers are those who
actually build and develop, and the
talkers those who inspire the com-
munity and relay necessary infor-
mation to it ‘

Everett Lord-Wood, ‘planning
consultant retained by both the
redevelopment agency and ' the
City Planning ' Commiasion, em-
phasized the importance of llaison
between agency and community,
.As 8 gase In point, he sald the
recent clroulation of

apartments, & bus terminal and a
city arts center with theater.

Although only In the schematic
stage, he sald, none of the sug-
gestions is far fetched,

Klar described urban redevelop-
ment as a new concepl In muni-
cipal planning, a form of ‘civic
surgery whereby the decayed and
obsolescent areas of a city can be
revitalized.

Kramer described it as a means
of bringing a clity “back from the
dead.,” He pointed to Lawrence,
Mass,, once termed the number one
depressed area in the east, as an
example of the resuit of an ener-
getic urban renewal program.
Kramer has spoken on the subject
since the entrance of Travelers
into the Hartford urban renewal
project.

The Rockville project is In' the
appralsal stage and the prime ob-
ject at present is to develop a plan
to relocate, either permanently or
temporarily, the residents and
commerclal establishments in the
renewal tract.

The federal government con-
tributes t- o thirds of the coat of
the project and the State one
sixth; leaving the city to pick up
the remalning one sixth,
