151 Pupils Die 
As Blaze Guts 
Syrian Theater

Damascus, Syria, Nov. 15 (JPt— 

The worst fire disaster in Syria’s 
memory killed 151 schoolchildren 
In a movl.e theater at Amude 400 
miles northeast of here on toe 
Tvirklah border. A  man also died 
trying to' rescue screaming chil­
dren trapped in the flames.

Almost eyery family in town 
lost at least one child In the roar­
ing blaze that started with an ex- 
ilosion in, toe projection r o o m  
lunday. It quickly spread through 

the wooden ceiling and walls of 
toe Scheherezada movie theater, 
where the children had gathered 
to qee an educational film at a 
special showing.

The panicky shrieks of children 
trapped inside mixed with the 
cries of their parents jtrying to 
save them. Many parents dashed 
frantically through the f l a m e s ,  
plucking children to safety, press 
reports eaid.

Except for Mohammed S a i d  
Eldakoury, 30, all to e , victims 
were 14 yrars old or younger. E5ye- 
wltnesses reported Eldakoury 
saved 11 children but lost his life 
trying to save a 12th.

Press reports said the theater 
had only one exit, hut about 350 
children managed to crowd their 
way out. Then the flaming wooden 
roof collapsed. Firemen and Army 
units arrived later.

The two owners of the theater 
and the projectionist have been ar­
rested fbr investigation.

The victims were given a mass 
b\irial yesterday. A  planeload of 
doctors and nurse.s was sent , to 
tend a score o f Injured, maqy of 
them badly burned. A $35,000 re­
lief fund was set aside for the 
town.

The plaintiffs, Mr. itod Mrs.
David M. Trubek, sought k 
declaratory Judgment in Superior 
Court 'last year to determine the 
ConsUtuUonallty o f legislation for­
bidding the use and prescription of 
contraceptive devices.

They argued, in eaaence, that 
they had the. right to determine 
when they were ready to have chil­
dren.

The state, represented by State’s 
Attorney Abraham S, Ullmah, filed 
a demurrer to the complaint which 
was upheld by the Superior Court 
The- 'Frubeks' thereupon appealed 
the case to the state’s highest 
court.

"The plaintiffs believe," the de­
cision continued, “ that they,have 
a moral responsibility to have only 
as many children as they feel .they 
can provide with the optimum In­
dividual care, attention and de­
votion.”

ting; to questions after the meeting; 
at Key ^iscayne yesterday, at 
least twice evaded questions 
the ground that they went to the 
**substance" of his conversation 
with President-elect Kennedy. In 
each ease, the question had been 
aimed at the possibility of selec­
tion of some Republicans to serve 
bi*the new administration and thus 
give It soR.ething of a •'national" 
atmosphere.

From this, one would guess that 
President-elect Kennedy already 
has some RepuhUoan in mind for 
some partici^ar post, that he 
wants to clear his choice with Nix­
on, as t ^  new titular head of the 
Republican party, and that he also 
wants Ntafon's help, perhaps, in 
pdirauading the particular Republi­
can, whoever he is, that he can 
undertake such service without 
loss of standing with his fellow Re­
publicans.

For this, the possible sharp and 
practical angle o f yesterday's 
meeting, one must await further 
developments.

The meeting can also be taken 
at Its face value. Mr. Nixon said, 
Sifter the meeting yesterday, that 
knowing Kennedy as he did, he was 
not at all surprised at his initiative 
In seeking such a meeting. A t the 
same time, he paid his compliment 
to Kennedy, for wanting to come to 
him, when he, the vice president, 
would have been willing to go to 
the President-elect.

But If Nixon was not surprised, 
the country was, and pleasantly 
SO. For the country, it was some­
thing new and unprecedented; like 
the projected Kennedy visit to 
Lyndon Johnson In Texas, when 
normally the Vice _Presldent-elect 
might have beer summoned to 
Florida, It unveils a certain dlrect- 
n u s  luid generosity In the Ken­
nedy behavior, a certain .touch of 
Imagination which may In turn 
prove to stimulate the awareness 
and the generosity and the imagi­
nation of the American people 
themselves. And somehow most ob­
servers pay Mr. Kennedy the com 
pllment of guessing that his be 
havior would have been much the 
same if he had won, a week ago, 
by a landslide.

In any case, this was an election 
in which the country needed a good 
loser, and proved to have the best 
loser of all time, and in -which' it 
can also begin to feel that, It has a 
good winner, too. As Mr. Nixon 
said yesterday this is good for us, 
gnd for the world.

And they have already 
succeeded in postponing the sched­
uled election to the Security CoUn- 
cli, while they put on a mom in* 
tensifled campaign for the eeat.

It la at this Juncture that the 
United States, after'* proclaiming 
for years that the 1945 agreement 
meant nothing binding with regard 
to the Eiastem European seat on 
the Security Council, now claims 
that this same agreement must be 
scrupulously maintained and pre- 
■erved so far as the Western Euro- 
pew  eeat on the Council la con- 
cerflled.

