3 Firemen Die

New York, Nov.. 19 (P) —  A  9- 
alarm fire roared through old 
buildings In Lower Manhattan last 
night, trapping and killing three 
firemen and injuring a dozen 
others.

The flames, belching dense, 
black smoke, vari-color^ sparks 
and ember's high over the Man­
hattan skyline, could be seen for 
miles. Thousands of spectators 
thronged to the scene.

The three firemen literally "slid 
to their death”. Into the basement 
of the 6-story loft building where 
the fire started. The men, the first

Guatemala

Havana, Nov. 19 (A*)— The' 

muting of Fidel Castro’s rock­
et-rattling warnings to the 
United S t a t e s  heightened 
speculation here today that 
Moscow has advised him to 
take a more moderate course 
in .his dealings with Wash­
ington.

The Kremlin’s hand may he be­
hind the lessening of attacks, in 
the government '-press afi^inet 
President-elect John F. Kennedy— 
in contrast with the increased tem­
po against President BHeenhower 
and Vice President Richard M. 
Nixon—possibly with a view to 
keeping a path open to later een- 
clliatory approaches.

It  was noted here that Prime 
Minister Castro’s newspapers and 
radio made no mention of Soviet 
rocket support in their blasts at 
President Elsenhower for ordering 
U.S. Navy ships and planes to aet 
up anti-invasion patrols off Guate­
mala and Nlcara^a.

The Eisenhower order—the re­
sult of a request from Guate­
mala and Nicaragua who charged 
imsuccessful revolts against t h ^  
governments in the past week 
were aided by Cuba—set- off a 
chain furor. Including both crit­
ical and approving comment in 
Latin America on the naval action 
and a Cuban letter of protest to 
the United Nations.

Guatemalan President 3fl|ttel 
Tdlgoras also said he favored. a 
Korean-type police action against 
Chiba, and both Guatemala and 
Nicaragua were reported considar- 
ing inyoktog the bemliqkhere’a 1947 
Rio de Janeiro ueaty o f mutual 
asslatance.

Castro’s boasting o f S o v i e t  
rocket support cearad almoet ab- 
rnt>Uy before tha present blowup 
in the Caribbean, however. This 
kind of talk abated after Castro. 
himself told Cubans on Nov. 9 n o t ' 
to, depend too much dn Soviet o f­
fers of assistance and to rely on 
their own strength.

A  Mandate Of No Mandate
I f  there la anyone who really 

knowe Juat 'what Prealdent-elect 
Kemiedy would have done with the 
Ameriean farm problem if he had 
carried any of the farm atatea, we 
eoncratulate him upon hla maatery 
o f tueleaa myetlclam. Whatever it 
might have been, it now haa no 
need or exetue to be. In fact. If 
there waa one clear mandate in 
■uch a  cloae and confused election, 
tt waa a  mandate from the farm  
atatea, and it waa to the effect that 
nto formula or aolutlon had been 
advanced, by the campaign, which 
waa better than what are have.

W hat we haVe la alao impoasible. 
It  la  generally apeaklng, an un­
happy and unhealthy compromlae 
between theory and polltlea, ar­
rived at by a pro^eaa in which 
Prealdent Eiaenhower backed Sec- 
retary'Benaon in a  theory which 
might have held a baaic anawer to 
the"farm problem,-if it had ever 
been tried, while the political proc- 
eaa, both in Congreaa and in deeda 
of the admlniatration ttaelf, kept 

' aettlng thia theory out of the realm 
^of actual practice whll4 it paaaed 
out ever increaalng amounta of the 
old aubaidy cure-all.

N o  one wrili ever know, for aure, 
juat what pacified the farm atatea 
for the Republican cauie, whether 
it waa aome deep common sense re- 
apect for the Benson theory, as the 
kind of basic cure we must come 
to some day, or whether it was 
merely a practical content with the 
continued subaidies wlUi which the 
Elsenhower administration had 
been betraying its own theory.

