Moscow, Nov. 23 (/P)— The 
Soviet Union sharply inform­
ed Red China today that the 
Kremlin’s viejvs on peaceful 
coexistence remain the con­
trolling factor of Communist 
world policy.

'The tough rejoinder to premier 
Khrushchev’s critics in the world 
Communist leadership was pub­
lished in Pravda, I f  indicated stub­
born debate and the toughest sort 
o f bargaining has been going on 
over the past two weeks in a world 
Communist summit meeting in 
Moscow,

Although some sort of compro­
mise may be worked out to pre­
sent to the outside world as a show 
of Soviet-Chlnese u n i t y ,  there 
aeemed little doubt the Russians 
werre telling Peiping that Moscow 
Intends to continue Khrushchev's 
policies. ’These are keyed to his de­
mands for banishment of nuclear 
weapons, disarmament and what 
Moscow calls “ peaceful coexist­
ence.”

Only two days ago the official 
People’s Dally of Peiping, in an 
evident attack on Soviet Premier 
Nikita S. Khru.shcvev's theories of 
peaceful coexistence and the pos­
sibility that World War I I I  may 
not be Inevitable, declared It was 
an illusion to think communism 
can get along with Imperialism.

U.S., Allies Win Seat 
For Kasavulfu in UN

HartforeJ, Nov. 23 (/P)— Po­
lice throughout Connecticut 
were notified by State Police 
Maj. Leslie W. W iliams today 
that sling shots recently 
placed op<sale in the state are 
“ deadly or dangerous weap­
ons” under the law and sub­
ject to strict regulation.

These particular sling shots, he 
said, are marketed under the trade 
name, “Wham-O,” and are describ­
ed as a "Sportsman's hunting sling 
shot,”  capable of killing rabbits, 
squirrels and other small animals.

"They could just as easily,” he 
said, “ kill a human being.”

Ammunition for the sling shots 
consists o f steel balls and small 
arrows. A  special rest permits the 
shooting of the arrows. The sling 
shots are made of a.sh and sell for 
aboiU $1.20 apiece.

Major Williams, administrative 
officer of his department, said In 
a police teletype message that car­
rying one of these sling shots -with­
out a w'ritten permit from a first 
selectman, mayor, chief of police 
or bprough warden is a. felony.

Violatlonsi he said, are punish­
able by a maximum sentence of 
three years in state prison plus a 
$500 fine.

In addition, said Major Williams, 
all sales of the sling shots must be 
reported in wTiting within 24 hours 
to the police chief, borough war­
den or first selectman of the town 
where the sales were made. Failure 
to do so. he said, subjects the seller 
to a maximum $100 fine.

The sling shot situation was first 
brought to his attention. Major 
Williams said, by the police depart­
ment in Greanwich, where the 
w-eapons ware placed on sale by a 
discount store.

The 53-24 vote with" 19 abs'eh- 
tlona marked a bitter defeat for 
the Soviet bloc and many Asian- 
African nations who fought Kaa- 
S'vubu’e' bid for a seat every step 
o f the way. v

Opponents of Kaaa-vubu tried 
repeatedly to stall a decision by 
demands to adjourn the debate or 
defer any action on the credentials 
committee’s recommendation to 
seat Kasavuhu, But all attempts 
were voted down.

The ballot climaxed two weeks 
o f debate highlighted by bitter 
clashes between the United States 
and Russia. The two powers ac­
cused each other o f making a 
Cold W ar issue out of The (Congo’s 
plight and exploiting the African 
nation to promote their owm inter­
ests.

The USSR has firm ly backed 
Leftist-leaning Patrice Lumumba, 
deposed Congo premier, who also 
gent a delegation to the U.N.

Kaaavubu issued a statement ex­
pressing satisfaction over the as- 
aembly’a decision to seat him. He 
expressed hope that his delegation 
could meet soon with Secretary- 
General Dag Hammarskjold and 
the U.N. Congo Advisory Com­
mittee to try  to bring the warring 
factions together in his chaotic 
state. ’

The vote highlighted, the vride- 
open split In Oie African bide on 
The Congo.

