“The experimental animals are
being watched by means of radio-
televinion and telemetering sys-
tems, which play back physiologi-
cal data about their condition.

“The scientific-measuring In-
strumentation installed in the
sputnik-ship provides for several
scientific investigations of Outor :
Space physics,

“The weight of the thrd Bovht
sputnik-ship, without the last
stage of the carrier rocket,
amounts to 4,563 kilograms."

“It moves along an elliptical or«
bit. According to preliminary
data, the initial rotation period of
the sputnik-ship along its orbit
equals 88.6 minutes, with the or-
bital perihelion and apogee equal-
Ing approximately 187.3 and 265
kilometers (117 and 165 miles) re-
spectively.

“The orbit's inclination to the
equatorinl plane is 65 degrees.
“The sputnik-ship s provided
with a signal transmitter which
operates on the frequency of 19.-
995 megacycles on the regime of
telegraph signals of variable dura-
tion,

“The Instrumentation Is
from chemical and solar sources
of electricity. According to the
available preliminary data all the
instrumentation on board the ship
is functioning normally.

“Ground radlo-technical stations
are tracking the ship regularly,
“Follows a llst of cities over
which the sputnik-ship will pass:
Rome, 1331, Leningrad, 1336,
Paris, 1501, Pelping, 1520, London
1632, Hano!, 1885, Moscow 1810.,"
(The figures presumab\y were
given in Moscow time.) -

The two dogs, Belka and Strelka,
v'ere later exhibited in their space
suils before newsman in Moscow.
The Russians sald the animalx
were catapulted from the space
ship and were landed gently in a
capsule at a speed of 13 to 18 miles
per hour,

The first Soviet space ship was
put into orbit inst May 135,

Altogether the Soviet Union has
placed seven satellities in orbit
around the Earth since she opened
the apace age 38 months ago. In
addition the Russians have & cos-
mic payload orbiting the sun.

(The United States has orbited
nearly 30 Earth patellities and two
satellites around the sun.)

Economou standa 5 feet 8,
weighs approximately 1556 pounds,
has a medium build, ruddy com-
plexion, brown hair and gray-
green eyes, He has been known to
wear a mustache and may be
wearing a chin beard.

He has a scare under hin left
eyebrow, a scar over his right eye-
brow, a small scar on the right
side of his chin, & blotch scar on
the inside of his left arm, & vac-
cination scar on the upper part of
his left arm, and possibly needle
marks on both arms from the use
of narcotics,

He has previously worked as a
clerk, fireman, merchant seaman,
tile setter and welder.

Since Economou has been con-
victed of armed robbery and Is
known to tise narcotics, he should
he considered extremely danger-
ous.

“A good building code properly
administered Is a great asset to &
community in operating its devel-
opment toward & sound economic
goal"

So said Manchester's Bullding
Inspector Thomas Monahan in his
talk at a workshop session yester-
day in the second annual om-
munity Development Conference,
sponsorad by the Hartford County
Home Builder's Assn. Some 400
persons attended at the Statler
Hotel in Hartford.

Monahan described the building
code and what it should accom-
plish.

“Building laws should prescribe
only the purpose ‘to be accom-
plished and not the method to be
followed," he said. “And all pos-
gible freedom should be given the
designer.”

It was another
hour and 20 minutes before it was
announced the rocket had been de-
liberataly destroyed.
