Auschwitz 
Nazi Chief 
Captured

Frankfurt, Germany, Dec. 
20 (A*)— The Frankfurt State 
prosecutor tonight announced 
the arrest of Richard Baer, 
last Nazi commander of 
A u s c h w i t z  concentration 
camp.

Baer, now 49, and a former ma­
jor of the SS Elite Guard, had 
been presumed dead until two 
months ago Utoen investigating 
agencies were tipped that he actu­
ally was hiding out under an alias.

Auschwitz, where uncounted 
thousands of Jews and others were 
murdered during World War II, 
was the Nazi’s greatest "Death 
Factory” in their extermination 
program;

Inclosing the. arrest to news­
men, Chief Proeecutor Heinz Wolf 
said he could not make public any 
details. He indicated further ar­
rests may be made.

Wolf is heading the entire Ger­
man investigation into the Ausch­
witz slaughters.

Sixteen people, all former mem­
bers of the SS Guard, are already 
in custody.

All I of them worked under SS 
Lt. Col. Adolf Eichmann, who 
will go on trial in I s r a e l  next 
March as the head of the Nazi ex­
termination program.

Baer headed Auschwitz from 
1944 tmtll the advancing Soviet 
army liberated the vast camp in 
Poland early in 1945.

Kennedy, Johnson, Rayburn and 
Mansfield atarted strategy talks - 
yesterday on the new adminls'tra- 
tion’a legislative p r o g r a m  and 
budget planning. They met news­
men today on the patio at Ken­
nedy’s Atlantic shore home to re­
port on their discuasiona.

The most Important work of the 
committees, he said, was to find 
"bad bills," designed to do other 
than they are purported to do.

A  committee’s fa'vorabls report 
on a bill amounts to an endorse­
ment of the bill, he said. A com­
mittee can reject a bill merely by 
refiislng to give any report on It. 
An unfavorable rei^rt Is a con­
demnation of It.

Slbal warned of troubles that 
may crop up iji the committee be­
cause of the split control of Sen­
ate and House. Democrats control 
the.Senate, Republicans the House.

Since committed are composed 
of members of both. houses, the 
members of one party on a com' 
mittee might refuse approval of 
a  bill.

Slbal advised the legislators to 
know thoroughly the bills handled 
by their committees.

TTie house leaders depend on 
the legielatora’ knowledge of the 
bills, he said.

Explains Procediirea 
A. Searle Pinney explained how 

a bill proceeds from Its introduc­
tion to Its ultimate passage. The 
legislative commissioners, he said, 
wield a great deal of power, since 

* their approval Is needed before the 
assembly can act on a bill.

A (wmmlseloner can "subvert 
or pervert” a bill, he said. After 
its passage, the bill goes to the 
governor. If the assembly Is still 
in session, the governor has five 
days to veto the hill, or else It au­
tomatically Is passed. If the as­
sembly Is not in session the gov­
ernor him 15 days to act before 
the bill Is automatically passed.

Pinney advised the legislators to 
try  to assigm bills they wanted 
passM to "friendly” committees. 
At the public hearing on the bill 
he said, "marshal your forces. Get 
people together who can be effec­
tively heart."

And finally, "bird dog the bill. 
Make sure frierfSIi tell you of Its 
progress. Go before a  committee In 
private, If necessary and tell your 
side of the story.”

He concluded, "You have a very 
great responsibility to see that 
the people of this state are rep­
resented . . .  that their wishes are 
carried out trulv and effectively.” 

Arthur M. Lewis, Democratic 
Legislative' Commissioner; men­
tioned In his talk on the function 
of his office, 'that Saturday Is the 
deadline for submission of bills re­
quiring special acts to benefit In­
dividual communities.

li. S. Savings Bonds are called 
“nonmarketable" Issues, meaning 
there is no market place where 
you can go to buy or sell such 
3onds. They can , be bought 
bfuiks, the Treasurer of the U.S., 
sometimes through yoUr employer.

You may redeem these bonds 
and the amount of money you’ll 
receive will depend upon how long 
you’ve, kept them.

These bonds may not be trans­
ferred to anyone during the oWnj 
erio lifetime and the government 
sa,vB they may not be pledged as 
collateral for lotms. ’There are 
two series.

Series E bonds are sold for 75 
per cent less than their value at 
mateurity which Is 7 years, 9 
months from date of Issue. No 
interest Is paid,' but the increase In 
value, paid a t redemption, repre 
eents Interest.

If you hold such a bond for the 
full period, you’ll be getting 3% 
per cent Interest per year. If you 
redeem them sooner, the amount 
of money earned for you is less.

All E bonds, regardless when 
purchased, ceui be held for another 
10 years fropi date of maturity. 
If you are holding bonds idready 
In their first extension period, 
you’ll be able to. do so for a  sec 
ond extension period.

’The terms—for how many years 
and at what rate of interest—have 
not yet been announced. These 
bonds can be bought for maturity 
values from 925 to 910,000. No 
one petoon can buy more than 
97,600 issue price, or 910.060 ma 
turity value, worth <»f E bonds 
In any one year.

Series H bonds are 10-year 
bonds issued at par, meaning you 
pay 9500 for a 9500 bond. If you 
hold your H bonds the full 10- 
year period, rate of return Is 3% 
per cent.

H bonds are sold through the 
same channels as E bonds, are Is­
sued In denominations of $500 
91,000, 95,000 and |10,060, with 
annual purchase limitation of $10,- 
000 for each owner.

Series H bonds were first issued 
in 1952 and to date there has been 
no ruling as to whether you’ll be 
able to continue to hold these 
bonds after the 10-year period.

Interest earned on Series E and 
H bonds Is tSLX-free in states hav­
ing personal Income taxes, but 
must be reported on your federal 
tax return.

All other U.S. government se­
curities are called "marketable” 
Issues, meaning they fluctuate In 
price. ’These issues include 
Treasury bonds, coupon bonds, 
registered bonds, treasury notes, 
treiumry certificates of Indebted­
ness, treasury bills and bonds of 
such federal agencies as the Fed­
eral Home Loan Bank, FNMA, 
FIC bank debentures and Federal

.They are traded throughout the 
U'.S. on the over-the-counter mar­
kets.

The Jet slammed Into a  Brook-' 
lyn resldertlal area, killtng 84 in 
toa, plane and 6 on the ground. 
’Two more .are still mioeing.

’The Navy aidd firmly, however, 
that there was "nothing suspic­
ious" about the carrier blaze. It 
started this way: A small hoisting 
truck sheared off a plug on a 600- 
gallon tank of jet fuel. The fluid 
flowed down a  bomb elevator and 
into a well in which a welder 
was a t wix-k.

