Women Check
On Faulty Scales

New York, Dec. 24 (m—A task
force of aharp-eyed women work-
ing ‘with city Inspectors haa put
the finger on butchers whaose
acales weigh heavy,

Commissioner of Investigations
Louis Kaplan said 100 inspectors
teamed up with 15 women volun-
teers In visiting 1,181 supermar-
kets and butcher shops. The wom-
en made purchases, observed the
weighing, then took the packages
outside to a walting inspector, who
reweighed the meat on accurate
acales,

The two-day campaign, ending
yesterday, turned up 274 violations
and resulted In 48 summonses.
Kaplan said no evidences of delib-
erate tampering were found, but
many scales were found not to be
working properly. In other cases,
the meat weighed less on the in-
speclora’ pcales than It did in; the
butcher shop.

French bomb, tested Feb, 13, had

danger to Nomads {n the desert,

Testing points reported that
weak radloactive fallout was noted
In an area about 60 miles long
and 15 miles wide extending
southwestward from the firing
range.
