I wondered if it 
was rdated to  the fact that a few days earlier we 
had had tte  chimney vacuumed for the first time in 
neatly a decide. Perhaps this had widened the 
opening and greedy brereased the draft. With a 
pedeer I qiread dto^tivood to  try to reduce die in­
tensity of the flame. .. -

About IS minutes later^our son Vance, then 17, 
went out the bade door to gb to  a  ChtiMnus Eve 
party. He came runnii^ backin, shontiity dud the 
roof of our house was on fire. 1 dasliad out to  see. 
Great flames were lashing toward, at leasi 8 feel 
high near the cfainuity.

To this day we do not know if this fire started 
on top of the wood-shingk roof or below it in the 
attic. Later invesdgatioo, however, established diat 
the chimney itsA  was not defective.

Consternation gripped us aU. I raced to the^ 
phone. Someone had mislaid the phone book, so 
1 dialed the operator and said, “This is an emer- 
genity. Ring the fire department.” It seemed a full 
minute before the connection was made.
‘ Meanvdiile, our son Vance had seized the r ^  
18-inch-tall fire extinguisher by our kitchen and

had h«sed it u ^  to  the aeawd-floor doorway to mto die wo«J^ Then b  qdck  succession I made
the atde styirway. He opened the door. Flames three more trips, ^ ly io g  out armfuls <rf folders
poured o u t The stairway—and most of the attic and dtunmiig t b ^  boto the blanket.

a  mass of flames. The^ stairway fire was 
aggravated by the fact that we had temporarily 
hung several hangers of suits and odier clothing 
inside the door.

By die time I  arrived with a big kitchen kettle, 
Vance had the stairway flames under some contrtd.
1 began hauling water in my kettle from the^bear- 
by bathroom am f threw it ity the stairway to try. 
to douse the remaining flames'and dampen down 

'  the general area widi water.
My throat was terribly <fiy. I assumed it was 

from panic, but it appaiendy also was doe to the 
fact that fire socks otygen from the air, and such 
a deoxygenized atmoqihere can fell you if you 
are not carefuL

P^XPEETS on fire contrtd suggest that we may have 
"  aggratnted the fire in the atde by t^ieiiiiig the 
atdeway door. This action had let fresh air in to ^  
feed the flames. That ndty be, but 1 believe the fire 
would have got down into the main part of the 
house if Vance had iibt stopped it at that atde 
doorway. Flames already were licking dirough the 
p a n ^  of the door. (And the paneb later cnimided 
under our touch.) .

Virghua, meanwhile, joined me in throwing 
water up the stairway. As firp tnicksvb^an arriv­
ing, Vuice again had more presejnre of mind than 
the rete of us. He ran down and told the first driver 
'vdiere the nearest fire hydrant was, along the road 
at the lower side of our property.

.Many dozens o f cars filled with people who had 
heard the fire siren or seen the sky light up began 
jamming this roadway and abandoning their cars. 
As a Rwdt, a  good many minutes passed—in fact 
it seemed like hou»---befbre a really solid stream 
of water waahittiiig ^  flames.

Now rre Padtards had begun wondering what 
we coidd save in base everything was lost. What

, A fter the firenwn-arnved I  thought of thexlpcuh 
mentatton and other working papers for tte  b ^ ,^  
“The Waste M aket^” which I was then* writing. 
Where to  put them? There was a 3-inch layer of 
snow outsidd. Tgrabbed a  blanket-and an annfol 
of my folders of research m aterial and ran om

It took frarhours to get tne nre lully under con­
trol; a i^^^ore than 40 vedunteer firemen were 
kept, tenn dieir families on the one n j ^  above all 
that families like to be together. Two of these gal­
lant firemen were temporarily'overcome by fumes 
while trying to work their way up into the attic.

Tm  miracle is that the fire never got below the 
attic levd (but one fireman tell through * 
ened section of the attic floor and landed in our 
master bedroom oa our second floor.) Firemen 
and dozens of wonderful neighbors and well-wish- 
ers carried all our movable betongmgs not al­
ready water-soaked out of the house to  safety.

we had in the attic win demoyed, but 
otherwise, although many straiigm 'ctone into our 
house that night and moved our fiossessMMs about, 
the only thing we frwnd missing after the fire was 
a pair (ff my shoes, whidi we assume may have 
been qipropriated by some neigUipr setose own 
shoes h to  become water-soaked on that freezing 
night. Most of us had soaked shoes before we 
w ere.th rou^

Frieixb took our children frMT the night. At 2:30 
A.M. Virginia and I finally retired in a bed over 
our detached garage. A sympathetic doctor whom 
we knew.only casually came by around midnight 
and handed us some sleeping p ills -^  wonderfully 
thoughtful gesture. A t-3 A.M.— de;4>ite the sleep­
ing pill I had taken-r-1 rem em be^  the pile of 
m anuscr^ material I  had left; in the w oo^ and 
went out and retrieved all the folders.

It was four months before we were able to move 
back ihto our renovated home. Fortunately, we bad 
n o t only fiie-insutance proteiction but also the 
homeowner’s policy which coveted our living ex­
penses .during the four months we had to live 
outside our boose.

