De ' Gaulle has proposed more
pelf-government at once for the
N African territory and its
Moslem majority and a self-deter<
mination referendum when the 8-
year-old nationalist rebelllon is
ended. N

Final official returns gave De
Gaulle & majority of 7525 per
cent of the votes cast in France
and 854 per cent In Algeria. But
nearly 40 per cent of the voters In
Algeria stayed home, and most of
the abstainers were Moslems, In
France, 22.5 per cent did not vote

The Moslem boycott ordered by
the nationalist rebels was particu«
larly effective in Algiers and Oran,
Algeria’s two cities. As &
result the French colonists cast the
majority wvpte and voted over-
whelml.nsly against De Gaulle, Al-
geria and Oran were the only two
departments in France or Algeria
in which De Gaulle's proposal did
not carry.

Fasentially, the prcgoull T
mit ‘the garaging of houne, gzx
boat, and camp trallers an overall
20feet long, or’less, in those areas.

The proposals will be sired In

public hearing soon, Brown said.
The problem has come to & head

Jargely through complainta about(’

restrictions against small’ house
trallers, used hy families on vaca-
tion or camping trips In the sum-
mer.

Present zoning ordinances define
trallers as ‘house trallers" or
“mobile homes"” and limit them to
a special “T" zone.

There is one *“T*' zone, near Ver-
non Circle off Rt. 83 where the
Vernon Traller Park is located.
Vernon's other traller courts are
allowed non-conforming use. The
ordinances say nothing about other
types of trailers in any of the

zones.

According to Brown, the board's
proposals would spell out tha vari-
ous kinds of trailer permitted to be
garaged and would, thereupon,
ease the present hardships.

Complaints have not only come
from residents who own small
“travel” trajlers, but from resi-
dents who have noted that there
are such trallers kept at a few
rural homes, apparently in contra-
vention of the regulations.

Because the regulations do not
define all trailers, the regulations
have been open to some debate.

A number of interested ‘groups,
particularly the Rockville Area
Campers' Association, has become
active in promoting a solution to
the problem.

James P. Lynch, vice president
of the association, sald many cam-
pers who own house or tent trail-
ers garage them in other towns
where parking apace is more easily
rented. He noted that Vernon loses
potential revenue because of it,

Brown said the new proposals
would define trailers other than
house trallers, such as trallers for
boats, livestock, farm use, tents,
and general hauling.

Under the proposals, the tralleps,
in general, would be considered as
accessory uses and would bg per-
mitted as long as Lh:g were
garaged, covered or parked out of
sight and remained (in the case of
hou.y and tenl-trailers) unoccu-

jed.
y He sald that, if the regulations
are amended-as there will
probably still efop up exceptional
cabes lnvolvmg overiength trallers.

The Hartford (>teen-agers, Miss
Karen Nyborg, 16, Miss Karen
Burgess, 17, and Bruce Alexander,
17, said that the Russian people
they-met “tried very hard to like
us"—aven though they arrived
there just after the U-2 incident.
The students, members of the
South Congregitional + Church in
Hartford, discussed highlights of a
church-sponsored odysgsey to 18
countries at the first sesafon of the
School of Misaions at! Bouth-Meth-
odist Church.

The 73-day tour took them fo
the British Isles, Italy, Greece, the
Near East, and Egypt. During
much of that time the group lived
in private homes,

Alexander sald that of all the
countries he visited, including the
Boviet Union, he found the ones In
mont need of foreign aid were
those of the Near t. Theére, he
said, he saw “absolute destitu-
tion.” Children, he said, slept in
the streets, and asold whatever
small articles they owned for food.
He sald the Russians are better
off materially than the Near East
countries, but he noticed that
many of the Russian people wan-
dered the streets in Moscow and
Leningrad because of the lack of
recreational facilities.

He also say “equality for wom-
en"” In action in Rusaia, he said,
where women as well as men did
difficult manual labor.

Churches Crowded

Although there s only one
Protestant church In Leningrad, he
sald he found the churches very
crowded, mostly with older people,
The group's gulde in Leningrad, he
added, sald she thought no young
people attended church In that
city, and when she accompanied
the group to church, she “couldn't
belleve it" when she saw some
youth there.

Teenagers Have Difficulty
Picturing War with Russia

Alexander sald the group visited
a display in Russia which was
based on the theme, “The History
of Religion Leads to  Atheism,”
which was government-sponsored
and presented dioramas of the in-
humanities of the early churches.

foreign languages on a larger
scale. Alexander said that English

for Egypt.

1like thelr American counterparts.
“In Russia,’” he sald, “the people
have studied English throughout
most of thelr years in school, and
were amazad that we Couldn't
speak Russian."

