Hix gon, Charles gﬂd
Manchester, now a &&!or Court
judge, had nlso £ president
of the corporation and later as &
director and consultant.

The business was sold in June
1860 to Thomas J, McCann, Frank
P. McCann and Sylvester McCann,
who still operata the store under
the name, House and Hale,

Mr. House was born  in Man-
chester, Jan. 23, 1878, son of
Charles E. and Grace Binsell
House. He was a member of the
first graduating class at Man-
chester High School, then known
an Bouth Manchester High School.
He was graduated from Williston
Academy in Easthampton, Mass,,
in 1898 ‘and from Harvard Uni-
versity In 1002, with a degree In

engineering.

My. Gould plays Bach in an ab-
solutely superiative manner. 1 sup-
pose only a pilanist can .realize
just how remarkable his playing
is. On the other hand, anybody
can tell that it (s something out of
the ordinary.

Bach iz not a popular composer,

and Mr. Gould does not court popu-
lar favor on this disc. It is flaw-
lessly perfect, like a marble Greek
statue. Some will feel that it has
also the coldness of marble an well,
but this is the true “clabsic” tra-
dition, which divorces Itself from
Pomanticism, and sceks to present
music of this type merely as beau-
tifully organized sound.
