Henriqae Galvao mes­
saged President Janio Quadros today that he has decided to 
sail the captive Santa Maria into the port of Recife.

Recife, Brazil, Feb. 1 {4*)—The Santa Maria headed in from 
the South Atlantic toward Recife with her captive passengers 
today, but stopped short of the dock for another parley 
to determine future action.

A U.S. Navy spokesman announced this development as 
President Janio Quadros met 'with his cabinet in Brasilia, 
1,000 miles to the southwest, to decide what to do about the 
hi-jacked ship.

As for the rebels themselves, Quadros sent assurances of
political asylum to their chief, Capt.. Henrique Galvao. He 
promised to do anything more that existing laws permit. 

Quadros’ message did not measure up completely to Gal-
vao’s request to unload passengers, refuel and return to  sea to  
continue his fight against the dictatorial regime in Portugal.

The new chief executive, inaugurated yesterday, radioed 
the assurances to Galvao and recalled a meeting they had sev­
eral months ago in Caracas, Venezuela. It was in Caracas that 
Galvao plotted seizure of the $16^ million Pfurtuguese liner 
in hopes of starting to unseat Portugal’s premier, Antonio 
Salazar.

William F. Luddecke, chairman 
of the Vernon ‘Board of Finance, 
said he would not make an of­
ficial .guess on the coming tax 
rate, but he confirmed that the 
tax rate ia achieved by dividing 
the grand list figure Into the 
amoimt to be' raised by taxes dur­
ing the year.

Luddecke said that before the 
tax rate ia set, there' will prob­
ably be a number of changes in 
the grand list and in the annual 
budget, factors which, make pre­
dicting a mill rate at this time 
meaningless.

However, barring gigantic up­
heavals either in the grand list or 
annual budget, the mill rate, to be 
aet In M ar^ , ahould be in the 
neliiiborhood of 10 mills.

The low mill rate (the tax rate 
for last year was 43 mills and 
Should not be used to calculate 
individual tax bills for this year) 
la the result of factors not found 
in other tax years.

The current fiscal year is only 
a 10-month year. Revenue for the 
year will be gained from taxes. 
Other sources o f revenue (such aa 
state aid) and from borrowing.

He said 
Friday that President Kennedy's 
new adminlst ration supports Sec- 
retary.-fieneral Dag Hammar- 
skJoM's efforts to end The Congo 
crisis "by whatever means he 
chooses.”

Hammarskjold's policies have 
been criticized by tha Communist 
bloc and African UJI. members 
who support dtpoaed P r e m i e r  
Patrice Lumumba, now Jailed by 
President Joseph Kauvubu. Their 
demanda that the U.N. force in 
The Congo restore Lumumba to 
power have been blocked by the 
U.S.-led majority oa the council.

Stevensen waa expected to 
apeak only briefly today in re­
sponse to welcomes from the 10 
other council delegates. He is ex­
pected to disclose details of Ken­
n e r 's  Congo poHcy' in a full- 
dress speech later In the week.

Before the council were a va­

The Soviet complaint al­
so accused Belgians of bombing 
Congolese towns under the con­
trol of Lumumba’s siqiporteni.

Also in the council members’ 
hands were Kasavubu's demand 
that HammarOkJoId recall hla 
Congo repreaentative, Rajeahwar 
Dayal of India, and the secretary- 
general’s refusal to do so.

Hammarakjold was expected to 
address the council on MS efforts 
to keep up top strength of the 
2(1,000-man U.N, Congo force in 
the face of .troop withdrawals by 
pro-Lumumba nations. The Sec­
retary-general hu<said the U.N. 
may have to pull out of The 
Congo if the withdrawala con­
tinue.

Cachoslovakia's complaint was 
made, in a letter made public lapt 
night. It charged that the alleged 
Belgian aggression had the sup­
port of the United States and the 
cooperation of Hammarakjold. The 
letter also charged that Lumum­
ba’s fellow prisoner, Maurice 
Mpolo, had been tortur^ to death.

An authoritative source said the 
United States will give the U.N.

A mixtura,.of outright and cau-^ 
tlous support for  the present at­
tempt to consolidate Vernon’s 
three governments into one was 
voiced last night as 22 residents 
spoke In an open meeting before 
government officials drafting a 
new charter.