We hiay succeed in our contra­
diction, and cave Portugal Us aeat, 
The voting outcome is still up in 
the air.

But we are never going to suc­
ceed, by mch behavior, in build­
ing reepect and trust for American 
diplomacy,, cither at home or 
abroad.

This Is, o f course, diplomacy, 
aqd not politics. This is, In fact 
ons of the sdgss at which domea- 
tie politics normally halts. One 
might say that when ws Indulge In 
such open hypocrisy, we do sd in 
a non-partiaan manner.

But one can’t help thinking that 
the advent of a new national ad 
ministration and a new secretary 
of stats might afford a wonderful 
opportunity for us to agree among 
ourselves on a new kind o f face to 
the world, a aingle face, which 
would abide by principle and abide 
by the record even though such be 
havlor.might weaken come passing 
strategy. The . little ekirmiahes we 
may win by such tactics do not 
add up toward victory In the war 
we are fighting for tjie mind and 
respect of the world.

T he K ingdom  L ost
The military figure who took 

over the presidency of Pakistan in 
a sort o f dictotorship designed to 
ooVer the li^ li ity  of hie people .to 
make democracy function made 
some iurprising and eloquent 
speechee In the course of his visit 
to Bigypt last week, and none of 
them had anything to do with mili­
tary questions, or With that rant­
ing against "imperialists" which 
some newly free countriSa indulge 
In to cover up their own failure to 
capitalize on the opportunities in 
the freedom they do now have.

The most quotable paragraph 
President Mohammed Ayub Khan 
produced, during his Egyptian vis­
it, came on the occasion of the 
awarding to him of an honorary 
degree at Cairo University, and 
went as follows:

"The kingdoms and crowns 
which the Moelems have loet in 
the course of history are far less 
Important than the kingdom of 
the free and searching mind which 
they have lost in the process of in 
tellectuai atagnatlon.”

That is one of those statements 
one likes to roll around In the 
mind. It makes one remember that 
thefe was Indeed a time when Mos 
lem learning s»d science flashed 
more brightly across U»e world 
than the scttnltar, when it was the 
preserver of ancient learning and 
carried with It the seeds from 
which western civilization grew Its 
own revival, after the Middle Ages.

Was there ever a moment at 
which the Moelem clvUlsaiion 
might have made a choice to pre­
serve land expand its glortea o f the 
mind? History Is not that simple, 
or made up of single big decisions. 
Instead, there are a host of minor, 
gradualistic decisions, in which a 
cIvlllMtlon’a selection of Its own 
course seems nstural, necessary, 
and almost uneventfully auto­
matic. Somehow, the Moelem world 
became more and more absorbed 
with the terrlloty its ’  scimitar 
could conquer, and lees mindful of 
the more lasting shadow Its learn­
ing might hsYe cast. In ths end, 
the sword led' the idea, Instead of 
the idea flaming ahead o f the 
sword. That le the way worlds srs 
lost, not won.

Files, fo r  Turkey Race

One year older and one pound heavier, the greatest name 

in the history of mad racing and marathon running in the 
United States— John A. Kelley— will be back Thanksgiving 
morning for his second appearance. in the Five Mile Road 
Race. ’ Not.- to be confused withg*
John J. Kelley, a four-time win­
ner here, John A. is a spry, little 
man of 63 who twice Won the 
famed Boston Marathon.

Last year, when he finished 23rd,
Kelley weighed 122 pounds. At 52, 
he was the second oldest man in 
the race which attracted 115 start-- 
ers. The grand old daddy wss 69- 
year-old Amos Kujsla of Harvard,
Mass.

Tall O dar officials were con­
fident that John J. Kelley, known 
as Old John, on the raoe circuit 
when the name Kelley is used, 
would return this year. The little 
(5-6) Watertown, Mesa., runner 
was Impressed .■with Manchester, 
its ofncial,s and race people.

After finishing the five mile 
run, Kelley had showered and wss 
relaxing at the'Franklin Building 
last Turkey Day when he remark­
ed. “ I enjoyed the run thoroughly 
today. It waa. just marvelous run­
ning here \rith no traffic to get 
around. The-police did an outstand­
ing job. I have never seen a course 
so well patrolled anywhere in all 
my years aa it la here in Man­
chester.

. Excellent Facilities
"The facilities here are Just ex­

cellent.
The graying, spindly legged 

Irishman, who has ranked with 
America’s best distance runners 
for 30'years, lookM like a charac­
ter out of a children's book in his 
race attire last year. He wore a 
two-tone wool ice skating cap.

In addition to his two Boston 
wins, Kelley was second seven 
times

Hia national championships and 
berths on the AIl-Amecica AAU 
teairrs were gained in the 15.25 and 
.30 kilometer runs as well aa mara­
thon events.