■Hie one note of hope in recent 
years has been the possibility that 
the farmers themselves were be­
ginning to have more common 
aense than the professional lobby­
ist orgMiratlons which represent 
them a t ' Washington, And that 
may have played some part In their 
voting. But, since even Nixon him- 
aalf had more or less repudiated 
Benson, we will never really know. 
The only safe thing to say is that 
tha farm vote, on Nov. 8, said 
nothing definite to anybody or to 
any specific proposal. And the one

any kind of yes to whatever it waa

He himself should welcome that 
release. If he intends to have his

advifcrs take a good long look at

a  alAgle observer who, in advance 
of Noy. 8. would not have said 
that this election constituted the 
all or, never moment for Nixon., 
Either he won or his political ca­
reer waa at an end. There were 
some of his enemies, in fact. In 
both parties, who were sure that 
they were to be rid of hint at last.

The general cloeenesa o f  that 
election created the unexpected 
prospect of a  new political life fo f  
Nixon, if he wanted to choose It 
and work for It. The final result in 
California solidifies that prospect.

However Nixon plays his role, he 
is not In oblivion. Rather, he Is in 
the middle of a party situation In 
which the ultimate benefit of w ar­
fare between the liberal and ultra- 
conaervatlve wings of the party 
may come back to him.

And if he htmeelf has the eiMrgy 
to go beyond such a waiting game 
If he chooMB to go out^Md work 
as candidate for governor In Cali­
fornia two years from now, and If 
he has the good luck to win in that 
election, he can do much to put 
definite advance claim on his 
party's nomination in 1964.

There may etlll be some who will 
regard such prospects as an un' 
welcome deliverance of Nixon, that 
villain, from the Just fate that 
waa awaiting him. W e would sug­
gest, however, that there mrt like­
ly to^be a  much greater number of 
people who fM l a little differently 
about the post-campaign Nixon 
than they ever felt about him be­
fore, or ever expected to feel. This 
was, in rstrospect, the most re 
strained and statesmanlike cam­
paign of hie career. In various 
emotioiiiu momenta when the 
chips were down, when the poasible 
smallness Inside s  man might have 
buret blit openly for everybody to 
see, what came from Nixon was 
stature aiid dignity and generosity. 
In fact, the Nixon who closed the 
campaign and conceded the cam' 
paign might well have won It, had 
he been clearly present from the 
beginning ot the campaign. It  la 
not unusual for a  candidate to gain 
prestige In a  losing campaign. It 
does happen. But there would not 
have b e «i many advance predic­
tions that such a thing would' be 
possible for the particular candi 
date, Richard Nixon. Nevertheless, 
that seems to be what he has done, 
and if there is a  chance of future 
political life for him in it, that 
chance must be considered one he 
hlmselit has won becaiuie he de­
served It.

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In most years, the would-be de­
fender of the one and only au­
thentic. IiuUsn Summer has to con­
fine his activities to a negative 
business of knocking down the 
foolish fancies of other observers 
who begin,- as early as September, 
putting the sign on any spell of 
weather warmer than^usual.

One* reminds the world, as de 
Cently ss one can with enough 
firmness to be effective, that good 
weather for the World Series or 
the Danbury Fair or the annlver 
sary of the opening of the Bulkeley 
Bridge Is not authentic Indian 
Summer, but merely a haphazard 
revival of ordinary eumrp«r. One 
gets, for one's paint, the reputa­
tion of being a kill-joy, scarring 
other people's pleasures for no 
particular purpose. One becomes 
known as the grouch who doesn’t 
believe In Indian Summer.

All one te doing, of course, la pre­
serving the accuracy and the pur­
ity of the term. But one cannot 
ever complete that aaelgnment 
merely by knocking down the false 
Indian Summers proclaimed by 
6thers. One must, sooner or later, 
be able to provide a sample of the 
authentic Indian Summer, so that 
one ran invite the world to look at 
It and sense it and remember it, 
so that the definition'can be fixed 
for all time.

Nature does not often collabo­
rate in providing the sample which 
would clinch the argument. In 
fact, we have been watting for 
several years for the opportunity 
to' proclaim an authentic Indian 
Summer.