Nine African states voted to 
seat the Congo president. They 
were Cameroon. Chad. Congo

Cape Canaveral, Fla., Nov. 
23 (/P)— The United States 
hurled a robot weatherman 
into .space orbit today and 
quickly, started getting bade 
cloud pictures which scien­
tists hoped to use in actual 
weather forecasts.

The camera-carrying satellit®— 
Tiros I I—was rocketed upward at 
6:13 a.m. EST from the miasUa 
test center at Cape Canaveral. FTa.

Some tw’o hours later the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad­
ministration announced it had 
achieved successful orbit very close 
to the planned height o f 400 miles.

TOURNAMENT BIDDERS 
P R A O ngE  lABOENY 

By Alfred Sheinwold
The naUonal bridge tournament 

■cheduled for this week In New 
York reminds me of the first rule 
of tournament play: Keep count­
ing. If you’re playing against city 
slickers, count your fingers and 
toes before and after each round 
of play.

A t the last national tournament, 
held in Los Angeles a few months 
ago, this hand came- along In one 
of the team matches’. Edgar Kap­
lan, my partner, opened the North 
hand with a weak two-bid in dia­
monds, setting! the stage for a bit 
of larceny.

The weak two-bid, used by most 
of the top-ranking tournament ex­
perts, shows a good six-card suit 
In a hand that is'not quite worth 
a normal opening bid. It wapn't 
hard for me to see. with the South 
hand, that the hand ’‘belonged" to 
the opponents.

This Is a very Important Id^a 
for rubber bridge as well as for 
tournaments. A hand belongs to 
your side -when you have most of 
the strengii. you should aim for 
a plus score in such a case. The 
hand belongs to the opponent 
when they have m o s t  of the 
strength: your ambition on such 
hands Is to keep the loss as low 
as possible.

Psychic Response
My response o f two notrump 

was psychic, since it indicated a 
serious interest in game even 
though jny partner had announced 
a hand of less than o p e n i n g  
strength. There was no chance of 
getting away with this if either 
opponent had an overpowering 
hand, but If the high cards were 
divided each o p p o n e n t  might 
credit me, with his . partner's 
strength.

As the cards lay, "U'est should 
have spoken -up at once. A double 
would have worked like a police 
whistle. When West kept silent. 
North made his .normal raise to 
game.

The defenders could have taken 
the first nine tricks, but it 
wouldn't have helped them. They 
couldn’t collect

Actually, the spade opening 
lead gave me the first e i g h t  
tricks.

Dally QuesUon
Partner opens with 1 NT (16 to 

18 points), and the next player 
passes. You hold: Spades — K 8; 
Hearts — 7 2: Diamonds —  A
10 8 7 3; Clubs — 7 5 4. What do 
you say?

Answer: B id-3 NT. The com­
bined count in high cards should 
be at least 25 points, easily enough 
for game, should be easier to 
make 9 tricks at notrump then
11 tricks at diamonds.

For Brandy St, Farm' Survey

An appropriation of $600 waaOservice at the Bolton Cohgrega-'
voted by the Board of Finance last

We. who live on what used to 
be a farm, are having Thanksgiv­
ing in the city. And. adding every­
thing up realistically, that is the 
more appropriate place.

The farm that may hang on your 
wall in a Currier *  Ives print ex­
ists no longer in reality. It survives 
only in memory. TTie country is 
full of an ever decreasing number 
of land factories, each growing 
larger and more specialized as the 
years roll by.

Some 20 years ago, we began, 
for oitr personal nostalgic pleasure, 
an experiment tn the recreation 
and preservation of country life as 
we had known it when a boy.