The resulting fire took a fright­
ful toll; In addition to the dead, 
at least 150 were burned or other­
wise Injured In the steel-jacketed 
furnace that was the Conatella- 
tion. Forty-three were hospital­
ised.

All the dead were part of a 
4,000-man ciirllian work force. A 
small Navy crew suffered no fa­
talities.

'The fire, 'whicUi seemed controll­
able for a short time, spread to 
different decka aa the flaming 
fuel poured from one compsut- 
ment to'another and aet ablazing 
wooden scaffolding, plywood in­
terior work, cans of paint and 
other Inflammable materials.

■Workmen raced down gangways, 
slid down ropes and rope ladders, 
and Jumped into the East River to 
escape the searing heat and billow­
ing, poisonoua smoke. Some drown­
ed in the icy water, and many more 
died of suffocation.

"I can’t descrioe It any other 
way than a living hell,” said one 
worker after a rescue trip deep 
into the ship.

Another said the plates on the 
floor were "so damned hot you 
can’t stand still even for a minute 
without it burning into the soles of 
your feet. . .

An army of firemen and civilian 
workers—some of whom had Just 
escaped the blaze themselves— 
fought the Inferno with dogged­
ness and daring. There were doz­
ens of stories of Individual herov 
ism and resourcefulness.

Rescuers cut through steel to 
reach men banging on the walls of 
compartments In whlcdi they were 
sealed. A giant crane lifted to 
safety a platform loaded with men. 
Firemen and volunteers plunged 
into the suffocating fumes to drag 
others to safety.

"One of the most spectacular 
rescues the fire department ever 
made”—In the worts of Fire Ck>m- 
mlssioner Edward Cavanagh Jr.— 
saved 26 men trapped in one com­
partment.

Firemen sent up an aerial lad­
der from a fire truck on the pier 
to the side of the ship. ’Then fire­
men climbed up to the top of the 
ladder and worked another ladder 
horizontally Into the single port­
hole of the compartment. The 
workmen crawled out and down the 
ladders, one by^one^ to safety.

Heavy smoke masked the ship 
as the rescue workers struggled on.

’Through the smoke, the gray 
paint of the Constellation could be 
seen peeling from the oven heat, 
revealing a ruaty-red undercoat.

It wM 'iha latter half o f  the 17th 
Oteitnry, a time o f  great religioua 
uphearal in Snrope. Calvln’a ln> 
ohdaaoeHhat "the Bible alone" be 
need in public worship had driven 
poptda^. hymna out of many 
churchea, particularly in England 
among the strict Puritan aects.

lhatoad o f hymna, the congrega­
tion dianted selected passages 
from the Scriptures, usually the 
Paahna. The clerk in ton e the first 
line in a  monotone and the people, 
as Watte once corhplained respond­
ed with “ dun indifference.”

Watte, one o f nine children, was 
' the son of a boarding house keep­

er and deacon of the Independent 
church who had twice gone to pris­
on for his rrilgiouB beliefs. As a 
boy, Isaac had stood with his moth­
er outside the prison gates to sing 
hymns to his father and the other 
Inmates. His parents managed 
somehow to scrape together 
enough money to encourage his 
love o f nfiisle with piano lessons, 

dmlleaged b f  Father 
Hie career as a  hymn writer be­

gan when he complained one day 
about the uninspired songs heard 
In the church the family attended 
at Southampton.

"Then make ecme better ones',” 
challenged his father.

Watts, although in poor health 
responded by writing more than 
600. A t first they were called 
"Watts’ Whlma" but their popu­
larity grew rapidly. When Ben­
jamin Franklin set up his printing 
.preas at PThiladelphia in 1741, the 
first book Issued was Watts Psalms 
and H ym na"'

In all. W atts. filled 02 volumes 
with his hymna. Most of of them, 
like "Let Dogs Delight to Bark and 
Bite," are long forgotten, but his 
"Hew Doth the Uttle Busy Bee" 
remains a children's favorite and 
his "Joy to tile World" has become 
m cherished C9iristmas classic.

Watte wrote "Joy to the World” 
tai 1710 while staying aa a house 
guest at the estate Sir ‘niomas 
and Lady Abney outside London. 
In that visit he undoubtedly set 
the all time guest record. He came 
for two weMs and stayed for 36 
years. His gracious hosts complain­
ed that it didn't seem long enough.

Miisto Added Letter 
The music we hear today to 

"Joy to tlw Worid”  was added 
more than 160 years after Watts 
wrote the words. It was composed 
in about 1670 by Lowell Mason 
of MedfiCld, Mm ., and based 
somewhat loosely on themes found 
in Handel’s  "Messiah."

Whan Watts died in 1746, his 
place In the worid of rell^ous 
music had already been preempted 
by Oharlas Wesley, brother of 
John Wesisy, the. fbunder of 
Methodism, ttm  brothers went to 
America In 1796 aa misslonarlea 
to the new ookmy at Osoigla, 
wbsTS Charles was to be secre­
tary to  Ocn. James Oglsthorpe. 
m  hsskfa forced him to return 
leas than a  year later, but ha never 
forgot ths marvrious singing of 
ths Qecinaa Moravian opkmlste. 
l b s  Moravians, a dsvout seot who 
later moved to Pennsylvania, gavs 
Charles Wndsy ths faiqdration for 
hU Ufa work. Hs pubhahed his first 
bymns at Chsrfaston, 8.C., and 
was brought before the grand Jury 
in Bavannsh for introducing "Un­
authorised Hymns into the Wor­
ship.”

As ths "Post Lauraate of MsUi- 
odiam," hs wrote more than 6,000 
hymns, finding Inspiration almost 
anywhere and writing with ease 
under ths most difficult conditions. 
Once he fell o ff his horas u^lle ac- 
eom pan ^ g brother J^bn on an 
aVangellcal mission ands6mplained 
that ths resulting injury "spoiled 
all my hymn writing for that day."

He daahed o ff "Hark the Herald 
Angels Bing" whlls walking to 
church one Christmas day and 
thrilling to ths tumult o f London's

^church bells. The first two lines, 
as originally written in 1730, were

"Hark! how all the welkin rings 
Glory to the King o f Kings.”

A friend, the Rev, Martin Madan, 
altered the opening stansa in ITW 
to the version we now know. Jor 
100 years the carol was sung to the 
same tune as Wesley's Eaater 
hymn, "Christ the Lord Is Risen 
Today," but in 1856 Dr. W. H. 
Cummings, organist at Waltham 
Abbey, fitted it to the . music of 
MendelBsohn’a "Featgesang."