EEANU.Y, I didn’t  even know we had this cover­
age of emergency Hvupioosts. It had been agreed 
. on betwton Virginia and our insurance broker, 
John Bathrick, whom we depend 'upon to  watch 

over Our best interests without overloadihg us with 
insurance. He came by, after 1 called, while the 
fire was ^  smolderiQg, to  oBtr us emergency 
(tounsel on steps we should take. One step; which 
hatfift oocurred to us,̂  was ffiat we should get some

Virginia and 1 teamed a number of other tessrtos 
that may be of interest to all homeowners. •

— Make an inventory of all the powesitons of 
value in^yourTiDuse, and bring the invpntoiy up 
to date every year. For weeks ^^fginia kept think- < 
ing of things destroyed in our attte^^uu she had 
not th o u ^ t to report when the insurance adjustor 
first interviewed her.

—Keep dutter ou t of the attic and die stairway 
to the attic. And where posstote, use wood or 
metal storage boxes rather than pasteboard boxes. 
Just by luck d l my working papers for my book, 
“The Hiditen Persuaders’,’ were stored in  a large 
w(xxten box, and survived. On the other hand, 
other valued papers stored in pasteboard boxes 
were destroyed.

—Don’t build a roaring fire in y(Mir fireplace 
unless you are sure it is safe to do so. Have your 
chimney chedted every year or two, if il<is used 
much, and if possible install a stotu wire screen 
in the top of the floe.

—^ftemember- that your insurance policy may 
have an 80%  clause. This qiedfies that, to be 
fully covered, you must have your luMue insured 
for at least 80% of the cost of re p la ^ g  it today. If 
your insurance is for less than 80% of the esti­
mated refriacement cost oi the house, there will 
be 8(teiie depredatum taken on the materials.

—Make sure all people living in your house 
would have W exit—especially frdm bedrooms— 
in case of fire. It was only after the fire that Vir­
ginia and 1 realized that if our fire had occuned 
white we were steeping and had broken through 
die attic door, C iii^  would have been tnqiped 
and would have had to climb out 1 ^  window where  ̂
she could have had a  very nasty ^  onto concrete 
s t ^  below. We’ve now shown her how to step ‘ 
to a  nearby roof.

—Keep a large, fully charged fire extinguisher 
ill your home, and if feasible keep a  garden 1k^  . 
long’ enough to reach to any part of your house, 
connected at all times to  a teucet, pieferabty an 
jnsideone.

—Finalty, support and cherish your local fire de­
partm ent We will always feel.deeiriy in d e b ^  to 
the volunteen of the New (Canaan u id  Silvermine 
fire deportments who saved our home. After the 
fire, one fireman told me that as' he approached 
the house in his ̂  a man-directing fraffic shrugged ' 
and sgtd, “It’s goms.” ~  w  •

It certainly looked “gone”' by the way it lit up 
the sity. Our local firemen, however, refused to be­
lieve it was “gone.” And as a result of this cimvic- 
tkm. we still have our home. .

Schools m Washington County, Mary­
land, have been testmg ETV as a teaching 
aid for the past five years with the help of 
industry and foundation grants. More than 
20 different closed-ctrcoit TV courses, from 
Art to U.S.\history, have been given to 
18,000 students in the county’s 48 schook.

The use of its own in-scbodl, closed- 
circuit tekviskm a t' Evanston Township 
High School in Evanston, Illinois, has 
spread so rapidly in five years that each 
of die 3,600 Students is now being taught 
some material by TV .'

In additkm to die many schools whkdi 
have closed-circuit, in-schexiL television, 
there is a network of 50 noncommercial 
educatk>nal-TV sugions s t r ^  across the 
country. Your diildrea may be watching 
lessons from these stadons in school, and 
you may be able to  watch the same telecast 
on your home-TV scL There’s a potenti®! 
audieim pf 70^000,000 viewers for these 
50 stations. By 1970 Ihere’U be at least 80 
ETV stations reaching neariy every corner 
of America.

In a national study of classroom facUities 
for use in ETV, the Educational Facilitin 
Laboratories, Inc., recommended that new 
schools should be planned with ETV in 
mind. If a  dassroom is well ^lannedi ^  
report said, it wOl equally effective for 
TV or “Uve’’ teadiitig: Spaise within the 
school buUdiiig iM«ds ti> be more flexible to 
allow for classer o l till a ie s, not the rigid 
rectangular classrcNMUs we’ve always had.

equipment in the room. Ways were sug­
gested for adapting the wide variety of 
available TV equipment to particular sdiool 
situations. Hnally, the report envisioned 
that within a few years our schoob will be 
able to  buy, for the first time, an economi­
cal video-tape recorder to record particular 
lessons. This, will let them build up a “bank”
of telecasts to  be at will.

Tv TEACHING will help strengthen weak 
sj^ts in a curriculum. In a rural school 

where perhaps only four seniors want to 
take physics, those four studente can watch 
physics on television and see expert scien­
tists demonstrate the lessons, lismg models 
and apparatus their own school couldn’t 
possibly provide.