In Greece, Mins Nyborg sald
she lived with a family which was
very poor, but nevertheless went
out of their way to make her feel
at home. She sald one evening the
family served her a meal of Greek
and American food, which she dis-
covered Iater, represented a large
portion of the family larder. The
22 members of the tour have un-
dertaken a project to raise $1,000
for the completion of a church in
Alexandripolis, Greece, one of the
poorer communities they visited,

Dr. Russell H, Stafford, modera-
tor of the International Conference
of Congregational Churches, dis-
cussed the constitution of the Unit-
ed Church of Christ, on which the
local Congregational Church mem-
bers must vote' within a few
months, at an informsal meeting of
church members Friday at Yeo-
mans Hall.

Dr. Stafford explained the key
points of the merger of-the Evan-
gelieal and Reformed Church and
the General Council of the Congre-
gational Christian Church of the
United States and answered ques-
tions from the audience. The merg-
er will bring administrative effi-
clency by. combining councils, con-
ferences. or aussociations,. but will
not change the a'tonomy of any
local church, he-sald. :

Because people have been con-
fused concerning this issue, the fol-
lowing paragraph from the consti-
tution, which is most pertinent, is
repeated here in full because of Its
great importance to the local mem-
bership in making decision.

“The autopomy of the local
church is inherent and modifiable
only by its own action. Nothing
in this Constitution and the By-
Laws 0f the United Church of
Christ shall destroy or limit the
right of each local church to op-
erate 1n the -ay customary to it;
nor shall be construed to giving to
the General Synod, or to any Con-
ference or Assocliation, now or atl
any future ' time, the power to
abridge or impair the autonomy of
any local-church in.the manage-

Rowe, whose real name was
Lynwood Thomas, waa a scout
for the Detrolt Tigera at the
time of his death. His major
league career included nine
acasons with Detroit, five with
the Philadelphia- Phillies, and
one with Brooklyn.

He previously had served as
a coach on the Tigers' ataff
and managed in the Detroit
minor league -system.

Rowe was bhorn In Waco,
Tex,, but grew up in El Do-
rado, and here he got the nick-
name Schoolboy. As a high
school kid, he once pitched
againsl and beat one of his
teachers in a4 semi-pro game. .

The headline in the El Do-"
rado Daily News the next
nforning read, "Schoolboy
Beats Teacher."”

And Schoolboy It was.

Rowe's 15 seasons in Lhe
majors- saw him in, one All-
Star game (1936) and three
World Series. His lifetime rec-
ord in the big league was 1068
victories, 101 defeats. His
greatest year wasy 1934, when
as a Tiger he won 24 games
and lost elght.

He is tled for the American
League record. fo- mast con-
sequlive games won in one
season—16, They' came in
1934.

In one game of the 1834

record—for most defeats, five.

His professional career be-
gan in 1932 with Beaumont in ,
the Texas League. In 1933 he
svent up to Detroit and stayed,
except for 1938 in Beaumont,
until 1942 when he \vas trad-
‘ed to Brooklyn. He wound up
the 1842 season in Montreal,
then went to the Phillies where
he completed his major league

_career in 1949,

Rowe retired from the ac-
tive ranks in 1951 aftér.man-
aging Willlamsport in the
Eastern League and pitching
16 games for the seventh-
place club.

He played in the 1934, and

3rd Body Taken
From N-Building

Idaho Falls, Idaho, Jan. ® (/—
Special crews recovered the last
body today from the bullding hous-
fng » nuclear reactor that exploded
last week. The biast, on the Atomic
Energy Commission’s Eastern Ida-
ho Testing Station Tuesday night,
killed three young servicemen.

The AEC said the recovery effort
was complicated by the fact that
the body was *lodged in the up-

r structure of the reactor build-
ﬁg"—dlrectly above the top of the
damaged reactor. A special net was
extended beneath the body, the
AEC said, to keep it from {falling
into the reaclor.

“The direct recovery was ac-
complished by eight men, paired in
quick-moving relays to avoid ex-
cesslve radiation exposure,” the
AEC statement said” . . , No 2-
man team was iri the bullding more
than 65 seconds.'” .

Dangerously high radloactivity
atill {s present in the cylindrical re-
actor buflding—almost a weck af-
ter the reactor explosion released
it. But the AEC says only & neg-
ligible amount is present outside
the metal building, and this only
within a hundred yards.

The explosion—not an atomic
blast—came as the three men
were preparing the reactor 1o
start up after & 10-day shutdown.
The reactor itself is the prototype
of ope intended for use as a mo-
bile power and heat source by
armed forges in remole area.

Killed were Army Spec. § C.
John A. Byrnes, 27, and Spec. 4 C.
Richard’ L. McKinley, 22, .and
Navy Electrician L. C. Richard C.
Legg, 26. All three were military
nuclear technicians.

The AEC said the investigation
continues into what caused the ex-
plosion. Tentatively, it has jindi-
cated it believes a runaway cop-
dition inside. the reactor was re-
sponsible.

One body was recovered the
night of the explosion, the other
Thursday. The AEC sald “removal
of the last body has been a first-
priority object since the mccident.”

The three hodies, themselves
highly . radioactive, have been
lodged in a specially shielded fa-
cilit pending funeral arrange-
ments.