It was the second open session 
in the current consolldattbn study.

The first open meeting Nov. 20 
was less well attended.

Statements and questions were 
aimed mainly to clarify the posi­
tion o f the administrative assistant 
in the system o f government now 
plaaned.

A lso,, a number o f commenta 
were made concerning the division 
o f authority between the legisla­
tive body and the administration, 
ways in which to sell the charter 
to the publiq, reasons the charter 
o f last summer was defeated, and 
the effect o f party politic.̂  on 
elections under a single govern­
m ent

No' one said he was definitely 
opposed to consolidation.

Most opposition was directed at 
the hiring o f an administrative 
assistant, who would be a full 
time, professional worker respon­
sible for the daily operation of 
government and central coor­
dinator o f the government's actlv 
Ities.

Under the old charter, he would 
have been responsible to an elect­
ed mayor. The present study 
group has proposed that he be 
responsible to an elected, 12-raem- 
ber board o f directors.

Brne.?t J. Kunz of Box Mountain 
Dr. favored a full time elected 
mayor and eaid he felt sure any 
of a nupi'ber o f local men woxild 
be willing to run for the office 

Adolf J. Barori o f Cemetery Rd 
said a hired professional admin 
istrator would have no idea of lo 
cal problems. He favored a full 
time mayor who 'would be respon­
sible to the people.

Donald B. Loverin, chairman of 
the tri-government study group, 
said he doubted "very aerioualy" 
whether anyone would be willing 
to give up a job to become mayor 
for two years, ’ ’knowing he stood 

chance of being knocked out in 
an election."

Other government officials sup­
ported his position.

Robert Kingsbury and Mrs. Ron­
ald Burke, members of last year's 
Consolidation and Charter Com­
mission, which drew up the char­
ter now being used as a guide, ex­
plained at some length the rea­
soning behind selection of an ad­
ministrative assistant.

Kingsbury said the town is big 
enough (nearly 17,000) to require 
a full-time coordinator. Besides, at 
a meeting in the high school last 
year, some 60 people favored zomc 
form of full-time administration, 
but falling short of the town man­
ager form of government.

He said an Important point to 
remember Is the necessity for divi­
sion o f power between administra­
tion'end legislative body. The cur­
rent favoring o f a "weak'' mayor-

Congress a sweeping anti-recession program built oft faater 
federal spending, higher old age pensions and an emergency 
extension of unemployment pay.

Kennedy’s • tightly’-packed 7,500-word special message 
brought the news that joblessness ro8e by 900,000 in Janu­
ary to a total of 6.4 million.

The President said he would submit further propoaala to 
Congress within 75 days if business does not improve.

His message spoke of the general expectation that 'there 
will be “ minor improvements”  in business this year. But he 
added “ speaking out of realism, not pesslmiam, we cannot rule 
out the possibility of further deterioration if  we fail to  a ct”  

Kennedy predicted his economic proposals woftld “abate the 
waste and misery”  of unemployment and “ restore momentum 
to the American economy.”  He said they would n o t  by them­
selves, unbidance the $80.9 billicm budget unveiled liaat month 
by former President Dwight D. Eisenhower.

Yet Kennedy did not provide^- 
Congress with cost esthnates of 
any of his proposals, today as he:

1. Called, for quick approval of 
higher Social Security hmeflts tat 
some 4H million Americana. In­
cluding a $10 booat in the mini­
mum monthly pension; a 2-«tep,
2-year increase in the $1 minimum 
wage to $1.15 and then •$1.25 an 
hour; a aptamp in federal con­
tract-letting and oonstmetibn; 
government aid to detmssed areas; 
federal relief payments for the 
children of jobless fathers.

Kennedy proposed paying for 
the Social Security expansion by 
adffing another 'A of one per cent 
to the tax oft both employers and 
workers. The increase 'would go 
into effect Jan. 1 , 4 ^ ,  along with 
the rise o f ^  of onkjier cent al­
ready scheduled for amt date.'

2. Announced executl^^ actions

3. Disclosed he shortly will send

system — prestunably by setting 
some form of federal standards for 
the atates — and to extend the 
coverage to “several miUton” more 
workers in the retail and other 
trades.

Labor-Management Policy’’
with 21 memebrs drawn from 
labor, management and the public.' 
This body, whose chairmanship will