"God willing,” Kelle.V said last 
fall, "I'll be back in Manchester. 
I’ve heard about the Manchester 
race for years from the fellowe. It 
is all they said it wai, and more."

For instance, (California’s elec­
toral -vote, 32 this year, will riM 
in, 1964 to 40. New Yorii'a wUI 
drop from 46 this year to 43. There 
will be stmilar changes to the 
electoral votes o f other states 
gaining or losing House seats.

By itCw, the number o f House 
seats are reapp'ortloned every 10 
years on the basis o f the regular 
census. The reapportionment is 

.worked out mathematicslly at the 
Census bureau, then is sent to the 
Secretary o f Commerce -who trans­
mits it to the president.

■When the Congress reconvenes 
In January, President Eisenhower 
vfill Inform the clerk o f the House 
of the number of seats to which 
each state will be entitled In the 
S8th Congress which will be elect­
ed in November 1962.

The House clerk then has 15 
days to which to relay this informa­
tion to the governors of the 80 
states. Legislatures to toe states 
will be responsible for changing the 
boundaries of cmigressioilal dis­
tricts to conform to toe reapportion' 
ment.

If a state gains one or more 
seats and toe Legislature falls to 
miq> new district boundaries, the 
adiUtlonsi representative or repre­
sentatives will be elected at large. 
If a state loses and the legislature 
does not redistrict, all of that 
state’s House members must be 
elected a t je ^ e . , .

The final populaticm fin r e  for 
toe 60 states was about 1.8 million 
higher than toe prelimtoa^ total 
nimouhced to A u^st.

Tne final figures showed that 
'hree states and toe district-of,(Co­
lumbia lost population between 1960 
and 1980. West Virgtola was the 
biggest loser. Its population drop­
ped by 7.2 per cent. Arkahass’ 
population waa down 6:5 per cent, 
the District of (Columbia down 4.8 
per cent and Mississippi down less 
than 0.1 per cent.

Florida had the biggest per 
centags increase during the de 
c a d e 78.7 per cent. Close behind 
were Nevada at 78.2 per cent, 
Alaska 78.8 and Arizona 73.7.

In numbers, the biggest gainer 
was (California. California’s pop­
ulation increased by 5,130,681 to 
15,717,204 —  a gain o f 48.5 per 
cent.

Florida ranked second to numer­
ical gain. Its population was up 
2,180,255 to 4,961,580.

Among the four major regions 
o f the countiY; the western states 
showed by far the largest per­
centage gain —  38.9 per cent ^ s  
gain iif! the South was 18.5 per 
cent; to the North (Central States
16.1 per cent and to the Northeast
18.2 per cent.

In Tokyo. Japanese government 
end flnsnclsl circles today viewed 
Moscow’s hiking of the exchange 
rate of the Russian ruble aa a po­
litical and psychological offensive 
sgsinst the American dollar.

These sources said Moscow par­
ticularly is trying tq impress un­
derdeveloped nations, with the new 
ruble containing about .98 grams 
of gold as against some 0.9 grams 
for the dollar/

A s long as the new ruble re­
mains inconvertible,” these sources 
said, "there is little likelihood that 
world trade with the Soviet Union 
will be affected by the new finan­
cial measure.”

'Western economists here said 
prestige was more likely one of 
the motives for the currency re­
valuation because of the weakness 
the dollar haa shown recently to 
foreign markets—a weakness that 
has led to such things as the push­
ing up o f the price o f gold on the 
London exchange.

They said the actual effect of 
decreeing the dollar will be worth 
only 90 kopecks (there are 100 
kopecks in the ruble) instead of 
four rubles was negllgbite unless 
the ruble is m«de Into convertible 
currency which can be. freely 
changed Into other money in in­
ternational commerce. A t present 
the ruble has an arbitrarily set 
value which bsars little relation to 
world or domestic ]5rlcss.

New Orleans, Nov. 16 (flP)—- 
Police with clubs backed by 
horses and spewing fife  hoses 
broke up a riotous demonstra­
tion against race mixing in 
New Orleans public schools to­
day.

A  chanting crowd o f between 
1,090 and 2,000 dispersed into 
smaller groups and scattered just 
before noon (CST) after fire hoses 
drove them 'from an attempt to 
in-vade offices o f the N ew  Orleans , 
School Board in the center o f tos 
downtown business area.

Police arrested many demon­
strators. Some received minor in­
juries. The first actual violence 
between Negrb and white broke 
out at toe height o f the struggi* 
fo r control o f downtown streets.

I t  Was touch and go for min­
utes.

The fire hoses failed to halt the 
forward- surge o f toe ero-wd and 
toe Incessant and frenzied chant: 
”W e don’t  wont to integrate.”  

WhUe the hundreds roamed the 
downtown area. Sen. RusaeU Long 
D-LA, stood before a flf^ tin g  
mad apeoial session o f toe Louisi­
ana Iiiqriatoture In Baton Rouge 
and virtually told toe legislators 
they were on their own.