But It has now become possible. 
This week has been Indian Sum­
mer, with the right kind bf weath­
er in the right place on the calen­
dar. This has been exactly i t , ^ .  
yond argument or cohtrovarsy. 
This is when It comes, if It does. 
This ■ la what It Is like ,. when It 
cornel.

If you think back over what it 
has been like you will resUxe that 
you have .been experiencing the 
morning frost and haxe, the noon­
time mellownaes, the audden 
spring-throatednesa of the song 
•parrow and the far-off sounds of 
the Podunks closing down thelt 
tounmer vUlagee which have>Al- 
wnyit In this arat,. jfirodalmAil tha 

and only authentic 
Summer that eould poMdbljr a r­
rive.'

When the Kennedy victory xtoa 
only a  poMlbllity. speculation 
about Ita Connecticut eonnetatlons 
was a  full license process, in which 
one distributed as many rewards 
as one could imagine.

With the Kennedy victory a  
fact, certain ground rules have to 
come Into play.

Before the election, one could, 
and some did, write as If a  Ken­
nedy win would almost auto­
matically open a  veritable fairy­
land of advancement to Connec­
ticut figures. One could write of 
doyernor Riblcolf as attorney 
general or as Supreme Court ap­
pointee, Chester Bowies ss secre­
tory of state, and John Bailey as 
postmaster general and Demo­
cratic national chairman as if 
these were all hot only equal pos­
sibilities, but that
could arrive in the one and same 
general package.

Taking a glance at a  little sta­
tistical reality, such as thS reality 
.that such a Kennedy laiYesse 
would have had the result of dre­
ating a Cabinet which was ond- 
third Connecticut, would have 
spoiled the speculation and the 
story. It would, in fact, have been 
dmvnright mean, for it would have 
said that not all these rewards 
could possibly come to Connecti­
cut.

A fter the election, however, it 
becomes downright charitable to 
begin to emphasize the reality, 
which is that not all three Con­
necticut possibilities could make 
it for such top posts together, 
even if they were unquestionably 
tha very finest possibilities in all 
the coimtry.

The ground rules say that the 
moment one of them is selected 
tor the Cabinet, the chances of 
tha other two for Cabinet status 
practically disappear.

Under the operation of buch 
ground rules, the President-elect 
Burveylnig hie Connecticut scene is 
quite likely to be combining one 
primary consideration and .one 
secondary consideration together. 
H a would begin, we suppose, by 
calculating which of the Connecti­
cut trio stands first in claim upon 
him, and first in iwtenttal benefit 
to the appearance and perfor> 
mance of his administration. The 
name rising to the top by such a 
process could well be that of Gov­
ernor Ribicoir, and the normal 
view of the Rlblcoff status with 
Kennedy is, indeed, that RIbicoff 
can come pretty close to naming 
what he wants.

The s e c o n d a r y  consideration 
which might be in Kennedy’s mind 
might, however, alter that situa­
tion, into one in which Kennedy 
would be insisting that Riblcolf 
take a certain poet even if Rlbl­
coff did not happen to want it 
particularly.

n ils  secondary consideration 
would be based on the knowledge 
that the award of one Cahinet 
post to Connecticut would, ty  the 
normal political ground rules, for­
bid the award of any others. To 
Kennedy, in other words, Rlblcoff 
would not only be the natural num­
ber one Connecticut possibility, 
but his appointment would also 
be the Instrumentality which 
would make It more difficult for 
Kennedy to indulge himself In 
other Connecticut selections.

O f course, what could be going 
on as we write this is that Ken­
nedy la asking Rlblcoff to draw  
back out of the way temporarily 
so he can appoint Bowles secre­
tory of state or Bailey poatmae- 
ter general. W e are euro Rlblcoff 
would be delighted to agree; what 
we doubt is that he la being offered 
such a  diumoe.

On this side ot the AtlahUe be- 
causa our payload oaiiabUitlea are 
limited, Bcfenttata are more prime 
to consider robot ekplonrs and 
some designs fpr. these ha've been 
detailed.