We succeeded, then. In recreat­
ing one or two authentic Thanks­
givings. The turkey that came to 
our board, although lean and 
.tough and stringy, was neverthe­
less our own, poor bird. It con­
tained dressing made from sau­
sage which was also our oWx\, and 
which had been sampled that 
morning, for >  eakfast. The mash­
ed potatoes came from our own 
soil, which had been nourished 
with real organic fertilizer. The 
turnips, although a little woody 
and fibrous, were also our own. The 
celery had been untrenched- that 
morning.

There were old New England 
style pick'les which had also been 
grown at homo and cured in earth­
en! crock. Tliere were crab ap­
ple jelly, and gooseberry Jam and 
marmalade made from amail yet-! 
low tomatoes. And, of course, l

pumpkin pie made' from pump­
kins, and with that crust, made 
from home-tried leaf lard, which' 
will never be egiialleU anywhere 
for tender, flavorsome flsdtlness. 
In short, there was nothing on the 
Thanksgiving table, except salt 
and sugar, and flour ingredient, 
which did not come from the fam­
ily efforts on land w'hlch was ours.
It was nostalgia; it w’as fun: if the 
turkey Ivas tough it was still our 
owm; it seemed to prove that the 
old-time self-provision of a fam­
ily farm could be imitated, and 
that it was worth the leffort.

Long ago we admitted that the 
growing of turkeys was a scien­
tific specialty. The advance of pest 
and blight made the growing of 
late potatoes a luxury requiring 
far more equipment than any . f̂am­
ily crop would be worth. You could 
raise your own pig and make yOur 
own sausage, but you could not, if 
you wanted to retain peace of 
mind, look at the Wholesale price 
of pork raised on some mid-west­
ern meat factory.

The realistic fact la that the only 
way to be sure of raising one tur­
key successfully is to set yourself 
up to raise 10,000 turkeys. And 
that effort, if indulged in, would 
preclude raising the 50 aens of po­
tatoes or turnips advisable if you 
wanted to produce your own vege­
tables.

The question becomes one o f : 
how much a certain difference of I

flavor, which may i ^ l f  disappear' 
once modem farming’ methods and 
modem breeding and feeding 
methods have been eniployeo, anu 
which in any case might be 90 per 
cent noatalgia, can be considered 
worth in terms of time and ex- 
p«^ise. We doubt that we shall 
ever live long enough to give that 
question an honest answer.. We are 
thinking of trying a pig of our 
own, and perhaps a few turkeys, ‘ 
next year. Meanwhile, it is some-; 
thing of a relief to evade the issue 
entirely now and then, and simply 
go and .have Thanksgiving in the 
city.

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Thanksgiving Not in Turkey Talk

However, an attempt was made 
In this direction iate last week 
at the BUington farm qf A and L 
Turkey Enterprises, the largest 
turkey grower in New England 
and one of the largest in the 
United SUtes.

A 20-pound hen was approached 
Initially, but refused to answer 
any questions until after an after­
noon meal had been consumed 
(turkey ration was being distribut­
ed into large, metal bunkers from 
an automatic feed wagon at the 
time).

A sister fowl volunteered that 
the food was good. She said that 
according to the grapevine, meals 
were equally well appreciated at 
A and L’s three other farms in 
Tolland, Vernon and Somers.

A third bird was accosted near 
the fence, but her speech was too 
rapid for exact translation. She 
bldrted out something about 
feathers and a fan, interrupting 
the conversation tp draw atten­
tion to a drooping white feather.

“ Good t,e X t u re. don’t you 
think?" she asked, blinking.

A nearby tom raised a slow foot. 
His agate eve fixed the interview­
er coldly. ‘ 'Fluff, ” he said. "Get 
to the point, Buster. The drum­
stick's the thing.”

The tom had got to the heart of 
matter, admittedly delicate.

‘•What's your . • ah . opinion 
of Thanksgiving, ladies?" was the 
query put to a gay flock practicing 
the chicken reel nearby.

The response wa# lengthy and 
deafening. .