Mendclasohn would have been 
as surprised as Wesley. He wrote 
the mu.sic to commemorate the 
300th annivenary of the Invention 
of printing and inalated it "never 
would do to aacred words."

MarUn Luther, the great Ger­
man reformer, was also a pro­
digious author of Christmas 
carols, but it is doubted if he 
wrote. "Awtw in a Manger,” aome- 
timea known aa "Luther’s Cradle 
Hymn.”  The carol, in the opinion 
of moat authorities, originated 
among German Lutherans in 
Pennsylvania and'was taken back 
to Germany In the 1840s.

But Luther, as poet Coleridge 
said, "did aa much for the Refor­
mation by his hymna as by his 
translation of the Bible.”  In addi­
tion to writing doaens of Christ­
man carols. Luther arranged and 
published "Good King Wences- 
laus” and popularised "O Tannen- 
baum,”  the Christmas tree carol. 
According to legend, Luther was 
fascinated with the way the stars 
seemed to .- glisten in the tips of 
the pine trees while walking in the 
woods one Christmas Eve. He cut 
a small fir tree and set out can­
dles for stars to recreate the 
scene for his small children.

He. wrote "From Heaven Above 
to Edrth I Oome," his most fam­
ous carol, as a Christmas cradle 
song for his son Paul. Bach 
harmonized this song for his 
Christmas oratorio. German sol­
diers sang it In the trenches dur­
ing a Christmas lull in the Frsnco- 
Prussian War of 1870. French eol- 
dferii responded with A d o l p h e  
Adam's "Canticle of Christmaa,” 
better known aa "O Holy Night."

Adam, composer o f the ballet 
"Gleelle'' and aeveral operas, dS' 
serves a dlstingutahed place among 
the makers of Christmas music. 
His "O Holy Night” with Its mag­
nificent "O Night Divine”  refrain 
ia by far the beet loved pf all 
Chriatmae carols among profea- 
adonal musicians and has been sung 
by moat of the world’s'great eon 
cert and opera atars.

$78 billion in life insurance pro  ̂
taction was bought by Americana 
in 1060.

The combined volume in new 
ordinary, .group and 'Induatrial 
policy purchases set a record, And 
It left 118 million persona with an 
all time high of an estimated $585 
billipn of life Insurance In force.

One Industry spokesman said 
final accounting for the year might 
push the insurance ownership 
figure over $600 billion.

Toward the year’s end. owner­
ship was estimated at $12,500 per 
family.

Viewed one way, the Industry’s 
big gain reflected a deferred 
harvest of business from the mar­
keting revolution of the last five 
yeara which saw a myriad offering 
of new policy types and premium 
payment devices.

Major contributors to overall 
sales volume included so callfd

baby”  group and "jumping 
juvenile”  policies, the recently 
popularized family plan, Insured 
irisurabllity, aalary savings plans 
and pre-authorlzed check payment 
plans.

A baby group Is one consisting 
of fewer than 25 persons, the old 
minimum number. Under a jump­
ing juvenile policy, the death bene­
fit multiplies fivefold, without pre­
mium Increase, when the Insured 
boy or girl reaches age 21.

Family plans, designed mainly 
for young married couples, auto­
matically extend protection to 
newborn children. Salary savings 
essentially are payroll deduction 
Insurance plans. Insured insurabil­
ity buys a guarantee of expanded 
future coverage at the purchaser’s 
option.

Dollarwlse, a highly significant 
ineremont in new insurance writ­
ten was the $14 billion in group 
life policies.

Sailors about the time of Co­
lumbus’ first voyage to the New 
World began the morning watch 
on ChrtoUnaa Day by . singing, "I 
Saw Three Ships Asailing,”  an 
unustufi carol that pictured Christ 
and Mary arriving by sea at land­
locked Bethlehem.

"Good King Weneeslaus,”  a 
carol o f Swedish or German ori­
gin, chronicles the devout doings 
of a 10th Century Duke ot Bo­
hemia who was known for hla 
generosity on St. Stephen’s Day, 
the day after Christmaa.

Of Welsh Origin 
Ck)d Rest Ye Merry, Gentle­

men,”  traditionally the firit carol 
heard In London on Christmas 
mornings, la believed to be of 
Welsh origin. Mozart borrowed 
the melody for a duet to i violin 
and piano. Charles D 1 e k e n s' 
Ebenezer Scrooge had a different 
reaction.

Poaeibly, too. * there may be 
something In the atomic proceaa 
which meaaure# time forward, and 
telia us how long a certain civiliza­
tion is likely to la.et.

I t  la the aiiapicion that there 
may be a radioactive clock which 
tells time forward, too, and which 
la about to begin racing on ua, 
which contribute# alarm to the 
posslbliity that a new nation, 
very small nation, larael, may be 
developing a statu# as an atomic 
m llltaiy power.

As the atomic age began, we 
and Canada and Britain were 
theoretically partner# In it. We 
soon passed a law, however, for­
bidding u# to tell our partner# the 
secrets they had helped u# create, 
and there was a brief span of time 
during which we thought of the 
atomic bomb a# an American 
monopoly. Russia broke that 
monopoly, and then Britain decided 
to uae the knowledge it had Join­
ed ua In creating to constitute it­
self as. an atomic power, and then 
ws had three.

These three, as blithely as if 
their own continued monopoly had 
been guaranteed forever, have been 
spending many years diacuasi'ng 
tils possibility of control o f atomic 
armaments, and the pest two 
years in a.specialized dieciisslon of 
til# possibility of at least agreeing 
upon a treaty which would regu­
late the testing of atomic, weapons.

While they thus negotiated, 
Preeldent de Oaulie came to.power 
In France, with tfie Idea that pos­
sessing an atomic homb would be 
the thing to restore France to 
status as a major world power.

When France did It, the tl\,ree 
existing atomic powers were dis­
tressed, but they made no move 
to open their club and admit 
FYance to their negotiations.

But when France did do it, 
everybody could know that, from 
that moment on, it was only a 
question pf time until other nations 
b e g a n ^  do it, ioo.

Possibly that first nation will be 
Israel, doing It with the aid of 
France. Pneslbly It will be Com­
munist China, doing it with the 
aid ,of Russia. There car he unrer- 
tsJntji' and speculation about the 
identity of the nation which will 
be next; there need be no doubt 

- at all that there wnll be a next 
nation, and then another, and an­
other. ’

Every lime this certainty flicks 
before their eyes, the big mem­
bers of the exclusive nuclesr club 
which is no longer »xf lusive, act ss 
if they were alarmed at the pros­
pect of someone less responsible 
than they getting the homb. But 
that doesn't indicate that they 
themselves are suddenly about to 
become responai'ole enough to ne­
gotiate even the first beginning of 
eorrie kind of international control 
o\er the military aspects of atomic 
energy.