Even in a well-equipped and fully staffed 
school, you can broaden and onrich the 
curriculum by ETV. Music, .art, conver­
sational French, ^lanish, and (Hher “ex­
tras” can be added with little expense.

Another benefit is to give in-service train­
ing for the teachers. Classroom teachers 
benefit from the studio teacher’s research, 
and class planning and technique improves.

WE LIKE to  THINK tiicie’s no dream 
that can’t come true. Witness Theo­

dore Bettendorff, 71, vriiose home is liter­
ally his castle. He is not an industrial giant 
but a genial master craftsman besieged by 
a lifelong dream: to own a castle.

Twenty-nine years ago, working after 
hours and over weekends, be laid the foun­
dations for the castle Which now stands atop 
a bluff overiooking the town (as a castle 
should), complete with drawbridge^ a moss- 
covered moat, and turrets. >

Wheri Bettendorff began to build his 
dream house, be had only diildhood mem­
ories of castl^  he had visited in Luxem- 

, bourg, where he was born. With no plans to 
go by, he simifly combined muscle power

with a long roster of skills. He dug into a 
nearby rock quarry, cut and hauled stones, 
made his own concrete molds to trim the 
turrets, cut oak logs to make beams, and 
forged iron for ornamental work.

“If I had had blueprints,” he says, “the 
project would have overwhelmed me.” 

Bettendorff built a dungeon, 22 feet deep, 
and towers to tickle low-flying clouds. “By 
going at it a little at a time,” he explains, 
“ it didn’t seem too hard.”

Last summer, when he cranked down the 
massive drawbridge and unlocked the great 
oak doors with a proper GullivCr-size key, 
a goggling neighbor asked why he didn’t 
charge admission and make it a museum. 
“Then it wouldn’t be a home,” he reiriied.

Having worlmd out* what wiU flourish 
^  look well together, consider setting 
uide a small area as a cutting garden— 
even 7-by-lO feet will_sufflce. Here you can 
plant the seeds leftover from the border 
packets, and youll be able to cut all sum- 
mer long without decimating the flower 
beds. Use this area also as a “Plant Bank” 
on which to draw, replacing plant faUurcs 
uid filling in when (flants fade. Most an­

imals can be transplanted at any time dur­
ing the summer. If you sohk the soil the 
day before and tako'ttp a trowelful or a 
spadeful of sml with the root system, little 
harm wiH lysdlt. Firm the soil around the 
roots in t&  new location, water well and 
keep moist tor a couple of weeks. For the 
first several days shade the transplants with 
a cone of newH’npc^ reduce moisture 
loss and sun-wilt. In this way you can keep 
the garden always in g (^  repaid.

In our own garden we find the cutting 
beds useful also tot an early start of an­
nuals outdoors, tran^flantiog between the 
bulbs as th^begin to go by. T^n, when 
the bulb leaves ripen and are removed, the 
little nfmiMil* are already big enough to take 
over and start to bloom, going right on into 
autumn. By trans{flanting some of the young 
seedlings to your beds you can thin the 
rows in the cutting ^uden and thus avoid 
having to thin two beds and throw away 
the small sewings.

Another personal.tip may save work in 
the cutting garden. Although most garden­
ers advise leaving plenty of space between 
rows, we space the rows rather closely, 
working in extra (flant food m  we plant, to 
compensate for the closeneM. The rows 
thus shade out most weeds as the plants

grow up as well as reduce moisture loss in 
the soil due to excess sun. We run the rows 
from east to west, planting low-growing 
annuals on the south and-tapering up to the 
tallest in the northern rows, in order that 
all may get their quota of sun, even though 
the roots are shaded. The rows are only 
about five feet long with paths placed on 
either side and every four feet or so be­
tween rows (see the plan below). This 
allows one to lean in and snip out exactly 
the flowers wanted without back strain or 
menace to the rest of the plants. Paths may 
be of gravel, grass, wood chips, bricks, or 
sand—anything that keeps down the weeds 
and makes it easy to get about in wet 
weather. Another feature of this garden is 
that it is pretty—you won’t have to hide it 
behind a fence, unless you want to, because 
it is always gay and decorative with its mix­
ture of bloom, which only tends to get 
better the more it iVeut.

In 
France, 22.5 per cent did not vote.

The Moslem boycott ordered by 
the nationalist rebels was particu­
larly effective in Algiers and Oran, 
AlgWia’s two largest dtieo.

"The administration will present 
for your consideration a chUd pro­
tection amendment designed to 
guarantee every Georgia child his 
God-given right to freedom of as­
sociation. Under no circumstances 
could he or she be forced to attend 
g school Wherein Intolerable condi­
tions exist.”
' Vandiver was not specific in 
what he planned. Some le$d<>lative 
leaders speculated that he had in 
mind a pupil placement plan for. 
the public schools.
\-"W e  know not 'What the future 
holdg," Vandiver sgid, "hut we 
musrprovide a  new plate of armor, 
gird oimMvea against the aweep- 
big and mridlous onslaught oi 
forced integtaUon in Georgia 
schools.”