Dr. John W . Clark, of toe Rughea 
Aircraft Company, speaking at toe 
Instrument Socleto of America’s 
meeting in N ew  ITork, revesled a 
proposal for a  family of robots. He 
calls them "mobots" for mobile ro­
bots.

He showed plsAs for devices 
which he believes can both outex 
plore and outperform man on toe 
lunar aurface and on toe bottom of 
toe sea. ’The mobots have wheels to 
permit them some mobility and 
possess mechanical arms and hands 
to simulate tola function in man. 
’These mechanical hands are no dif­
ferent than toe ones used today 
-with Incredible dexterity in toe 
atomic energy establishments. Fur­
ther, toe television cam eru are 
prorided to present three-dlmen 
■Ion vision to the operator. In ef­
fect, toe mobots have hands, feet 
and eyes.

*Haadynuui* Robots 
Underwater mobots oen be lifted 

to toe surface for repairs and 
modifications —  robots In space or 
on the moon cannot he brought 
back for this purpose. It is for 
this reason that other, scientists 
have proposed "handyman" pohota 
with repair facilities to correct 
robot breakdowns or malfunctions 
in space.

From toie It it  seen that algnifl 
cant effort has gone Ito the design 
of remotely controlled sensors to 
take the place of man in space at 
least for toe present.

Opposed to the concept of robots 
are those scientists who look upon 
the finest, most versatile and most 
sophisticated fobot as an inef­
fectual substitute for man. ’They 
cannot conceive of any device tak­
ing the place of a  human being ex­
cept In the most restricted sense.

One scientist has calculated that 
to build a  computing machine to 
replace man for but a single task 
would need toe Empire State 
Building to house it.

— Kennedy named Paul Nitze, 
director of the state department’s 
policy plaiuiing staff in toe ’Tru­
man administration, to represent 
him at a meeting in Washington 
next ’Tuesday with Paul Henri 
Spaak, director general of toe 
North Atlantic ’Treaty Organiza­
tion. ’They will discuss a  10-year 
plan to^ N A T O  which toe U. S.

Nitze is chairman of a  Kennedy 
study committee on natiortal se­
curity organization. He also heads 
the -foreign service educational 
foundation in Washington.

tions.

An . Associated Press surtey 
found' 14 communities on Nov. 8 
rejected proposals to fluoridate 
water. Tite survey did not find any 
towns voting In favor.

The largest city d e f e a t i n g  
fluoridation at toe polls was Cin 
cinnati, where the measure failed 
107,782 to 86,685. It  was toe sec­
ond rejection in seven years 
Fluoridation also failed of approv­
al across toe river In Kenton 
County, Ky., 17,690 to 10,621.

A s  of Aug. 2 thia year, public 
health officials reported nearly

ing fluoridated water In 3,885 
communities, compared with ateut 
1%' million in' 100 oommunltiee lO 
years earlier.

Fluorides had been added to toe 
water in 1,932 communiUee eerv- 
Ing 37 >4 million persons, while 
the rest had naturally fluoridated 
water.

In the 10 years, 100 communi­
ties have dropped fluoridation once 
it w a s . begun, with IS later re­
suming again.

Fluoridation usually has been 
begun at directive of city health 
and other officials, without sub­
mission to popular vote.

Well'lhformed sources said some 
members of the Russian diplomatic 
mission have dropped hints that 
the Kremlin, busy with Its own 
problems with the United States, 
would like Castro to be a little less 
belligerent. „

I t  also is understood that some 
veteran ManelsU In the Castro re­
gime have urged a like course on 
OutrO so as not to alienate Latin 
American public opinion.

After harsh atUcka on Ken­
nedy after his'election, some of the 
Castro papers appear to have drop- 
ped him.

A Cuban news agency dispatch 
from Washington said some “op­
timistic diplomats” felt Kennedy 
might attempt "secret negotia­
tions” looking toward a reconcili­
ation with Cuba. It said, how­
ever, that the best Informed 
sources considered he would do 
nothing to improve relations.