Boiled down, or, rather, reduced 
to the essentials, the common reply 
indicated that Thanksgiving in a 
Word unknown In the turkey lexi­
con. On reflection, it is, perhaps, 
just as well.

The main' interests of the hens 
appeared to be food, mealtime and 
in between mealtime, when the 
pleasant effects of the earlier snack 
give way to the pleasant anticipa­
tion of the one to follow. Also, they 
seem to like to scratch; scratch 
the ground, or scratch themselves, 
the distinction is unimportant.

The toms, on the other hand) ap­
pear to have wider interests, such 
as drumsticks. Choking on' the 
shape and condition of the birds 
on the Ellington range, it could be 
s^d that the toms certainly know 
their onipns, if that's the righ^ 
world.

Further discussion was preclud 
ed by the appearance of a man who 
introduced the interviewer to Gil­
man “Gappy" LaBroad, a short, 
wiry man who talks slowly and 
who is one of the two prime mov­
ers behind A and L.

LaBroad has been in the turkey 
business most of his life. One year 
ago, he and Eklwin Aberle of Ver 
non decided to merge their opera­
tions and go Into the turkey busi­
ness on a large scale.

They bought a farm in Somers, 
keeping their own farms in Tol- 

. land and Vernon. Early this year, 
they bought the fourth farm, on 
Ellington's Meadow Brook Rd. In 
the course of the current year, they
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have started’ about 82,000 birds, 
and will have started another 9,000 
before the year is up.

A and L have sold about 30,000 
birds strictly for Thanksgiving din­
ner tables. Another IS.fliM will be 
bought for Christmas dinners, La­
Broad estimated.

Fresh turkeys from A and L's 
packing plant in Plainfield arc 
sold as far afield as Boston and 
providence. However, there is a 
kpsher dresser in Hartford who 
buys the birds from A and L and 
ships them to distant points such 
as Chicago, Detroit and even Je­
rusalem.

Quality control Is the Important 
factor In A and L’s success so far, 
LaBroad said. Breeding stock is

rasied on the farms, s factor which 
gives A and L control of each bird
"from egg to table."

Eight men work on the farms 
and up to 40 in peak seasons in the 
packing plant, the only farmer- 
owned, government-inspected plant 
in the state. In the past eight 
days, the packing plant has been 
going full blast, about 2,000 birds 
a day for the Thanksgiving rush.

What LaBroad and Aberle are 
interested in now is promoting 
sale of birds to industrial or busi­
ness firms on a large-order basis 
for compan.y presenU to employes 
and the like.

Will A and L grow?
Probably, said LaBroad, who en­

visioned 1.10,000 birds on the vari­
ous farms next year. He Indicated, 
however, that woiiid be tops.

Ade­
nauer's government feels that to 
start doing so would awaken bad 
memories of the years when Ger­
many paid postwai' occupation 
costs

Anderson snd Dillon left fpr

Reliable sources said negotia­
tions to reach some sort of agree­
ment will be contftiued by embas 
sies here and In Washington.

Although the United States fall 
ed in its .jrimsry mission.

Informed sources said the talks 
also failed to reach agreement on 
an Increased German contribution 
to NATO.

Bonn suggested setting up'some 
sort of a NATO fund out of which 
U.S. troop costs in Germany could 

paid, informants said. This was 
rejected because the United Btates 
wants prompt relief.

The Gerinans also Indicated they 
Would be willing to make pre- 
paymenU on their debts to the 
United States. This Was turned 
down because the Americans felt 
these arc due anyway.

latter permitted limited use pi 
them after presumably safe levels 
had been established.

The FDA said the l o w e s t  
amounts of the color which have 
been shown to produce liver dam­
age in test animals "were many 
times greater than the amounts of 
this color that would be consumed 
in the human diet."

The announcement said labora­
tory testing would continue, but 
gave no indication whether limited 
use of the color would be' permitted 
later.