In the air collision over New 
York City,'one fantastic theory Is 
that the operation of a pocket ra­
dio by one o f the passengers on one 
of the planet may possibly havs

needles in a haystack stabbing one 
another could take place.

In the air craah In Munich, the 
pilot, aware o f the fact that he had 
engine trouble, and fighting for his 
chance o f circling back to the field 
from which he had Just taken off, 
might have made it i f  the tail, fo r  
mldable cross of a  great cathedral 
had not caught his wing, perhaps 
by a matter of Inches.

Again yesterday, on the world's 
newest and largest aircraft carrier 
down in Brooklyn, it was a matter 
of Inches. A, small hoisting truck, 
operating on the deck of the Con' 
stellation, got an Inch or two too 
close to a tank of jet fuel, ahear- 
ing o ff a protruding plug, letting 
out the ^>el so it could find a level 
in the ship where there was fire to 
ignite It.

It  is the amazing achievement 
of otir age that we can and do 
carry o ff operations which do dS' 
pend upon spllt.inch and spllt-ssC' 
ond accuracy and efficiency. I t  is 
the recurrent risk of such an age 
that even the slightest error on 
pert of machine or Instrument or 
the human factor which can never 
be quite eliminated can, when the 
fates seem to will it, produce ma 
jor tragedy.

With three mioh major tragedies 
In four days, we have had enough 
mass sorrow to last out ths holi­
day sssaon. Ij#t us hope the cycle 
is Indeed complete at three.

"Kennedy brushed aside all ques­
tions dealinir with the sise of the 
new administration's budjjet for 
the fiscal year starting July 1.

He said he is not familiar with 
the final budget which President 
Eisenhower will send to Congress 
in the early days of January, and 
must learn more about it before 
being, able to discuss the plans of 
his own administration.

Kennedy will be brought up to, 
date on the Elsenhower budget to­
morrow when he meets here ..with 
his own budget advisers. They 
have been working with the outgo­
ing El8enho^ver b\idget officials.

As for legislation in the new ses­
sion, Kennedy said he did not care 
to set up any priority sequence for 
the measures on which he wants 
Congress to act first.

Then he went on to s « '  that he 
1s hoping for speedy action on bills 
to provide medlcAl, care for the 
aged, aid for education, housing 
development, minimum wage, and 
aid for areas of chronic unemploy­
ment.

Asked whether he looks for the 
unemployment situation to worsen. 
Kennedy replied that the newsmen 
had seen all the figures he has on 
unemplo>’ment. As for any action 
by the new administration in that 
field, he said, it will he necessary 
to wait until after it takes over 
control of the government Jan. 20.

The President-elect said, how­
ever, that he and the other Demo­
cratic leaders wlthjwhom he has 
been meeting here'nad been con­
cerned with the problem of unem­
ployment and what, he called "lack 
of vigor in the economy." This was 
a •theme which Kennedy hammered 
at constantly during the presiden­
tial campaign.

As for civil rights questions, 
Kennedy said he and his adminis­
tration are committed to do every­
thing possible to protect the civil 
rights of all persons. But he de­
clined to go into any detail on an 
administration program in that 
field. He said he would have a bet­
ter Idea about that after he takes 
office.

He replied that he and Johnson 
both feel that this la a matter to 
be decided by the Senate.

According to OoL James Law- 
ton Collins Jr., commandant, the 
Army L a n g u a g e  School at 
Monterey is now under heavy 
siege by civilian school admini­
strators 'Who would like to know 
the Army’s secret of phenomenal 
success.

A fter only two World .iWani and 
the threat o f a third, mbst public 
school men are on the 'qbrge of 
conceding that foreign languages 
can be used for communicating 
with all those poor folks who are 
not lucky enough to understond 
Ehigllsh.

Col. Collins reports that more 
than a thousand civilian obeerv- 
ers—most o f them in teaching— 
are coming to this out-of-the-way, 
tongue-training center yearly.

Requests for help In revamp­
ing public school courses pour in 
daily. More than a few of the 
Army’s instructors are being lured 
away to head language depart­
ments in progressive municipali­
ties.

Behind this siege of Monterey 
lies a big switch in public think­
ing about language education. As 
one former Army language in­
structor puts it: ,

"Most public TChooI and college 
graduates until now have been 
well-tralnedj a.s translators or re­
searchers in foreign language li­
braries. They may not be able to 
speak the language they’ve 
learned, but they know a lot aboutit.” (,

Proof o f public education’s- need 
to change can be seen in the 
grade books Army instructors 
keep.

Students who have had previous 
school or college study in their 
assigned language may be ahead 
of their Army class at the out­
set. But after the first few weeks, 

,lt’s anybody’s guess who’ll be in 
the top half o f the class.

Of the 2,000 men the Army 
school graduates yearly in 28 lan­
guages for military or diplomatic 
work, experts say almost 80 per 
cent are fluent enough to settle 
down and go into business in their 
assigned countries.

Not so strangely, U.S. business 
and industry ate pushing public 
education to change its grammar 
book approach for the Army’s 
way of language instruction.

According to a recent study of 
American interests overseas, of the 
30,000 civilians (and their fami­
lies) who go abroad every year to 
represent their firms, one-third fall 
and have to come home. The rea­
son: Language problems and atten­
dant culture shock. The annual 
cost of this waste Is at least $60 
million.

For once, even former draftees 
admit, the Army way is better and 
—amazingly—simpler than we’re 
used to. These are its key points: 

1. I f  you’re learning for flu­
ency and communication, you have 
to listen and speak -i-' person to 
person. Tape recorders language 
laboratories, microphones and 
sound-proof study booths may help. 
But they don’t replace conversa­tion.

2. Only after weeks of listen­
ing and talking can you take 
a chance on studying from a 
book. To minimize the risks of 
too much book study, the Army

fuate rM l' situation rooonns whsrs 
everybody has to play the pmrta 
of waiters, conductors, passengers, 
policemen, etc.

3. From time to time tbe class­
es are taken out into real life. 
An evening with a community 
that speaks their assigned lan­
guage reassures them that they 
are learning to speak and under­
stand.

It takes 24 weeks for the Army 
to turn out an Ameriesm fluent in 
Spanish, French, German, Italian 
or Portuguese. It takes 37 weeks 
for Romanian and 47 weeks for 
Russian, Middle Eastern and Far 
Eastern languages.

Can public schools and colleges 
move in this! direction.?

Sure, the instructors say. . If 
we’M give up two all-Amerioan 
ideas. First, that machines can re­
place teachers. And second that 
English is the only—or the best— 
language spoken on this planet.