Intimates of the Cuban Prime 
Minister long have said he takes 
miggestions from no one. It Is pos­
sible, however, that he might listen 
to advice In the Interest of the 
present mission of his economic 
ctar, Ernesto (Che) Guevara, 
Moscow smd Peiping.

Cuban newspapers gave smash 
play to Red Chinese Premier Chou 
Kn-Ial’s denunciation of the Amer­
ican Navy's “Intervention ” in the 
Caribbean and pledges to come to 
Cuba’s aid if necessary.

Guatemalan President Ydlgoras 
said ho favored a police action by 
the Organisation of American 
SUtes (OAS) against Cuba simi­
lar to the police action by the 
United NaUons against a Com­
munist invasion In Korea In 1990.

IXplomatic sources In Washing­
ton said both Guatemala and Nic­
aragua were preparing to invoke 
the 1947 Rio de Janeiro treaty and 
ask OAS to take up charges of 
Cuban aggression.

OAS could call for suspension of 
diplomatic relation* with Cuba, 
economic sanctions or even mili­
tary force against her If she is 
found guilty after an Investigation.

The Rio de ' Janeiro treaty of 
mutual asslsUnce wa* invoked 
last year by Panama when she 
was Invaded by a force largely 
made up of Cubans. As a result 
the United SLUtes, Colombia and 
Venezuela sent air and naval pa­
trols along Panama’s coast.

In a protest letter, which Cuba 
asked Iw circulated among V.S.  
members in New York, the Castro 
nvemment charged that the 
United States by its naval action 
was “arrogating to Itself —  the 
attributes of an International police
fo rce__ and has transformed the
Caribbean Sea Into a private lake.’’ 

the other hand, the U.8. State 
Department, detailing charges 
previouBly made In October con­
cerning Soviet bloc arms ship­
ments to Cuba, pictured Castro as 
building up a military machine to 
support revolutionary movements 
throughout the Caribbean.

The statement said Castro, with 
940,000 regulars and militiamen. 
liM the biggest army in Leitln 
America. He has Imported 20,000 
tons of surms. Including tanka and 
alght MIG Jet fighters, from the 
Soviet bloc, the Department said.

Two leading Latin American 
p^iwrs attacked the action of Presi­
dent Elsenhower for ordering the 
Navy on its anti-invasion patrols.

El Hempo, Colombia’s largest 
p^>er. said it “disturbs us pro­
foundly” that the action was taken 
Without taking OAS into account 
“and without even consulting other 
governments of the hemisphere.*' 

M ^ co ’s Ultimas Notlcias said 
the action was inopportune and 
would provoke antl-Ameiicanlam 
since OAS had not been consulted.

Costa Rican President Mario 
Echandt In a radio address defend­
ed the United States.

C h a r g i n g  that International 
Communism la trying to organize 
revolution throughout C e n t r a l  
America, he said “it Is obvious that 
the move, so violently rejected by 
Russia and Communist China, was 
taken for the purpose of continen­
tal defense, in the face of grave 
Central American happenings.”

Costa Rica announced It had 
found new documentary evidence 
of complicity between Nicaraguan 
rebels and Castro agent*. The reb­
els Invaded Nicaragua from Oiala 
Rican territory and clashed with 
Costa Rican border forces.

Meanwhile, heavily armed troops 
were reported to have restored or­
der in yet another country, Bo­
livia. More than 100 persons were 
reported killed, and police and 
transportation oifices burned and 
lootsd a t C o^baniba, 140 miles 
soutluaat of the capital.

Most workers al­
ready had left for the day.

Firemen first realized men were 
trapped in the basement when con­
tact \|'a8 lost with them -via walkie- 
talkie radios. Fighting through 
flames, they managed to pull two 
to safety, but could not reach the 
other three. The firemen died- with­
in 10 feet of a stairway which re­
mained Intact despite the fire.

Officers of the; department, 
along with Mayor Wagner and 
Commissioner Cavanagh, stood at 
attention, their heads bare, as the 
bodies of the dead were placed in 
an ambulance.