Tests to date, Harvey said, "did 
not provide a basis for concluding 
that the color could cause cancer.”

Dr. Arnold J. Lehman, head of 
the FD A ’s Pharmacology Division! 
said some of the test animals de­
veloped malignant (cancerous) tu­
mors. He empha.sized, however, 
that scientists could not say def­
initely that the color is a cancer- 
inducing agent.

In addition to its use in cherries 
and frankfurter casings, the color 
has been used in combination with 
other dyes to produce various 
shades.
^The F D A  acted under a new 
color'additive law which places on 
njaufacturera the burden of prov­
ing that colors are safe before they 
can be used in foods, drugs and 
coemetics.

Nexv York, Nov. 28 {fP)— A  brand new baseball expansion 
plan— two nine-team majors with inter-league play-^appear- 
ed a strong possibility for 1961 today with a new Washington 
team the ninth member in the American and Houston added 
to the National. ♦ -

The revolutionary propi^al was 
unanimously voted upon by the 
American League at its day-long 
meeting yesterday and needs only 
the approval of the National to be­
come a reality. Should the National 
reject the plan, the American def­
initely intends to pursue its orig­
inal plan of 10 teams, including 
Los Angeles next year.

I f  the plan goes through, it will 
be for one year only. In 1962, each 
league xvould go to 10 teaina,. with 
Los Angeles Joining the American 
and New York the National.

The senior circuit, already com­
mitted to 10 teams in 1062 with 
franchises in Houston and New  
York, will give answer to the 
American during Us annual W in­
ter meeting in St. Louis, Dec. 6.
Should the reply be in the affirma­
tive, each leagxie would then adopt 
a 166-game achedule, an increase 
of 12 games.

Ribicoff Irked 
By Speculation 
He May Resign

ly Irritated at newspaper specula­
tion that Lt. Gov.* John N. Demp­
sey might be sitting in on budget 
hearings as a prelude to Riblcoff’s 
possible resignation and departure 
for the Washington scene.

Asked point blank if he plans to 
ask the Lieutenant Governor to 
join him in the budget hearings, 
which open Monday, he replied 
with an empathic no and described 
one newspaper story which sug­
gested the possibility as ’’disgrace- 
ful.”

"I'm the Governor of the state 
of Connecticut and I hold the budg­
et hearings.” he declared.

The Governor explained that the 
hearings will be conducted at the 
state capltol three days next week 
and will be confined to the major 
departmental requests.

TTie hearings will start off with 
the department of education Mon­
day morning at 10 and the Uni 
versity of Connecticut budget re­
quest up for consideration that 
afternoon.

Tuesday's schedule will include 
hearings on the health and mental 
health budgets w hile Wednesday’s 
hearing will be confined to the big 
ttrelfare agency.

Connecticut is expected to par­
ticipate in the inauguration'.of 
President-elect John F. Kennedy 
in Washington, provided the Incom­
ing General Assembly allocates 
the necessary funds.

This was explained today hy 
Ribicoff who said that the 1959 
Legislature made no provosion for 
financing participation In the in­
augural parade. He said 'he i 
sumed that , a request for an alio-' 
cation. would be made when the 
Legialature convenes 15 days be­
fore the Washington ceremony.

The Governor added that he fell 
the colorful and traditional Gov­
ernor’s Foot Guard should take 
part in the Washington ceremony 
but that other plana concerning 
Connecticut's participation were 
indefinite.

Internatimal'law baa been -de­
fined aa the law appUcabla to 
■tatea in their mutual relattdnf and 
to individuals in their relattoiu 
with-States. The ultimate purpose 
of international law is to pre­
serve peace and promote Interna­
tional understanding.