During the later 
depresaian years he worked In pro­
duction control at Hartford Special 
Machinery Co., and thirlng World 
War n  he worked as assistant to 
the factory superintendent at Gam- 
mons-Hoa]^imd Co.-of Manchester. 
Since 1946, he haa been with Che­
ney Tech.

He came to the trade school to 
teach on a trial basis, found he 
liked It, and stayed on. A new 
regional technical school Is being

buUt on W. Middle Tphe-^at H lllpd  
St. Johnson says when that school 
is open in September 1962, he hopes 
more female; students will develop 
an Interest in vocational education.

Spirit o f Christmas really ex is^ in  
this town o f 809, In the person o f a 
little girt who has never walked 
a step In her 15 years o f life.

She is Am i Hill, victim  o f amyo­
tonia, rare disease which results 
In almost complete absence o f mus­
cular control. She is confined to a 
wheelchair.

The town wanted a youth center 
for 20 years, a place where the 
yoimg people could have super­
vised recreation and avoid getting 
Into trouble. The necessary 310,000 
Jtut wasn't available.

Ann bad once raised 31,018 sell­
ing lemonade and cocMes for 
Danny Thomas* St. Jude Hospital 
in Memphis to help other children 
wHh catastrophic dtseasos. She 
decided her friends should have 
that youth center. Though she 
can’t dance, she enjoys watching 
the others dance and she can play 
chess, checkers. Scrabble, cards 
and other games.

Ann was all set to raise 310,000 
for the center. But because she is 
frail, her parents didn’t  want her 
to imdertake so great a project. 
She had another idea. She talked

her parents, .Mr. and Mrs. VL 
E. Hill, both former school teach­
ers. Hill is a prosperous merchant 
and owner o f a line brick house 
near the town square.

Ann reminded her parents that 
she Is an only child. She spoke with 
feeling o f all her fine young friends. 
Ann fixed her beautiful blue eyes 
on her parents and said: “ Dad and 
Mom, would you consider turning 
over our new house fo r a commu­
nity jrouth center?”

Before .they could say no, she 
went on, speaking slowly because 
o f her handicap: "W e could keep 
two rooms for ourselves and the 
kids could use the balance o f the 
house. We could set up a grill and 
have food. W e cpuld have an honor 
system o f payment and they could 
make their own sandwiches and 
get their own cold, drinks.

“Then we could take that money 
and buy more food and drinks.

“ In the sununer, we could use 
the patio and the game room in the 
back yard. W e could have a stereo 
h-ifl 'and we could have tables for 
games and the kids could dance. 
Oh, we could have sudi a  wonder­
ful time. W e have this big house 
and we don't need i t  all. Please, 
let's share It.”

The Hills looked at each other.

Their wm  misted. How could they
,yno?
I t  has alt come to______  P M  and

every afternoon about 8, A n n  
slta in front o f the houie to her 
wheelchair waiting fo r "the gang.”  
They come and go untQ curfew at 
10 p.m. On weekends, they are 
there all day.

Ann's spirit seems to have cov­
ered the whole town. Mothers got 
togethw and farmed a  list o f 
chaperones. Every night couples 
offer to stay i f  the HiUs want to 
get away from the house.

Folks say Ashland never has 
been quite so nice a place to''live. 
And everybody says It's because 
o f the girl who brought to being 
the "Ann Hill Community Youth 
Center.”

Most nighU Mr. and Mrs. HUl 
sit In a back bedroom watching 
TV  while a bedlam of noise comes 
from the fron t But all they seem 
to hear in the house Is the happy 
laughter o f Ann.

The echool system’s last bath­
tub, which has stood/in the base­
ment of toe Nhthan Hale School 
since it was built In 1921, ip go­
ing to be removed to make way 
for a 'sink unit to serve toe kin­
dergarten.

And two classrooms of fixed 
desl's with inkwell holes are going 
to be removed to make way for 
new desks without inkwell holes.

Both changies are part of the 
renovation program In toe older 
elementary schools.

While the desks at Nathan Hale 
are not the last ones in the sye- 
tem with inkwell holes, they are 
the last of that tjtpe which are 
fixed to the floor.

Douglas E. Pierce, business 
manager for the Board o f Educa­
tion, said "The ballpoint pen haa 
made them obsolete.”

A ll toe desks purchased from 
now on w ill be*-' without inkwell 
holes hS'iiud.' T h «^ T ire  s flll some 
schools vrtiich have dbsks with 
inkwell holes, but the desks are

^ fa irly  new and probably won’t be 
discarded for many, years.

Another regson for discarding 
desks with inkwells is itoerci are 
no longer many pigtails around to 
dip into them. Home permanents 
for little girls have had as devas­
tating an effect on toe vise o f Ink­
wells as the Invention o f ballpoint 
pens.

The bathtub in toe Nathan Hale 
School was only used a couple of 
times. I t  was .Installed more be­
cause o f tradition than need, but 
the designers o f the school had 
no way of knowing that the era 
of lice ridden children was over.

I t  was small, not only be&#»ise 
the children who took baths in it 
were pint sized, but because It 
conserved hot water.

Principal Huldah Butler, who has 
been on the staff of toe school since 
It opened, can remember only two 
occasions on which the tub was 
used.

Around the turn o f the century 
pupils were inspected at regular 
Intervals for lice. I f  lice were 
found, a report was sent homo to 
the parents with a request that the 
child be bathed. I f  the tequeat was 
not fulfilled, the chlW was bathed 
at school.

The tub has been Ignored al­

most completely since Its Installa­
tion.

Except for the day before Me- 
morial Day.

The ChUdren bring in flowers, ac­
quired from various sources, and 
leave them In the tub which Is 
filled w lto water on that one day. 
The flowers stay fresh until toe 
men from toe Memorial Day com­
mittee pick them up.

This' w ill mean that thousands 
o f motor vehicle cases will be 
handled expeditiously, to the bene­
fit o f both offenders and the court, 
whereas actual court appearances 
wo\dd have been necessary under 
the old minor court system.

Every state resident charged 
with any of the downs o f "mov­
ing violations”—with seven ex­
ceptions — may take advantage of 
the plead-and-pay-by-mall ar­
rangement.

O f course, if a motorist wants 
to pay a fine only after being found 
guilty at a trial, that’s up to him. 
In that event, he must simply ap­
pear in court on the date specified 
in the ticket given him by the ar­
resting policeman.