“ One of the dead men haa a 
brother in the department” Clava- 
nagh said. “I- had the sad experi­
ence of bringing this man into the 
ambulance to identify the body of 
his own brother.

"If you ever saw the tradition 
of this Job on a man’s face it was 
on his. He took it like a man. He 
seemed ready to go in and fight 
the fire himself."

The dead were identified as Lt. 
John A. McDermott, 34, and Fran­
cis J. Sammon, 34, both of Staten 
Island, and John C. Cosner, 25, 
Bayaide, Queens.

The-building where the fire be­
gan was the scene ofanother blaze 
more than 80 years ago when 40 
to SO firemen were overcome by 
■moke. Lein than t-ŵo years ago 
24 peraohs Were killed in. a fire 
;|uat north of laat night's blase. 
Six firemen were killed In a  loft 
fire in the same area in February, 
1858.

The U.N. released a letter from 
Kasavubu to secretary General 
Dag Hammarskjold accusing Lu­
mumba of trying to set up a dicta- 
torahip in The Congo by terror 
methods.

Kasavubu denied chdrges by Lu­
mumba that U.S. sources were put­
ting up money to prepare a  coup 
d’etat in The Congo.

In Leopoldville, Ghaha/s charge 
d’affairea. Nathaniel Welbeck said 
today he does not intend to bow to 
Col. Mobutu’s order expelling him 
from The Congo.

Welbeck said he had, received no 
formal expulsion notice from the 
Congolese authorities and atrassed 
that his g o v e r n m e n t  does not 
recognize Mobutu’s military re­
gime. '

“I do not coneider I  have to 
leave,” Welbeck told newsmen. 
"My government continues to have 
diplomatic relations with the legal 
government of the Congo headed by 
Mr. Lumumba." Lumumba was de­
posed 1^ Mobutu.

Mobutu announced last night he 
had given Welbeck until Monday 
to get out of the country with his 
9-man miasion. Mobutu haa been 
accusing the Ghanaianr of help­
ing Lumumba’s efforts to return 
to power.

In September Mobutu ordered 
out of The Congo the Soviet and 
Czech miaaionS and they left quiet 
ly. The United Nation* offered the 
two embassies military protection 
against Mobutu’s verdict, but they 
refused.

Welbeck said he also had re­
ceived formal aakirances of pro­
tection from the United Nations.

Indian Gen. Indarjlt Rikhye, act­
ing head, of the U.N. Congo opera­
tion, said that as far as he waa 
concerned Welbeck did not have 
to leave the coimtry.

R i k h y e  confirmed Welbeck’a 
statement that no formal' expul­
sion notice haa been served. He 
said it was part of tife United Na­
tions function of maintaining law 
and order to protect diplomats and 
"this protection will be given to 
Mr. Welbeck.”

At the same time, however, 
Rikhye stressed that the United 
Nationa "does not intend to inter­
fere in the relations between' the 
government and diplomats."

Last, {light Rikhye said that the

UJ4. would not Interfere with 
Welbeok’a expulsion. Thire was no 
explanation for the apparent re­
versal of ,the UJI. attitude. 'Wei- - 
beck diScuseed the e x p u l a l o n  
threat with Rikhye today.

I t  was not clear to what extant 
the United IfaUons was wlUlnr to 
help Welbeck resist Mobutu’a de­
cision, Welbeck’e . villa is guarded 
by CHiana riot police who form 
part of the United Nations Congo 
contingent.

Welbeck has been persona non 
grata in the Congo since Oct. 4 
when KasS'vubu accused him fit 
interference in The Congo’s in­
ternal affairs. He haa yefuMO to 
leave'the country. ^

Today Welbeck said that Mo­
butu's plans to expel him' repre­
sent a teat “for the western pow­
ers to prove their democracy."

The' diplomat said he had In­
formed his government in Accra 
of the cveqta and added that "If 
my government tells me to stay 
On I  will stay on through thick 
and thin.’*^