As Individuals, we have a definite 
interest in international law, paftl- 
cularly since the^eme^gence o f the 
United States as a great world 
power. In the last 15 years rep­
resentatives of our country have 
taken the lead among nations In 
support of ah increase in the 
strength of international law, or, 
as it Is sometimes called, the rule 
of law throughout the world. The 
effectiveness of the United Nations 
in the field of diplomacy and de­
bate has shown the value of inter­
national machlnefy for settling 
disputes among nations. The World 
Court is now the principal juridical 
organ of the United Nations,

To'help understand the concept 
of international law, we might 
refer to the adoption of the Con­
stitution bf the United States by 
13 weak but sovereign states as the 
ratification of a treaty. Treaties 
are. of course, . the contracts or 
agreements reached by negotiation 
between sovereign nations for the 
conduct of their mutual relations. 
B.V means of treaties and of inter­
national conventions sovereign na­
tions have worked out principles 
which apply In most countries and 
which adjust the laws of one coun­
try to those of, another even though 
those laws often conflict With one 
another just as here the laws of 
our states are by no means uni­
form.

Like much of our domestic law. 
international law is based to a 
great degree on custom. As local 
customs become established they 
are adopted by the courts in Its 
decisions and by the statutes of 
legislative assemblies. Much of the 
common law here In the United 
States derived from the local cus­
toms of the British people many 
years ago and is now expre.ssed In 
large part in a systematic body of 
such statutes enforceable In our 
courts.

A _ difference between domestic 
law and international law ia that 
a nation can be subject to a court's 
Jurisdiction only with its consent. 
Most countries bf the world re­
alize that one of the ties that bind 
them is a strong system of law 
and they respect international 
law and the 'World Court, ev,en 
though in the case of the United 
Ststes we qualified our consent to 
submitting probleVns to the court 
by the Connally Reservation, 
though both major political par 
ties here have now expressed a 
willingness to repeal this reser 
vation.

Only three methods exist for set­
tling. disputes between nations; 
war, voluntary agreement, and 
arbitration or aubmission of the 
dispute.! to a third party. While 
international law has not prevent­
ed war, we believe today that war 
is unthinkable. Many disputes 
should be and are settled by vol 
Untary agreements which 'we («ill 
treaties. But often arbitration is 
necessary just as it is in disputes 
among individuals and as individu­
als submit their disagreements to 
a court so should nations. The 
third party to decide an interna­
tional dispute is the World Court.

In the next few years an inter­
national code of laws concerning 
outer space will undoubtedly be 
developed and will be an illustra­
tion of international law. There 
have, o f course, been setbacks In 
seeking to establish a rule of law 
throughout the world but the 
establishment of the World Court 
has been a forward step in 
strengthening International —law' 
and the court will become strong­
er aa nations consent to the set­
tlement . of their disputes in that 
court.

Unconfirmed reports said ten

digging trenches around the huge 
Leopold 2nd, Army camp.

The all night shooting around 
the residence of Ghana • charge 
d'affaires N a t h a n i e l  Welbeck 
claimed the life of one Tunisian 
soldier and wounded 11 others, ac­
cording to the latest U.N. count.

Welbeck was forced to leave 
the country. Mobutu had ordered 
him out, accusing him of col 
laborating with Patrice Lumumba, 
the Leftist deposed as premier.

Mobutu said yesterday he would 
not order an qltack on Ltimum- 
ba's residence, now guarded by 
U.N. trodps.

But neither Mobutu nor the 
Indian Brig. Indarjit R i k h y e, 
seemed confident the army would 
not act on its own after Us taste 
of victory in the attack on the 
Ghanan embassy.

Congolese soldiers Ignored Mo­
butu’s orders yesterday In seek 
ing -revenge for the death of their 
second in command. Col. Kokolo, 
during the night-long siege of 
W e 1 b e c k’s riverside residence. 
The attack came after the„charge 
d’affaires stubbornly stayed on in 
Leopoldville despite an ultimatum 
from Mobutu to get out. Mobutu 
accused him of plotting with Lu­
mumba against the government.