Offenders must be taken Into 
physical custody only In the event 
o f an accident resulting in per­
sonal Injury, property damage or 
death or when charged with a 
felony, driving while under the 
Influence of liquor or drugs, evad­
ing responsibility, using a motor 
vehicle without the o^vner’s per­
mission, reckless driving or driv­
ing without a  license or registra­
tion or While either is suspended 
or revoked.

C^t-of-state driver* must pay 
their fines before leaving Connec­
ticut or post bonds guaranteeing 
their appearance in court—unless 
they come from a state party to 
the Interstate no-ball compact.

The uniform traffic differs from 
the familiar parking ticket al­
though their uses are similar and 
commonly confused.

A  parking ticket Is actually an 
Invitation to pay a penalty in lieu 
o f arrest and appearance in court.

The uniform traffic ticket Is sin 
Invitation to pay a fine without 
appearing in court. I t  contains a 
form through which, when signed, 
the offending motorist pleads 
guilty and waives his right to a 
hearing.

Tickets for "non-moving viola­
tions" —  various parking offenses 
—  will continue to be handled by 
the various communities already 
using them, 'as their officials see 
fit, and the collection o f penalties 
still made by the communities.

An officer using the uniform 
traffic ticket w ill Inform the o f­
fending motorist, after consulting 
an official list, the prescribed-fine 
for the offense with which he Is 
charged.

The motorist will then have five 
days in which to sendiar take his 
fine, together • with his signed 
summons, to the clerk of the vio­
lations bureau in the circuit court 
district in which he was arrested.

The uniform traffic ticket 1* o f 
the "no fix ” variety.

I t  Is in four parts—a white copy 
sent to court, a green copy for po 
lice department records, a yellow 
copy for the arresting officer's 
persoAm file and an orange copy, 
the summons, for the motorist.

Each set of four carries Its own 
aerial number. They are bound 10 
sets to a book for Issuance to po­
licemen and cost the state about 
28 cents a book.

Each policeman must send a 
signed receipt for every book to 
the’ general accounting office of 
the circuit court, in the county 
building at Middletown. Another 
signed receipt is retained by his 
department.

I f  a set of tickets Is spoiled 
for any reason, it must bb sent 
to the accounting office.

Circuit court officials w ill be 
able to detect any deliberate tear­
ing up or losing o f tickets through 
the use of an ingenious tabulating 
machine.

Tills processes incoming tickets 
in batches of 10, counted serially. 
I t  reveals how many. If any, are 
missing from each batch. A fter 
that it will be a simple matter to 
ask for an explanation from the 
policeman to whom the tickets in­
volved were issued.

Chief .Judge Jay E. Rublnow of 
the circuit court has ordered 15,000 
books— 150,000 sets of tickets — 
for distribution to Connecticut’s 
5,500 state and local policemen.

"W e hope,”  he says, "that will 
be enough for the first year and a 
half."

(In Havana, Prime Minister 
Fidel Caatro announced the Com' 
munlst bloc had pledged to buy 4 
million tons of Cuban sugar In 
1961 at 4. centa a pound—nearly 
a cent above the world prico—if 
the United States refused to buy 
Cuban sugar. Previous Communist 
sugar purchases have been at the 
world price. Castro said the Soviet 
Union would take 2.7 million tons, 
Communist China one million, and 
other Communist nations the re' 
malnlng SOO.OdO tons.)

(President Elsenhower has an 
nounced that the United - Stktea, 
Which until laat July took nearly 
half the Chiban crop at more than 
2 cents a pound abova Uia world 
price, will not. buy any Cuban 
sugar at least during the first 
quarter of 1961 because of the "de­
liberate hostility" of the Castro 
government.)

The Soviet promise to build an 
oil refinery appeared In part to 
be an effort to help out C u b a n  
technicians who reportedly are 
having trouble operating expropri­
ated American refineries because 
they lack skilled help and spare 
parts. However, even when operat 
ing at capacity, Chiban refineries 
have not been able to produce 
enough for the lsland"s needs

Guevara told a farewell recep­
tion last night attended by Pre­
mier Nikita Khrushchev that eco­
nomic cooperation between the 
Soviet Union and Cuba "has noth' 
ing to do with military bases or 
military equipment." But he add­
ed:

"The most Important aid to 
Cuba was the statement by Pre­
mier Khrushchev about the readi­
ness of the Soviet Union to give 
all-out support to Cuba in defend' 
ing her Independence from aggreS' 
Sion.”

The joint communique said the 
Soviet Union backe the C u b a n  
stand against "U.S. imperialism" 
and denounced the "militarist po­
licy of imperialism whose main 
exponents are the monopoly quar­
ters of the United States."

The communique also reiterated 
Chiba’s support for Khrushchev's 
plan for. complete disarmament in 
three years,' rejected by the West 
as unrealietlc, and hie propoaal to 
replace U.N. Secretory-general 
Dag Hammorekjold with a tri­
umvirate representing communist, 
western and neutral nations.

Guevara, who hoe traveled the 
Communist bloc from one end to 
the other aearchihg for markets to

replace the United States, left 
Moscow for Prague, Csechdalo^ 
vokia. From there he w&s expected 
to fly to Havana.

In Havana, Ciaatro made no pre­
diction of the alee of the 1961 su­
gar crop but ordered all cone cut 
"down to the lost inch." The gov­
ernment has boosted it con pro­
duce up to 7 million tons, but the 
1960 harvest is expected to total 
6.5 million tons.

Caatro said all sugar over the 
4 million tons for the Communist 
bloc would be held In reaerva to 
be sold in accordance with Cuba's 
quotas on the non-Communist 
world market.

But he threatened that if  "ihe 
imperiollsta develop new sugar 
oreoa" In on attsmpt to freese 
Cuba out, (Jubaa 'sugkr will be 
dumped on the market at 3V4 
cents a pound, mors than halt a 
cent below the world price.

"We have plenty of ammunition 
in sugar," he sskL "I f they are 
going to develop tiew sugar areas 
we are going, to Are our sugar,’*

This sugar policy, he declared, 
"is going to moke the imperialists 
shake.” But the price of victory, 
he told the workers, will be lest 
pay for them.

The workers’ wages are deter­
mined by the average price of 
sugar—which was 4.7 cents a 
pound this year. Castro asked— 
and got-—the unlon’a acceptance 
of the same pay as this year on 
only the first 4 million tons of 
sugar. After that they agreed to 
take their pay .on a basis of 214 
.cents a pound.

Castro also renewed his attacks 
on the Roman Catholic clergy. He 
charged that Francis Cardinal 
Spellman, the Catholic Archbishop 
of New York, had "joined with ex­
ploiting and fascist imperialism” 
and waa a "supplier of those who 
place bombs here, who sabotage 
industries and who bum cane."