When Congo President Joseph 
Kasavubu last month first declar­
ed Welbeck unwelcome, the U.N. 
Command insisted his expulsion 
by force would not be permitted 
and assigned 150 of its troops to 
protect him. That was where the 
situation stood when the shoot­
ing started.

As the aftermath uncontrolled 
C o n g o l e s e  soldiers stormed 
through the capital and arrested 
at gunpoint scores of U.N. civilian 
and military personnel. Uncon­
firmed reports circulated that 
some were beaten badly.

Rikhye in a report to U.N. Sec­
retary-general Dag Hammerskjold 
last night did not mention any 
beatinga. He said it was believed 
no international personnel were 
still under detention.

A  new 6 p-.m. curfew was im­
posed on the tense city -last night 
to prevent further outbreaks of 
violence. The U.N. yesterday or­
dered all staff member.! to remain 
in its headquarters compound ex­
cept for duty trips. Machine gun 
posts were set up at strategic 
points and around the offices.

There were confused reports on 
how the firing started. Most had 
it that the Tunisians shot first as 
Kokolo led a- group of his men 
toward the building with weapons 
held ready.

Lieut. Gen. Henry Alexander. 
Ghana's chief of staff, who took 
Welbeck away after a cease-fire 
said he found thp charge d’ af 
faires crouching in terror in the 
corner of a 'oedroom.

Orphaned at birth, Mike has 
become the dally concern of pro­
fessional social workers, pedia­
tricians, orthopedists and foster 
parents.

The Manchester office of Chil­
dren's Services of Connecticut 
was consulted by,the doctor who 
delivered Mike, a 6-pound Infant, 
in a normal birth. 'The baby left 
the hospital when he was five days 
old after Christmas last year, and 
was immediately placed In a fos­
ter home.

Mike seemed fearful and filled 
with anxieties; the muscled In his 
little legs were tight and didn't fiex 
ea.slly. Two months later, a mal­
function of his left hip socket was 
detected. It was discovered that 
his hip did not rotate normally. 
Doctors agreed this could have 
been a permanent serious handi­
cap If not discovered and treated 
early.

The Infant's foster mother wa.s 
instructed how to maneuver Mike's 
left leg In rotating exercises. Mike 
wore a bar fastened to his upper 
legs, forcing his weak leg into an 
outward po.sitlon. He couldn't sit 
up hccaii.'se of this rc.stralnlng ap­

pliance which he wore day and 
night.

Today, Mike weighs 21V2 pounds, 
can sit, stand, and push himself 
around In a walker. He wears the 
leg bar only at night, and it will 
soon come off entirely. |

Mike, who has blue eyes and 
sandy brown hair, has come out 
of his shell and Is much more so­
ciable. Professional case workers 
from Children's Services, who 
have followed his progfes.a close­
ly, de.scribe Mike now as a “ mo­
tor child" and a "boy’s boy.”

Not yet a year old. ho hltch- 
,hikes rides, whl^ seated In his 
walker, by grabbing hold of the 
skirt of anyone around. The de­
gree of correction of Mike's de­
formity is about 95 per cent, and 
medical specialists foresee no lim­
itation of activities and predict 
that Mike can play football some­
day.

Children’s Services, which Is 
currently conducting its annual 
fund drive, provided the leg ap­
pliance, board, clothing, and paid 
medical bills for pediatric and or­
thopedic specialists, at an estimat­
ed cost of $1,116.50, apart from 
the services of profcs.sional and 
office staff at the Chlldreh’s 
Services agency.

With his physical handicap now 
almost corrected, Mike’s emotion­
al and security needs are also 
about to be filled. He is to be 
placed for adoption soon.

Reports filtering through to

The Red Chinese, voicing a 
much harder line, contend that 
war is Inevitable as long as capi­
talism exists, and that commu­
nism would come out victorious 
from the ashes of a nuclear war.

Prayda declared Wednesday 
that peaceful coexistence is still 
the valid and controlling factor 
of Soviet policy. This was taken