This apparently waa a reference 
to the Cardinal’s $10,000 contri­
bution to a fund for Cuban ref­
ugees In Miami.

Castro also strongly defended 
Rev. Germain Lence, a frequent 
speaker at Castro rallies, who Is 
reported to have been suspended 
from his priestly duties by church 
authorities in Havana.

The prime minister said it had 
been rumored that the priest 
would be excommunicated. He de­
clared If the church took such ac­
tion, It would have to "excom­
municate the revolutionary gov­
ernment and the people o f Cuba."

Borne payehecka will he fattened 
by ralsee already provided In old 
contracts. Unions are cbnfldent'of 
higher scales In contracts to be 
negotiated 'In 1961. Those render 
Ing services should collect a bit 
more, but rents and interest are 
softening. Personal income a t the 
end of 1960 wee around $410 bil­
lion a  year before taxes. Con­
sumers were spending $328 billion

The unless la the off-chance of 
a  real recession and the measures 
which the new sdminlatratlim 
might take to meet it. Further 
monetary inflation could send 
prices markedly higher. Otherwise 
the outlobk_ls for a -rise of about 
IH  per cent In the cost of living, 
the same as In 1950.

Food — prices rose in 1960, after 
slipping lower in 1950, and they 
may go atUl higher In 1961. Weath- 
er will play ite usual major role. 
The nation’s food bill rose $3 bil­
lion to $76 billion In 1960 and may 
rise about $2 billion more In 1961 
—partly becauae of higher prices

Houses—U ttle  price rise and fi­
nancing easier.

The building industry hopes to 
put up 1.3 million homes In 1961 
against 1.2 mllUon in 1960. Credit 
will be easier to find, but interest 
rates won’t  change much. Home 
furnishings and furniture indus­
tries hope to regain some of the 
sales ground lost in 1960 after a 
record 1959. Prices on older 
houses may stay weaker for a 
time.

Servlcee—^The worst of the 
price rise may .be over. ,

Coats of providing many serv­
ices may contipue ta  rise, but a t a 
slower pace than in riment years. 
Demand for services seems likely 
to continue high even if general 
business slackens' further. Con­
sumers show few signs yet of cut­
ting back on medical care, recrea­
tion and travel or of turning away 
from the save-work conveniences 
increasingly offered. But expan­
sion In many of these fields is 
starting to bring- the restraining 
hand of competition on prices.

Autos—Wide choice of sizes and 
prices makes It easy for the buy­
er.

Also a  large stock of unsold 
new cars as 1961 starts makes the 
dealer and maker eager to please. 
Detroit talks confidently of selling 
more cars In 1961 but buyer ac­
ceptance of the compacts with their 
lower prices and slimmer profit 
margins keeps automen from look­
ing for a bonanza in 1961.

Taxes—More likely than not to 
rise again.

Only a real recession could bring 
much change of tax cutting a t the 
federal level. Tl.e state and local 
pressure will continue high for 
more taxes to meet the needs of 
growing populations.

Add - it up—a consumer’s year 
rather than a manufacturer’s one. 
If a  recession doesn’t  engulf 
more Jobs, people should have a 
bit more pnoney to spend, -abun­
dance of choices in goods and serv­
ices, and prices held down by com­
petition.

To fulfill this resolution, how­
ever, you’ll have to train your pet. 
In order to do this successfully, 
abide by the three P ’s: patience, 
persistence and practical knowl­
edge of the Job at hand.

Start with practical knowledge 
o f  the job at hand. Thia means 
knowing- exactly what you. aim 
to accomplish with your dog. Spe­
cific training information le avail­
able through your library or 
through an -obedience training 
record.

Now patience comes into play, 
and pitience in thia instance is 
the art of self-control. Nothing 
can be more exasperating than to 
find that your pupil has suddenly 
■forgotten a lesson you thought he 
had finally mastered. But don't 
loa« lyour temper. Let your dog 
catch you losing it once and his 
oonfidmee in you Is apt to be 
shattered. From there on in, train­
ing may be doubly difficult.

Persistence as it applies to dog 
training means your willingness to 
teach the same lesson day after 
day until your pupil thoroughly un- 
derstSnds what’s wanted of him. 
It also means your willingness to 
correct errors over and over again 
without a show of temper. And 
don’t forget the reward In the form 
of a tidbit or snack when a Job’s 
well done. This is as Important a 
part of training as correction.

Olga Fishes for $$$

New York </t) — Sixteen years 
ago a  comely blonde with a  Zsa 
Zia Gabor-Uke accent peddled fiah 
to M anhattan .wholcaale houses. On 
good days she made aa much aa |9  
on her crates of sardines.

Eight years later this same Mra. 
Magnua Konow owned two tankers 
and the nickname, "Oilboat Olga." 
And a-puzzled Senate investigating 
committee was publicly marveling 
at how she had turned a  $1,000 in­
vestment into $800,000 In commis- 
slona from Sales of government 
boats.

Today Oilboat Olga la back In 
the money-hunting business. After 
several years of retirement in Eu­
rope, she Is about to launch the 
first American flag steamship com­
pany headed by a  woman. That is, 
she will as soon aa she raises more 
capital.

" I ’ve alwaya directed tUnga I  
didn’t  know anything about at 
first,” reflects the the etill glamor­
ous Olga in looking back to her 
girlhood in Mid-Europe. "When I 
was 14 I  was trying to make al­
ready a dance studio.”

Musical Keys
The fact that she herself could

They were believed to be 
hiding in toe nearby Emboko 
Mountains.

The .death of rebel chief Col. 
Workneh Oebeyehu, whose blood­
stained corpse was hung in a  city 
square, left toe Naway brothers^ 
the only major rebels still a t  large'.'

Selassie’s troops have Jailed 
many rebel officers of toe Imperial 
Guard to await trial.

But a  government apokeaman 
said 'last night that 80 per cent of 
more than 1,000 rebels who sur­
rendered have been set free. Selas­
sie promised an amnesty for those 
who voluntarily gave up their 
arms.

Rebels from the 6,000-msn guard 
of toe royal household led the 
short-lived revolt last Wednesday 
while the 68-year-oId emperor was 
on a state visit to Brazil and pro­
claimed the crown prince, Azfa 
Wassan, aa king. The 44-year-oId 
irince, Selassie’s eldest son, has 
leen exonerated of having any 

part in toe plot.
While the roundup of rebels In 

toe hills overlooking Addis Ababa 
went oh, the emperor In a n a  
tlonwide broadcaat called for an 
end to bloodshed even though the 
rebels "repaid us with treachery 
and banditry."

A government statement aald 
toe Insurgents shbt several of 
Sela.ssie’s top officials during the 
revolt. Casualties are reported to 
have totaled about 2,000.

Trapped in the Hotel Ghlon dur­
ing the fighting were 64 women 
from 45 nations attending a U.N.- 
sponsored seminar on participa­
tion of women in public life. 
Among them was Mrs. Oswald B. 
Lord of Minneapolis, U.S. repre­
sentative 'on  ths U.N. Human 
Rights Commission.

United Nations, N, Y., Dec. 21 

UP)—The U.N. dcneral Assembly 
recessed its turbulent 16th session 
early today after approving a reso­
lution requiring all members to 
Bha^e In the cost of the 1960 U.N. 
Congo operation.

The .Soviet Union vigorously op­
posed the plan. It made it plain it 
would-defy the aasembly majority 
by,, refusing to supply any part of 
the 848.5 million to be raised by 
aaeeasments. The vote was 46-17 
with 24 abstentions.

Hie assembly alao authorized 
Secretary-general Dag Hammar- 
skjold to spend up to 824 million 
for The Congo operation during the 
first three months of 1961.

The 99-natlon assembly ad­
journed at 12:57 a.m. to begin an 
11-week recesa that will end March 
7.

The stormy 3-month session, 
which opened Sept. 20, was notable 
chiefly for tpe ” islt o f Soviet Pre­
mier ' Nikita Khrushchev and the 
bitter Soviet campaign against 
HammarnkJold.

The SMsion also felt'Other im-- 
pacts bf The Congo crisis, the un­
certainties o f the U. S. preeidential 
election and the growing pains that 
came with the admlseloii o f 17 new 
membere—16 o f them African.

Theae factors resulted in pro­
longed debstes, paralysing dead­
locks and a general slowdown of 
work that forced postponement of 
action on many major itema, in­
cluding disarmament, until the sec-̂  
ond part o f the session.

Ttatofinal hours were devoted 
moatly to budgetary and other
beueekeepiiig OMottoo*, but the

<f>crucisl issues raised during the 
session persisted.

Soviet Delegate A. A. Roehchin 
told the assembly just before the 
poflt-midnight vote on The Congo 
budget:

"One o f the main causes o f the 
•ituatipn as it now prevails In. The 
Congo is  to be found In the fact 
that the Secretary-general, m  his 
own initiative and without any 
authorization ttom  the Security 
Council, has set up a United Na­
tions Command . . . consisting 
mainly of United States nationals 
and nation^* of other countries 
in NATO,"

The Ruzslans Indicated they 
would continue their attack. So­
viet Deputy Foreign Minister 
valerian A. Zorin called a news 
conference today to review the 
work of the Msaion.

U.S . Ambassador James J. 
Wadsworth commented that the 
99-natlon body had been working 
"in a period o f crtel* which ha* 
tested the United Nations—and is 
still testing it—to its very fouhds-

Wadsworth said in a statement 
that the Soviet Union, because Its 
plans in The Congo ‘S bad )>eeh 
frustrated, bad tried to punish 
the United Nations, to mlsrvpre- 
aent and label It, to hamstring its 
operations and to driv# Bam- 
marskjold from offioa.‘

"In that bold offsneiva,'' he said, 
“ the Soviet Union thus far has 
toiled. The United NatioiU! la still 
in Ths Congo . . , the’ Sseretary-

Vlentlane, Laos, Dec. 21 (F)— 
Pro-Communlst Capt. Kong Le’s 
rebel forces, bolstered by Russian 
airdrops of srms and ammunition, 
apparently are digging in for a 
showdown battle with the pro- 
western forces that drive them 
from this battered Laotian capital.

'Hie paratroop captain and his 
force, estimated at 800 men, re- 
p o r t ^ y  have halted their retreat 
and are taking positions along a 
line stretching from Boun Phmig, 
85 miles north of Vientiane, to 
Vang Vleng, 110 m.llee north o f the 
capital, western sources sidd.

Two Soviet Ryushin-14 trantoort 
planes are shuttling military sup­
plies to Boun Phong and Vang 
Vieng, presumahly from neighbor­
ing CTommunlst North Viet Nam, 
eyewitnesses have Informed the 
western sources.

Kong Le'e forces’ are backed by 
an unknown number of .pro-(^m - 
munlst Pathet Lao guerrillas.

The area, a V-ehaped valley cut 
into the foothUlB north o f Vien­
tiane, is a .Pathet Lao stronghold. 
Kong Le could probably triple tale 
strength with Itothet Lao help.

‘^According to every indication 
we have, Kong Lei hgs decided to 
atand up and fight on th4r6dge of 
theae foothills,’ ’ one o f  tha military 
ex))erta aald. "

Baer Demands

New York, Dec. 21 A  
large tanker was broken in 
two today by violent neu  off 
Cape Hatteras, N. C. 'The 
Coast Guard reported soine of 
its men in the water and oth­
ers clinging desperately to tii« 
drifting stem section.

The Coast Guard said the strick­
en craft Was the 10,417-ton Pte* 
Ridge, owned by the Keystone 
Shipping Co. It’s home is
Wilmington, Del.

The Coast Guard said tho riitp 
carried a crew o f 37. However. New 
York agents put the number at 
39, including the skipper.

Coast Guard, Navy and com­
mercial vessels in the ares went 
racing to the scene, 90 milea cast of 
C im  Hatteras.

'file Coast Guard said tho Pine 
Ridge, carrying only ballast. Was 
en route from New York d t y  to 
Corpus Christi, Texas.

The tanker was described as be­
ing 523 feet long, propelled by tur­
boelectric equipment and among 
the larger alzes o f such veaaels. 
She was built in 1948.

A  Coast Guard plana fiyiiig 
overhead radioed tlia repert o f the 
breakup and aald:

German police arrested him yes­
terday at Daasendorf, near Ham' 
burg, where he had been working 
as a master lumberman under an 
assiuned name.
”̂ I am an officer," he aeeerted 

when airested. "Treat me accord­
ingly.’’

He was manacled and with a 
heavy guard put on a train tor 
Frankfurt..

Baer succeeded Rudolf Hoess as 
Auschwitz commandant in 1944. 
Hoess and another A u s c h w i t z  
commandant were ^ ecu ted  after 
the war for crimes committed at 
the camp.

State Attorney Heinz W olf said 
Baer i* charged with murdering 
Jew's in the comp and also dqring 
a retreat from the camp in M  
uary 1945 as Soviet armies apt 
proached.

Authorities learned last October 
that Baer was alive and offered a 
10,000-mark (82,380) reward for 
his capture.

More than 100 Ups poured In 
from all over Germany, w olf said, 
and tnvestlgatora checked out 
each one.
